NEW YORK. Aug. 17.—Health Officer

Alvah . Doty, of this city, returned from '

Havana, Cuba, this morning. He spent
only two days in Havana because he found
on arrival that it would be impossible for
him to reach either Santiago or Clenfuegos,
where, he says, there are alarming out-
breaks of smallpox.” e found there was a
great deal of yellow fever and smallpox in
Havana and the surrounding country. The
sanitary conditions are terrible. The whole
city's sewage, he says, I emptied into the
bay and the tide is pot sufficient to carry
It 16 sea. Consequently the bay I8, he says,
a constunt breeder of yellow fever, especial-
ly around the Rigna docks and military
hospital. There were three hundred cases
of yellow fever and one hundred deaths
reported from the military hospital during
the two weeks previous to Dr. Doty’s visit.
He is confident that the condition of the

city of Havana Is much worse than in or-
dinary summers, as the presence of unac-
climated soldiers has a very bad effect.

SPAIN'S DAMAGE CASE,

Note Written by Bayard in 1585 in
Regard (o Fillbastering.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 17.—In official cir-
cies to-day there was considerable discus-
sion conecerning the pamphlet of the Span-
ish legation prepared by its attorney, Cal-
deron Carlislc. In the State Department
there was no eriticism as to the publica-
tlon of the document and it was not re-

garded as one at which offense could be
taken. While it s acknowledged that the
only prima facie object of the document
could be the laying of the foundation for
claims against the United States, there
wWére alfo intimations that the pamphlet
was issued and glven wide circulation for
the purpose of making the United States
more vigilant in preventing fililbustering
expeditions leaving the shores of the
United States, as the Cubans in this coun-
try are redoubling their efforts to send
monitions of war to the insurgents. It is
known that from the beginning of the
trouble in Cuba Secretary Olney has made
every effort to have the United States so
to act as to be able to provs that the gov-
ernment has done everything possible to
check expeditions against Spain. It was
said to-day unofficially that every claim
that Spain could make against the United

States would be met in such a way as to
destroy all ground for damages.

Attention was called to-day to the note
o}' Secretary of State Bayard to Juiian
Valero, who, In 1888, was ininister from
Spaln, and called attention to the celebra-
tion of the arrival in Cuba of filibustering
expeditions and of expressions of sym-
pathy for the Cubans and pointing out
that the trial of offenders by jury was a
Serious argument against appealing to the
courts, as the pecple would sympathize
Wwith the offenders and be acquitied. To
this portion of the Spanish minister's note
Mr. Bayard repiied that the government of
the United States did not attempt to ex-
ercise any tpowor over the opinion or ex-
pl:f.-lslons of people within its domains.

Deducting this sum from the total coinage
gives the coinage of suver from new bul-
lion in 1866 as $100,069 000,

Tou mnch
work in mailing her last book, "“The Valley
of Death.” during the hot weather broke
her s=trength. No arranzements have as
vet been made for the funeral.

Since the illness, which came on so sud-
denly in the Blaine mansion in Washing-
ton, Miss Dodge has lived very quietly at
her old home, in  Hamilton, Mass, Her
strength had never rallied after that ill-
ness =0 that she felt able to resume ac-
tive work and she was for weeks unable
to see even intimate friends, but during
that time she has been able to drive about
the town and to entertain in her old de-
lightful manner tl}v friends who have called
upon her. Her literary work during this
has been fragmentary, done by the
help of an amanuensis and as a diversion
or when some current event has specially
attracted her interest.

ROMANTIC HISTORY OF A WOMAN
WHO IS WORRYING MEXICANS,

According to Her Own Story She Be-
came Gifted with Divine Powers
While n Shepherdess,

ST. LOUIS, Aug. 17.—The gorrespondent
of the Globe-Democrat at Guaymas, Mex-
ico, says: Teresa Urrea, the beautiful
young woman and so-called patron saint
of the Yaqui Indians, is again in Mexico.
This time, as usual, she is giving full ex-
ercise to her revolutionary nature and is
at the head of several hundred rebellious
Indians and Mexicans of the lower classes,
She led the advance in the attack which
was made several days ago on the town
of Nogales, in the northern part of this
State.

This wonderful woman has been the
source of great trouble to the authorities

of this State and the federal government
of Mexico. She began her romantic career
about four years ago, the scene of her first
operations being at her humble home in
the heart of the Sierra Madre range,
northwest of here. She was living the life
of a shepherdess, her father being the own-
er of a small ranch. Her home was in the
midst of the Yaqui Indian country and her
beautiful face attracted the attention of
many a fearless brave. According to the
story of the girl, she became gifted with
divine power one day while tending a flock
of her father's sheep. She was suddenly
put into a trance by a heavenly visitor
and while in that econdition revelations
were made to her and she was instructed
to go forth and heal the afflicted and lead
the common people in a war against the
present Mexican government.

Immediately after this revelation had
been made to her the girl began practicing
her wonderful nowers of healing the sick.
She performed many apparently miraculous
cures and in a short time her fame had
spreatd into all narts of the Yaqui country
and into the remoter districts of the States
of Sonora and Chihuahua. Hundreds of
ignorant Mexicans went on long pilgrim-
ages to se¢ her and the excitement grew
g0 Intense that a large unrising of her
followers was threatened. The Indians and
Mexicans purchased arms and ammunition
and were maklng vpremarationg to follow
their so-called =saint In a revolution against
the government when the authorities inter-
fered. A large detachment of soldiers was
sent to quell the Imopending uoprising and
to make the girl a prisoner, This body of
soldiers had a hard time carrying out the
programme laid down fer them. The fol-
lowers of the girl massed themselves
around her mountain home and detied the
soldiers to lay hands on her. The excite-
ment grew rapidly and several thousand
fanatics went to the defense of the saint.
Bloodshed was only averted by an over-
whelming foree of troops being sent to the
as=istance of the first detachment and the
girl was foreibly made a vorisoner and her
rfollowers dispersed. She was taken by an
armed escort to Ures and thence brought
to this city. where she was placed iIn
prison. Her father was also made captive
and was thrown into the same prison with
his daughter. The news of the girl's ar-
rest spread rapidly, and in a few davs it
hecame known to the Governor here that a
large and desncrate foree of her followers
weére on their way to this city from the
mountaing with the object in view of se-
curing the release of their patron saint.
When this fact became Kknown the excite-
ment here became intense, and in order to
frustrate the designsg of the rescuing party
an official notice was served on the girl
exiling her from Mexico. She was placed
on board of a train, and. accompanied bwv
a strong guard of solaiers, was escorted to
the United States border and left in the
town of Nogales, A, T.

When the armed body of fanatics learned
of this trick they turned their marching
direvtion toward Nogales and arrived at
the new home of the outcast after weeks
of hard travel. The girl lived in Nogales
for several months, and was an attraction
during that time for hundreds of visitors
from all parts of northern Mexico. She
continued to perform. free of charge,
many wonderful cures »f the =sick and
crippled. Then came the news of the
Tomochic Indian massacre by Mexican sol-
diers in the mountalns of the State of
Chihuahua, and that Santa Teresa was at

the head of the column of rebellious In--

dians when they made their
charges upon the soldiers.

She seemed to have a charmed
in all the fights not a buliet
and she was one of the few survivors of
the terrible massacre in which over 200
Indians were slain. fhe was taken prison-
er by the government troops and conveved
to the city of Chihuahua. Her wonderful
power seemed to exert a charmed influence
over the government authorities, for in-
stead of meting out to her the usual pun-
ishment for such offenses, they again sent
her across the border into the [United
States with the injunction 10 never return
to Mexico again.

Santa Teres=a then took up her residence
in a small town on the Texas side of the
river near El Paso and lived a quiet life
for several months. In the early nart of
last summer she set out down the river,
visiting a number of small towns, making
known her wonderful nower in each place,
In the course of a few weeks she had col-
lected a crowd of severzl hundred ignorant
Mexicans around her, and, accompanied by
these followers, she crossed the river into
Mexico and prociaimed another revolution
against the Mexican government. The sol-
diers at the frontier nosts of Mexico at-
temuted to disnerse the mob of fanatics
and a number of sharp skirmishes oc-
curred, each of which resulted in a victory
for Santa Teresa. Finally a larger force of
soldiers was sent from the city of Chihua-
hua, and these were successful in dispers-
ing the so-called revoluuonists., Santa
Teresa fled across the river and took
refuge with friends in Texas. 8She then
proceeded to El Paso, where she remained
for several months.
