A “PRODIGAL" FATHER

RETURNS AFTER TWENTY YEARS
AND BRINGS THE FATTED CALF.

Andrew Lee Disappeared in 1876,
Was Converted by the Salvation
Army amd Now Retunras,

It wasy a happy reunion that occurred
yvesterday at the Union Station and it was
as romantic as it was happy. After being
separated for nearly twenty-one years, Mrs.
Katie Davis, of 33 Camp street, met her
father yesterday afternoon., In 1876, An-
drew Lee, then a well-known man of this
city, disappeared, and for over twenty
years all trace of him was lost and his
friends mourned for him as one who was
dead. He had been a dissipated man and,
becoming tired of old associations and car-
ing nothing for his family and friends, left
without a word of explanation to any one.

From this city he went to Iowa, then to
Kansas, then to Texas, and in the course of
the next fifteen years he covered almost the
entire United States in his protracted trav-
els. He went from bad to worse, and ¢very
evening was spent in some barroom with
companions of his own type, After fifteen
years of wandering he one day found him-
self In Los Angeles, where he settled down
and since that time has made that city his
home, working part of the time in a shop
of that city and part of the time prospect-
ing In the mountains of Californla, at which
he was very successful.

One night soon after he arrived at Los

Angeles Mr. Lee started out to make his
usual rounds at the saloons, but instead of
going directly to the saloon, he was in some
way attracted to a meeting of the Salva-
tion Army, but he determined, not to stay
long. so that he could stop at the liquor
Pouse on his way home. Hut he stayed un-
tll the meeting was over, and from that
day 1o this he has not touched a drop of
whisky or any other kind of intexicating
drinks. On his way home hé was too much
taken up with thoughts of the meeting he
had attended to stop at a saioon. He re-
turned to the Salvation Army meetings and
vwas converted, and is now a follower of
God.

It was then that thoughts of his deserjed

too late, he did not know where to find
them, not even knowing whether they were
dead or alive. He went to work and soon

them. She saw an old man, however, with
several packages, and as he was the only
man old enough to be her father, she ap-
pioached him and asked him his name.

made herself known, and the scene that
followed Is one that is rarcly witnessed,
The father and daughter drove to the home
of Mrs. Davis and a general reunion will

Mr. Lee Is delighted with California and
will return there as soon as his visit here
is over.

TWO TRUNK LINES REBEL

ERIE AND BALTIMORE & OHIO OP-
POSE RULINGS OF THE MANAGERS,

<

Passenger Raten Demoralized—Faster
Freight Serviee to Be Inaugu-
rated on the Pennsylyvania,

4

The Erie, az it threatened, has served
notice that it will not recognize the ruling
of the board of managers of the Joint Traf-
flc Association in regard to minimum
weight of cars, and with it is associated
the notice of the New York, New Haven
& Hartford in the matter. Since the Erie
took such action the Baltimore & Ohio has

taken a similar position. The board made
this ruling some days ago. but its full ten-

or was not at the time realized, and It is
now creating quite a stir among the gener-

al freight agents of those roads which
have of late lurgely increased the number
of their sixty thousand-pound capacity
cars. The Erie and the Baltimore & Ohilo,
not bhaving as large freight cars as some
of the other roads, and being thus unable
to take as big carload lots, were allowing
shippers the use of two cars and charging

as for one large car. Other roads took ex-
ception to this method of doing business,
and a stormy session of the Chicago freight
committee was the regult, It was reported
the Baltimore & Ohio at the meeting
agreed to abandon the practice. Binee then
the board of managers has sanctioned the
use of two small cars. Roads with new
equipment naturally object to the ruling,
for the use of two cars opens the way to
methods which might be considered a tri-
fle irregular, to say the least. The out-
come of the Erie's refusal to aobsérve the
ruling of the powerful board of managers
fs awalted with considerable interest.

Faster Freight Service.

Within the last few months the Big Four,
the Erie, the Chesapeake & Ohio and the
Baltimore & Ohlio have been carrying the
higher class of freights on a very fast
schedule, and as a result have been get-
ting the cream of the west-bound business,
The Pennsylvania has now taken up the
matter, and proposes to set thelr compet-
itors o still faster pace. Mention was made
some weeks ago of the Pennsylvania put-

ting on what was styled a fast dairy-prod-
uct train from Columbus to the seaboard,

at Columbus, taking all the perishable

frelghts and dairy ta\roducm loaded on its
Southwestern and Northwestern systems
and there conso idating them into one train,
running It In as many sections as rogquired,
and it has been a decided success. Now |t
I8 proposed to put on a still faster freight
service west bound. This week a new fast-
which is known In rail-
road circles as "“P, G. 3" was adopted on
the main line of the Pennsylvama rall-
road and a big freight engine of a new
class, with sixty-eight-inch driving wheels,
was Improvised in the station to haul the
train. On the first trip the train made a
phenomenal record, having left Harrisburg
at 5:30 and arrived at Tyrone at 9:20, a dis-
tance of 117 miles. This was equivalent to
an average speed of 29% miles an hour,
which is equal to the time made by most
passenger trains. The new Class L engines
designed for freight service are built after
the style of the Class 1. passenger engines,
and are fast and powerful machines. They
can be used elther in the freight or pas-
senger service, and in this respect are a
more sServiceable machine than the stand-
ard Class R engines, which have small
driving wheels and cannot make fast time.

Passenger Affairs Demoralized.

In the Journal yesterday it was shown
that except in Joint Traffic Association
territory, freight rates were in a demor-
alized condition, and inquiry shows that in

passenger sflairs the case is the same, if
not worse. Besides the internal strifes go-

ing on In the Individual associations, they
are all at odds with each other, being =o
jealous of one another that it is impossible
to get concerted action which would save

the revenue to the roads, A review of the
past six months will make it evident that
tiis statement is not exaggerated, The as-
sociations as created are not amenable to
law, and, while the statute books are filled
with laws for the government of the ralil-
ipads, the associations that direct the mak-
ing of rates are ignored as though they did
not exist. Among many high and experi-
enced officials the opinion sems to be gain-
ing ground that if a law were passed mak-
ing such associations {llegal, it would be
the best thing that ceuld hapven to the
railways. It is Ilmprobable that one rails
road stockholder in a thousand knows ex-
actly what a traffic association is. The mu-
Jority are of the opinion that it s a nams
given to some joint gathering of managers,
general freight or passenger agents, who
get together occasionally and settle their
differences. They do not know that each
assoclation maintains a great suite of of-
flces, employs an expensive chalrman, com-
missioner or board of managers and an
army of clerks, al! costing scvernl millions
of dollars each year. Still they wonder
why dividends are not forthcoming.

Black Month for Many Roads.
The month of August will be a black one
in the records of many of the Western

roads, There has hardly ever been a time
when the roads had so little to do, both

in the passenger and freigut departments,
as at present. The recent reductions in
the grain rates betwéen the Missouri river
and Chicago have about destroyed all the
profit there wes in the freight traffic and
the passenger business amounts to practi-
cally nothing. In many Instances of Ilate
traing have been run without even enough
passengers to pay for the consumption of
coal in the engine. The worst of the situ-
ation is that it looks blacker in the future
than at present. Freight rates especially
seem bound to suffer further demoraliza-
tion before they are in better condition.
Some of the traffiec officivla of the roads
are growing reckless as to conseaquences
and say that they are bound to have their
share of the tonnage., no matter at what
figures. Rates are apparently of small
consequence to many of them, and all they
need is the sight of some small amount of
business to start them cutting the tariffs
with a vengeance.

Second Samuel xv, 1-12—=A Case of
Ambition Without Principle.

Absalom’'s Rebellion,

&

By Rev. JAMES E. GILBERT,

Secretary of American Society of Religlous Edu-
calion.

CONTEXT.—Out last historic lesson, Aug. 9,
closed the tenth chapter. The four intervening

chapters treat David's sin with Bathsheba, the
murder of Urlah, the preaching of Nathan, the
repentance of David, the death of his child, the
birth of Solomon. the subjugation of the Am-
monites the sin and murder of Ammon, the flight
of Absalom to Geshur, his mother's home, his
return to Jerusalem through the intercession of
Joab and his reconciliation with David. The evils
of the polygamous system were beginning to ap-
pear in the household of Pavid, whe, as pre-
viously mentioned, had followed the custom of
the Eastern Rings in viclation of the law of na-
ture and of God. (Gen. ti, 18) From this time
forward he reaped a just reétribution in the rival-
ries and jealousies of numerougs wives and their
sons. (CGal. vi, 7.) It was apparent that in a
few years the throne would be wvacant. Many
aspirants, forgetful of all propriety, were plot-
ting for the succession, and Jerusalem was filled
with factiéns whose movements caused the King
much unrest.

PREPARATION.—The first son of David was
dead (11 Sam. xiil, 25, 29), and Chileab also, in-
as much as he was never mentioned, the second
sgon, had probably deceased, This made Absalom,
the third son, heir to the throne. His mother
was Maacah, the daughter of Talmai, King of
Geshur, a Syrian district lying on the northeast
of the Holy Land. (II Sam. iii, &) While a
fugitive at his father-in-law’s court (II Sam. xiii,
2%, he may have conceived the purpose which
afterward dominated him, or he may have feared
that unless early and decisive measures were
adopted Bathsheba's son might supplant him. He
therefore prepared, while his father was living.
to gain regal powers. As soon as David had been
reconciled (Ch. xiv, 33) he set promptly to work.
His first act was to secure chariots and horses,

contrary to the law (Deut. xvii. 16), but no one
would know that he had any purpose contrary
to his tather's will. Next he engaged fifty men
to run before him as an advance guard. This In-
vested him with dignity, constituting nim a mii-
itary officer entitled to respect.

JUDGMENT.—Having thus a place in the gov-
erninent Absalom sougnt opportunity for the ex-
ercise of authority. Had there been war he might
have distinguished hir.gelf In battle, But as it
was a time of peace he was compeiled to enter
into the ordinary affairs of life. The adminis-
tration of justice was loosely conducted. David
had glven attention to the forelgn wars and neg-
lected domestic intereste. As a result many came
with complaints and found no one to hear them.
And so Absalom “‘stood beside the way of the
gate” where all manner of differences were ad-
Justed (Ex. xviii, 16), the courtroom of those
times and gave no attentive and sympathetic ear
to all who came. It was a valuable service
which he rendered, appreciated by the people
with whom he came in contact, because he was
the King's son. It was a service that might have
been rendered with a most praiseworthy motive,
deserving the thanks ol his father. But below
every other consideration was the sinister desire
for the throne.

INTRIGUE.—Absgalom did not stand in the gate
to judge men. He had no right to do that. The
King had not deputed him tc such business, He
was there to win the dissatistied, those who
came for justice and found it not. His method
was adrolt, (Verses 3 and 4.) He first took sides
with the complaint. After hearing he pronounced
the cause just. (Peralm xii, 2.) Thalt was well
calculated to gain friendships, Next he declared
that there was no one authorized to sit on the
case, the same as to say that the department
of justice was a total fallure, probably not far
from the truth. That assertion was designed to
awaken criticlsm upon David. Then came the
third point, for which the other two prepared the
way, an earnest desire that he might be made
Judge (Prov. xxv, 6 7), and a promise that he
would do the honorable thing by each complain-
ant. By these secret artifices, felgning to be the
friend of the unfortunate, Absalom Intrigued day
after day in the public places dedicated to the
rights of men, seeking to bring the government
of his father into contempt and to elevate him-
self as the disinterested benefactor, walting and
anxious to serve the people.

HYPOCRISY.—He who would gain a following

among men must convince them of his regard.
Universal humanity is 2o intent on personal gain
ag naver to trust one who does not with unselfish
surrender become a servant, It was therefore
necesgary for Absalom to do more than pronounce
a cause just, regret that there was no one
adjudge it. and offer himself as willing to re-
dress the grievance. He must exhibit the dis-
pogition of his heart. That he did with con-
summate skill. When any one approached to do
reverence to Him he put forth his hand and
kissed the person. He Lm-w what grace It puts
upon the great to beée courteous and condescend-
ing, and how much it wins the common people.
(Psalm x, %) Absalom was a typical officeseck-
er, and his kind has been reproduced in this
country in great numbers, His hypocrisy was
successful. He stole the hearts ¢f the men of
Israel, just as now many a schemer has been
preferred to another of great worth., (Romans
xvi. 18.)
DECEIT.—At last the time came for Absalom
to take the decisive step for the throne of his
fatheér, the chariots and horses, the forerunners,
the admirers and followers gained in the gate
were only preliminary. He resolved to retire to
Hebron and there be declared king., It is impos-
sible to state why he selected that ecity. Some
think that Judah had bhecome measurably dis-
satisfied with David because they were merged
and overlooked In the large empire which he
had established, Others think that Abs=alom had
gained most followers in that tribe or that he
reacived to begin where his father dld. (11 Sam.
i, 1) Whatever his motive, he resorted to a
trick in ifs execution. He pleaded with David
that while absent in Geshur he had vowed to
serve the Lord if permitted to return to Jertusa-
lem, and now asked to g0 to Hebron for that
purpose. Ostensibly he put forth a religious er-
rand, while actually he proposed rebellion. He
knew that David would do as he did, send him
away with a blessing.

ALLIES. —Before leaving Jerusalem for Hebron
Absalom took measures to secure popular sup-
port when he should be invested with Kinziy
prerogatives. Sples or messengers were sent into
all the tribes that the entire Israelitish nation
might be made aware at one and the same time
of what wae about to transpire. It is probable
that the messengers went to those who by flat-

fected Absalom set out for Hebron, as David sup-
posed to worship God, followed by twoa hundred
men who did not know the real mission. (Prov.

It was ex-
pected that all suspicion wonld be removed from
the minds of the king and his counselors when
the procession moved out of the e¢ity and that.
when shortly after, the trumpets sounded, there
would be a general uprising of the peaple who
would rally about the new king.
COUNSEL.~U'n to this point there is no evi-
dence that Absalom did not plan his own move-
ments, He ssemed to have consllered himeself
sufliciently wise to determine the best method of
accomplishing his purpose. Dut now that he is
out of the uncertain beginnings of an amhitious
career. not knowing what the result may be., he
sends for Ahithordliel, the counselor of David,
tFsalm xii, 8.) This man was chozen, purtly be-
cauge he was esteemed very wise, and partly be-
cause, through some misunderstanding, he had
been diemissed rom the public service. (Mieah
vil, 6.) While performing his pretended sacrifice
at Hebron Absalom sent for Ahithophel to make
him ths tool In his nefarious undertakings,
Thereafter the conspiracy was strong. Many peo-
ple ha=tened from various parts, led Bty the con-
siderations of personal profit in the main, and
the adherents to the new king rapidly increase«d
in numbers., Thus while David ruled In Jerusn-
lem hir son was establishing a rival kingdom
or Fovernment a few miles distant.
CONTCLUSION,—The nassage is chlefly instruc-
tive to som= and fathers, Here is an exhibition
of unprincipled ambition. The outeome will ap-
rear next week. But no one can view with ap-
rroval the motives and conduct of Absalom.
whatevar may be the result, Standing in the
