NONUMENT TO WILHELM I.

The Kaiser Unveils a Memorial to the
Great Emperor.

BRESLAU. Sept. 4. Emperor William
and the Empress arrived here at 1:30 o'clock
this afternoon, and were welcomed by the
civil and military officials. Their Majesties
then proceeded to unveil the monument to
Emperor Wililam I. and received an ova-
tion from the crowds which lined the route.
On the arrival of their Majesties at th
spot upon which the monument had been
erected Seydewitat made a
speech, extolling Emperor William I, and
exhorting the rising generation to "fear
God and honor the king.". His Majesty
then unveiled the monument amid deafen,
ing cheering from the troops and populace,
the firing of a salute of 101 guns and the
playing of martial airs by the bands in
attendance. Later Seydewita
thanked their Majesties for gracing the
ceremony with their presence, and called
for cheers for the imperial couple, which
were heartily given.

Their Majesties afterwards proceeded to
the town hall, where the burgomaster de-
livered an address of welcome and handed
the Emperor a loving cup, for which his'
Majesty returned cordial thanks and drank
to the health of Breslau, saying: "May
God's blessing rest upon the town, and may
it grow and prosper."

At the banquet this evening Emperor
Wililam made a speech in which he re-
turned thanks for the splendid welcome ac-
corded by the citizens and for the honor
done to the memory of his grandfather by
the erection of the statue dedicated to-
day. His Majesty then said: "In this
beautiful province originated the friendship
between two mighty ruling houses and
from here my great-grandfath- er sent forth
the summons out of which has grown the
Prussian nation." Silesia, the Emperor
said, would ever have his love and protec-
tion. He drank to its welfare and pros-
perity, i .

Turkish Methods Inhuman.
LONDON. Sept. 4. The Chronicle this

morning contains an interview with Miss
Grace N. Kimball, M. D., the American
mislonary from Bangor, Me., who did such
heroic work in the protection and relief of
the Armenians during the late massacres.
Mlxs Kimball has Just arrived in London
from Turkey and was an eyewitness of
the recent massacresjn Constantinople and
Bebek. She expresses the belief that the
massacres were organized by the Turks.
Miss Kimball says further: "Undoubtedly
a strong revolutionary movement exists in
Turkey, but the methoas adopted to sup-
press it are both inhuman and intolera-
ble."

The Rome correspondent of the Chronicle
says: "Among the victims of the Constan-
tinople massacres were several Italians,
whose heads . were carried through the
streets on pikes. It is rumored that the
Sultan had actually issued an irade order-
ing the massacre of all the Armenians,
and the embassadors had to use threats to
get it rescinded."

An Athens dispatch to the Dally Tele-
graph says that fighting has occurred in
the Ekaterine district of Macedonia, dur-
ing which the Turks lost forty-si- x killed,
and the insurgents lost heavily.

President Morrison WTrlte a Tart
Letter to Vice President Davis He

Was Personally Attacked.

Yesterday at noon President Morrison, of
the Board of Health, received a letter, de-

livered by messenger to his oflice and ad-

dressed to him personally, from F. A. W.
Davis, of the water company, the contents
of which he would not make public, but a
sufficient idea of it may be gleaned from
the answer, which is copied in the letter
book of the board. By dint of much in-

quiry it was learned that the letter was en-

tirely confined to a personal attack on Dr.
Morrison on account of the action of the
Board of Health, on the water question.
The answer is given in full below:

"Permit me to express my surprise that
you have seen lit, in a personal communica-
tion addressed , to me, to attack me in a
manner quite uncalled for by the circum-
stances. In a personal communication I
am warranted in assuming the pronoun
'you' to refer to me personally. In this
light I am compelled to indignantly deny
your wholesale charges and to inform you
that anyone (if any one did. so inform you)
who says that I have had any interview
with Colonel Maynard or any other person,
and jokingly or otherwise made such state-
ment as you wish to attribute to me, tells
an unqualified falsehood, and further, you
may use this letter as you see fit. I neither
know Mr. Maynard personlly nor by sight;
further, the Board of Health, so far as I
have talked with its members, do not con-
sider the water furnished by your com-
pany fit to be used at all times. . We are
compelled to rely upon the analyses of the
City Sanitarian for our information. This
gentleman's reports show the water to be
occasionally fair, some days bad, others in-

different. There never has been a thought
on the part of the Board of Health of in-

dorsing any water supply that does not
maintain a standard of constant purity or
potability.

"Your reference to me as being too cow-
ardly to express an opinion favorable to the
water company I shall have to pass by
without comment. Until the Water com-
pany does something to warrant the expres-
sion of such favorable opinion the question
of what I might do under such circum-
stances must still be left sub judice.'
"I take it that the exertion put forward

by your company to secure the freedom of
the water from the pollution of the straw-boar- d

works is, in itself, an admission that
you have thrown no safeguards around
the supply of water derived from the river;
and if further evidence were needed it is
to be found in the apology for a filter main-
tained by the company at the Belt bridge.
Coupled with this is your endeavor to se-
cure pure water from driven wells, so that
the supply of diluted sewage in the river
may be cut off. It Is useless for me to dis-
cuss this proposition. I have no doubt that
some members of your "company are fully
cognizant of these facts.

"It may interest you to know that the
president of your company called upon Mr.
Hurty and in the presence of Dr. Fergu-
son, produced a bottle of water from his
own well, requesting ah analysis to deter-
mine its potability, alleging as the cause
that he was afraid to use the water fur-
nished by his own company. This alone
would make Interesting reading for the pub-
lic, especially as this was the time you
told Mr. Maynard the water was good.
Your whole charge against Dr. Ferguson
falls to the ground when it is remembered
that the first time Mr. Maynard called up-
on Drs. Hurty and Ferguson was at the
time the strawboard works reservoir had
broken and there was no question of pollu-
tion, even by yourself so far as I know,
and the r)ct time (Monday last, when he
called upo you at the request of Mr. Da-
vis, as he said) when he was told that the
water that day would pass as a potable
water, but that the doctor would not In-

dorse any water tsken from a river which
was a receptacle for the sewage from the
cities above the water works intake.

"Your solicitude for my standing in this
community, as evidenced by your conclud
ing paragraphs, is touching. I agree with h
you that the matter is no joke, as the phy-
sicians of the city and the sextons of the
cemeteries, can testify. Probably we would
have more confidence in the professions of
solicitude for the public welfare if officials
of your company would refrain from going
to certain city officials and urging their
influence to prevent further movement in
this matter.

"Permit me to serve notice, here once
and for all. that I will fight this matter to
a finish, and when I feel unable or unwil-
ling to continue the contest for a pure water
supply I shall vacate the place, held by me
so that one with more determination may
fill 1t.

"May I inquire which of the following
statements made to us by the water com-
pany at various times is the one now set-
tled upon by them as the truth:

"First 'We do not take water from the
river, except in emergency.

"Second 'The present, crib is an efficient
filter when we do.'

"Third 'It is impossible for pollution atBroad Ripple to get into the mains,'
"Fourth 'We will be fullv guided by the

advice of Mr. Hazen and give the city an
efficient sand filter.'

"Fifth 'Deep 'wells will not do, because
of the presence Of. iron and sulphur.'

"Sixth 'We tire now boring deep wellsto secure a supply of water.'"Hoping you can find some means by
which the statements above mentioned
made by the company to the city may be
reconciled, one with the other. I am, etc."

Dr. Morrison refused to talk much about
the matter. , He said that his reference to
the fact that he would continue to put forth
every effort to get good water, had another
meaning, really of more force than It would
indicate, and that Mr. Davis would under-
stand it. but refused to tell what that un-
derlying meaning is. He also refused to
talk in retrard to the part referring to the
officials of the water company calling on
certain city officials in an effort to preventany further action on the part of the city.
He said, however, that there are plans now
on foot which will materialize in a shorttime, but would not say what they are.

BOIL ALL WATER.
Hoard of Health Recommendation-Typho- id

Cases.
The monthly report of the Board of

Health shows that last month there were
159 deaths and 243 births in the city. There
were 89 cases of typhoid fever reported, and
seven deaths from that disease; ten cases
of diphtheria and. one death, fourteen cases
of scarlet fever and no deaths. The num-
ber of the typhoid fever cases is about the
same as last year, while the number is less
in the other cases. Eighty-eig- ht samples
of water were analyzed and fifty-tw- o were
condemned. The board recommends thatalf water for drinking, whether from wellsor from the water company, be boiled.
There were 175 samples of milk analyzed
and sixty were found to be below the re-
quired standard. The meat inspector con-
demned 11,550 pounds of meat.

COSTLY WOODS.

Small rile of Lumber Worth 9.10,000
nnd More Value of, a. Lok.

New York Tribune. '
Lying In some of the great lumber yards

of New York and only showing their valueto the experts and the Initiated ones araheaps of rare and costly woods, some fromthe countries of the equator, others cutfrom American forests. In one single lum-
ber yard it is no uncommon thing to see
a stock that is valued at $50,000 or more.
In one block near the East river . front.there is often a million dollars' worth oiled.
up in the open air or under tho cover ofrough sheds.

The veinlng and mottling of a log and theveneers that are made from It fix Its value.
While all these special woods of commerce
are costly, prices thrco and four times theaverage are paid for unusual patterns ofrosewood, mahogany and black walnut.

There are several hundred varieties of
fine woods' brought each year Into New
York, but of these only a few are known to
commerce to any extent. Mahogany,
French burl, rosewood, curly ash, Ameri-
can quartered oak. figured birch, black wal
nut, Circassian walnut and satlnwood are
the fancy timber varieties that sell the
best, their prices running from 3 to 10 cent
a foot for veneers. These figures give no
adequate conception of values, until they
are examined carefully. But the calculation
Is a simple one. A veneer la a thin strip cut
from a board by a shaving machine, thirty
veneers being allowed to each board of au
inch thickness, the boards of these cosily
woods running about two feet in width, Aa rule these boards are eiKht to ten foet
long, and thus a single veneer of mahog-
any two feet wide and ten In length is
worth, by itself, from 50 cents to $1. A
double row of these veneers piled up flva
feet high Is worth easily $2,0t0.

in the log. mahogany sells here at $1 to
$1.50 a foot, board measurement. It comes
from Mexico and Cuba, and, brought to
this city in logs, it Is sold In veneers. Theseveneers, stacked up In plies in the sheds,are so brittle that the only way of shlp-uln- ff

them to the furniture and piano man-
ufacturers 13 to pack them in cases. A case
usually holds five hundred sheets, or from
$300 to $500 worth, and Is so heavy that thestrength of from four to six men, with roll-
ers, la necessary to ge,t It upon a truck. A
case is known in the trade as a "Hitch. ,r

Even unvarnished and unpolished as theserare woods are in the rough, the patterns
are easily visible and the designs and veinlng are very beautiful. Nearly all thtfse
woods are sold In veneers, for two reasons;
first, they are too costly to use uolidly.
and. second, they all have a tendency towarp. Next In popularity to mahogany
comes American figured walnut from Ken-
tucky. West Virginia, Tennessee and the
western part of North Carolina. The finest
logs of this timber are to be found on the
slopes of the Blue Rldjte and Cumberland
mountains. So Important Is It to get woods
of fine patterns that the leading walnut
dealers inspect the trees themselves before
thev are cut down. They employ experi-
enced woodsmen to search over the whole
region where the best walnut lien for
months at a time, and then, the finest trees
having been marked, the dealers leave the
citv and travel through the woods on
horseback themselves, selecting the most
valuable trees, afterward buying them from
the farmers or the owners of the land.

These precautions amply repay the
trouble, for the reaaon that at times Amer-
ican walnut sells for 20 cents a foot in ve-
neers, and a single log six feet long has
been known to yield u much as $525.

From Bahla comes the finest ropewood of
the world, its veneers selling at 6 cents r.
foot. It is not brought here, however, inany great quantity, as rosewood Is no lon-- tr

the fashionable material It was In the
days of Our grandmothers. White mahog-
any from the west coast of Mf-xic- and
satinwood from San Domingo of a pale
vellow tint and of dainty pattern, the finest
qualities of which have sold for CO cents In '

veneers and the poorest veneer less than 10
cents, are still in great demand.

One of the most curious of the rare woods
la amboy. reddish-brow- n, veined irregular-
ly, and used mainly for inlaying. It come
from Africa, and is sold tt 20 cents a pound.

Two of the finest foreign woods are
French burl, from Persia, and the Circa-sia- n

walnut that Is cut around the shores
of the Black sea. French burl costs 15
cent a pound, and Its grain is a mopt curi-
ous thing. It Is really a walnut wood, tho
"burl ' being a wart, or knot, that forms
on the side of the trot; while It Is young,
thus twisting the course of the sap vessels
nnd forming strange patterns and odd com-
binations ot lines. At times these burls are
extremely valuable. A single log has Fold
for ft3 much as $2,500. The features of Cir-
cassian walnut are the high polish to which
It can be brought and Its vivid utrlpes of
dark brown and black.

Some other expensive native woods ar
flsuied curly ash. figured North Carolina
birth, which has a reddish tinge; poplar
rnd American quartered oak. used mainly
for house work. All of thcs fetch from 3
to 5 cents a foot in veneers Ebony sold at

a ion; roi onoiu, numcwiiai rewinuiuiir,
rosewood, and granadlllH, heavy and black,
are much in use- - for knife handles. San Do-
mingo lljrnum Tltae Is. perhaps, the heavi-
est wtod tint is to be found. A nick eigh-
teen Inches in diameter and three to four
feet long weighs from five hundred to six
hurdred pounds. Spanish cedar and snake-woo- d,

the latter so called because Its grain
Is like' the markings of some serpents, ax
used for many purposes. Turkish boxwood
comes here in rather large quantities, and
has long been the popular material for
wood engraving, AmariUa is one of the
most artistic of all woods, with its bright
yellow surface.
