said. Is the distance of his Nebraska home
from Washington and the lack of necessity
for his vote, which, he said, he would cast
if it were likely to make any essential
difference.

Coercion Denonnced.
COLORADO SPRINGS, Col., Oct. 13. The

second day's session of the International
Typographical Union was largely given
over to the transaction of routine business.
The subject of the coercion of the labor
vote in various parts of the country was
brought up and the following resolution
unanimosly adopted:

"Resolved. That the International Typo-
graphical Union denounces the efforts being
made by certain corporations to coerce or
Influence their employes in their votes, as
a defiance of the most sacred rights of the
citizens as guaranteed to them by the
Constitution of the United States, and. be-
lieving that the permanency of republican
institutions depends upon an honest ballot,
we demand that the laws relating to the
intimidation of voters, no matter to which
class, rich or poor, the offender belongs, be
rigidly enforced."

MANIFESTO TO POPULISTS

THAT IS INTERPRETED AS A RE-BIK- E

TO THE GEORGIA TAIL.

Ill Removal Dlmcnssed hy Chairman
Butler's National Committee, but

No Definite Action Taken.

CHICAGO, Oct. 13. A meeting of the
executive committee of the People's party
was held at the Sherman House to-da- y.

All members were present with the excep-

tion of John S. Dore, of California. After
hearing reports from members present and
especially from H. W. Reed, of Georgia,
who spent several days with Thomas E.
Watson, the committee decided to issue a
manifesto, which is given below. The mem-
bers of the committee admitted after the
meeting that the manifesto is in the nature
of a rebuke to Thomas Watson, who has
been calling on all Populists to keep in
the middle of the road without paying at-
tention to either of the other parties.
Early in the afternoon Senator Marion
Butler said that Mr. Watson would remain
on the ticket and that his removal had not
been discussed. A different story was giv-
en out after the meeting, when it was said
that Mr. Watson had been the chief sub-
ject under discussion during the day. The
manifesto follows:

"Your national committee indulged
the hope that the patriotic action
of the People's party in national
convention in subordinating the in-
terests of party to the success of the
vital issues involved in this campaign
would be met by eeiually unselfish devotion
to a common interest on the part of the
Democratic party and that all the friends
of silver could present a solid front against
the minions of greed by supporting one
ticket, the truly ticket, Bry-
an and Watson. But this hope being dis-
appointed there were but two courses left,
one of which must be adopted.

"First To run a straight Bryan and
Watson electoral ticket in every State,
which, on account of the failure of the
Democratic party to support this ticket,
would have affected the same result in this
campaign that would have followed the
nomination of a straight Populist ticket at
St. Louis, namely, the election of McKinley
and the triumph of the gold standard, it
Is true that the Democratic party would be
responsible even to a greater extent than
ourselves for such a result, but to permit
evil to triumph on such grounds would con-
vict us as well as them of a lack of pa-
triotism and narrow partisanship that
would deservedly forfeit to us the conli-den- ce

of the American people. Remember
that two wrongs never make a right.

"The other course left open to your com-
mittee that was consistent with the action
of the convention in nominating Mr. Bryan
was to do everything in its power to unite
the voters of the country against McKin-
ley, and to overcome the obstacles and em-
barrassments which, if the Democratic
party had put the cause first and party
second, we would not have encountered.
This could be accomplished only by ar-
ranging for a division cf the electoral vote
in every State possible, securing so many
electors for Bryan and Watson and con-
ceding so many to Bryan and Sewal'.. At
the opening of the campaign this, under
the circumstances. seemed the wisest
course for your committee and it is clearer
to-d- ay than ever it was the only safe and
wise course if our votes were to be cast
and made effective for the relief of an op-
pressed and outraged people.

"Following this line of policy your com-
mittee has arranged electoral tickets in
three-fourt- hs of the States and will do all
in its power to make the same arrange-
ment in all of the States. By perfecting
this arrangement and every sincere op-
ponent of the gold standard giving loyal
support to these joint electoral tickets, the
People's party will not only secure In the
Electoral College for Bryan and Watson
seviial times as many votes as we could
have-possibl- secured by making a straignt
fight, but we will secure the defeat of Mc-
Kinley and the gold standard, which
should now be the greatest desire of every
citizen who believes in the principles of
true Democracy as taught by Jerferson,
and of true Republicanism as represented
by Abraham Lincoln.

"By this arrangement we can unite a
large majority of the voters of America on
our joint electoral rickets. Therefore, the
only hope of the money power and trusts
Is to divide and conquer. The Republican
managers and their gold Democratic allies
realize this, and are putting forth every
effort ,to accomplish this end. They have
had their emissaries on hand every-
where, trying to prevent joint electoral
tickets from being arranged. Failing in
this, they try to find Populists and silver
Democrats who can be induced, on one
pretext or another, to rebel against the
joint electoral tickets. They either have
secured or will secure the services of every
man that money can command to breed
dissensions and divisions. The danger lies
in the possibility of a certain portion of the
rank and file of the People's party being
misled by so-oall- ed leaders, who, for rea-
sons best known to themselves, or for
want of reason, are advising voters to re-
bel against the joint electoral tickets and
put up separate electoral tickets or to
withdraw their support from the joint elec-
toral tickets,

"fiome of the Democrats of revenue
stripe, who are not yet weaned from the
flesh pots of Egypt, but are sticklers for
regularity and are nominally supporting
Mr. Bryan, while secretly and in every
underhanded way are trying to accomplish
his defeat, are advising against the joint
electoral tickets, and. failinEr in this, then
advise Democrats to scratch People's party
electors, and already a few so-call- ed Popu
list leaders are advisintr the ranK ana nie
of our party to strike back by refusing
to suDDort the democratic electors on tne
Joint electoral tickets. ' This is a trap set
by the gold bugs, who are rejoicing that
few honest men have fallen into it. These
reports to-da- y are the only ones that buoy
un the hopes of the Republican managers,
and the Democrats and Populists who are
thus engaged are doing just what the gold
men most desire. Therefore, we appeal to
every Populist who may have been misled
by such mistaken or false pleas of pre-
tended loyalty to the People's party into
refusing support to such joint electoral
tickets, to stop and consider the results
of such conduct anel refuse to be influenced
bv either mteguideel or corrupt men."

The remainder of the address is devoted
to tlenouncinsr the Republican party and
eulogizing the ropulists. It is signed by
Marion Butler, chairman; J. R. Sovereign,
H. W. Reed, ueo. t. vasnturn, John vv.
Breidenthal, M. C. Rankin. C. F. Taylor
and J. A. Edcrerton, secretary.

Senator Butler said to an Associated
Press reporter after the meeting: "We are
very well pleased with the result and have
no tloubt that it will bring many more
voters to our ticket than we would have
received under other circumstances. There
have been many small points of rlifference
&mong the members of the committee, and
we wished to gee them out of the way.
and to present a solid front to our oppo-
nents. We have settleel' all these differ-
ences, and the committee was unanimous
in support of the statement we have issued,
if the committer had bfen divided upon it,
we never snouiu nave issued it.

'It is said by some that the action of the
committee is a direct slap at Mr. Wat-
son?

Well." said the Senator, "if it is it Is
the kind of a slap he would like very . well
to have repeated, l have no doubt thatwith a slap of that kind sent on one cheek
Mr. Watson would gladly turn the other
cheek for a repetition of the blow. Serious-
ly, though. It is not a slap at Watson
in any way and it is not so considered bv
any member of the committee. Mr. Reed.
of (ieorgla. who is the personal friend of
Mr. Watson, was present throughout themeeting, and gave his consent to the state-
ment. That does not look as though he
considered that Mr. Watson was being
slapped to any great extent. The wholething is right here we must suDoort the

TWO SPEECHES AT DULUTH

AAOTIIER ADDRESS TO "LADIES
OSLY" LAST EVEMNG.

M'li at the Scheming Agitator Snlil to
Women In Hln Talk at Minneapo-

lis Gold Men Denounced.

Epeclal to the Indianapolis Journal.
DULUTH, Minn., Oct. 13. Candidate

Bryan arrived here this evening, and made
two speeches to-nig- ht. One was to --ladies
only, in the Lyceum Theater, and "the
Other was delivered In a street-ca- r barn.
At the latter meeting he was presented
with a silver Ink bottle.

Mr. Bryan had good reason for thinking
several times to-d- ay that ho had struck
the "enemy's country," for he met with a
severe rebuff at two or three-- toniw in
.Minnesota; and the- - rebuffers wero not
"rah! rah! boys," either, as at i'ale. They
were sturdy farmers who do not take kind-
ly to the Popotrat's free-silv- er and State
rights doctrines. Anoka was the first stop-
ping place of the Bryan palace-ca- r train
after it left Minneapolis this morning.
Very few people were gathered there, ar.d
the citizens, not having paid thi neces-
sary tribute to secure a speech, Mr. Bryan
talked less than three minutes. His audi-
ence was cold and irresponsive, and he
was greeted with cheers for McKinley. At
Elk River, however, where the people also
had refused to be bled for Popocracy's
Bake, Mr. Bryan was severely frost-bitte- n.

Bever.il hundred people had assembled to
free ' tho agitator, and nearly every one
cheered so long and loud for tho Repub-
lican nominee that Mr. Bryan's voice could
not be heard. Tho train stoppid there only
two minutes. At Big Lake there was a
solitary Popocrat among tho armers at
the station. At least there was but one
w ho showed his colors. At St. Cloud, when
Mr, Bryan was Interrupted by a Republic
e.u, he said:

"1 am glad there are a few of them left,
because, you know, it must always be tat-lufyin- g

to a man who stands on the liepublican platform, as they are getting to bj
o few, that he will draw a high price

when they come around and want him fora museum."
When the train arrived at Little FallsMr. Bryan found awaiting him a erovd cfRepublicans wearing ye:iow badges, andthey still wore them when he jeft. The"Boy Orator" was not Interrupted, but

there was a decided chill in the air while
he was speaking. Mr. Bryan aid:

out and face the condemnation of the yel-
low men."

At Staples several hundred people were
assembled, and the prevalence of yellow
badges caused Mr. Bryan to say:

"The gold papers always say that there
were no nun of prominence on the plat-
form; they call attention to the absence cf
tha bankers and railroad presidents, and say
that somehow these interests are against
the candidate. My friends, they overlook
the fact that a big man does not vote any
further than a little man.

These are hard times,
and they will be harder than this if the
gold standard continues, and I do not won-
der that a man who has a job does not
like to risk having his job taken away from
htm because he insists upon being an Amer-
ican citizen.

Similar speeches were made at Aitkin.
Carleton and West Superior, where short
stoos were made.

The train entered Duluth at 6 p. m.
After dinner Mr. Bryan was escorted to the
Lyceum Theater where he spoke to "ladles
only." He told the women that a dollar
could not be compared to a yardstick, as
claimed by the supporters of the gold
standard, and in the ten minutes during
which he spoke he devoted himself almost
entirely to the discussion of the yardstick
proposition along the same lines pursued
by him many times before.

At the meettner In the car barn Mr. Bryan
naid in part: "It gives me great pleasure
to advocate our cause anywhere, but it
gives me special pleasure to advocate our
cause among the people, who, like-- tho
people of Minnesota, have laid aside dif-
ferences on minor questions and Joined in
a supreme effort to wrest this government
from the hands of those who would make
the people hewers of wood and drawers of
water.

MINNEAPOLIS, Oct. 13. Perhaps the
most unique feature of Bryan's visit to
Minneapolis was his address last night at
the Lyceum Theater to an audience made
vp exclusively of wom?n and presided over
by a woman.

And I will tell you
nhv. Because if I have the wife I am ai
most sure to have the husband before the
campaign is over, and if I only have the
husband I am never sure of him. A lady

She was canvassing and called at
our house to get some literature on the
silver question to circulate as she went
from place to place, and while there she
said that she had a brother who was a
go'd man without gold. She said she could
understand how a man could be a cold man
who had gold, but she could only pity the
gold man who was witnout goici. ana you
know, mv friends, that that is the condi-
tion in which a large majority of the gold
nu n are gold men without gold and when
you find the gold man without gold you
can find one whom yon can convert, be-

cause while the gold standard is a good
thing for a few in this country the gold
ttandard is a bad thing for the great mass
of the people, and the reason why our
cause grows from day to day is found In
the fact that arguments in behalf of bi-

metallism anneal to the heads and to the
hearts of the American people, and the
sold standard appeals only to tne neartiess.
(Applause.)

"The reason why mothers are taking such
an interest in this campaign, the reason
why the wives are feeling a deeper interest
than they usually feel is because they are
becoming acquainted with the gold stand-
ard. They know that instead of being a
just measure of deferred payments the
gold standard has become a measure, of
deferred hopes, and hope deferred maketh
the heart sick. The value of a dol-
lar depends on the number of dollars. You
can make dollars dearer or cheaper by
changing the quantity. Suppose that we
were walled in and had enough wheat in
the inclosure to last us a year, and tak-
ing supply and demand into consideration,
wheat was worth a dollar a bushel: and
suppose that the wheat was gathered Into
two great piles, and one woman owned one
pile and another woman owned another
pile, and suppose that the owner of this
pile of wheat should read in the papers
that that pile of wheat had been destroyed
by fire and that the people, instead of hav-
ing both piles for their year's supply, must
all be fed from this pile. Now, what would
be the result? Every bushel of wheat in
this pile would rise in value. Why? Be-
cause the demand for wheat remained the
same, and the supply of wheat is cut In
two: now, what is the second thing you
learn? That the lady who owns this pile
of wheat will profit by the rise in wheat,
and what is the third? She will be glad
that it was the other pile of wheat that
burned instead of ners.

"Now, that is a simple question. Let me
apply it to silver. We have about four bil-
lions of silver money and about four bil-
lions of gold money in the world. Sup-
pose we destroy one pile and make the
other pile do service for both. What is the
result? The demand for money remains
the same and the supply of money is cut In
two. The result must be that the value of
each dollar will rise. When wheat' raised
in value a bushel of wheat brought more
money: wrhen money raises in value a dol-
lar buys more wheat. What is the second
result? The people who own themoney or who own contracts payable in
dollars profit by the rise and they are very
giaa or tne rise.

"It has been said fmt woman is the con-
science of the human race, and I indorse
the proposition. I believe that woman cangrasp the great principles of justice and
can detect right from wrong, probably withmore clearness, moro quickly, than men.
because they are not surrounded by somany of the influences which may prevent
an understanding of the truth of thesequestions."

WORK OF THE SIGNAL CORPS.

Annnnl Report of General Greely to
the Secretary of War.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 13 In his annual
report to the Secretary of War General
Greely, the chief signal officer, says that
the military telegraph lines running through
mountainous and desert regions have been
maintained in excellent order during the
past year. The commercial business over
the lines has largely increased, and the re-

ceipts now amount to one-twelf- th of the
cost of operation of the entire signal corps.
A very superior system of using the lines
at once for both telegraph and telephone
has been perfected by Captain Allen, of the
signal corps, and with instruments weigh-
ing only sixteen pounds, including battery,
one soldier may be telegraphing a message
in Morse while another is telephoning an-

other message over the same line. This
system has been severely tested up to a
distance of 625 miles with perfect icsults.
With these instruments the operators were
also able to establish communication over a
grounded cable in San Francisco bay. over
which no ordinary Morse system would
work, a most valuable feature for military
purposes.

A chapter In the report tells of the ex-
periments made abroad to develop the use
of balloons in warfare, which General
Greely says is an another American idea,
originating with General Fitzjohn Porter
early in the late war. He concludes that
no movable balloon has yet met the re-
quirement, notwithstanding the expensive
experiments made in Europe, and that
while the flying machine, thanks to the
work of Maxim and Langley, is near at
hand, the present recourse of the army
must still be in captive balloons.

In conclusion General Greely speaks of
the great interest shown in signal work by
th TVTntinnal fiuard. and he asks Dermisslon
to meet their requests to be supplied with
the necessary instruments lor arming.
