GETTING READY TO VIOLATE THE
LAWY,

It is evident that the political tricksters

Smithsonian Institution in Need of an
Aszistant Secretary and Museum
Director.

&
-

WASHINGTON, 0ét. 14.—Presldent Jor-
dan, of Leland Stanford University, is most
preminent!y mentioned to succeed the late
Professor Goode as assistant secretary of
the Smithsonian Institution and director of
the National Museum. The appointment is
not likely to be made before the January
meeting of the board of regents of the
Smithsonian, but the gquestion Is already
attracting much attention in scientific cir-
cles. The directors of national museums
in England, France and other Europe#an
countries are from the ranks of the fore-
mcsl scientists, and the hope is expressed
that the successor of Professor Goode will
be cne of the first of the scientists of this
country; one capable of expanding the mu-
scum and making it truly national. New
buildings are to be built and these wiil af-
ford the new director an opportunity for
administrative work. - The apnointment is
‘made by the board of regents, usually on
the recommendation of the secretary of the

Smithsonian Institution, Professor Langley.
The latter has recently returned afier an
absence of some time and has not yet
taken up the guestion of Professor Goode's
successcr. It is sald, however, that the ap-
pointment {3 of such importance that the
members of the board will take a personal
interest in it, deferring largely to Professor
Lengley's judzment. The executive com-
niittee, consisting of ex-Senator Hender-
son, Hon. Gurdiner Hubbard and Postmas-
ter-general Wilson, live in Washington,
and if need be a special meeting ecan be
aeld to make the appointment, but this is
not expected. ~
Professor Jordan, of Leland Stanford Uni-
versity., is being urged for hils eminent
scientific attainments. He is one of the
best-known naturalists In America, and it
appears to be conceded that a naturalist
will be chosen, although an ethnologist is
among those mentioned for the place. Mr,
Jordan has recently completed a work on
the tishes of North America. He was ap-
pointed last spring as vresident of the
commission of experts to g0 1o Bering sea
and investizate the condition of seal life.
Before going to Leland Stanford Mr. Jor-
dan was president of Indiana University.
In both positions he showed marked ex-
ecutive ability which, it is sald, would be
of value in the development of the Nation-
al Museum. Dr. Chart Merriam, ornithol-
ogist of the Agricultural Department, is
alse prominently mentioned in connection
with the appointment. He has developed
the blological survey in which the govern-
ment is now engaged, mapping the general
distribution of animals and plants and fix-
ing the economle status of birds and mam-
mals. In the course of the work Dr. Mer-
riam has written the series of monographs
on North American fauna which, when
comnleted, will make the first exhaustive
treatment on that subject. Mr. . W.
True, curator of mammais at the museumn,
and, since the death of Professor Goode, in
temporary charge of the museum, is also
spoken of as a possible apoointee. Mr. W,
J. MecGee, of the burean of ethnology. Is
also mentioned, although it is rfelt that
his branch of study is not the one to equip
him for taking charge of the museum.
While these names are more or less dis-

cussed, the drift of sentiment in scientifie
cireles is strongly toward President Jor-
dan., It is not known that he would ag-

cept. His present salary is $.0,000, while
that of director of the museum Is less than
half as much. It Is sald, however, that the
directorship would afford a sclentist op-
portunities for conducting his researches,
which would compensate for any money
loss.

DISPATCH BOAT BANCROFT.

838. The s ial-delivery service made un
increase of 13 per cent. in business durin

the wyear, 4,180,327 leiters belng deliverad,
The average time recuired for delivery was
17 minutes. The nat profit of the system was
about §100,000. The xmlmbe:r o ponta.gel
8 ps, stamped envelopes and posta
ca issued was 4,105.665,523, an increase
of T per cent. over the Issues of the previ-
ous yvear. The value of these {ssues was
$79,178,101, which Is about $740.000 more than
the sales. The increase of second-class |
atter mailled by biishers and news
agonts was nearly 12 per cent. The total
weight of matter thus malled, paid and
free, was about L000,000 pounds,

The business of rgﬁlstmtlon was also [n-
creased, the rate ng about 4 r cent,
The total number of pieces of mall matter
rexistered was 15,106,356. The percentage of
loss was reduced, the ratio being wbout
one in every 24,000 pieces malied by the
public.
