ish fort Lomado Hlerro, near the town of
Auras, against which the Cubans planted
their cannon from rising ground about
four hundred meters distant.

We have arms and ammuni-
tion and should the Spanish attempt the
winter campaign they will find us stronger
and with the moral conviction of a brief
struggle and sure triumph."
