Yesterday by the Campania.
QUEENSTOWN, Oct. 16—The Cunard
Hine gleamship Campania, Captain Walker,
from New York on Oct, 10 for this port
and Liverpocl, arrived here this afternoon
thirteen hours behind her record time.
