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elation has come to stay, and that through
it a way has been found which assures a
maintenance of rates for all roads that
are members, besides furnishing an exam-
ple that other railways will copy after.

Thomas Talt. assistant general manager
of the Canadian Pacific, has. through a
letter, given the employes who were loyal
to the company through the recent dis-
turbances on the lines to understand that
the general and division officers appreciate
their loyal support and extra service dur-
ing the eight days that the telegraphers
gave the company trovrble.

The grain movement all over the West
continues very heavy, and on most roads
is limited by the number of cars which can
be furnished. It is expected that through
this month the same state of affairs will
exist. The proposed advance in grain
rates, Nov. 1, probably has much to do
with the rush, but grain Is so advancing in
price that the advance in rates will soon
be more than discounted.

H. C. Diehl, general manager of the In-
terstate Dispatch, saya Edward Battey,
chief clerk of the late George B. Sherman,
is likely to be appointed general manager
of the Red, White and Midland fast freight
lines. A gentleman who is acquainted with
him says his appointment would mean that
agents would have to hustle for business.
Since appointed acting manager he has
been stirring up some of the Western rep-
resentatives in a manner which convinced
them that they must get more business.

The Central Passenger Committee has
granted a rate of one fare for the round
trip for the annual convention of the In-
diana Young Men's Christian Association,
which is to be held at Crawfordsvllle, Nov.
19 to 22. Tickets are to be sold on the 19th.
20th and 21st, good until midnight of the
23d. W. S. Roney, auditor of the Vandalia
line, is this year president of the State As-
sociation. The railroad feature of these
conventions la a quite Important one. There
are at present five railway branches in this
State, and it is a significant fact that of
the six railroads contributing to the sup-
port of these branches none has cut off a
cent from its appropriation during the
financial depression of the past three years.

The company's passenger revenue
amounted to $14,866,280.47; including mail
and expense revenue, $17,782,227.95; total
freight revenue, $46,402,657.48. The report
treats of no less than fifty-thre-e companies,
the capital stock of which aggregates $200,-088.0- 00,

while the funded debt Is . $166,630. --

213.64, making a total capitalization of 64,

covering a mileage of 2,696.73 miles.
The coat of construction, equipment, etc.,
to June 30 was $115,567,004.13, the cost per
mile being $218,149.75. The balance sheet
showed assets of $276,989,809.44, an increase
of $4,636,725.25 over the previous year.

Going back five years,
which is about the length of time that
the fast service has been in operation, and
you will find It difficult to discover the
wrecking or any accident to the fastest
trains.

appear to think that railroads are in the
habit of furnishing one anotner with lists
of discharged employes, with the under-
standing that none of them are to be em-
ployed. I havo been in railrcad service for
more than thirty years, and I never re-
ceived such a list, never sent one out, never
saw one and do not believe tnere is such
a thing in existence. When men are dis-
charged by any railroad for any cause
whatever, and are unable to get back into
the service of the road that discharged
them, they are in the habit of saying they
are 'blacklisted,' and from this mode of ex-
pression has grown the impression that
railroads keep blacklists which they con-
sult every time a man makes application
for employment. The blacklist exists only
in the imagination, and has no foundation
in fact."

ELICIDATIOX AND IlEVinW OP l.f.
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Solomon's Wealth and Wisdom, am Set
Forth In First Kings Iv, 25-3- 1 God

Fulfills Ills Promises.

By Rev. JAMES E. GILBERT,
Secretary of American Society ot Religious Edu-

cation.
CONTEXT. The wisdom of Solomon was first

tested and demonstrated in deciding between twa
women who claimed to be mothers of the sanis
child (Ch. 111. 16-2- intelligence of which greatly
added to his fume. After making this record
the sacred penman gives account of the King's
greatness, naming Ma princes and officers, and
describing the splendor of his kingdom,' extend-
ing from the great river unto the land of th
Philistines and the border of Egypt. This ed

account is in great detail. It even men-
tions the food that was dally set upon the King's
table, thus presenting the monarch In the height
of his glory, with the evident Intention of show-
ing that God had been faithful to the covemu
made at Gibeon. In reading this passage w4
must bear In mind that the democratic spirit
now abroad in the world did not then exist. A
nation's welfare was supposed to begin with the
throne and descend to the people, whereas, la '

modern times, the reverse theory holds. In to-
day's lesson the wealth and wisdom of Solomon,
will therefore be considered. '

PROSPERITY. Attention is first called (veme
25) to the general condition of the country.
While there was but one nation. It was men-
tioned under two sections Judah the southern,
and Israel the northern a distinction made la
the early days of David. Throughout the entire
land, from Dan on the north to Beer Sheba cn
the south, the people dwelt safely. There were
no Incursions of enemies. The Ammonites, Phil-
istines, Midlanites and other people who had
waged war more or less frequently from the tlir.e
of Joshua had been conquered so completely that
they had no disposition to renew the attack.
This profound and universal peace, typical of
that which came under Messiah (Jer. xxlli, 6,
enabled every man to sit unmolested under his
own vine and fig tree, enjoying the fruits of his
industry. (Mic iv, 4.) Forty years of such quiet
and rest and plenty, continuing all the time of
Solomon, devoted to the nobler pursuits of life,
the cultivation of virtue, constituted the golden
era of the Hebrew people, for which there whsno parallel before or after. That period lived in
the memory ot all as an inspiration. iZech. iiu
10.)

ROYALTY. From this general survey of thecountry our lesson turns to consider the condition
of the King.

i COMPAHISON'.-- In making'an estimate it 1
always desirable to have a well-know- n standard
of measure. In a general way a man may be
considered superior to other men, but when,
names are given comparison Is possible and
eorreet judgment is easy. God's promise was to
make Solomon's wisdom phenomenal. (Ch. Ill,'
12.) Look at him, the.n, - beside others, his con-
temporaries, of acknowledged ability. There
were Ethan the Ezrathite. and Heman, and.
Chalcol, and Darda, the four sons of Mahol

have been held in high repute, because of theirposition and age and occupation, as is proved,

What did he more than the men so long and so
highly esteemed? Two answers are given. He'
"spake three thousand proverbs." These were
most of them set In order In a book. (Keel, xll,
9.) They were brief sentences forcibly expressing
practical truth, the result of experience and ob-
servation, designed to regulate the conduct of
men. They were prized because of their self-evide- nt

value, and they gave renown to their
author by revealing the cast of his mind. Ills
ability to penetrate into the nature of human
relations and perceive the consequent duties.
Moreover. Soloman wrote a thousand and five
sotigit. These entered an entirely different de-
partment of human thought. They were rhyth-
mic tind munlcal, suited lor devotional states and
for experiences of various kinds. The poets and
singers of the world have moved the heart and
expressed its emotions. But here is a man, a
king, who combines two rare mental qualities
the one philosophical, the ether highly spiritual.

SCIENTIST. There was a still wider range of
Intellectual activity given to Solomon. He was
the great scientist of his time, and that in two
departments. He was a writer on botany In all
its branches. His acquaintance with the vege-
table kingdom may not have been as extensive
as that possessed by the scholars of our time,
and it Is probable that his system of classirica'
tlon was very imperfect. And yet he wrote of
the cedar of Lebanon, the most beautiful of
trees, and the hyssop that springs out of the
wall, a clinging vine highly prized, these mark-
ing the extremes of plant life then known.

The King, who could
write maxims and songs, was therefore a scholar.

Certainly not. Curlr.pity might lead some, but
the greater part desired to hear his wisdom.
At times and places appointed they sat down
to be taught. This was a compliment to him and
to them to him because be was believed to pos-
sess these stores of wisdom; to them because
they desired to obtain from him what would
make them wise. Here Is a new role for a King.
Ordinarily he is expected to administer govern-
ment, promoting the welfare of his subjects, pro-
tecting them against foreigners. Hut Solomon
became the world's teacher. Making long Jour-
neys (Ch. v, 1), the high as well as the lowly
entered his school, and then carried home his
wonderful words.

Itmight be taken to show how faithfully God ful-
filled His promise, or how grent a blessing comes
to the posterity of the righteous." Some have
said, and possibly with propriety, that Solomon
was a type of Christ In whom are hid all the
treasures of wisdom. (Col. li. 3.) It 1 vastly
more appropriate to deduce these facts that the
blessing of God brings national prosperity; that
the spirit of God quickens man's powers and
prepares them for their highest action: that re-
ligion Is r.ot unfriendly to human learning, but
promotes It: tnat temporal and spiritual gor.d
may exist together: that vast welth may be
used for the promotion of the people's welfnre;
that a nation, freed from war. blessed with
peace, ruled by a, wise God-feari- sovereign. Is
a beacon light to ether nations, a leader along
the pathway of progress, toward the predicted
goal of a redeemed humanity. (Psalm cxllv, 15.)

MRS. PHILIP GARVER WAS
DROWSED IS WHITE RIVER,

Disappearance of the Hana;hville
Woman Finally Solved by Dis-

covery of the Remains.

The body of Mrs. Philip Garver has been
recovered. It was found yesterday morn-
ing in White river about half a mile be-

low the Belt railroad bridge south of the
city, a distance of nearly five miles from
where the woman la supposed to have
jumped into the river. John Scberer, of 196

Kentucky avenue, was fishing on the west
side of the stream at a bend In the river.
He noticed in a small pool formed by the
eddying of the current what appeared to
be a human body. Just aa he saw it, Ben-
jamin Butler and Edward Barnett came
along, and their attention was called to it.
They agreed chat it was the b6dy of a
woman, and in short order had fished it
out and landed It on the shore.

Coroner Castor was notified by telephone,
and he started to the scene. When he ar-
rived he found a large crowd already as-

sembled. In It was Philip Garver, who had
already identified the body as that of his
wife. The coroner made a hasty examina-
tion of the body, but decomposition had
been at work long enough to render it Im-

possible for him to tell with accuracy
whether there were any signs of foul play.
The body was taken to Herman's morgue.

Mrs. Garver disappeared Sunday, Oct. 4.
She and her husband had moved in the
house at the corner of King avenue and
Michigan street the Thursday previous and
had taken up the business of keeping a sa-
loon and boarding house. Mrs. Garver had
been a sufferer for years from headaches
and for several years past had "found her
only relief In the use of Fowler's solution
of arsenic. Saturday night she had a vio-
lent attack of the headache and took a
dose of the solution. Six drops was her
usual dose, but it is believed she took an
overdose, for she had a violent fit of vom
iting. She suffered gTeat pain ana am not
retire until after midnight. At 4 o'clock,
Mr. Garver savs. his wife awakened him.
saying she was sick and was going out Into
the yard. tie went to sieep again anu
when awakened at 6 o'clock found his wife
missing. He notified the police and his
friends and went to make an investigation.
His wife's shawl was found on the pier of
thA Miohiean-stre- et bridge, and from this
it was concluded Mrs. Garver had decided
to end her misery In deatn.

Garver and his neighbors set about drag
ging the iver and continued the search
up until tne ooay was luuim yraieiuay.
Kverv foot of the river for a long distance
below the Michigan-stre- et bridge had been
dragged and dynamite was also used in the
hope of recovering tne ooay. At me lime
of Mrs. Carver's disappearance the river
was high, but it was not nenevea mat tne
body could have been carried so far down
stream without striking the bank. Mrs.
Garver was thirty-tw- o years old. She was
formerly Miss Amelia a ieia. ane leaves
three children, the oldest of whom Is nine
years old.

thAt the buocks are due to oii or
gas in the ground. A number contend that
tne center wan is me omy ian ui me nuuse
that moves, but the majority, together with
Mr. Newport, are certain that the entire
house rocKS with a uniform movement, eise
th fhimnevs. which have not been dam
aged in the least, would fall. That the cen
ter wall snouia move bo vioienny is ac-
counted for by the fact that it is of the
part of the room which Was added to the
building after it was originally completed.
The kitchen was moved back and thU room
was put in between the kitchen and the
front part of the house, and the center wall
was probably not attached as firmly to the
frame of the house as if the entire structure
had been buiit at once. If there is anv
danger of the house falling down herein
lies tne danger, tne nouae rocKea vio-
lently when the two shocks came yester
day, and the report was started that the
house was falling, bur. this was found to
be. untrue. Mr. Newport still sticks to his
determination to continue living in the
house.

iast night at 8 o'clock there were sev-
eral more severe shocks and Mr. Newport
decided to abandon the house for the night.
A reporter, who wanted to experience the
sensation, was left inside, and a telephone
message received downtown at midnight
said he was all right, but completely out
of cigarettes, with no drug store open
within three miles.
