ried free.

for cheap money, proclaims the present dol-lar too good, asks the pensioners to giveup the difference in their pensions so themasses may not be slaves; asks the labor-ing man to allow his wages to be reducedthat he may find work easier if he loseshis job. and promises the man who is indebt that he can pay with 50 cents' worthof silver what he has agreed to pay in onedollar of gold. If his assertion that he be-
lieved that to open the mints to silver coin-age at the ratio of 16 to 1 has caused anyman to doubt that the repudiation of halfof the value of all money due on contractswas Intended, his request to pensioners togive up the difference in the amount paid
them, his request for laboring men to standthe reduction in wages and his constantplea for cheap money is sufficient to re-move it.

But tho people of this Nation do not needto depend upon the opinion of any man toknew what the Bryan policy will result in.Centuries of history tell us that unlimitedcoinage of silver under the Bryan policyat this time will result In the repudiation
of half of all the value of money due oncontract. In 1S60' centuries of history
showed that slavery was an establishedcustom of civilization. In 1896 centuries ofhistory show that Bryan coinage will re-
sult in repudiation of half the value of allmoney due on contracts. It ia as true tosay that slavery is honest labor as it Is tosay that fifty cents' worth of silver Is
worth a dollar in gold. Silver and gold arenot more alike than wheat and oats. Noman who borrows a bushel of wheatwould pretend that It would be honest topay it with oats, nor would he feel that an
act of Congress compelling one to take theoats in payment for the wheat, bushel forbushel, would add an honesty to such apayment. That the Bryan dollar, made
half of silver and half of false assertion, isa sound dollar or an honest, is to say thatit is greater than tho sum of Its parts. TheBryan dollar, made of silver and false as-
sertion, equal parts of each, dishonest In
its composition, m'ust be launched into cir-
culation, branded with a He by the govern-
ment, and as it moves from hand to hand
it goes on its mission, falsely representing
itself, and cheats and defrauds its every
possessor. Any policy that compels a man
to receive as payment for a debt, or for a
day's labor, or for a bushel of wheat,money of a different or lower standard of
value than the standard under which the
debt or labor was contracted or wheat sold,
cannot be honest policy. Money Is but a
means to an end. To accomplish the in-
tended purpose it must at all times bear
with It the value of that for which it is
exchanged in the markets. If Bryan would
raise prices he must change the quality ofmoney, he must degrade the value. Is it
less evident that repudiation is Intended in
1S96 than that the same party Intended to
extend slavery in 1860? No assertion that"money power," "Lombard street," etc.,
are criminals, be it true or false, will
make repudiation right. Will a nation of
wealth strike down repudiation In 1896 as
a nation of industry struck down slavery
In 1S60?

THE LOADED CAR MOVEMENT ' IN-

CREASES NEARLY 1,000 CARS.

Heavy Traffic Over the Relt Road
The Hoycott of the Clover-Le- af

Attrncta Much Attention.

The train records show that 904 more
loaded cars wero received and forwarded at
Indianapolis in the week ending Oct. 17 than
In the preceding week, and had west-
bound business been as heavy as usual in
October through business would have been
at its maximum. The loaded-ca- r move-
ment east-boun- d 13 seldom in excess of its
present number. It i3 necessary to go back
to 1892 to find as heavy shipments of grain
and provisions as were made last week,
and could cars have been commanded it
would have made even a more favorable
exhibit. Not an Indianapolis line can fur-
nish the cars called for. The Big Four and
Pennsylvania lines are hundreds of cars
short of filling orders. Then shipments of
live stock and dressed meats continue to be
in exce.3 of those of any former year. In
shipments of produce, cerealine products
and flour the tonnage falls below that of
October, 1895. In west-boun- d business the
exhibit is the most unfavorable. Usually
in October the shipments of the higher-clas- s

freights are so heavy that it fur-
nishes plenty of empty cars at Western
points to be reloaded and sent back East,
whilethis year thousands of cars are being
sent West empty to fill orders. Freight men
are hoping that matters will take such a
turn after election that some of the loss
in west-boun- d business will be overcome in
November. In the lower-clas- s freights the
business has been heavier than last month.
There i3 a heavy movement of hard and
soft coals with many of the roads, and
coal cars are '.n about as active demand as
are grain cars to carry corn to the sea.-boar- d.

The Clover-Le- al Boycott.
R. B. F. Peirce, receiver of the Toledo.

St. Louis & Kansets City, is not allowing the
threatened boycott to worry him. He says the
way he and some of the brightest railway
lawyers interpret the interstate-commerc- e

act, if the trunk lines honor the tickets of
the Wabash, a competing line, they must
accept those of the Toledo, St. Louis &
Kansas City. The matter has not yet been
presented to Judge Woods, who appointed
Mr. Peirce receiver of the road. When it is
doubtless some action' will be taken in the
matter. Much interest is taken In the pro-
posed boycott from the fact that the road
is in the hands of the court. The situation
suggests a lively controversy. An Eastern
paper says: "Under the agreement of the
Joint Traffic Association the managers
have authority to order all association iines
to sever traffic relations with roads tha
refuse to conform to their rules and regu-
lations, in spite of the fact that a boycott
has been held to be an infraction of law.
Up to this time they have not seen fit to
exercise this prerogative, though doubtless
having on sevexal occasions had sufficient
provocation to do so. But now they have
decided to make the power of the associa-
tion felt by applying the screws to an of-
fending line. The result will be to deter-
mine just how effective the application can
be made, and whether the use of the au-
thority in question can be employed with-
out becoming involved in a light that may
possibly be carried into the courts."

Free Colnnge of Silver Is Simply a
Scheme of Partial Confiscation.

To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:
To one who ws born since 1860, and who

has no personal knowledge of the campaign
of that year, but must look into history
to see how the people of this Nation re-

garded the great issues they were to de-ci- d3

with their ballots at the election In
th- -t year, It is next to impossible to under-
stand how any man could have doubted
that it was his duty to vote against the
further extension of human slavery.

A. 610, to be for the public use and within tne
constitutional power of the Legislature to order
it and sanction taxation for it.

Payment of a claim for injuries to an em-
ploye is held, in Hoven vs. West Superior Iron
and Steel Company (Wis.), 32 L. R. A. 38, to
le not necessary as a condition precedent to re-
covery of insurance to the employer for what he
"shall become liable" to employes.

The appointment of women to be notaries pub-
lic is held, in Opinion of the Justices (Mass.), 32
L. R. A. 350, to be beyond the authority of the
Legislature under the constitutional provision
that notaries shall be appointed "in the same
manner p.s Judicial officers are appointed."

The constitutional right of men to contract
with each other is held, in Harding vs. People
(III.). 32 L. R. A. 44), to be violated by a law
which prevents miners from contracting as to the
mode of ascertaining the weight of the coal
mined by them or the amount due them in any
manner which is mutually satisfactory.

The use of salt on railroad switches to keep
them free from ice, whereby cattle are attracted
to the switch and killed by trains, is held, in
Kirk vs. Norfolk & Western Railroad Company
(W. Va ). 32 L. R. A. 416 to be lawful, and not
to constitute negligence, when such use of salt
is shown to be necessary to protect the lives of
passengers and others on trains.

A statute prohibiting unauthorized bodies of
men to associate together as a military organiza-
tion or to drill and parade with arms in cities
and towns is held, is Com. vs. Murray (Mass.),
32 I.. R. A. 06. to be consistent with the consti-
tutional right to keep and bear arms for the
common defense, and the exemption therefrom of
certain independent military bodies or organiza-
tions is held not to grant a special privilege in
violation of the rights of others.

The loss of trunks carried by a railroad com-
pany unter mistaken supposition that they tie-lo-

to passengers who have tickets over its
road, when in fact the owners of the trunks
traveled by another route, supposing their trunks
were rightlv checked, is held, in Reers vs. Boston
& A. R. Company (Conn.). 32 L. R. A. 535, to
create no liability on the part of the railroad
company merely because the los was due to the
fall of a railroad bridge in respect to which the
company was negligent.
