BRAZIL, Ind., Oct., 19.—Much excitement
prevalls In Harmony over an insanity in-
quest which was held In this city Satur-
day evening before 'Squires George Schultz
and John Briton. The complainant was
Arthur Walton, aged twently-six, employed
as operator at the Vandalia depot at Har-
mony. He alleged In his complaint that he
helleved his life was in danger, as Miss
Jennle Frazer, who resides just across the
railroad from the depot, had frequently
threatened to kill him. Twelve reputable
citizens of Harmony testified that they

were also of the belief that Walton's life
was in danger, as Miss er, who is
just thirty ycears of age, fell desperately
in love with Walton about a year ago, and
since that time she has been constantly
harassing him and threatening to do bodily
injury to the young women with whom he
keeps company., Witnesges testified that
Miss Frazer would follow Walton around
town at night and when he engaged in con-
versation with a young woman she would
immediately begin calling him names. It
is generally believed that her mind has
been affected by her intonse love for Wal-
ton, who absolutely refuses to encournge
her. Dr. 8mith, of this city, and Dr. Fin.
ley, of Harmony, examined her, and her
cunning answers to thelr questions led
them to believe that she wis not complete-
ly insane, and they gave it as their opinion
that she was not a fit subject for the asy-
lum. ‘Squire Britton concurred in this
opinion, but Justice Schultz held that he
believed the Insane asylum ccentained many
more rational subjects than Miss Frazer.
However, she was released.

INDIANA MINERS,

No Attempt to Settle the Strike Until
After Election.

TERRE HAUTE, Ind., Oct, 18.—~The ac-
tion of the Ohlo miners in voting not to
accent the reduection in the price of min-
ing, the result of which voting was made
known this morning, means that there will
be no effort to settle the strike In this
State urtil after the election.

Secretary Kennedy, e¢f the Indiana
miners, says there is little or no suffering
among the miners and their families In the
State at present, but that with the arrival
of winter weather there will be much suf-
fering unless the men get work soon. He
nelleves, however, that after the election
the operators will agree to pay the sixty
cents a4 won asked by the men. About half
the men in the bituminous fleld in the
State are at work at that price, and they
are contributing liberally for the support
of those who are idle. Perhaps 1,560 miners
have gone into other States, It is held
that the local trade will be sufficient in
cold weather to give work to the men who
wre now ldle, and as the operators have
said they could pay sixty cents for coal
wold to the local trade or in competition
with Ohio, it is thought by the men that
the operators will soon vield. The oper-
ators say they will not try o do anything
untll after the electlon.

| R. Holt, another of its prominent leaders,

declared that he could no longer stay with
the combination where Democratic ideas
had been obllterated to secure Populist sup-
port. Mr. Holt has been prominent in the
management of Democratic politics in In-
diana for a number of yvears, and when the
committee was reorganized at its
usnal time last January, he was unani-
mously elected chairman of the State com-
mittee. He was for sound money before
tha convention, but after it was held he
remafined with the organization, though
never expressing himself publicly as favor-
ing the Chicago platform. He was one of
those who belleved that it was better policy
to stay by the party and preserve the or-
ganization, and he felt convineced that if
Bryan was elected he would not carry out
the more radical pianks in the platform.
However, the campaign progressed he
found the extreme silver radicalism grow-

as

| ing in the party, and finally seized the ex-

cuse of a difference of opinion with Govern-
Matthews over the appointment of an
election commis=zioner, to resign. He still
remained with the party, Lowever, until
it gave up everyihing to the Populists in

| the fusion deal, and then he could stand it
| no lenger.

His letter reads as follows:

“1 have watched with intense interest
and great anxiety the recent political pro-
ceedings In the State of Indiana. I am
a party man, beilieving that we can only
accomplish economic policies and sachieve
poiitical reforms by organized and concert-
ed acdtion. There are some rules developed
by the history of political parties which,
though customary in origin, yet have the
force of laws in the matter of organization,
the regularity and government of parties,
Among these gaceceptied ecustomary ruies
thers is oneé which declares that no con-
vention has a right radically Mo depart from
the accepted and essentlal doctrines of the
party and thereupon claim the right to
bind Its members. Another of almost equal
strength and importance {3 that no party
has a right to go outside of its member-
ship to secure a candidate as a nominee
for an office. And last, but not least, is
the rule that the proceedings of the party
In convention and subsequent thereto, in
order to entitle respect on the ground of
regularity, must be regular according to
the party usages and customs.

two metals and the equal power of every

REV. B. F. FOSTER IS DEAD

>

PROMINENT O0DD FELLOW AND UNI-
VERSALIST PREACHER,

&

Grand Secretary I. 0. 0. F. Sinece 1571
—Hias Career as an Editoer and
Minister—The Funeral,

Rev. Benjamin Franklin Foster died
early yesterday morning at the resldence
of his son, Mr. Frunk 8. Foster, No, 702
North Alabama street, with whom he uas
beéen making his home for some time. He
had been unconsclous nearly a week, hav-
ing been conflned to the house since MarcH.

In the I. O. O. F. and among the Uni-
versalists of the State there was not a
batter-known man than Mr. Foster. His
work In the minlstry was during the pe-
riod when thiere were circuit riders, and
for the past quarter of a c¢entury he has
held the office of grand secretary of the or-
der, with offica in this city. Mr. Foster
was born in Cincinnati, Jan. 28, 1820. His
parents were Thomas and Sarah Foster.
Mrs., Foster was a direct descendant of the
old Coffin family, and was born at Nan-
tucket. Mr. Foster's father died when lw.
was twelve years old. At that time he
went inte a printing office and learned the
first steps of the business. Afterward he

for the ministry and was ordained in the
Universalist Church, to which denomina-
tion he always belonged.

After entering the ministry he went to
Madison, this State, where he was pastor
of a church. It was while he was in Madil-
son that he became engaged in the pub-
licaticn of the Gospel Herald, which was
the best paper published in the Interests
of the Unlversalists at that time, and was
sent all over the country., Mr. Foster was
married July 30, 1845, to Miss Ellen Doug-
lass Reed. It is on record in the family
Bible that the ceremony was performed
by Rev. E. M. Pingree, assisted by Rev.
W. C. Brooks. Mr. Foster's only slster was
an attendant at the wedding, 8She died
last week at her home In the East, Mr,
and Mrs. Foster continued to in
Madison until 1847 or 1848, when they came
to this city and Mr. Foster became the
pastor of the Universalist Church on SBouth
Delaware street, where Arthur Jordan's
business house is. now. It was the old
Wallace property, and Mr.,
lace was one of the piilars of the church,
Mr. Foster kept on with his work here un-

til 1861,

far west as Terre Haute.
He preached for a short time in Terre
Haule, but there Is no record extant of
his work in that fiewl, as it was brlefl.

It was on the vreaking out of the war
that. JMr., Foster recelved and accer 4 u
call to Richmond, lnd., where he remzined
two years. He returned to this city in 1563
and was elected State Librarian, defeating
Stephenson, a Democrat. He was re-elect-
ed in 185, and 1868 wi 3 beaten in the Re-
publican caucus by M. G. McLain, who re-
celved one more vote than Mr. Foster, For
a# time he resumed his ministerial labors
and traveled promiscuously over the State.
A year later he went to the Malu-street
Unliversalist Church at Dayton, O. He enly
preached there one year, for he came back
to Indianapolis and in October of 18,0, with
John Reynolds, bought the Odd Fellows’
Tallsman, Mr. Foster became Its editor,
and held that office until his death. =

On Nov, Zx, 1871, Mr. Foster was elected
grand secretary of the I O, O, F. and grand
scribe of the Encampment, and he was re-
elected each vear thereafter. Next month
he would have compieted his quarter of a
century in the same office., One year he
represented the Grand Lodge of Indlana®at
the Sovereign Grand Lodge of the United
States,

Mr. Foster once had a very flattering
call to a church in Philadelphia, but he
refused {t, s he felt that the jield for Uni-
versallsm was greater in the West than in
the East, During his office as State Li-
brarian he wuas invited by the ministry of
Indianapolis to deliver the memorial ad-
dress on the assuassination of Lincoln in
the old Wesley Chapel, where the Sentinel
building now stands. When Mr. Lincoin's
body was brought here, it was the duty of
the Librarian to attend to all arrangements,
and he had charge of the body and of all
the ceremonies connected with it while
here., He was not only Librarian, but he
was custodian of all the State bulldings
and possessions during the office of Govern-
or Morton. Mr. Foster's last years have
been serene and quiet with his family in
this city. until the death of his wife, Aug.
26, 1862, His was a long and honorable ca-
reer. At one time there was a compllation
of the deaths and marriages attended by
the leading ministers of the State. It was
found that Mr. Foster had officiated for
the two evenis more times than any other
minister in Indiana. He was a good news-
paper man, and the Talisman, wnich had a
circulation of a little more than 1M, grew
under his administration to an increase of
more than 6,800,

Mr. and Mrs.

Foster had six children,
two of whom,

Florence and Edward, died
in their vouth. The children surviving are
Frank 8., Charles B. and Grace Belle, of
this ecity, and Frederick C. Foster, who is
ippg;rlnu-ndeut of the schools of Canton,
Mr. Foster's slekness was caused by an
attack of grip, which he had two years ago.
Jt passed into dropsy, and the first week
in March he was obliged to give up to his
illness. He passed away quietly at the
last with all his family, ecept Mr. Freder-
ick Foster, about him.

Funeral services will be held to-morrow,
hoth at the home of the deceased and in
the hall of the Grand Lodge, L. O, O, F.

FORM A FEDERATION,

Address by the Governor, Mayor and
Others—Federntion of Labor ‘Com-

mittee in Session.

The first convention of the American
Federation of Musicians began yesterday in
English's Opera House, and wiil probably
continue through the week, The first ses-
sion was held in the morning and opened
with an address by Samuel Gompers, pres-
ident of the Amerlean Federation of La-
Mayor Taggart followed with an ad-
dreas of welcome, which was responded to
by AMr. Compers. In the afternoon Gov-
ernor Matthews addressed the convention,
extending the musicians a Hoosier wel-
come and complimenting them upon the
pleasing features of their participation in
the campaign affairs. Second Vice I'resi-
dent Duncan, of the American Federation
of Labor, also made an address, in which
he spoke of the attitude of the musicians
in the past and what they expeect from the
future. The officers of the convention are:

perfect this organization is the purpose and
object of this convention., It is proposed
to secure a charter from the American Fed-
eration of Labor, which will protect the
organization from local unionsg that have
been springing up throughout the country,
against which there ig considerable
feeling manifested by the musicians who
now propose to organlze this federation.
This convention is the outcome of appoint-
ing a committes at the meting of the Na-
tional League of Musicians in Washington
last May, looking to the organization of a
federation under the protectorate of the
American Federation of Labor. The ecause
of the appointment of the committee dates
hack in the history of the National League
to 1887, Since that year attermpts have been
made to affilinte the National League of
Musicians with the American Federation
of Labor. The tendency hus been growing
in favor of affiliation until at the conven-
tion in Washington last May a vote was
taken, which stood 5% for and the same
number against the movement. The mo-
tion was declared lost, After the adjourn-
ment of the convention, and on the strength
of a statement made by President Alexan-
der DBremer, of New York, that if those
league “locals' who wished to affiliate with
the American Federation of Labor wanted
to form a national organization for that
purpose the National League would have
no objections, a preliminary organization
was formed at 8 o'clock in the morning,

and C. D. Beissenherz was appointed pres-
denl pro tem. and Jacob Scnmalz secre-
tary pro tem. A committee was appointed,
conslsting of Charles F. Hahn, of Chicago,
Otto Ostendorf, of 8t. Louis, and-H. D.
Beissenherz, of Indlanapoils, T'his commit-
ftee was instructed to walt upon President
Gompers, of the American bederation of
Labor, and make overtures towards the
formation of & new organization. Two con-
ferences were held with Gompers, and the
resilt was that an agreement to work to-
gether for the formation of the proposed
organization was made. By reason of Gom-
Pers's large experience wlti)l national bodies,
he was chosen to issue the call for the con-
vention. The call was issued and this con-
vention is the resule,

It is the purpose of the present conven-
tion to draft the constitution and by-laws
and draw up rules of order for the pro-
pased federation and elfect Its permanency
s a national body of musiclans, The im-
petus of the movement, it is clalmed, is
due to the fact that the ergsed and sus-
pended members have afiliated themselves
into an organization under the American
Federation of Labor In the different cities
of the United States, and in this manner
have seriously affected the reputation and
most vital interests of the National! League
of Musiclans, the parent organization, since
its Inception In March, 1886, The object of
this new organization is to centralize the

On Sept. 1
geven more rooms were added, including
two bathrooms, not vet furnished for the
lack of funds, The home {8 now coraforts
ably furnished and has a very cheerful and
homelike appearance on the Inside, BSince
the gpening of the homea fifty-five women
and girls have been cared for and 7.100
meals furnigshed. Of those who have been
in the home elghteen were returned to
friends, twenty were assisted in finding
homes and employment, one died, three ran
away, six left the home unwilling to obey
the rules, seven remain in the home.
