BARI, Italy., Oct. 21.—The Italian royal
vacht Bavera, having on board the Princess
Helene of Montenegro, her betrothed hus-
band, the crown prince of Naples, and the
members of the princely family of Monte-
negro, who are to be present at the mar-
riage, arrived here to-day, escorted by a
squadron of Italian war ships. The royal
vacht experienced very bad wealher while
crossing the Adriatic and nearly all the
travelers were seasick throughout the pass-
age. The Princess was warmly greeted
on landing, a vast concourse of Anatollans
and others who had arrived in the town
crowding it to its utmost capacity. The
local attempts at decoration were univer-
sal, but ludicrous, They were made in re-
sponge to the following municipal edict,
which was posted on the walls of princi-
pal thoroughfares:

“Citizens of Bari—It is your duty to clean
the streets of all unseemly mud. Used and
tattered washing linen must be taken
away from the windows. Little children
must no longer run naked in the slreets.
Goals, cows, hens and drunken men must
be kept at a proper distance. No dustbins
may, for three weeks, be emptied in the
streets. Licensed coachmen are forbidden
to wear ragzed liveries and are advised Lo

borrow disused police uniforms, Let these
things be done and our ciilizens will prove
themselves worthy of their ancestors, and
our city will be duly garnished for greeting
her royal bride."’

DENIED BY TERRELL.

The Banceroft Will Not Enter the Dar-
danelles.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Oct. 21.—Hon. A.

W. Terrell. the United States minister to
Turkey, has given the first explicit and
authorized statement from an official

source regarding the mission of the United
Btates steamship Bancroft in the Levant,
directly refuting the wild, unfounded state-
ments cireulared in the United States and
telegraphed here that the Bancroft was
instructed teo proeced through the Dar-
danclles and 1o Constantinople in spite of
whatever protests might be offered by the
Turkish auathorities.

When the attention of Mr., Terrelll was
calivd to this story he said, with empha-
sig: “The report that the Bancroft will, un-
der instructions, force the Dardanelles i=
teo ridiculous for gerious notice. The fact
of the mutter is that 1 have not applied for
the entry of a dispatch boat to Constanti-
¢ ple since February. S0 the statement
that T have abandoned or wilthdrawn an
aAppiication Is entirely without foundation,
1 have not even mentioned the subject ol
8 dispatch boat to the Porte since Feb-
ruary. The relations between Turkey and
the (nited Statss are cordiai. No Ameri-
can bhas been sacrificed during the massa-
cres, and it is improbable that the United
States will denart from its traditional pol-
fey by meddiing in the domestic aftfairs of
Turkey."

Several things have been demonstrated
by this southern tour. The first of those
is that General Harrison was never o
strong In the hearts of the pecple of In-
diana as he is to-day, when he is figthing a
campaign in which he has no personal in-
terest, and is contending for the integrity,
the honor and the prosperity of his coun-
trv. There has been as much of personal
tribute as of party enthusiasm in the ova-
tions given him. It has been necessary at
almost every point where he left the train
to take extra precautions to protect him
from physicul ingury from the well-mean-
ing but L]wngh:fb:«'s thousands who have
crowded upon him, eager to shake his hand,
to ciatch his smile or even to touch him.
People have swarmed about his car while
he was away from it, begging to be shown
the room in which he had slept, the chair
in which he had sat, the table at which
he had eaten; and tney have touched thege
things reverent!y in order that they might
tell their children and in time their grand-
children of the experience, Harrison huz-
zas, Harrison badges and Harrison litho-
graphs have been features of the fourney,
and thousands of Demeocrats have particl-
pated in the demonstrations on the ground
that now, =ince Harrison is out of politics,
ey copuld afiord to accord him the honor
due him as the most distnguisiied citizen
of their Btate.

Another thing demonstratea is the fact
that the farming population deoes not fight
