CLOVER LEAF HITS BACK

RECEIVER PEIRCE SECURES INJUANC-
TIONS AGAINST BOYCOTTERS.

Federnl Courts Hestranin the Joint

Traflic Associntion—HRig Four In-

surance Associntion.

A sensational chapter has been added to
the already fumous suit of the Continental
Trugt Company, of New York, against the
Toledo, St. Louis & Kansas Clhty Rallway
Company, better known as the Clover Leaf.
Altorney Clarence Brown., for the receiver
of the Clover Leaf, vesterday filed a peti-
tion in United States Circult Court at
Cleveland, against the lLake 8Shore, the
Nickel Plate the Michigan Central
roads, as members of the Joint Traffic As-
sociation. The petition asked for a re-
straining order. which was granted by
Judge Ricks. The Clover Leal's receiver
us=ertod that the Joint Traffic Association,
compriging all the trunk lines between New
York and deviating  lines,
some thirty-eight In all, have been irying
to compel the Clover Leaf
member of the association, but that the
(Mover Leaf deelinned to be bound by the
regulation= of the Joint Traflic Associa-
tion. The association, in order to bring the
Clover Leaf to time, then determined to
sever all passconger relations between s
roads and the Clover Leaf. Thu
petition that the association also
threatens Lo sever all freight relations, the
real ground of complaint, according to the
petition, being that the Clover Leaf is ob-
taining more than its share of the ecast-
bound traffie. The receiver refused to divide
thi= traflic. and, as a result of this re-
fusal all roads in the Joint Traffic Assoclu-
tlon and all connecting roads served
tice an the Clover Leafl that, after Oct. 22,
they would refuse to honor all through
tickels or baggage checks issued by the
Clover Laeal or by any other company for
the Clover Leaf, or any tlekets or checks
which read “By way of the Clover Leal.”
The result of this would be, it i2 alleged. to
destroy all through passenger traffie of the
road.

In the petition the receiver attacks the
Joint Trutlic Association agreement on the
ground that it is an unlawfl conspiracy
and a4 vielation of the interstate-commerce
law, and a combipation to destroy compet-
itive traffic, and that it i= an attempt (o
give an unlawful advantage to these roads
to unlawfully diseriminate: that it is an
inlawful conspiracy in common law: that
It is In restraint of trade, and that it is in
violation of an act of Congress, entitled 1he
“anti trust law.” preventing combinations
for the purpose of controlling trade. The
petition further charges the Joint Traflic
Association and the other roads with in-
stituting o boycott against the Clover Leaf,
which the petition says is precisely the
samo thing as a c-umhipatimt among the
emploves of a railroad for the purpose of
preventing the operation of the road, which
has been held to be a boveotl., It is also
charged thal the companies are in c¢on-
tempt of the order of the court which ap-
pointed the recelver directing the operation
of the road.

The Onal hearing of the case was fixed for
the first Tuesday in December, with leave
to the different companies to move to diz-
solve the restraining order at any time.
The temporary restraining order is now in
effect, and the companies will not attempt
to put the agreement of the Joint Traflie
A=zsgociation in effect until the final hear-
ing. The same petition will be filed against
the thirty-eight different railroads in the
various United States district conrts that
have jurisdiction over the roads invelved,
At Toledo Judge Ricks granted the re-
atralning order.

Hig Founr Insurance Associntion.

The members of the Cleveland, Cincin-
nati, Chicagoe & 8t. Louls Raillway Mutuaul
Insurance Association held their twenty-
seventh annual meeting in the Board of
Trade Hall last night. 'There was a goodd
attendance from points on the system. J.
Q. Van Winkle presided and spoke in an
encouraging manner of the standing ol the
associution. It had passed through a season
of unexampled depression and had not suf-
fered to any great extent in loss of mem-
bership, now having 1.142 members, The
port of Treasurer Horton showed that dur-
ing the year $10.750 had been disbursed on

twenty-seven deaths of members and flve
total disability claims paid. With this vear
the paying of benefits in case of total dis-
ability ceases and only In case of denth
will benefits be pald to the legal heirs of
the deceased members. The death rite the
past year was the largest in the histary of
the organization, which was founded by
the Bee-line employes in 189, and with the
consolidution of the Big Four lines proper
wias extended to take In the whele Big Four
svstem. Mr. Horton thinks the report u
very favorable one when It is taken into
consideration that many of the men have
not been able to make full time, but never-
theless remained members of the organiza-
tion. Since organized there has been dis-
bursed to members of the assoclation, or
in case of death to their legal heirs, =
total of 4743315, J. Q. Van Winkle was
re-glected president and the other officials
were similarly honored. President Ingalls,
a= usual, contributed 3750 to aid the asso-
ciation,
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Clergymen's Permits,

Under the supervision of Chalrman Cald-
well the clergy permit bureau, which was
organized lasit year, will be continued in
1897 and strengthened by the adoption of
more stringent rules, designed to guard
against improper manipulation of half-fare
permits. It was agreed on all hands that
the bureau had been a success, having re-
lHeved the individual roads of the work of
a detective agency and rogues’ galiery, both
having been found necessary in  dealing
with clerical pretenders. In this connection
it is curlous to note that ministerial per-
mits for half fares have repeatedly been
obtained by book agents and canvassers,
while an appalling number of these permits
are sald to have found their way into the
posgession of hrokers.

GERMAN WORKMEN WANT GOLD.

“Europe (s interested in the election to a
greater extent than is generally supposed,
but not in the muanner 1 have
radical FPopulist speakers sayv. In all the
nations of Europe there great pro-
gressive political parties which are fighting
year by vear for & nearer approach to the
democratic form government. In Ger-
many the Social Democeratic party is of this
kind. It Is made up of the workingmen and
the middie classes. These people are all
for the gold stuandard and are even opposcd
to international bimetallism. They want
their dollars of the highest possible pur-
chasing power and are opposad 1o all forms
of debased currency.
