LABOR FEDERATION TO PRESS A
GOVERNMENT EMPLOYES' CASE.

Fiftht All Along; the Line May 1 A Let.
ter from Secretary Carlisle An

. Arbitration Bill.

The executive council of the American
Federation of Labor, in Its sessions yes-
terday, voted to push the eight-ho- ur law
May 1. and President Gompers was to for-
mulate the plans for pressing the matter
and submit them to the national convention
in Cincinnati Dec. 11 for approval. Reply-
ing to an Inquiry, President Gompers is in-

formed by Secretary of the Treasury Car-
lisle that it devolves only upon the parties
concerned to prosecute violations of the
eight-ho- ur law when committed by em-
ployes of the government. The council
voted to secure a case to prosecute for a
test of the validity of the law, and the
Cramps shipping yard at Philadelphia will
be the case taken.

The convention of musicians appealed to
the council to ascertain their rights, duties
and powers, and were informed that they
were the same as those of any other na-
tional union. A further explanation of the
council's answers to the questions sub-
mitted by the musicians was made.

The council voted to co-oper-ate with the
lock and river workers of England in their
movement to form an international union
for the promotion of their Interests. This
movement originated in London.

The railway arbitration bill now pending
before Congress was referred to the na-
tional convention, to be held in Cincinnati,
for consideration. The council then ad-
journed until this morning.
