DEATH OF WILLARD NICHOLS.

He Was One of the Oldext Newspaper
Men in the City.

Willard Nichola died yesterday morning
at his residence, 237 North Delaware street,
at the age of eighty-two yvears. An apo-
plectle stroke was the immediate cause of
death, though the infirmities of age had
much to do with it. For a year past he
had been almost constantly confined to his
home, and during the last three months
his condition had been considered serious.
Wednesday all the mermbers of the family
except Mr. Nichels attended ths funeral of
Benjoamin . Foster, who was a brother-
in-law of Mrs. Nichols. During their ab-
sence Mr. Nichols suffered an apoplectic

stroke. He
evening, however, but again during the

night he lapsod into unconsciousness, and
died at 4:30 o'clock.

Mr. Nichols was one of the oldest news-
paper and literary men in this city, having
bean connected with neavly all the dailies
and with a number of perlodicals published
in the ety since 1559, when he came here.
Ha was born in Homer, Cortland county,
New York, Feb. 18, 1514, He learned the
printer's trade, and drifted West, {inding
himself at Louisviile in 1835, He worked o
the Loulsville Journal, and after a short
time went to St. l.ouis, where he was em-
pioyed upon a Illterary paper owned by
Major Wetmore, and afterward started o
paper of his own. He did not remain In
St. Louls long. He went to Madison, Ind.,
and from theére 1o Clneinnatd, where he did
newspaper work during the campalgn of
1340. He remained in Cincinnatl for about
twelve years, and then went East ugain,
working on the FPhi adelphia Register for
a whiie, and then buyving the Hunterdon
(N. J.) Gazette, which he ran for four
yaars,

Mr. Nichols was back in Cincinnat] again
anrd at work woen the Commercial, in 156
and from there he went to Xenla, where
he assisted Whitelaw Reid on a newspapeaer
during the campaign of that year. e
came to Indlanapolis in 1558, and with the
exception of one ar which he spent in
Dayvton, resided here ever since. His first
newspitper work In this clty wae on the
Atias, a paper owned by John D, Defrees
He served in the editorial department of
the Commercial, the lvening Journal, the
Daily’ Journal, the Mirror and Saturday
Herald, He was actively engaged in somy
capacity of the newspaper business untl
about flve years ago. His last work was
as a proof-reader in the estabiishment of
W. B. Burford. He was well known for
a number ol 3 Ars un ler the nom de plume
of “Octogenarian,” which he assumed al-
most twenty yedars before hi e fustitied
tlie vt e, In his work he v intimately
associated with William B, Vi TKETS; (GEOrs

Evidence of Miss Wickes—She Talks
of His Conduct with One of Train-
ing School Nurses.

It {s sald that nothing startling devel-
oped yesterday at the continuation of the
investigation of affairs at the City Hospital
being conducted by the State DBoard of
Charities. At the adjournment yesterday
further investigation was postponed until
this afternoon. Last night Dr. Mary Spink
said that she thought the Iinvestigation
probably may be completed to-day. If
necessary the investigation committee will
examine witnesses to-night.

Dr. Spink says that the evidence Intro-
duced yesterday was largely of a hearsay
character. Many of the witnesses repeated
storles that had come to their ears, but
none of them seemed to have much per-
sonal knowledge,

Migs Wickes, principal of the Indiana
School of Nursing, gave the most important
testimony. 8he said that Superintendent
Nichols paid a good deal of attention to
one of the nurses, often going into the
ward to talk to her and iMerfering with
her duties. Finding remonstrances useless,
Miss Wickes sald that she spoke to Dr,
Nichols and had an angry quarrel with him
in regard to the matter. On one occasion
she went to the nurse's ward and found
her In another room with Dr. Nichols,
where they remained for an hour and a
half. When questioned about alleged cru-
elty to children, she testified that one of the
nurses held a child's head under running
