The outrage perpetrated upon Secretary
Carlisle in his own city and State very nat-
urally causes great indignation throughout
Kentucky as well as all over the country.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 22.—The bureau of
Statisties of the State Department has
just published a volume of topical interest
entitled, “"Money and Prices n Foreign
Countries, being a series of reports upon
the currency systems of various nations in
their relation to prices of commodities and

wiges of labor.” This work has been in |

preparation for months past. On July 25,
last, Secretary Olney sent an identical let-
ter of instructions to all United States
diplomatic and consular officers calling for
explicit information on the subjects em-
braced wunder the general head above
stated. They were instructed to tell of the
standard of value in their respective coun-
tries, “whether a gold unit or silver unit,
or what is generally known as the double
or limplug standard,” the amount of money
in circulation per capita, the proportion of
gold, silver and paper, and the amount of
reserves; the efiect of recent changes in
financial systems; the practical eflect of
existing system on manufacturing indus-
tries and rates of labor, whether they have
been stimulated and ircreased or not; the
value of agricultural exports and the mint-
ing practices. The revicws were to cover
the ten-year period between 188 and 159
and the ngures were to be official w herever
possible. The result of this is a volume of
vl pages,in which each country 18 tremted in

PEORIA, 11, Oct. 23.—Candidate Bryan
cnded the first day of his campaligning wour
of Illinois here to-night. There was a big
dt_'mun:*.tr.'i.llrm. }i]’]l} three wero
made. In the crowd thut thronged the city
to-night were fully twenty thousand Re-
publicans, all wearing yellow badges. They
shouted for McKinley when they wanted
1o, but did not disturb Mr, Bryan's meet-
ings.

Mr. Bryan's first speech in the Sucker
State was made in  Danville, where 1
“Jumped on'" Representative “Joe" Cunnon.
He accused the Congressman of changing
his views on the money question, because
he had once mude a4 speech in favor of the
freer use of silver.

At Puaris, where a twenty-minute stop
wis made, Mr. Bryvan blanked the “money
changers' in his usual style, and told the
farmers if they wanted bushels of money
as well as bushels of wheat and corn they
should vote for free silver. lHe neglected to
gay, however, that bushels of fiat money
would not increase thelr prosperity,

When Charleston was reached Mr. Bryan
found a plaitorm on wheels awalting him.
He was invited to board it, and, when he
had done so, the man who is sald to have
wheels in his head was wheeled to a vacant
lot to deliver his specch., Mr., Bryvan de-
livered one of his nfieen-minute speeches
to . crowd composed mostiy of farmers.

Decaturites tried to outdo the Charieston
people in the matter of wheels. Mr, Bry-
an was booked there for two speches at
$150 ner. When he arrived in Decatur he
found the committee hod provided a moto-
eyele for him. The horsecless vehicle had
four wheels, with rubber ti . Mr. Bryan
got aboard and the thing started., It was

The main part of the speech was an in-
sidlous appeal to workingmen and farmers,
Mr. Bryan closed with an appeal in be-
half of his dear friend, Governor Altgeld.
The seconil speech was from the State-
house. Mr. Eryan said, among other
things:

*1 am glad to come back to Ilinois, for
while Nebraska is the State of my resi-
dence, 1llinois iz the State of my birth. 1
became aequainted with many of the peo-
ple of this capital city before T was ag-
quainted much beyond the coniines of my
county. I am also glad to come to SEpring-
fleld bhecause jt was here a year ago last
June that the Democrats assembled and
gave notice to the Pemocrats of the Na-
tion that Illinols was still a Democratic
State. They gave notice to the Democerals
of the Nuation that no matter how other
States might degert Democracy for phiutoe-
racy the Democeracy of Illinois still prayed
with the windows open and toward Monti-
cello and the Hermitage. Your convention
had much to do in giving hope and in-
spiration and your State plaved a most 1in-
portant part in brnging the Democrntic
piarty to the Indorgement of free and un-
limited coinage at 16 to 1 without walting
for the ablk or consent of any other na-
tion.

There was a stop of five minutes at Pe-
tersbureg and one of rlifteen mintes at Tla-
vana.

DEMONSTRATION AT PEORIA.,

The greatest demonstration of the day
was in this city to-night. Thirly or forty
thousand people were on the streets, fully
half of whom wore yellow Republican
badges, Mr., Bryan made three speeches,
one in the Tabernacle, another in Rouse's
Hail te an audience made up exclusively
of trades union men, and 4 third In the
open air on the courthouse square.

KIDNAPPED DOCTOR SET AT LIBER-
TY BY LORD SALISBURY'S OIDER.

High-Handed Proceeding on the Part
of the Celestial Legntion in London

LONDON, Oct, 23.—The Marquis of Salis-

bury to-day demunded the immedlate re-
lease of Sun-Yat-Sen, the Chinese phy-
sleian, sald to be o British subject, who was,
according to the statement of his friends,
kidnaped while pussing the Chlnese lega-
tiecn here, and who is heul a prisoner in the
legation on the charge of having been en-
gaged In a con=piracy to overthrow the
Manchu dynasty. A complete cordon of
cetectives was formed around the Chinese
legation, ths officers being ordered to selzo
Sun-Yat-Sen and release him if he should
be brought out. The Marguls of Salis-
bury, after reading a number of atfidavits,
sent a strongly worded letter to the Chinese
envoy pointing out that the methed adopt-
ed by the legation in arresting Sun-Yat-
Sen was distinetly not needed, as the courts
were open to the Chinese otliclals to obtain
any criminal, or for other legal process.
The FPremier also said that he could
not fail to point out that it savored of un-
friendliness as a violation of the right of
arylum to which England was commijtted
by every tradition and bellef; and he asked
the envoy to Immediately release the im-
prisoncd Chinaman znd so avoid further
unpleasantness.

Later in the day Sir Halliday Macartney,
the couasclor of the legation, called at the
Foreign Office and sald that Bun-Yatl-8en
would be relased without prejudice to the
rights of the legation which were Involved.
An iInspector of police and Bun-Yal-Sen's
friend, Dr. Caatlie, who tHrst ralsed the
question of the Chinaman’s mprisonment,
went to the Chinese legation at 5:39¢ with
a letter from tbe Foreign Office and not
long afterwards they emerged from a side
door with Bun-Yat-8en, entered a cab and
drove to the Foreign Office, where Sun-
Yut-Ben made a formal statement of his
case,  His release was witnessed by a large
crowd of people.

A reporter was informed this afternoon
that in officlal circles the detention of Sun=
Yat-Sen at the Chinere legution s  re-
garded as a “monstroux abuse of the priv-
ileges of the legation, which could not he
tolerated for a moment.,” 1t appears that
Sir Halllday Macreriney, on recelving the
Marguis of Ballahury's nele, went to the
bedside of the Chilnese minister, who is in
i1l health, and explalned to him that the
Marguis of Salisbury insisted on the tre-
lease of Sun-Yat-Sen. The Chinese min-
ister thereupon cabled to PekKing for ine-
“trurtiors  ael. on receipt of an answer,
Sun-Yat-Sen was releosed.

After his release 8un-Yat-Sen, in an in-
terview, denled that he entered the Chiness
legation of hie own accord, as claimed by
the Chinese officinls. He said he was pass.
ing the lepation, which at the time he d4id
not know as the Chingse officlal headguar-
ters in London, when he mat a4 Chinaman,
with whom he got into a conversation. The
siranger, in the course of a chat with Sun=-
Yat-Sen, sald that he alsn came from Cane
ton, and, walking aiong, they soon met
another Chingman, who, It appears,
emerged from the legation, and was intro=-
duced to Sun-Yat-Sen by the first Chind-
man, who, It develops, was Lhe Interpreter
of the Chilnese legation and who is named
Tang. After tolking a little the party was
jolned by another Chinaman, and Tang
thereupon left. Continuing, Sun-Yat-Sen
gald: “*We tF+«n returned, and, passing the
legation, two remaining Chipamen
asked me .. enter. Before | could reply
they pushed me  Inslde the door and
slammed it behind me, Onee in2 d- the build-
ing I was foreed upstairs to the fourth stor
by my companions, who were big men, and
who locked me in a room. Almost immedi-
ately afterv a gentleman (deseribed as
being Sir H McCartuey) entered and
said ‘You" China now.’ He asked
me if my 1 wus Sun Wen, and when 1
acquiesced . 2 said he arrested me upon in-
formation received from the Chinese min-
ister at Washington, whe had eabled the
Chinese legation here that Sun Wen waa
on heoard the Majestic. ‘The next day,””
continued Bun Wen (for that now appears
to be his right name), “Tang appeared and
said: ‘Everything is settled; we are going
te gag und bind you and carry you out st
night on board a ship we have chartered
(probably a Glen liner, as MceCurtney is a
friend of the company). Tt we can’'t smug-
gle vou away we can kil you, as this is
China,’ meaning the legation.”

Sun Wen futher sald, in reply to ques-
tlons on the subject, that he was provided
with food when he asked for It, and It
seems that hisg friends succeeeded In com-
municating with him through the Eng ish
servants of the legation by means of notes
hidden among the conls.

Situation in Turkey In Grave.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Oct. 23, —The irades
{ssued yesterday in connection with the re-
cent purchases of arms have resulied in a
condition of affairs which I8 regarded us
being very grave, The ministers are op-
posed to the poll tax impoged on the Mus-
