Miss Ethel Browning, the talented daugh-
ter of Mr. and Mrs. William Bull, of thi3
city, a girl not jet out of her teens, has

The bundle of papers received
from Melbourne and Sydney contain no-

tices of Miss Browning's work calculated
to turn tho head of any ordinary stage
soubrette. Miss Browning writes an inter-
esting letter, and among those received by
friends here is the following from Adelaide,
dated Aug. SO:

"Our stay in the antipodes is one of pleas-
ure. In Melbourne we opened with the
Gl'.ded Fool on Saturday night, July 25,

and we were given a hearty reception by
the people, although the papers did not take
kindly to the play. Each player, on ap-
pearance, was given a nice 'hand,' and
Miss Melville, of our company, who several
years ago was a very popular opera singer
here, was given a perfect ovation, which
shows the Australians are not a fickle peo-
ple. My reception was very cordial. 'Gild-
ed Fool gave way to 'In Mizzouri," and
this play caught the press very favorably,
while the audiences seemed carried away,
apparently. 'Nominee and 'The Rivals,'
with 'Romeo's First Love and 'The Ballad
Monger as curtain raisers, seemed to meet
with universal approval.

"Australian ways differ from American.
Saturday night here is always opening
night. No Sunday papers are published,
and after waiting for the Monday papers
one finds American players are called 'Mur-ka- n

mummers.' My part-o- f 'Llz'beth in
'In Mizzouri' seems to please the people
here as well as the critics. I had such a
pleasant time socially while in Melbourne,
and met . many people to whom I became
much attached. The day we left I was sur-
prised, when arriving at the station, to
see quite a large delegation Of my Me-
lbourne friends gathered to say 'Au revoir.'
Every one says 'Au revoir here. I was the
recipient of many tokens, and heaps of
flowers several baskets, together with bou-
quets, tied with red, white and blue rib-
bons. I left Melbourne with feelings of re-
gret, and hope some day to renew the ac-
quaintances formed on my first visit.

"We opened in Adelaide Saturday, Aug.
29, with 'In Mizzouri,' and were accorded
a hearty reception, both by the audience
and the press. Miss Walsh and Miss Usner
left us here and returned to America, their
places being filled by Miss Maximo Elliott
and her sister Gertrude.

"Messrs. Williamson & Musgrove, the
great theatrical managers here, are never
tiring in their efforts to make our stay in
Australia pleasant with many little acts of
kindness. But the climax was reached
here, when the entire company was invited
to become their guests for a drive and pic-
nic up the hills to Aldgate. We met at
11 a, m., and found a handsome five-seat- ed

drag, capable of accommodating twenty-fiv- e
people, and , drawn by five horses, in

waiting. Our drive up the hills almost
mountains was simply grand. When we
reached the summit Adelaide was right at
our feet and the sea stretching beyond,
and far away the blue horizon toward dear
old America. A great spread was prepared
for us at Aldgate Hotel. After dinner we
strolled back in the woods and saw flocks
of parrakeets, as plentiful as robins and
sparrows at home. They were of all colors,
green, white and red. Thev have such a
funny shrill scream, but can be taught to
talk very well and whistle many tunes.

HOW THIS MILLING IS DONE.
The milling of the coin is the first opera-tion.- 1

By thin is meant the making the lit-

tle raised edge which you find around all
our coin. The process i3 a singular one.
Tho blanks are dropped into an upright
tube, whence they fall into a groove la a
tecl table, and are carried along between

the rim about the edge of the table and a
rapidly revolving horizontal wheel. The
distance between the wheel and the rim is
a, trifle less than the diameter of the disk,
bo that in the revolution the edges of the
golden disk are forced up, thus forming the
raised or milled edges. There are no little
grooves on the edges as yet. This Is left
for the coining machine. As they come
from the milling the disks are merely

. round pieces of gold with raised edges.
They look dirty and they have to be pol-

ished and cleaned before they are stamped.
In company with the coiner w go to a

room on the lower floor, where the gold is
washed boforo coining. The yellow blanks
are carried down stairs in wooden boxes
and are emptied into a bis copper colander,
the lid of which can be tightly closed.
When th colander is nearly full it is raised
by machinery and dropped Into a vat of
acid. The acid quickly eats off the dirt,

i and fifteen minutes later tho coins are
bright and chining.. Tne colander is now
raised and droppd several times into a
bath of clear water to get rid of the acid,
and the washing is complete. Th drying
Is done in a hot cylinder. This cylinder is
half filled with sawdust. After the coins
are dumped Ui it, is made to revolve by ma-
chinery, and, as the disks become dry,
they are "thrown out into a barrel of wire
netting, through the meshes of which tho
sawdust drops, and from which the golden
disks, now of a beautiful pure yellow, flow
on into a box, in which they are carried
Vpstairs to bo coined.

New comes the stamoing of the blanks
with the impressions which turns them
fi'om disks of gold into gold eagles. This
work is done by vhat is known as the

l. coining machine. The golden blanks are
fed through a tube, which drops them
down ; one at a time on what might be
called a little brass table., Asthe yellow
disks drop a steel finger Vrid thumb comes
out from the machine and grasps it and
places it between two dies, which move
Up. and down between enormous steel arms.
The upper die bears the--J picture of the
Goddess of Liberty and the lower that of
tho American eagle and the lettering of
what might be called the tail side of our
gold pieces. As the disk comes between
these two dies an enormous pressure is
exerted. The dies squeeze it and a second
later they drop it, with-th- e perfect im-
pression of one of our gold double eagles
upon it. At the samo time the machine
carries it off and drops it into a box pro-
vided, for the purpose, while the steel feed-
ers have placed, another blank between the
dies.. The gold coins are now handed over
to the counters. They are separated into
two classes known as lights and heavies
for some weigh, just a trifle more than
others. The light ones and the heavy ones
are mixed together and then stored away
in Utile bags ready for shipment to the
banks in the United States or to the sub-treasuri- es,

as may be demanded.

HOW GUAJiT WROTE DISPATCHES.

Edgar Davenport's Career.
Edgar Loomls Davenport, seen here last

week as leading man with Charles Froh-man- 's

"Thoroughbred" company, i3 the
elder son of the late Edward L. Davenport,
and brother of Fanny Davenport and Harry
Davenport. Although a comparatively
young man, he is an excellent example of
the old school actor, one not thrust into
prominence by some accidental hit in a part
that just fits him. He has improved his
hereditary talent by conscientious study.
He has played nearly a hundred parts since
his very first appearance on the stage with
his father as the child in "Pizarro." While
Mr. Davenport is thirty-thre- e years old, he
has been on the stage eighteen years. In
1SS7 he entered the Boston Museum Stock
Company, entirely unknown professionally,
remained five years, and became leading
man, ' having played over fifty-fiv- e parts
there, fifteen of them original in this coun-
try. His impersonation of Oliver St. Au-by- n.

!n John Stetson's original "Crust ofSociety" company, was ranked as a most
artistic and finished piece of acting, and
set the pace for others who followed in thatpopular drama. Of Mr. Davenport Henry
Austin, of the Illustrated American, wrote:

"I remember with keen pleasure his
Julian BeaucWc in 'Diplomacy,' his Clem-
ent Hale in 'Sweet Lavender,' his Charles
Courtly in 'London Assurance,' and his Ja-
cob McClosky in 'The Octoroon' struck me
as an exceedingly clever villain. This, in
contrast with his Mr. Toots In 'Dombey &
Son.' evidenced Davenport's variety ofrange. His Captain Molineaux in 'TheShaugraun' was another notable imper-
sonation. One of his latest successes was
the Dart of Chambers in the late FrankMayo's original production of 'Pudd'nhead
Wilson.' at the Herald-squar- e Theater,
April 15. 1893. Davenport has the reputa-
tion of having played more parts than any
other actor of his years, and it is only fair
to say that the value of the family name
seems to be quite safe in his keeping. His
artistic pref?rences are clearly for charac-
ter work and light comedy, but the superb
schooling he has had has made him such
an all-rou- nd acor that h-- i possesses at all
times what, for lack of a better phrase,
one might call the audacity of sagacity.
He is a quiet ornament to his profession,
and his will some day be the reward of
patient merit."

Since those words were penned it is evi-
dent that the reward spoken of is on its
way, for one or two men awoke to the
commercial value attached to the name of
E. L. Davenport, behind which is Mr. Dav-
enport's fine ability, and are contemplating
next season introducing Mr. Davenport as
an American "star" in an attractive play
or repertoire.
