it is an encouragement not only to me butto every patriotic citizen everywhere thatyou should travel thousands of miles thatyou might give evidences of your devotionto the great cause of protection, reciproci-
ty, sound money, the supremacy of law.the public honor and good government. 1
am very glad to meet you. and it will give
me extreme pleasure to grasp the hands
of these Western friends of mine, Democr-
ats-and Republicans, for all are patriots
this year."

The market was extremely nervous all
through the session, but with a steady
downward tendency. About the only sup-
port given to prices was by holders of puts
and the few lucky ones who stood short
over night. December wheat at one time
showed a loss of 4c from yesterday's close,
but recovered ?c near the end and on an
advance at Paris equal to 213c per bushel.
Corn and oats were comparatively firm on
big cash demand, showing declines at the
close of 4c and c, respectively. Pro-
visions were firm, closing about un-

changed on hog receipts of 16.000 and big
cash transactions in products.

The price of wheat prevailing at the close
of yesterday's session was 73c for Decem-
ber. The first transactions this morning
were at 70Tic down to 70c. A sale or two
in the confusion of start was made . at

f 69c, and very little at that moment
brought over 70c, but in the course of the
next half hour's business there was a
gradual advance to 70TBc. Besides the dis-
couragement of the decline at Liverpool
the heavy movement of spring wheat in the
Northwest again held up its hands for
recognition, and some eyes turned to its
contemplation that had previously been
steadny iooKing in the direction or India,
Australia and Africa, away over the mat-
ters of more immediate concern which were
daiiy occurring. Minneapolis and Duiuth
reported receipts at l.osa cars, compared
with &35 Saturday of the week before and
1,116 the corresponding day of last year.
The week's receipts at those places num-
bered 7,549 carloads, against 6.t64 theprevious week and 7,890 a year ago. The
Argentine shipments tor the week as off-
icially reported were double those of the
week beiore, but were still only 96,uu0
bushels.

ened Political Managers.

Among the speeches delivered by Major
McKinley Saturday, and not received in
time for the early edition of the Sunday
Journal, were the following:

Cohesion, Not Coercion.
To delegations of the'British Isles-Amer-ic- aa

McKinley Club, the employes of the
Standard Sewing Machine Company and of
the Standard Tool Works, of Cleveland, O.,
Mr. McKinley said:

"My Fellow-citize- ns I give hearty wel-
come to my fellow-countryme- n, descend-
ants of the people of the British isles, but
now free and independent American citi-
zens. Whether we are Englishmen, Irish-
men, Welshmen or Scotchmen, we are all
for tho great American Union and the
gloriou.4 old stars and stripes that float
above us. Yielding none of the love we
have for the mother country, we love this
free government with its glorious institu-
tions, which has become not only the coun-
try of our adoption, but the country of our
love. I greet you all to-da- y. You are the
descendants of men whose blood has been
shed upon many battlefields of this glori-
ous Republic; men whose blood was shed
in the first great contest for indepndence,
a hundred and twenty atid more years ago,
and in every crisis of American history
the men from the British isles or their de-

scendants stood for the indissolubility of
the Union and the perpetuity of American
liberty and free institutions. We follow the
flag our fathers established, the same they
bore, the same our grandsiras lifted up in
many a battle's tempest, and what God
hath woven in his loom let no man rend
in twain.

"I am glad to have you here at my home,
deeply Interested in the rightful settlement
of the great questions that confront us this
year. 1 am glad to welcome in the same
body the employes of the Standard Tool
Company and the Standard Sewing Ma-
chine Company, both famous institutions in
the city of Cleveland.

THE INFLOW OF GOLD.
Henry Clews, in. reviewing the financial

situation says: "From such Information
as is accessible to the higher raoiks of
finance the defeat of free silver at the
election is regarded as certain beyond ques-
tion; and while, for the reasons above al-

luded to, this conclusion does not mate-
rially stimulate buying, yet it makes hold-
ers generally unwilling to sell and keeps
the 'bears' timid and cautious. There
are, however, influences unconnected with
politics which are really affecting prices
favorably; among- - which the most promi-
nent are tht continued large importations
of gold, the extraordinary position of
wheat, and the firmness of our securities
in London, in spite of the-- severe pressure
upon the Bank of England and the uneas-
iness on the Paris Bourse. It is a very re-
markable expression of the growth of for-
eign confide-nc-e in our investments that, at
the very crisis of our difficulties, and while
in London domestic and foreign securities
and even consols are declining', "Ameri-
cans" steadily advance with the successive
rises on our home market. There was a
slight exception to this rule upon Thurs-
day's advance in the Bank of England's
rate of interest from 3 to 4 per cent.; but
prices between London and New York
were soon readjusted without any observ-
able selling by the former to the latter.
The arrangements of the week for import-
ing gold have carried the influx, since the
beginning of the movement, up to $70,000,-00- 0.

"London appears to be uneasy under the
present state of foreign exchanges, and
suggests that 'something must be done to
stop the flow of gold to the United States.'
It is not. however, very easy to see whit
that 'something' may be. If England and
India and Australia, to say nothing of
other countries afflicted with short crops,
must continue to buy our wheat and
maize, and if they have to pay 20 cents
more for their wheat than the price of two
months ago. both of which seem to be in-
evitable, and if we continue the large cur-
rent contraction of our imports which at
present is the actual drift, then England
may find her trade balance with the United
States in such a shape as to compel her to
remit still further considerable amounts
of gold to this country. Under ordinary
circumstances she might, in such a trade
situation as now exists, find relief in
forcing a return of our securities; but the
British holders of our investments just
now appear unusually unwilling to part
with them: and ten days hence an event
may be expected to happen in this country
that will cause an Important efflux of our
securities to London. Clearly, therefore,
England is likely to find further important
shipments of gold to this country inevita-
ble; and the 'something' which she needs
to do must be done with some financial
metropolis other than New York.

"Much as the London financial press has
had to say in criticism of our defectivemonetary status and projects, it would not
be surprising if, in the event of a great
election victory for money reform, the
same critics would still find reasons for
dissatisfaction, though of a different kind.
I say nothing of the opinion very freely
expressed by London financiers that in the
event of our escaping the silver peril and
making safe provision for our legal-tend- er

notes American securities would be in
extraordinary demand. That is an opinion,
which may or may not be justified by the
event. But it is more than an opinion
that already arrangements have been con-
cluded, contingent upon Mr. McKinley's
election by an amplw majority, for London
participating to very Jarge amounts in
new American enterprises of great impor-
tance. Those best acquainted wilh the re-
lations between our architects of great
financial undertakings and those of London
are the men most sanguine about the extent
of the financial revival which will natur-
ally follow the rehabilitation of the Amer-
ican monetary system. Such an outcome
would, of course, be a violent tnoek to the
London penmen who assume the function
of censors of finance."

LOCAL GRAIN A.D PRODUCE.

Trade DlMuppolntlns Lat Week, with
Few Change In Value.

It Is doubtful If any wholesale merchant or
commission man in the week closing Saturday,
Oct. 24, did the business he expected to In the
third week of October, basing his expectations on
the better business done the first two weeks of
tho month. The common remark in all lines on
Saturday was that there had been a general
falling off as compared with either of the preced-
ing weeks of October. Even the grocers felt it.
Tho general Impression Is that until ai'ter the
result of the election is known there i to be
but little interest taken in business outslrie of Us
connection with politics. While the grain mar-
kets were excited, in no other line of trade was
there any unusual interest taken. Consequently
prices ruled unusually steady. Seldom does a
week paps in which so few changes were made.
The poultry and egg markets both were firmer In
the latter part of the week. On Commission row-fruit- s

and vegetables of the choicest variety sold
lower than at any time since this market be-
came of any importance. Some of the commis-
sion men expect that cold weather would create
a better demand for fruits and vegetables, but
to say that commission men are blue is not over-
stating matters. The leather and hide markets
are dull, but r:rice of leather have an upward
tendency.
