the-- union station, and through him thehistory of the clothing which Pitzer hadwas learned. Skidmore had been standing
outside the clothing store waiting for Pit2er when the latter was arrested and when
he himself was arrested. He thought itwas on th same ca.se and he proceeded
to "explain" before he waa charsred withanything. From him It was learned that
the rooms ot George Stewart, m the rear of
210 North Meridian street, had been robbed
a few days ago and that the clothing which
Pitzer was trying to sell waa stolen from
the rooms. Skidmore paid that Pitzer had
taken the stulf and that he had been cal'ed
in to help dispose of the goods. He said
he had a lot of silverware in hi3 arms when
Pitzer was arrested and that he had hidden
it in the old Landers' pork house.

MUST MAINTAIN RATES

LAKE TRAFFIC PLACED UNDER CON-

TROL OF BOARD OF MANAGERS.

Canadian Taper Defends General Man-

ager Hays, of the Grand Trunk
Miscellaneous Railway News.

The presidents of the companies in the
Trunk-lin- e Association, at a meeting in
New York yesterday, virtually transferred
to the control of the board of managers of
the Joint Traffic Association the. lake
traffic that is handled in conjunction with
the trunk lines at 'Buffalo and other lake
ports. While all the trunk lines have lake
connections of their own this action re-

moves troublesome features in the west-
bound situation and gives to the Joint
Traffic Association direct supervision over
and regulation of nearly all the freight car-

ried to the West. The meeting was at-

tended by Presidents Depew, of the New
York Central; Sloan, of the Oelaware,
Lackawanna & Western, and Wilbur, of the
Lehigh Valley; Receiver Murray, of the
Baltimore & Ohio; Vice President Thomp-
son, of the Pennsylvania, and the president
of the Nickel-plat- e system. The latter were
on hand to discuss the trouble between
their system and the Clover Leaf, or, as it
is officially termed, the Toledo, St. Louis &
Kansas City. It was practically decided
that hereafter the Nickel-plat- e roads would
not recognize tickets sold by the Clover
Leaf. A general opinion was expressed
that the temporary injunction procured by
the Clover Leaf against the Nickel-plat- e,

by which the latter was restrained from
cutting rates, would not be made perma-
nent, as, in the opinion of those present,
the evidence against the former of viola-
tions of the law was overwnelming. t

The matter of lake traffic was gone over
thoroughly and it was the unanimous opin-
ion of" the representatives of the Trunk-lin- e

Association that that traffic should be
transferred to the control of the board of
managers of the Joint Traffic Association.
There are several inaeienueiii imcs en-
caged in lake traffic and it was resolved
to communicate with them with a view of
securing their in ruling lake
traffic. It is proposed to put the agree-
ment into effect next year. The lake lines
have an association in Buffalo and the ac-

tion of the presidents may lead to its

A VERDICT FOR THE CITY.
Xot Keionlble When Hospital Am-Ixilni- ice

Runs Over Pple.
In the case of George Smith against the

city of Indianapolis the jury yesterday re-
turned a verdict for the city on the Instruc-
tion of Judge Harvey. Smith is a six-year-o- ld

boy who was run over by the city am-
bulance. For the defense it ' was claimed
that the city Is not liable for damages
caused by City Hospital employes on ac-
count of the fact that the hospital la
a public institution, maintained for the
public good and from which there Is no
revenue; that it is established under an act
of the legislature and It Is mandatory that
the Hoard of Health shall appoint a su-
perintendent who shall control it; that It is
of no beneiit to the city as a corporation,
but Is merely for the benefit of certain in-
dividuals of the city.

The court sustained this view of the case,
holding that the hospital Is maintained to
secure the peace and health of the city,
and that all laws and ordinances' for this
purpose are police regulations and therefore
the officers are not liable for damages
caused by executing the laws. He in-
structed the jury to bring in a verdict for
the city.
