INAUGURATION MANAGER.

His Name Is Woodward, and He Was
a Gold Democrat.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 21L-—Mr. 8. W.
Woodward, presldent of the Washington
Board of Trade and the senior member of
the firm of Woodward & Lothrop, will b
chairman of the general committee having
in charge the ceremonles attending the
inauguration of President-elect McKinley.

Mr. Woodward has been a Democrat all
his life, but he could not subsgribe to the
Chicago platform, and allied himself with
the xgold Democrats and contributed sub-
stantially to the support of McKinley and
Hobart. His name was submitted to
Chalirman Hanna to-day by Mr. Myron M,
Parker, Republican national committeeman
for the District of Columbia, and no
doubt ig felt that Mr, Hanna will approve
the recommendation, as will also Senator
Proctor. of Vermont, and other members
of the conference of national committee-
men which was held at New York yester-
dayv to consider this important matter. Mr.
Parker was offered the chairmanship of
the general committee himself, but de-

clined it.
It is believed that Gen. Russell A. Alger,

who organized the campaigning trip of the
Union generals throughout thke country,
will be selected as the marshel of the in-
auguration parade on the 4th of March.

A dispatch from Cleveland says Chairman
Hanna sald to-night regarding the dispatch
from Washington giving arrangvrr.vms'for
the inauguration of President-elect McKin-
ley that nothing had yet been decided.
“Nothing will be decided,” he said, “‘until }
go to Washington, which will be in about
a week."”

Bryan Speaks Between Acts,

SPRINGFIELD, Mo,, Nov. 21.—-William J.
Bryan arrived at 5:30 o'clock this evening
from his four days' hunting excursion in
Tancy county, accompanied by Governor
Stone, Senator Jones and others who were
with him. Stops were made at many sta-
tions between Chadwick and this place this
afternoon and Mr. Bryan spoke In ravor or
free coinage to great crowds at every point,
Upon the arrival of the Qalrly in this cit
Mr. Bryan was driven to North Springfield,
where he spoke to an Immense crowd, di-
recting his remarks to the rallway shop
men. He argued for silver along the lines
he pursued during the campaign and urged
the Democrats to organize and keep up the
fight for 1900, At 8 o'clock the Bryan party
occupied boxes in the Baldwin Theater to
see “Sowing the Wind.” Between the secs
ond and third acts Mr. Bryan was called
up for a brief speech. He was semi-
humorous, but urged keeping up the baitle
for the white metal. At 11 o'clock a crowd
followed Mr. Bryan to the d{:pot. where
he took a Memphis route for Kansas City
and Denver.

No Room for Gold Democrats.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 21.—Benator Mor-
gan., of Alabama, in an interview, said
that he did not look for any action on the
Dingley tariff bill or the financial question
at the coming session of Congress. He, as

a Democrat, was willing the Republicans
should pass the Dingley bill, but did not

believe that party desired to do so. The
Senator said thay though efforts might be
maide to bring about international bimet-
allism, he regarded them as foredoomed
to fallure and absolutely impracticable,
and lHkewise Iinconsistent with our na-
tlonal independence.

To the gquestion, "Will the National Dem-
ocrats be & dmitted to the Democratic cau-
cuses In the SBenate?” Mr. Morgan re-
sporded: “Not at all. Not at least with-
out repentence, and nelther of them have
shown evidences of that.

The only reports received at Kan-
kakee, aside from those sent to the rail-
road ofliclals, state that three passengers
are probably fatally wounded.

NOBLESVILLE, Ind., Nov. 21.—For two
days Noblesville people have been in a state
of excitement over a difficulty at the First
ward school building. which ended last
night in a mob brutally assaulting Mr.
George Jerrell, teacher of the sixth grade
of that ward. The trouble arose over a
whipping administered by Jerrell to seven
of the boys, the teacher using a rawhide
in the whipping. One boy especially was
very severely whipped, and great welts
were left on his legs. Mr, Jerrell claimed
that It was a question as to who should
rule the school, himself or the boys, as all
mild measures of correction had failed to
mlintaln order. The parents of the boys
became enraged over the matter, and de-
manded of the School Board the immediate
removal of Mr. Jerrell. The board met last
evening and heard all the evidence in the
case, and while it was consulting over the
matter in one room of Mr. 8. D. Stewart's
law office in another room John H. Fisher
and Frank Deluce assaulted Mr. Jerrell and
cruelly beat him over the head with their
fists and with a cowhide. Mr, Jerrell suc-
ceeded in escaping from the office, and was
hotly pursued by Deluce and others (o
Truitt's drug store, where he was protected
from further violence. This morning the

School Board removed Deluce, janitor of
the ward building, but deferred judgment
in the Jerrell case until the excitement sub-

sides. Several lawsuits are sure to follow,

EDITOR ENSIGN INDICTED.

Grand Jury Charges Him with “Riot-
ous Conspiracy.”

UNION CITY, Ind., Nov. 21.—The grand
Jury of this county returned an indictment
this afternoon against W. 8. Ensign, pub-
lsher of the Union City Dally Eagle, for
riotous conspiracy. Mr. Ensign has until
the opening of the campaign been a Repub-
lican, but after the Chicago convention he
announced himself and his paper in favor
of the free and unlimited coinage of sil-
ver and advocated these principles during
the campaign. About 1 o'clock of election

night, when the reports commenced coming
in favorable to the Republicans, a crowd
of young men forfned a torchiight proces-
sion and marched around over town, call-
ing at diterent Democrats’ houses and
asked for speeches, all of which was taken
in good spirit.

Moses Ferguson, Aged
Boone County.

THORNTOWN, Ind., Nov. 2l.—Moses
Ferguson died at the home of John R.
Ferguson, his son, in this place, at 930
o'clock this morning. He was born in
Flemming county, Kentucky, Nov. 20, 1509,
and moved to Clarke county, Ohio, in 1807
with his widowed mother. At the age of
twenty-five he married Eppa Richardson.
They had four children, three of whom are
living in this county. In 1532 he walked
from Clarke county, Onio, to I3oone county
and entered eighty acres of land a few
miles from ithis place, He returned to Ohio,
and 1833 brought his family and all his
worldly possessions In a4 wagon drawn by
oxen, and has permanently resilded here
sixty-three years, He was a member of
the Masonic fraternity for forty-five years,
and has voled for every Republican can-
didate for President from Lincoln to Me-
Kinley. His son, grandson and great-
grandson all voted for McKinley in the
saAme pre inct at the late election. Until he
wus ninety-three years old he scarcely ever
failed to do a day's work on the farm,
where he then lived with his son, winter
and summer. During the summer and win-
ter of 1851 he cleared four acres of under-
brush, cutting come fifty cords of wood.
