William J. Bry-
an visited Pueblo to-d- ay and was given the
same enthusiastic reception he received
here yesterday. He was met at the Pueblo
station by a vast concourse of people. In-

cluding the Centennial High School Cadets,
who escorted him to the Central High
School grounds, where the first of six
speeches was delivered 'to a gathering of
school children and older people. Mr. Bry-
an made no speeches en route from Denver,
though at even" station crowds had gath-
ered to cheer tho silver champion, and at
various points salutes were fired as the
train passed. At Colorado Springs two
thousand people yelled themselves hoarse.
Mr. Bryan bowed acknowledgments from
the car platform.

A complimentary banquet was last even-
ing tendered Mr. Bryan at the Brown Pal-
ace Hotel by the Chamber of Commerce of
Denver. Plates were laid for three hun
dred. Rev. Myron W. Reed was the toast-mast- er

of the evening. He Introduced Hen-
ry P. Steele, president of the Denver Cham-
ber of Commerce, who welcomed the guest
of the evening to the city of Denver.
Toasts were responded to by Major McMur-ra- y,

Governor Mclntyre, Alva Adams, Gover-

nor-elect, Senator Henry M. Teller, Hon.
Thomas M. Patterson, editor of the Rocky
Mountain News, Congressman Charles E.
Towne, of Minnesota. It was after mid-
night before Mr. Bryan spoke. His address
was the last number on the programme.
He was received with great cheering.
Among other things he said:

"The past few months seem to me more
like a dream than a reality; and when I
hear the words of eulogy which have been
so often spoken, , they do not Impress me
as words spoken of me. The fear that
always comes over me when I hear these
words spoken with so many manifestations
of affection is whether 1 can maintain the
feeling that has been so kindly expressed.
or w hether, by some misstep, I may do, as
many have done before me, ' fall and lose
that love which now Is the thing w hich I
prize most in life. It frightens me when I
find how many people there are in this
country who, believing as I believe, have
put their faith in me and .the work I have
tried to do. The only assurance that I have
that I may be able to continue to retain
your good will is the belief that my purpose
is the same as your purpose, and that we,
continuing in this purpose will travel to-
gether.

"I believe that during this campaign In
every foreign nation the oppressed were
raising a silent prayer for our success and
that in every foreign nation the aristocracy
was praying for the success of our op-
ponents, because the embassador of the
United States to Great Britain declared im-
mediately after the election that he, 'to-
gether with all London, was rejoicing, and
when he said he and all London he meant
that part of London which he had become
acquainted with, and not the toiling part of
London or England. You read what Is saidby the financiers and by the aristocrats of
the old world, and you will find that they
recognize what many of our people do not
recognize that this question which was be-
fore the American people reached down
deeper and towered up higher than any
question which has confronted us in time
of peace in the history of this country.

"We cannot give up this nght If we de
sire. We have to go on. I think we have
been successful in bringing our cause before
theAmerican people.

We have
been successful In bringing our cause be-
fore the American laboring man. We have
failed most In reaching the business men
of this country, and I believe that for the
next four years we ought to give special
attention to the bringing of our arguments
before the business men of this country'.

classes shall understand that they cannot
raise themselves far above the masses of
the people? How long before they realize
that their only safety lies In raising the
masses with them?"
