games ever played In Chicago. The result
was a surprise to everybody, for, although
the Chicago eleven professed the utmost
confidence of winning this feeling was not
shared by their supporters, who, at best,
looked for them, to hold their opponents
down to a small score.

To Uerschberger, Chicago's fullback, be-

longs the honor of winning the game. His
punt.'ng was ono of the features and his
goal from the field, kicked from the forty-yar- d

line, went cleanly between the goal
posts. He easily outclassed Hogg, the Ann
Arbor fullback, and time and again his
long kicks saved his team. Chicago could
do but little with Michigan's line, most of
her gains being on end plays, In which she
displayed splendid Interference, or by tho
kicking of Uerschberger. Hamill and Firth,
tho Chicago ends, both distinguished them-
selves by some very pretty tackles. On the
Michigan side, Flngrei, in the first half
was the "whole thing," the plucky little
fellow seldom falling to make the required
distance. He was, however, forced to re-ti- ro

In the second half, his place being
taken by Ferbert, who was equally effec-
tive. Michigan made frequent use of the
famous Trinceton tackle and guard back
plays, which were yery effective. But few
tricks, however, were resorted to by either
side, both relying on straight, hard foot-
ball.

2,000 SPANIARDS SLAIN

AXD TWICE AS 3IAM WOIM1ED IX A

BATTLE WITH IXSL'RGESTS.

Fight In the Hubl Hills Described by
One of Macro's Ofllcers Huvoc

of n Dynamite Mine.

JACKSONVILLE, Fla., Nov. 26. Colonel
Jose Reyes, ald-de-ca- of General
Maceo, wounded and en route to New York
for medical treatment, and with dispatches
to the Junta, passed through here yester-
day. He says the fighting In. the Rubl hills
of Finar del Rio was the most sanguinary
battle of the war. Ho claims that 2.000 of
Weyler's men were killed In two days, and
twice as many wounded. : Weyler went to
the field with 35,000 men In three columns-o- ne

of 15,000 under himself, one of 13,000 un-

der General Echague, and a third of lO.OoO

under General Munoz. They found Maceo
Intrenched in a creecent-shape- d range of
hills. At the foot of the hills the Spaniards
were met with a withering firo that cut
gaps in their ranks. Maceo's men shot
from behind rocks and trees, and gradu-
ally gave way before the Spaniards, who,
encouraged by what they thought to be
victory pursued them. Suddenly a
deafening explosion rent the air,
and a scene followed somewhat like the
mine horror at Petersburg during the civil
war. Horses and men were blown high In
the air and fell to the earth dead and
mangled. The dynamite mine was touched
oft by John Linn, formerly of this city,
who is Maceo's electrician. Maceo then let
loose his dynamite guns, prepared by Linn,
and more havoc was wrought.

In the mine explosion Colonel Reyes says
Weyler lost 700 men killed and &00 more
In the charge, besides 1.C00 wounded. Next
day Maceo, knowirig of the reserve force
under Weyler, retreated to even a strong-
er position. There ho was attacked by the
column under Echague, who was roundly
thrashed and driven from the field, losing
800 men killed, besides 1,300 wounded. Next
day Maceo retreated again, maneuvering
all the while to entrap Weyler Into a field
that had been honeycombed with dyna-
mite. Meanwhile, however. General Wey-
ler, hearl'.ij that there was danger 'of an
uprising in Havana because of his failure
to crush Maceo, hastened back to that
city.

CCDAX LEADER SHOT.

Antonio Lopes Coloma Executed nt
Havana Another "Weyler Krilct.

HAVANA, Nov. 26. Antonio Lopez Co-

loma. the leader of the revolutionists in
the province of Matanzas when the Insur-
rection broke out, and sentenced to death
for rebellion and homicide, was shot at 5

o'clock this afternoon.
Colonel Zamora, in command of the Car-

denas district of the province of Matanzas,
has caused the arrest of Dr. Pedro Hevld,
Benito Jose Marlbona, a lawyer, and
Mauriclo Orbeda, an employe of the Car-
denas railroad. These arrests were the re-

sult of disclosures contained In the letters
recently found upon the persons of some
captured insurgents. Additional arrests
are expected.

Cap.ain General Weyler has Issued or-

ders to tho farmers in the provinces of
Finar del Rio, Havana and Matanzas to
carry the new crop of corn to the garri-
soned towns, and the railroad officials have
been Instructed to provide the farmers with
cars and mules with which to facilitate
transportation. The corn will be sold to
the commanders of the Spanish columns
and will be used for military purposes.
Theso commanders may buy the corn at
current prices, or may admit it on deposit.
After Dec. 20 all corn found stored on the
farms or elsewhere without the knowledge
and consent of the military commanders,
will be considered contraband of war and
the farmers so withholding lt will be crim-
inally prosecuted.

General Flgurea, commanding the Pizar-r-o
regiment of. cavalry, reports having

dispersed an 'nsurent force at San Jose
do Veitea. this province. The enemy left
nine killed on the field and tho troops cap-
tured i quantity of arms and ammunition.

A dispatch received here from lieutenant
Colonel Durango says that he has encoun-
tered an Insurgent force at the Mora
farm, near Cano. province of Havana. Ho
adds that his troops compelled the enemy
to retire, leaving ten killed on the rteld
and carrying away many wounded.

It transpires that after the engagement
fought in the Rubl hills between the Span-
ish forces under Captain General Weyler
and the Insurgents under Maceo. the Span-
ish commandt-r-ln-chie- f and his staff were
without provisions for thirty-si- x hours.
The train with the supplies on board was
detained, but General Weyler would not
await Its arrival and urged his troops on-
ward, regardless of the absence of the pro-
vision train.

ll'nsln of u. Wnr-LIk- e Rumor.
WASHINGTON. Nov. 21 The attention

of a prominent War Department ofliclal
was to-nig-ht called to the reported state-
ment cf Colonel Abernethy, of the Fourth
New Jersey National Guard, that he had
received orders to report to the department
on the condition and equipment of his com-
mand and that his regiment has leen se-
lected to hold itself In readiness to move
to Florida on orders from Washington. The
ofliclal referred to knew nothing of the
orders. Kvery year the Secretary of War
in his annual reirt makes a statement
concerning the strength of the militia. It
so happened that the-- information required
by tho department for the secretary's re-
port this year was larking from some of
the States, and it may be that New Jersey
was one of them, in which case the re-
quest for the data has leen sent In the
regular way. The same official also pointed
out the, extreme lmprolability of the mllltU
of one State being sent Into another In time
of peare.
