Feather-Welu- ht Cliuiupionship Taken
from the Colored Pnglllt nnd

Awarded to the Huffnlo Mnn.

NEW YORK. Nov. 27. Frank Erne, of
Buffalo, to-nig- ht won the title of feather-
weight champion of the world by being
awarded the decision In a twenty-roun- d

contest with George Dixon, the clever col-
ored boy who has for so long held undis-
puted claim to that pugilistic honor. The
Broidway Athletic Club's arena was filled
with a large crowd of sporting men, many
of whom had come a long distance to wit-
ness the contest. Dixon and Erne met in
this city last December and the result then
was a draw. Since that time admirers of
both boxers have claimed that their man
had the better of that go. Both of these
feather-weigh- ts trained faithfully for to-

night's contest, and there were many bets
made that they would go the full twenty
rounds without either gaining a decision.
Dixon's backers placed their money at odds
ranging from 6 to 3 to 2 to 1 on him.
George Dixon entered the ring at 9:40 at-

tended by Tom O'Rourke, Tommy West
and Professor George Forrest. He stripped
In excellent condition and said he was con-ilde- nt

of winning. Erne was esquired by
Charlie White, Mike Leonard and Frank
Zimphtr. He also stripped in first-cla- ss

condition. Each of the-- lads weighed In at
122 pounds. They shook hands at 10:03
o'clock.

The boys legan fighting as soon as time
was called. They exchanged lively blows in
the first round without much damage.

Round 2 Erne opened with a left on the
face. Dixon swung his right on the neck
and they clinched. Both Jabbed lefts in
the face. Dixon tried his left hook for the
head, but Erne ducked cleverly. Dixon
rushed, but fell short and Ene sent his
right on the wind. Erne then landed lefts
on the body and face.

F. C. Heath, of Indianapolis, were all pres-
ent and occupied positions on the stage
with the large chorus of boys and girls.

A MOTORMAN'S COURAGE

TESTED IX A TV FA'COl'MEIt WITH A

DESPERATE TRAIN ROBBER.

Bandit Captured While Attempting to
Hold nn Eleetrle Car Loaded

with 1'niisenKern.

KANSAS CITY, Nov. 27. Last midnight
four men, led by Otcar Bridges, ald to be
a bridge and parachute-jumpe- r of more or
less notoriety, made an unsuccessful at-
tempt to holl up and rob a street car filled
with passengers, bound for Independence.
Bridges was arrested alter a desperate tus-
sle with the mctorman and was brought
here. The other men escaped but their
names aro known, and It Is believed they
will also be. lodged in jail. The gang is
said to be the same that so boldly held up
a west-boun- d. Chicago & Alton passenger
train Just oitside of Independence about a
month ago.

The car was the regular theater car re-
turning to Independence from here, and
contained seventy passengers. When it
reached a lonely spot midway between the
two cities. Bridges, unmasked, jumped on
the rear platform, and going through the
car to the front, boldly thrust a revolver
to the breast of the motorman. Another
of the gang who had quickly followed
Bridges, and who wore a mask, had just
entered the rear door and was in the act
cf ordering tho passengers to hold up their
hands when the conductor threw him from
the car which the motorman in some man-
ner had been able to start. The two re-
maining robbers, who. it appears, were to
have covered tho conductor became fright-
ened, at the quick action displayed by him
and when the second robber lighted on theground, the three made off to the woods.
In the meantime Bridges was tusseling
with the motorman, to whose aid some 01
the male passengers had come. Many of
the women became paralyzed with fright v

and screamed 'or cried, retusing to be
quieted by the conductor or their male es-
corts. Bridges .; was finally overpowered.
without having tired his revolver, and the .
car proceeded on Its return to Independ-
ence.

The coolness and 1 courage of Motorman
A. T. Rollins and Conductor Lloyd Jack-
son doubtless ""'saved the passengers frombeing robbed. 't Motorman Rollins said to-
day that he thought at first that Bridges
was joking, but when he saw the polished
barrel of a' forty-live-calib- er revolverpushed against; his breast and heard the or-
der to "Hold up your hands" repeated, his
hands went up.' At this moment the robberglanced back Into Uhe car, evidently to
see whether hfe ' confederates were doing
their part. For a' second his eyes were otf
the motorman.' Quicker than a flash the
hands came" flbwn --and Rollins' swung his
left list around' and landed a blow under
the left eye of his captor, knocking him
headlong against the controller. The mo-
torman grabbed, the revolver as Bridges
fell. The quIcK m,ove saved the motor-man- 's

life, for Bridges pulled the trigger
as he went down and Rollins caught the
index linger of his left hand between the
hammer and the cartridge. Rollins grasped
the robber by the throat and choked him
until he released 'hla hold on the revolver
and finally gave up ,the struggle.

After.reachlng Independence. Bridges was
placed under arrest; being brought to thi3
city this morning. Here, after spending
two or three bourw In the "sweat box," he
gave his identity and that of his pals. Four
months ago Bridge gained considerable no-
toriety by .leaping from the top girder of
the Hannibal bridge here into the Missouri
river and swimming- - out safely. At the
tlmo he displayed accounts of his high
Jumps In other cities, and also a.numbcr of
leters from a firm of aeronauts and para-
chute jumpers of. Cincinnati. His pals
were Eugene Ridgeway. Ernest Ridgeway
and James Repine, all under twenty-tw- o

years of age. The Ridgeways live In Shef-
field, a suburb ner the scene of the hold-
up. Eugene is a; barber and Ernest is a
professional high diver, who filled engage-
ments at the local parks. Both have hard
names. Repine, who is twenty-on- e years
oifl. comes of respectable parents, who live
at. Centropolis. near Kansas City. .

The gang, which made its headquarters
at Centropclls. Is believed by the police
to have been in the hold-u- p of the Chi-
cago & Alton train at Glendale cut. near
here, about a month ago. and the quartet
is wanted for other depredations. It is
known they planned to rob the last car on
the electric line a few weeks ago at ex-
actly the spot they stopped the car last
night. A man who was in the confidence
of the gang told County Marshal J. B.
Keshlear of it. and he and a force of depu-
ties watched for the bandits till after mid-
night. The same gang made preparations
to "hold up" the Denver night train on
the Missouri Pacific at the Leeds cut last
Thursday night, and again the marshal and
a force of railway police waited and
watched, but the bandits learned of the
trap and postponed the robbery.

commonwealth Is divided seems to be taken
as the surest possible test of its importance,
and a State containing but few counties (as
many as necessary or deferable). Is looked
upon somehow as of Inferior merit. The
State of Nebraska had by the last fetleral
cens about the same population as the
city of Philadelphia, 1.1C0.OJO. The popula-
tion of Pennsylvania-wa- s five times greater
than that of Nebraska, and yet. though
sixty-seve- n counties have for many years
been found tufflclent for the requirements
of Pennsylvania. Nebraska now has ninety,
and some of them are so small In area and
population as to be ofj very little account.
A sample Nebraska cdunty is Thomas, In
the western pe.rt of the State, diagonally
northwest of Broken Bow, through which
the Dismal river runs. It ha an area of
720 square miles and a population at the
last census of 517 Inhabitants.

Kansas exceeds Nebraska In population
by about one-thir- d and In area by about
one-tent- h: but, though the total popula-
tion of 'Kansas is aKut f00.000 less than
tho population of New York city, and
though New York State, with 6.000.000 In-

habitants, has sixty counties. Kansas has
111. and very fw of them have a popula-
tion as large as the average New York
ward. Morton county." In the extreme
southwest of Kansas, is a fair sample of
some of them. Bv tn census of 1S90 it had
a population of f24 and extended over an
area of 72a square miles. Though the popu-
lation of Kansas is not on the increase and
In some parts of the State Is falling ofT. it
seems never to occur tp any of the leg-

islatures at Topeka that the consolidation
of counties might be a desirable thing.

These two States are not exceptional In
respect to having so largo a . number of
counties for what is a very small popula-
tion compared with the figures In the east-
ern States. New Jersey, with a population
larger than Kansas, has only twenty-on- e

counties. Massachusetts has fourteen.
Maryland has twenty-fou- r. Maine has six-

teen and Wisconsin, with a population of
2.0C0.000. sixty-eigh- t. But Missouri has 115

counties, Iowa, ninety-ru- n, and Colorado
fifty-fiv- e. When it come to pre-eminen- ce

In the county line the Lone Star State of
Texas easily exceeds all others. Texas has
245 counties, and the census returns from
some of them seem certainly grotesque.
Andrews county, for Instance, covering
1.300 square miles, had in 18W twenty-fou- r
inhabitants; Castro county, covering 40

square miles, had nine Inhabitants: crane
county had fifteen: Dawson county had
twenty-nin- e: Foley county, covering 2.100
squaro miles, had sixteen Inhabitants:
Gaines county, covering 1.500 Fquare miles,
had sixty-eigh- t. There were fourteen ars-
ons In Garza, and Lamb county, with an
area of 1.010 square miles, had four resi-
dents. There were three persons. two
white men and an Indian, in living coun-
ty seven persons In Palmer county and
four personsdn Woakum county. The total
number of Inhabitants in Lynn county was
twenty-fou- r, and In Moore county fifteen.

How the Woman la Alleged to Have
Spread Her Criminal Libel A-

nother Mnnnnere In Armenia.

LONDON. NoV. 27. The Central Criminal
Court fOld Bailey) was not so crowded as
yesterday when the trial of 'Lady Sellna
Scott, mother of the Countess Russell, and
co-defe- nd int with John Cockerton, an en-

gineer, T. rederick Kast, a groom, and Wil-

liam Aylott. a valet, in the action brought
by Earl Russell, for criminal libel, was
resumed this morning before Justice Haw-

kins. Lady Scott was dressed as stylishly
as yesterday and was attended In court by
her maid. Earl Russell was
by his counsel. Sir Frank Lockwood, Q.

C. and said he informed Lady Scott on
tho subject of his "wild oats" prior to his
marriage to her daughter. Counsel for the
earl continuing, read a letter from Lady
Scott to his client. In which she wrote:

"I want you always to trust me. I am
thankful I know everything. I love you
just the same. Your loving "BO."

Answering further questions put to him
by Sir Frank Lockwood, Earl Russell said
that by the end of the suit of the countess
for a restitution of her conjugal rights the
litigation had cost him between 10,000 and

13.000.
St. George Lane Fox. a cousin of Earl

Russell, corroborated the latter' evidence
on the subject of the yachting trip and
said that he warned the earl not to marry,
as from Inquiries which he had made, he
considered Lady Scott to be a "woman of
infamous reputation."

A bookseller named Carrese testified thata masseur had introduced him to Lady
Scott as her sister. Witness then proved
the printing and distributing of the libels
on Iady Scott's orders and produced a let-
ter from her, in which she said:

"I want you to find me a rich American
gentleman to help me bear these expenses,
with a .view to marriage. I have had
plenty of good offers, but I must have
riches. Kindly have all ready."

The documents were mailed by her order
to every paper In London, some Parisnewspapers, the colonels of the regiments
of footguards, to the three masters of Bath
College, the masters at Winchester, the
New York and California Clubs, tho
Jockey Club, to tradesmen in Maidenhead,
Windsor and London, to the station mas-
ters at Maidenhead. Cambridge. Oxford.
Teddington. Winchester and Brighton, to
all secretaries of clubs at Maidenhead, to
the members of the County Council, themanagers of-al- l theaters, the head masters
at Oxford, Cambridge. Harrow. Eton and
Winchester, to the police at Maidenhead
and to a large numtT of private Individ-
uals, as well as to the members of the
House of Lords and House of Commons.
The document giving the list of persons
to whom the documents were to be sentwn. it appears, in the handwriting ofLady Scott.

After several witnesses had testified to
the movements of Earl Russell, the evi-
dence tending to show that it was impos-
sible for the acts to have been committedon the dates mentioned tn the libels, the
trial was adjourned until Monday.

Flood Ilnvoc in Greece.

the low lying quarters of this citv and thePiraeus, drowning a number of people,flooding the gas works of the latter placeand plunging the port in complete darknesslast night. Many houses have been de-stroyed, und tho tents sheltering the Ar-menian refugees have been swept away. Asa result of the disaster great distress pre-
vails. Detachments of sailors from theforeign war ships in port assisted all lastnight in the work of rescue.
