CHICAGO, Nov.
had all kinds of statistics with wheat to
govern their actions to-day. It made a
very fluctuating market with the bulls final-
ly in the ascendency, May options closing
at an advance of ¥e. Corn and oats were
weak, closing Y c lower each. Provisions
were strong and advanced 245G 10¢.

Everything favored higher prices at the
opening of the wheat market to-day. The
Liverpool cauvle was higher, notwithstand-
ing the weak close here last week and a
Paris cable quoted that market excited and
advancing on the cold weather and bad
crop prospects, and the world's shipments
were about 1,500,000 bu less than the week
previous. 8till another source of strength
was the smallness of the domestic receipts
at leading Western cities, Chicago got
only 17 cars, against 514 a year ago, while
Minneapolis and Duluth reported only 400
carloads compared with 770 a week ago, and
1,642 the corresponding day of the year be-
fore, The combined effect of news was
that May wheat, which closed SBaturday at
837%@%e, opened at from S5¢ to 85%c and
remained substantially between those
figures for over an hour. Then for varipus
reasons, chiefly having reference to local

speculative conditions, the extra bullish
feeling all cozed out and by 12 o'clock the
price had dropped to 84c. The chief reason
for the weakness was simply lack of busi-

ness, Outside support was almost entirely
lacking, most of the trading being of =a
local nature. The visible supply was some-
what of a disappointment, decrease being
only 1,057,000 bu instead of 1,500,000 as had
been generally expected. After the price
had worked |irregularly down to 83%c a
revulsion of feeling occurred. The strength
of the closing cables, the fact that the
official returns of the world's shipments to
Europe made them only 7,417,000 -bu for the
week and engagements of 100,000 bu of
wheat for immediate lake and rail ship-
ment to England all appeared to turn prices
upward. May advanced to 8¢ and was
bringing S4% ¢ when the session closed.

Corn wasya small and uninteresting mar-
ket. Only once, and immediately after the
opening did prices touch the closing point
of Saturday. The cold w&ither was ex-
pected to increase the receipts as well as
the grading. Prices followed wheat on its
downward course, but falled to advance on
the latter recovery. May opened unchanged
at 27%c, sold a shade higher, declined to
26%A26% c and closed weak at 26%c.

Oats opened firm with wheat and also
under a good demand. Later prices fell off
and the market ruled very weak from then
up to the finish. The liquidation of De-
cember was the principal cause for the de-

cline and the break in wheat and corn also |

had a material effect. May started a shade
higher at 22%4@22%c, sold between 2%G
21%c, closing at 217c.

Provisions were strong at the opening and
that feeling characterized most of the ses-
sion. The firmness at the start was caused
by a much smaller run of hogs than ex-
pected and this was sufficient incentive for
a still further advance. Some decline fol-
lowed in sympathy with grain. but the mar-
ket closed steady. May pork closed 1l0c
higher at $8.27%. May lard 2%c higher at
