The
scheme in brief is this: When the club has
been falrly launched into the social swirl
of upper tendom in New York a svstematice
siege will be commenced upon the willing
'hc»ml-ts of the rich girls throughout the
and.

New York will be a good starting point.
for, according to the secret list that has
been prepared. there are four thousand
girls in the United States who are worth

York eity and 264 in Brooklyn. They argue
that at least one of their members will he
supplied with a wife from this list within
the first year of their social operations:
two in the second. three in the third. and
ten in the fourth year.

WHEAT TOOK A DECLINE

IN THE FACE OF MU(CH EULLISH
NEWS PFRICES FELL OY'F 1-40,

Loss Scored on n Genernl Desire to
Ligquidate—Weakness Extended
to Other Markets,

CHICAGO, Dec. .—Wheat was depressed
at the start by the unexpected decline at
Liverpool to-day and did not recover from
the weak decline which that fact caused,
May closing at 34c¢ decline. Corn and oats
sympathized to a certain extent, declining
about Y4¢ each. Provisions were radically
weak and clesed 17%:@3% lower,

Liverpool was again the ruling factor in
wheat., especially at the opening. It sent
1d lower quotations to start with, notwith-
standing yesterday's advance here. This
was a very unpleasant surprise to specu-
lators and its effect was felt as soon as
trading commenced. May., which yester-
day rested at $4%c, started with sellers at
from S84%c to S84%c¢ and in the course of
an hour it had worked down to 83%ec. Im-
mediately after the opening it temporarily
rose to $4%c. This was due to two rea-
sons, one of them was the almost total
absence of wheat deliveries, something that
has not happened before in years, It was
said that not to exceed 25,000 bu was de-
livered on December contracts. This is one
of the big days of the year for deliveries
and ordinarily from 2,000,060 to 3.000,000 bu
of wheat would bo around on contracts.
That it did not was due to the fact that
cash wheat was at a premium over the
December price. This was regarded as a
decidedly bullish factor. The other was the
Northwestern receipts. Minneapolis and
Duluth reported but 315 cars, as compared

with 379 last week and 905 last year. Chi-
cago received 58 cars, against &3 last week
and 398 last year. But even these strong
features failed to stem the tide of liquida-
tion. which was increased by later cables
showing a still further decline, After mak-
ing a little rally, which showed a decrease
in the world's visible supply of 1.100.000 bu
during the last hour on Bradstreet's re-
port, the market suddenly turned weak
from no especial cause that could be
learned except the desire of holders 1o lig-
uidate and the lowest prices of the day
were touched, May selling to 833gc. A slight
reaction occurred before the close, the final
quotations for May being 83'5c.

Corn was quiet and inclined to weakness,
although not so great a degree as wheat,
by which the market, however, was to
some degree controlled. Other influences
were the dullness in the cash demand and
expectation of more liberal receipts. May
opened %e lower at 26%ec. sold between
26%c and 26%c, closing easy atl 265,@26%c.

Oats were quiet throughout. The weak-
ness in wheat and corn caused a similar
tone to exist here and prices showed a
slight decline. Fluctuations were confined
to a very narrow range, however. May
opened iz lower at 21%ic, sold at 217%c, de-
clined to 21% 21%c and closed with sellers
at 213,c.

Holders of provisions had a hard time of
it to-day. Hog receipts were much larger
than expected. This was true not only of
the local market, but of outside markets
as well and prices opened with sharp de-
clines. General Jliquidation followed the
large estimates for to-morrow, accelerating
the selling movement. Prices recovered
slightly near the close, May pork closed 30¢
lower, at $7.97%: May lard, 17c lower at
$1.20; May ribs, 20¢ lower at $4.20.
