Opinions of the Foreign Tress.

. NEW YORK. Dec. 8.- -At the office of the
Caban Junto in this city Lomas Estrada
Palma, delegato of the Cuban republic to
the United States, gavo out a statement
to-d- ay In which he expressed his views of
tho President's message, so far as it re-

lated to the Cuban questions. He says the
message, generally speaking. Is in a great
measure very depressive to Spain as an In-

dependent nation, as it declares that Spain
has no control over at least two-thir- ds of
tho Island; it acknowledges the grievances
which have led to the present revolt of tho
Cubans against the authority of Spain, and
supports the Cubans in their distrust of
any promise whatsoever that the Spani' h
government can make to them, and pledg
the guaranty of the United States as a
security for any agreement which Spain
may enter upon with Cuba. President
Cleveland, he continues, finally declares,
without hesitation, that the patience of tho
United States In waiting for Spain to end
the contest has a limit: that the obligations
to the sovereignty of Spain, will be super-
seded by higher obligations and that con-
siderations of humanity and a desire to see
a rich and fertile country, intimately re-
lated to tho United States, saved from com-
plete devastation, will subserve the inter-
ests thus involved and at the same timepromise to Cuba and its Inhabitants an op-
portunity to enjoy the blessings of peace.
As to the Inference contained In the mes-
sage that the Cuban government has now
given up all attempt to exercise Its func-
tions, Mr. Palma cites recent acts of Gen-
eral Gomez In fulfillment of orders toprove that the civil government of their re-
public commands the respect and obedience
of tho military' authorities.

Mr. Palma says it is idle talk of autonomy
for the Cubans and says: "They have
framed a constitution for a sovereign na-
tion." The atrocities practiced by theSpanish in the present war, he continues,
have deepened to such an extent the politi-
cal abyss rent between Cuba and Spain thatit is absolutely impossible to fill it up withany sort of scheme which does not affirm
the absolute independence of the Cubanpeople. Cuba has decided to getTid foreveror the Spanish rule and her peoplo count
neither their enemies nor the many patriots
who daily succumb to the struggle. Theygo on, confident in the justice of theircause, the firmness of their resolution, andthe protection of God. They realize, ofcourse, that they are In the very center offree America, left alone to themselves,
without a hand outstretched to them: but,far from being discouraged, they feel con-
vinced of their ultimate success.

MF.XICASS DISAPPOINTED.
Evidently Anxious to See Uncle Sam

at Yl'nr with the Dona.
CITY; OP MEXICO. Dec. S.-- There Is a

keen feeling of disappointment here that
President Cleveland could not see his way
to recognizing the belligerency of the Cu-
bans, for Mexican sympathy is undoubt-
edly with them, and most of Latin Amer-
ica, with the possible exception of Chile,
is ready to follow the lead of the great Re-
public, and to-d- ay it is said here that
M;Xlnley will take a more generous atti-
tude. The Mexican Herald says President
Cleveland's attitude toward Cuba Is another
instance of letting "I dare not" wait upon
"I would," and shows sympathy for the
Cuban patriots, but agrees that they have
abandoned even the pretense of government
in those portions of the island that they
occupy. The Herald continues: "He con-
tends that the Inefficient semblance of au-
thority kept up by Captain General Wey-le- r

is all there is of a legal and consti
tuted government In Cuba. The commer-
cial reason for nonrecognltlon of the Cu-
bans is shown in his statement that almost
$30,000,000 of American capital Is Invested
on the Island, which would be jeopardized
by according belligerent rights to the Cu-
bans, for. as matters stand, the damages
sustained by American investors in Cuba
constitute valid claims against Spain. In
a word, there i3 a gordion knot within
reach of tho American President, and he
will not cut It. He is plainly controlled by
the advice of his secretary of state. Mr.
Olney, vho Is a cold and calculating law-
yer, a man who has also led the President
to take a stiff and unsympathetic attitude
toward the Armenians. How much weight
Cuban estate-holaln- g interests of New
England has had In the councils of the gov-
ernment at Washington one may not easily
discern, but the .President's message will
suit that restricted and comfortable group
who prefer dollars to the recognition of
Cuban belligerency that might imperil the
security of damages later on. The Cuban
patriots will have to await the action of
President McKinley. and Latin America,
which with practical unanimity will follow
the example of the United States, must im-
patiently abide the chahge of administra-
tion at Washington.'

London Press Comment.
LONDON, Dec. 8. The Pall Mall Ga-

zette this afternoon, commenting on Presi-
dent Cleveland's message to Congres3,
says: "There is nothing In the message
unsatisfactory to Great Britain. So for
as Cuba Is concerned President Cleveland
is neither diplomatic nor politic. His lan-
guage will please neither Spain nor the
insurgents."

The Globe sees in the message "Monroe-
ism thrusting Itself forward in the usual
menacing fashion." and doubts if McKin-
ley will be "grateful to his predecessor for
bequeathing the task of bullying Spain."

The St. James Gazette contrasts the "po-
lite, cautious tone" of the message with
the "message of a year ago on a similar
topic." and says: "The conditions in Cuba
undoubtedly give the United States the
right to call on Spain to enforce her au-
thority speedily or acknowledge that her
Inability to suppress anarchy 'has de-
prived her of the right to be considered as
governing the island." '

Hoir It Wan Received nt Mndrld.
MADRID, Dec. S. President Cleveland's

message caused a depression on the bourse
and the newspapers, especially those of
the opposition and the Independent organs,
expressed the greatest irritation nt Ameri-
ca's Interference as a humiliation for Spain.
The government organs are more reserved
In their tone and they even express some
satisfaction at the unexpected moderation
which President Cleveland has shown. Ac-
cording to the Heruldo the Cabinet will
meet to-d- ay to discuss the text of the mes-
sage. The Military Correspondence, the or-
gan of the army, say that Spain will le
more than strong enough to punish an In-

terference by the United States with their
affairs. Other newspapers characterize themessage as provocative not only to Spain,
but the whole of Europe.

View. of Le Temp.
PARIS. Dec. 8. The Temps rays that

President Cleveland's messago "worthily
crowns his International administration,
which bore tho stamp of honesty," and
adds: "Tho reference to Cuba, however,
will satisfy neither side, and we doubt the
eltlcaey cf his offer to guarantee the auton-
omy of Cuba. Spain will not think of
agreeing to an agreement making the
United States a sovereign power in Cuba,
while the rebels want independence or
American annexation. President Cleve-
land risks displeasing everybody. The
Venezuelan arrangement, however, giving
unexpected extension to Monroeism is a
triumph to Presideht Cleveland."

Approved liy tfte Cologne Gazette.
BERLIN, Dec. 8. The Cologne Gazette,

discussing Iresldent Cleveland's message
to tho Congress of the United States, says:
"President Cleveland has not allowed him-
self to bo carried away by. the prevailing
opinions of Americans. What he suggests
is perfectly correct, and compatible with
the honor of Spain. May the President's
well-mea- nt proposals meet with approval
in Madrid before there is a change of gov-ernm- ent

In the United States. Perhaps
with this favorable situation there may be
an agreement with the powerful United
States which will pacify Cuba."

ROYAL LIVES AS RISKS.

Large Insurance Plneed Upon Princes,
Kings and Other Magnates.

London Tit-Bit- s.

A peculiar and little known branch of in-

surance Is that Indulged In by private per-
sons who insure the lives of royalties for
their own benefit. From the standpoint of
the Individual It Is, of course, pure specula-
tion. The royalty insured may obligingly
depart thl3 life shortly after the Insurance
is effected. In which case there Is quite a
respectable sum netted; or, on the other
hand, he or she may persist in lingering to
a good old age, when the insurer benefits
but little. But taking out a policy on the
life of a royal personage is, on the average,
a pretty good "spec."

This is how it is done: lou, gentle reaaer.
wish to Insure the Prince of Wales (we
will say) for the sum of 500. You fill up --a
proposal form for that amount In the name
of "H. R. H. Albert Edward. Prince of
Valcs. Duke of Cornwall." etc.. and for

ward it to a company wnicn accepts mis
kind of insurance. All companies. It must
be. noted, do not issue policies on royalties
lives to private individuals, but many in
quite the first rank do.

On receipt of your proposal the company
will inform you of the rate per cent, at
which the premium will be charged; then,
If you are willing to pay this rate, which Is
a fairly high one. a policy will be Issued
in the usual way. Most policies of this
kind are "without profits" I. e.. there are
no bonus accretions.

Although there are no statistics on the
subject and accuracy of statement is there-
fore Impossible, it is quite probable that the
life of her Majesty, the Queen, is insured
hundreds of times In this manner. The
same thing is true, to a modified extent, of
mrt nf the other members of the roval
family. j

The Duke of Cambridge, for instance, has '

been for the past twenty years, a favorite
"subject" with insurance speculators. The
reason is obvious, but the rate is, as may
be supposed, very high. Many companies
also accent proposals on the lives of mem-
bers of foreign royal houses.

A few days ago a policy on the Joint
lives of the Duke of Cambridge and the ex-Ki- ng

of Hanover, for the sum of 1.000
was in the market. The Hanoverian mon-
arch is dead and the policy will be paid
on the death of the former. It fetched a
large sum. On the same day a policy on
the joint lives of her Majesty the Queen
and the Duke of Cambridge was also dis-
posed of.

FUTURE OF FREE SILVER.

The Sonth Will Stand for Sonnd Money
In Fntnre Campaigns. -

Review of Reviews.
So far as we have observed, the Eastern

press and the Eastern public have not
yet done full Justice to the election re-
turns of the great Northwest. In view
of the deep solicitude manifested during
the campaign by people in the vicinity of
New York regarding the situation in such
States as Iowa and Minnesota, for exam-
ple, it is somewhat amusing as well as In-

structive to note the fact that the aggre-
gate sound-mone- y majorities In a compact
region belonging to the trade zone of Chi-
cago, and including northern Illinois. Iowa,
Minnesota and Wisconsin, were very much
larger than the aggregate aound-mone- y

majorities given by the city and State of
New York and the adjacent populations.
Where New York gave a McKinley plural-
ity of less than 275,000. a like population in
the West, including Chicago and territory
tributary to that city, gave a plurality of
about 400.000 votes for the McKinley elec-
tors. The only Western State that voted
for Mr. Rryan by a crushing majority was
the mining State of Colorado a State in
which for a number of years all parties,
Republican. Democratic and Populist alike,
had been unqualifiedly in favor of free sil-
ver coinage.

As for the South which, apart from the
border States of Kentucky, Virginia, Mary-
land and Delaware, was carried for Eryjin

it must bo remembered that for a long
time the Republican party has been prac-
tically nonexistent In that region. ThePopulist party had arisen in recent years
as a bitter antagonist of the old Demo-
cratic organization. Rut this year the union
of Democrats and Populists in favor ofRryan resulted in a greatly confused party
situation all over the South. It is extreme-
ly significant to observe that Mr. Rryan's
Southern victories were won by majorities
only a fraction as large as those cast for
the Democratic candidates in the four pre-
ceding presidential elections. The more tlal

Southern papers which supported
Mr. Rryan are declaring very generally
that the free silver proposition has now
been definitely shelved by the action of the
American people. If In view of facts now
known the campaign were to be tried over
again, it is not likely that the Southern
vote which was cast for free silver on Nov.
3 could be poll.Ml again. In short, although
Mr. Iiryan carried a larpre number of States
and will have a respectable vote in the Elec-
toral College, the cause he advocated was
one that in its very nature could not sur-
vive a defeat. Mr. Uryan seems not to
have comprehended this fact, for he has an-
nounced his intention to devote the com-
ing four years to the free-silv- er propaganda
In preparation for the campaign of the year
ll-Oo- lie will not find it so easy as he Im-
agines to reassemble that array which had

(Concluded from First Page.)
entire ten years that had elapsed since the
war had the Spanish government lost sight
of Maceo. The Spaniards knew him too
well. Consequently when he disappeared
from Costa Rica there was a hue and cry.
Maceo has gone.' was telegraphed to Mad-

rid. 'Look out for Maceo.' was the word
sent to Havana. Search was made through-
out the island. Finally the government got
word of him aroung Santiago. Under tor-
ture a Cuban confessed that ho had seen
Maceo in El Chrlsto. dipgulsed as a mule-
teer. In the meantime Maceo had become
aware that his whereabouts had been dis-
covered. His schemes were consequently
frustrated. A fisherman who had fought
under him during tho long war sailed with
Maceo for Kingston one dark night in his
fishing boat. For many weeks thereafter
the Spaniards searched in vain for the
Cuban leader.

"Maceo returned to Costa Rica disap-
pointed, but not discouraged. He saw
plainly that the revolutionary ball must be
set rolling by other hands than his. Ho
entered Into correspondence with' prom-
inent Cuban sympathizers in American
cities, and with General Gomez in San Do-
mingo. This was kept up until local Juntos
were formed In almost every prominent city
In the United States. Then Maceo and his
little band of patriots In Costa Rica had
nothing to do but possess their souls in
patience and wait for events. The years
between 1S90 and 1S93 were passed In hard
work and in studying the possibilities of
Cuba from a military standpoint.

MACEO'S OPPORTUNITY. . .

"One day in Februar 1S93, word came
that the Cubans had risen. Blood had been
shed, and Julio Sanguilly had been arrested
and Imprisoned. At lastl After many
years, here was an opportunity to strike
once more for Cuba. Freedom the dream
of a lifetime would come later on. On the
following day an emissary of the Spanish
government asked Maceo if he intended to
join the movement. 'Join it?' he replied, 'I
shall Join nothing.' He did not think It nec-
essary to say that ho had Joined it years
ago. This Is why tha papers of the next
morning all over the world published a
statement that Maceo was not Identified
with the revolutionary movement In Cura.

"A week later Maceo, his brother Jose.
Flor Crombet, Cabreco and sixteen other
veterans sailed from Costa Rica for San
Domingo. From this point, a week or so
later, they slipped away for Cuba. They
landed on the morning of March 30 at a
point near Raracoa, where many times In
years gone by Maceo had seen the flash of
machete and bayonet. True to the tradi-
tions of the place, hardly had he touched
his foot on Cuban soil before Spanish rllles
were cracking and bullets, were singing all
about him. The force of Spaniards num-
bered about fifty. Maceo had with him
only nineteen men in addition to his brother
Jose. Crombet and Cabreco. There was a
running light along the road in the direc-
tion of an old ioghouse, where the Cubans
finally took refuge. In this skirmish Crom-
bet was killed. In the Ioghouse. surrounded
by Sriniards. the Cubans fought for days.
In the meantime word had been sent out
that Antonio Maceo had been captured im-
mediately upon landing on the isJhnd, and
that Flor Crombet had been killed. This
was Maceo's first death during the present
war. On the night of the third day Maceo
called the men together and told them that
their only hone was In making a rush for
the woods. The door had hardly been
opened before the Spaniards discovered themovement. Then ensued a fierce running
fight, in which several of the Cubans were
killed, and Maceo received a bullet through
his hat. Separating from the rest of his
companions. Maceo wandered through the
pathless forest for two weeks alone, living
on plantains, guavas and other fruits. One
day he stumbled upon a band of Insurgents
led by Rabl. He wa3 taken to the hut oc-
cupied by the leader." 'Who are you?' he was asked." 'One who will fight to the death for
Cuba Libre.' was the reply." 'Your name?'" 'Antonio Maceo'.

ONCE MORE A LEADER.
'"At first Rabl was incredulous. When he

finally recognized In the haggard and hun-
gry man the dashing leader of the ten-yea- rs

war, the joy of the insurgents was
boundless. In a few days all his old-tim- e
vigor returned. He was more of a leader
tluiu ever. His ten years of enile had
only served to make him more cautious
and calculating, lie knew that he was a
better soldier than when he was banished.
In a fortnight he made his way to Guan-tanam- o,

to the spot where he had dis-
banded his men years before. The big tree
was still standing, taller and grayer with
age, and rotted In spots, but quite as stur-
dy as ever. Under this tree he had
sheathed his sword. Under Its branches he
once more drew It from its scabbardagainst the Spanish oppressor. In a few
weeks he had recruited almost a thousand
men. Starting out with this nucleus of a
future army, he swept everything before
him. At Yateras. Filipinas. Jarabenca and
Cristo the Spanish were put to rout.

"Since then the history of Antonio
Maceo has been printed from day to day
in all tho newspapers of the world. He
utterly slaughtered the army of Martinez
Campos near Bayarao. and that able gen-
eral only escaped by imeprsonating a
wounded Spanish soldier, carried for miles
in a hammock by his men. Afterward
Maceo crossed the Canto river and routed
Suarez Valdez at Chapana, Moscones and
Holguin. Further west he defeated Gen-
eral Eehagne at Puerto Padre and then
moved on Puerto Principe. Across Cama-gue- y

he went, leaving a trail of desolation
in his wake, broke the trocha of Jucaro,
defeating the Spaniards at Maltiempo,
Collseo Paso Real and Calimete. finally
reaching Pinar del Rio. Maceo's men are
not too well clothed or fed. Most of them
are ragged and bear the scars of old
wounds. Most of them would regard an
opossum or a jutea as a meal fit for the
god. Even their leader is worn and hag-
gard, but. standing In the flickering fire-
light, as he turns up the flap of his old
faded hat and peers earnestly down the
dark wooded ridges of the mountains to-
ward the Spanish camprires, there is in
his eyes the light of a high purpose the
freedom of his country."

After Maceo entered the province of
Pinar del Rio he did much damage to
Spanish interests, and Is rejorted to have
burned several towns and reieatedly de
feated the Spaniards. In fact, he gave the
captain general more cause for worry than
all the Cuban chieftains combined. Maceo's
plan of campaign was to strike swift
blows and then retreat to his mountain
fastnesses, where he defied pursuit. Gen-
eral Weyler, goaded by the criticism of
his opponents, finally determined to take
the field in person against the wily Cuban
leader. He did so In an ostentatious man-
ner with about sixty thousand troops at his
back, but did not accomplish his object.
Maceo was too wary. He dug pitfalls for
the Spaniards, killed a few hundred when
he willed and led the captain general on a
wlM goose chase to the western end of the
Island by sending a small part of the in-
surgent foice there, and then sped across
the trocha with he remainder of his force
to create havoc in new places. ;

Tho above was written before the dis-
patch from Havana, announcing tho death
of Maceo, was received. The Cuban leader
has been reported dead several times be
fore, and it Is barely possible the Spaniards
may have been mistaken in their Identifica-
tion of the body.

The alien evil la becoming a burning sub-

ject in the antipodes. Despite the poll tax
of 100 upon each Chinaman, the Mon-
golian population continues to Increase.
Japanese. Syrians. Afghans. Cingalese nnd
representatives of every Eastern nation
come in unchecked and compete with the
labor of the white colonists. The premier,
at the Instigation of the labor party, has
Introduced a measure for the extension of
the provisions of the Chinese poll tax to all
other alien colored races, and the people
are to be asked whether this Is enough, or
whether the cure is to be found in absolute
exclusion.

But it is Just here that there is a chance
of a difference of opinion with Great Brit-
ain. Colonial Secretary' Chamberlain holds
that a British colony cannot tax a British
subject, as many of these colored folks are.
The Afghan Is the name commonly applied
to the East Indians, and covers many thou-
sands of British subjects in Australia, and
unless the tax can reach them the evil will
not be half cured. Many Australians be-
lieve that this Is the subject which Is going
to bring about separation with the mother
country. If tho people of Australia say.
through the referendum or any other way.
that these colored race? must be excluded
and expelled, what can RritalnVlo?

It will bo a great hardship for the East
Indian that he carmot enter Australia, and
he may make things unplesant for John
Bull in India in consequence, but when the
Australian says "These aliens must go."
go they. will, and no power of Great Britain
can prevent it. When It comes to a ques-
tion between the wishes of the Australian
people and the policy of the Imperial gov-
ernment, then It will require very little.
Indeed, to sever the "silken bonds" which
British politicians are so proud of bcasting
about as connecting the colonies and the
mother country.

The principle of the referendum has been
accepted by all the Australian colonies on
the subject of federation. Before any def-
inite action can be taken by the politi-
cians the people will have a say. They will
elect delegates to the convention which Is
to draft a constitution for the new com-
monwealth; and such constitution Is to be
distributed freely among the voters, and
at the end of nine months is to be voted
uoon. If It is carried, federation will come
about: if not the politicians will have to
wait, another quarter of a century. So far
as outward impressions go. there does not
seem to be much popular enthusiasm on
the subject of federation. The labor peo-
ple, for instance, regard it is one of those
matters which, while good enough in them-
selves, can very well afford to wait until
questions of more Immediate domestic Im-
portance are settled. And n superficial pb-serv- er

would think that the only cause
which can bring about federation of the
Australian colonies within this century is
a war scare cr some international dispute.
That might bring about, union; without
such pressure the colonies will probably
continue to work out their own destinies
for at least another twenty years.

Thinks the Currency Is All Right.
To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

I have carefully read the call for a con-

vention of business men to meet at Indi-
anapolis on Jan. 12 to suggest plans to re-

form the currency.' If such a convention is
necessary I am glad it will meet at our
capital. I am Impressed with the belief
that It Is unfortunate that the
call of the convention is not more
specific. If there are serious and great
wrongs In our currency system that have
been the cause of "painful experience of
the country under the existing laws on the
subject of currency," as the call attests. It
secm to me that these wrongs should have
been set out in detail, so that municipal
bodies who are Invited to send represent-
atives could have taken up these wrongs
and considered the remedies and the dele-
gates to the convention cculd have had the
benefit of their counsel and acted more in-

telligently. The call Is too indefinite.
"Currency reform" Is like "tariff reform."

It may mean anything that an active and
fruitful mind may Imagine or conceive. We
had better "make haste slowly." We
should not be hasty In making experi-
ments with such a vital qvestlon. The call
for the convention says it is "for the pur-
pose of consuming and suggesting such
legislation as may In their judgment be
necessary to place the currency system of
the country on a sound and permanent ba-
sis." The inference, then, is clear, that the
men who signed this call, and the conven-
tion that is to meet in response, are those
who believe that our present currency sys-
tem is neither sound nor permanent. That
Is an assumption that is not sustained by
the experience of the past. The fact that
during its existence no one has ever lost
a dollar by the same dying on his hands,
as in years gone by. is conclusive proof of
its soundness. It is not an evidence of
unsoundness that wo have silver and gold
dollars, greenbacks, silver and gold cer-
tificates and national currency. They are
all alike good, and the government stands
behind them all. It is Uiis mighty power
that preserves the parity between silver
and gold, that holds the bonds for the
benefit of the bill holder for the redemp-
tion of all national bank paper that has
in the vaults the gold and the silver to re-
deem the gold and silver certificates and
the greenbacks. . All this is very sound and
healthy. The peorJe so voted on the 3d of
November. Strotfg as party ties are, they
were too weak to hold the American voter
when It was proposed by Brj'an and his
followers to upset our present currency sys-
tem.

We bear no Fmall amount of talk these
days by alleged financiers against the gov-
ernment being engaged in the banking
business. These gentlemen seem to forget
that before the government took a hand in
this business the country was cursed wijh
shinplasters and a lluctuating and irre-
deemable currency; that then we had a
financial panic about every seven years;
that the people were robbed by the so-call- ed

money perishing on their hands, and
that bankruptcy and ruin followed in the
wake. The fnterference of the government
has put an end to an unsound and fluctuat-
ing currency. It is tho only banker that
has protected the people and killed ofT the
army of money shavers and brokers the
leeches and spawn of the old system.

I can see no fault in the present sys-
tem. If the secretary of the treasury, when
the greenbacks ar-- . redeemed, will only re-Iss- ue

them to those who pay the gold for
them,' the "endless chain" that we hear so
much about will be broken. That cause of
ccmplalnt can easily be remedied. I am
one of those who think that when the con-
vention meets it will t to show
how the present system is. unsound, and
still more difficult to suggest a better one.
It was "tariff reform" that has brought all
our woes "upon us. I,et us not add to our
miseries by launching out on an unknown
sea of "currency reform." Give us a tariff
that will yield the necessary revenue to
meet the demands of the government and
l ay off our national debt and at the same
time foster American Industry, and all will
be well.

WASHINGTON. Dec. 8. The House,
without, wasting time, proceeded to busi-
ness to-da- y, and before the session closed
had passed, three bills of considerable im-
portance, and the first of the regular sup-
ply bills that.or pensions. Three of the
tMr related to postal matters. One pro--
vl.Ied or the uso of private mallins card3,
of ti e same general size and character as
the present postal cards when one-ce- nt

stages are affixed. Another provided for
at limited Indemnity of $10 for the loss of
regjsteredmall matter and the third pro-

vided for a:private carrier service in towns
and --villages where no 'free delivery exists.
It provides that on the application of twen-
ty persons receiving their mall at the same
office the .postmaster shall appoint such
persons as are willing to undertake the col-

lection and delivery of mails; that the
charge la not to exceed 1 cent for each let-

ter, and that the charge shall be paid by
the beneficiaries. The pension bill was
passed without opposition, but Mr. Grow,
of Pennsylvania, took occasion in the de-

bate to submit some views In favor of
higher tariff duties based on that portion
of the President's message relating to the
tariff. The bill carries SHl.IM.S'), about
J73.C4JO less than the law for the current
year.
