The ladies of the society
g0 on the same day to the same house and
do all their sewing, and at noon the dinner
is served to anyone for 15 cents. At a din-
ner recently there were%10 persons. Each
member of the soclety gives $2 a year, and
last year this paid for all the expense of the
dinners and $20 was turned into the treas-
ury, while the money paid for the dinners
by the members was clear gain. In this
way congjderable was added to the treas-
ury and the members became acquainted.
To illustmate the benefit soclally: a lady
came from another city to Indianapolis and
went to Memorial Church. She was put to
work on one 4T the committees and quickly
became acquainted with the seven mem-
bers. From that she has come to know
nearly every one in the church, meeting
them in the informal way at the fortnightly
dinners. The method is pronounced a great
succeess, and much credit is due to Mrs.
F. O. Ballard, the pastor's wife, who intro-
duced 1t.
