The banks now hold 331,606,350 in excess
of the requirements of the 25-per-cent. rule,
. The New York Financler says: ''The sur-
plus reserve of the New York clearing
house banks, after having Increased from
$8 228 550 on Sept. 5 last, to 332,464,400 on Dec.
. shows signs of halting, the decrease for

the week ending Dec, 12 being $358,000. This
contraction was brought about mainly
through the enormous expansion in loans.
The increase in loans is largest reported
since election. and is in itseif a striking
evidence of the present workings of the
jow money market. On Nov. 7 the total
loans of the New York banks was $42,179, -
700. The total for the week just ended was
$453.503.500, showing an expansion of $41,323, -
80 in about one month. The growth for
the past week, therefore, was almost 30 per
cent. of the whole. But it is probably true
that part of this unparalleled Increase
comes from sources other tRan those aris-
ing from commercial demands. The ster-
ling exchange operations, by which local
capital is being usel abroad, figure heavily
in the loan coiumn, although it would be
late to dispute the fact that the needs of
trade have alded in bringing about the un-
precedented upward movement, which,
seemingly, has not yvet culminated. 2

The pecullar position which the New
York banks occupy to-day toward foreign
commercial centers is {llustrated in this
, statement. The crop movement having vir-
tually closed, money iz flowing into the
New York banks faster than it can be
used, and the result is a remarkably busy
market. How much money we received
from abroad during the late season of
stringency cannot be estimated with ac-
curacy, but our enormous exports _have
made foreign nations dehtor to the United
dtates and, instead of getting their money
back in the form of balances, they are com-
pelled to borrow on this side to relieve
stringent conditions there. This has never
happened before.

LITTLE BUSINESS ON 'CHANGE.

Saturday’'s New York stock market was
phenomenally dull. Some hesitancy was
discernible, even on the part of the pro-
fessional dealers, and values sagged slight-
ly on very moderaje pressure. The arbi-
trage operations were restricted to a few
hundred res. The limited dealings were
confined to the active list and the fluctua-

tions lacked importance, except in Manhat-
tan, Rock Island and Reading. the last-
mentioned belng sold on the complications
which are said to be likely to arise in de-
fining the legality of the reorganization.
Rubber, in the regular stagnation, was con-
spicuous with a 1 per cent. drop and a
subsequent parial rally. At the low

ints supporting orders and covering in-

uenced a general recovery, In which the
specialties were prominent. The closing
was firm at slight net changes either way.
Rallway bonds were quiet, but firm. The
sales were $572.000. The more important ad-
vances ranged from 12 to 4 per cent,, the
last in Kings County Elevatéd firsts,

The market of the week has at frequent
intervals been characterized by =pells of
dullness, taxing the power of description.
The disposition of important interests to-
ward a temporary policy of inaction has
been more clearly manifest as the week

essed, but while prices have moved
rregularly within a mnarrow range, any
serious break has been averted through the
extreme ¢ase in money. Investors, believ-
ing in an eventual decided clearing up of
the general business and financial outlook,
have displayed an increasing Interest in the
failway bond market, but the heavy specu-
Iators and their following are walting until
a more definite understanding has been
shown as to the possibilities of action at
Washington on the Cuban question, the in-
debtedness of the Pacifie rallroads to the
government and other important topics,

MARKET INFLUENCES.

Discussion of the tariff probabilities and
Intimations of aggressive steps regarding
the so-called trusts tend to check activity
in general trade as well as In Wall street.
At the same time the plethora of loanable
funds, favorable cotton and winter wheat
crop estimates and expectation of more en-
couraging comparisons in railway traffic

returns before many weeks, account for the
lack of pressure of long stocks in the face
of bear raids. The resalt of this condition
has been a sluggish market, relieving at
times by spasmodic bursts of comparative
dctivity due to drives at the high-priced
stocks and speclaltes and subsequent cov-
ering purchases. London operations were
moderate in extent and on both sides of
the market, with a slight preponderance
in selling orders. There has been no abate-
ment, however, of the foreign demand for
investment bonds. The market was re-
lleved from absolute stagnation by firm-
ness succeeding the declaration of the reg-
ular quasrterly dividends on Sugar, Western
Union and Manhattan, while the bears
made bold play agailnst the gas shares
based on popular agitation for lower prices
for the product. Con=olidated Gas was one
of the few stocks that moved with spirit
and covered an extremely wide range, clos-
ing at a net loss of 7% per cent. BSome of the
specialtles were affected by the actual or
expected dissalution of trade Is. includ-
ing the steel blllet trust, which has vir-
tually been disbanded. The passing of the
dividend on lllinois Steel was set down to
this condition of affairs. Reading was
prominent in the trading in the last half
of the week, and at;ggv-l sharply on the
unexpected issue raised as 1o the legality
of certain steps In the reorsnanization pro-
ceedings. Long Island drouped 7 per cent.
to 47 on unfavorable rumors regarding the
financial and Rhyatcal condition of
the merty. rally to 50 followed an
offiel enial of the reports by the
president of the company. Chicago Gas
weakened on reported activity by the oppo-
sition interests, and Sugar was depressed
by the dullness in the tra and alleged
forecasts of adverse legisla Steadiness
ruled in the final ‘deallngs, which were al-
most entirely due to the covering of shorts,
The net changes were declines of 142 per
cent. in the principal shares. The aggre-
gate sales were 723397 shares,

ILOCAL GRAIN AND PRODUCE.

Trade Disappointing, While Prices
Continue Low and Steady.
Trade in the week closing Dec. 12 in most lines

is disappointiag, not reaching the expectations
of the most conservative merchants and greatly

disappéintirig the merchants who have been an-
ticipating a boom. Probably tMe mild weather
for December i{s responsible. Dealers In fancy
goods and hollday gifts are having a good trade,
but without exception say it ls not reaching their
anticipations, On Commission row the most com-
plaint Is heard. Stocks of frults and vegetables
are unusually large, and with thirty-two com-
mission houses having large holdings and retail
merchants huying only to meet Immediate re-
quirements and prices ruling low the commission
men are in hard luck. Poultry is very firm at
quotations and demand good. Eggs are weak
on unusuaily large receipts for December. The
provision market carries a steady, firm tone. The
flour market Is active, there being a good do-
mestic demand in export business. Local flour-
ing mills are doing but little. Doth leather and
hide markets are dull and prices weak. Other
markets are without special feature.

The local graln markets have been in the past
week unsettied, the ups and downs in the prices
of wheat and the slight fluctuation in corn and
oats having made dealers and commission men
mare cautious in their transactions. The week
closes with track bids ruling as follows:

BETTER DAY FOR WHEAT

POOR OUTLOOK FOR ARGENTINE
CROP CALUSED 1C ADVANCE.

Strength in the Leader Did Not Ex-
tend to Corn and Oats—=Provisions

Scored Small Galns,

L

CHICAGO, Dee, 12.—Wheat started strong
te-day, and remalned so, closing at an ad-
vance of 1c per bushel, Foreign news,
especially that relati:g to the poor Argen-
tine crop outlook, wis the leading motive
for the advance. Ccrn and oats were
easier, declining about ¢ each. Provisions
made small advances.

In wheat Liverpool again supplied the mo-
tive power, which set the market moving.
The public cablegram reported the market
over there firm at '‘4d advance. Private
cablegrams used language a trifle more
emphatic about the advance, The market
here started strong on that information,
and except for a lttle hesitation immedi-
ately following the opening advance, it re-
mained strong throughout the session,
Northwestern re2eipts, though small com-
pared with last year's figures, were uncom-
fortably large in view of the repeated re-
ports that a good share of the crop had al-
ready been moved. Minneapolis and Du-
luth reported 554 cars and Chicago 51 cars,
a total of 605 cars, agalnst 516 cars last
week, and 1,122 cars last year. This caused
the slight hesitation at the start, but was
soon lost sight of in the flood of bull news.
Argentine prospects were as gloomy as
ever, according to the cablegrams fromr Ar-
gentine, and shipments from that country
apparently bore this out. Only 24,000 bush-
els were shipped to the continent from

Argentine, and not a bushel to the United
Kingdom. The exports from both coasts
for the week were heavy—4,222 000 bushels
in wheat and flour—sald to be the largest
known for many years. This was en-
couraging to holders, as at this rate our
surplus would be practically exhausted be-
fore April, and several months of secarcitly
would follow. Armour delivered out from
500,000 bushels to 600,000 bushels of wheat on
December contracts, but the market ab-
sorbed it all readily., May opened at from
S0 @ silee compared with 798,@79%c at the
close yesterday. It was principaliy at 80'.14:
that first transactions took place, but it
found too many sellers around that for a
minute or two, and dropped back to 80c.
It soon rallied from that, and went up to
NMiTge, sticking close to that priee to the end
of the session. It did not again go below
Wieusse, and was bringing 30%@807c as
the market clogsed. On the curb a few min-
utes later it was sold at Sle.

Corn got no benefit from the rise in
whent except for a few minutes at the
start. It opened for May at 26c, sold at
26l5c, sagged to 2% @257%c and rested worth
25%c, or 1-16c less than on the day before,
The amount of business done in the pit
put altogether would not have made a busy
day for one commission house, and this
fact was the chief source of weakness.

A good business was transacted In oats.
The opening was rather nervous _under
conflicting influence of liberal receiffs and
a good foreign market. Shorts took ad-
vantage of the situation and, under liberal
offerings, the market declined, but rallled
with wheat and a good demand, which
sprang up later. M.y opened about ¢
higher at 205,@207¢c, declined to i @20%e
and finished at .201-1{ bid.

Provisions were dull but firm. The im-
provement at the openi was ascribed to
the light run of hogs. ackers generally
sold but the market held up well and
closed at about the top prices of the day.
May pork closed about T%c higher, at
§7.92%; May lard about 2'%c higher, at
$4.07%.c; May ribs 5¢ higher, at $4.09%.

The Six-Day Bicycle Race.

NEW YORK, Dec. 12.—Edward Hale, of
Ireland, won the six-day bike race in Madi-
son-square Garden, having ridden 1.910
miles and eight laps between midnight last
Surday and 10 o'ciock to-night. J. 8. Rice,
of Wilkesbarre, Pa., finished second, with
1,852 miles and six laps to his credit. Twelve
riders broke the world's record for 142
hours, made by Albert Shock, in 1883, 1600
miles and one lap. Twenty-eight men
started and fiften rode at the finish. The
strain on all has been great, and all showed
the effcets of the loss of sleep. Hale and
Rice, who finished first and second, were
fresher than any of the others. Hale
spurted to the end, and between ¥ and 10
o'clock made a mile in 2:40, after riding
more than 141 hours. “Major” Taylor, the
Indianapolis colored boy, who has been in
buoyunt spirits all the week, was so stiff
when he dismounted that he had to be car-
ried to his dressing room.

At the close of the race Hale was almost
smothered with flowers, and bottle after
bottle of champagne was sent to him in
floral pleces. The scores at 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10
o'clock are given below, the figure after
the period representing laps:

He has won all the long-distance
events in England, and has, it is sald, won
as many as any other “*bike’” rider living.
Hale has ridden in many of the big races
of France, and has often been a winner.
He won a road race from Paris to Bayvon.
Eefore the present race the longest distance
Hale has ridden was 875 miles, in a road
race in England. Hale rode an English
wheel, geared ninety-e¢ight, higher than
that of sy of the other riders. Repre-
sentatives of the Irish National Alllance
and other Irish societies have extended an
invitation to Hale for a banquet and pre-
sentation early next week.

Maceo and His Staff Ambuscanded.

CINCI_NNATI. Dec. 12.—The Commercial
Tribune's special from Jacksonville, Fla.,
says: J. A. Huau, agent of the Cuban Jun-
o in this city, received a long letter this
noon from his contidential correspondent
in Havana, giving full details of the assas-
sination, too foul for civilized nations of
the earth to tolerate. “Yes,” said Huanu,
“Maceo is dead, but Cuba will live long.
The death of no one man can crush tne
brave spirit of the patriots of Cuba, who
are fighting gallantly for liberty.”

The letter to Mr. Huau gives virtually
the same account of the ambuscade and
death of Maceo as already given by the
Assoclated Fress to-night. Mr. Huau sald
to-night: “The Spaniards say that they do
not know where Maceo's body is. ‘they
Eknow full well. They have buried it 1o
cover thelr treachery to a degree, and will
exhume it soon and say, ‘Ah, here is the
body of Maceo.” From to-day Cuba wiil
fight harder than ever before. This will be
a sad day for Spain. 1 do not know who
will succeeed Maceo, but 1 think it will be
Col. Rios Rivera, a brave and intelligent
soldier.”

The letter goes on to say that as Maceo
crossed the trocha, going to the place ap-
pointed for the meeting, he passed tne
Spanish sentinels under Spanish protection,
and that they presented arms in his honor,
Going forward some four miles from the
trocha, Maceo and his staff, numbering
thirty-filve men and officers, came to a hill-
side thickly studded with small pines and
underbrush. Here a Bpanish outpost was
observed. Maceo sent forward his flag,
and in a few moments he was signaled to
advance. As the party did so hundreds of
Spanish soldicrs arose out of the under-
brush, completely surrounding the party.
Major Cirujeda galloped up and demanded
Maceo's surrender,

“Never!”" shouted the intrepid Cuban
leader, drawing his sword as he saw that
he was entrapped.

“Forward, my men!
ards!’ sald Cirujeda.

At this the Spanish soldiers poured a fire
of leaden bullets. Maceo fell at the first
fire and young Gomez next. The fire was
continued until every man was killed ex-
cept Dr. Zertucha, whom the Cubans say
iIg a traltor. The bodies of Maceo and
young Gomez were then tied to the tails of
the soldiers’' horses and dragged over the
field so as to disfigure them, as the Span-
fards did not wish to have them discovered
and identified at first. It is stated that this
murder leaked out through a drunken
Spanish soldier while in Havana a day or
two after the assassination.

The Cubans here are in a state of great
excitement, and swear that Cuba shall be
free.

The Russo-Chinese Treaty.

LONDON, Dec. 12.—The text of the Rus-
so-Chinese treaty, reproduced here from the
North China Daily News, has aroused con-
siderable discussion on all sides and it is
regarded as a matter of the greatest Im-
portance. Some of the newspapers refuse
to believe it authentie, as it would be such
a victory for Russian diplomacy., The
Spectator to-day, however, believes it to be
exact and says: ““No forger would have
tried so elaborately to protect the pride of
China. While securi every Russian ob-
iect., nothing is ceded openly, but Russia
s permitted to run a rallway to Kiirin and
is expressly authorized to keep all the
troops she pleases o protect the Man-
churian stations and she is also to fortify
Port Arthur for China. No gluss s re-
quired to
which completely invest Russia with mili-
tary coatrol of Manchuria and the Liao-
Tung peninsula.’”” Continuing, the Specta-
tor says it thinks the arrangement threat-
ens Japan more than Great Britain, “which
can resist when her commercial rights are
threatened."”

Sir Charles Dilke, in a speech, has ex-
pressed the opinlon that the treaty will
place northern China at the feet of Russia
and that it is wholly Inconsistent with the
promises which China made to England
when she left Fort Hamilton. He favored
the reoccupation of that port.

Sir Arthur B. Forward, member of Par-
liament for the southwest division of Lan-
cashire, Conservative, in a speech yester-
day evening, sald that probably China
would become to Russia what India was
to England, and that English trade in
China would be superseded by Russian
manufacturers. In regard to the doubts
expressed as to the actual completion of
the treaty, the speaker said he happened
to know that Russian government engi-
neers were now in Manchuria studying the
profiosed rallway.
