Five Years on the Monon.

A gentleman well known in financial and
rallroad circles yesterday remarked that
the present owners and management of the
Louisville, New Albany & Chicago did not
receive the credit they deserve for wha
had been accomplished since it came into
the present control. He knew it to be a
fact that when they took control the road-
bed was in a wretched condition, and the
company had but twelve locomotives which
could be said to be in first-class condition.
“It will be remembered.” he said, “that the
first year W, H. MeDoel was general man-
ager there were eleven serious accidents,
mostly resulting from the bad conditiop
of bridges and track, and this was very
discouraging, of course, to the new man-
agers, but they were untiring in thewr of
forts to improve. the property, and now
nearly all the bridges on the System are
steel structures, which replaced wood. Bv-
ery mile of main line and of the Indian-
apolis division has since that time been
laid with heavy steel rails, and the num-
ber of ties per mile increased 40 per cent.,
while a large per cent. of the mileage has
been ballasted with elther broken stone or
gravel, The company now has 195 good en-
gincs, 80 per cent. of them practically new.
Its passenger equipment i& second to none.
and no finer locomotives come into Indian-
apolis than those on the Monon. The com-
pany has greatly improved its terminal
facilities at Chicago and at Indianapolis,
built shops at Lafayette, and the increase
in business from these improvements shows
the wisdom of the outlay of money. No
Indianapolis line is more exempt from acel-
dents than the Monon, and no Indianapolis
line runs its trains at a higher rate of
speed or more uniformiy reaches its des-
tination on time. The future of the prop-
erty Is very promiging. Under the receiv-
ership and after reorganization the road
will start off with a promising future, as
the physical condition of the roadbed and
of the equipment wuas such that little
money need be expended except in ordinary
repairs from wear and tear, and with the
company’'s new large shops at Lafayette it
would be able to keep its rolling -stock in
order without heavy expense. While it was
not pleasant to Samuel Thomas, president
of the company, or to W. H. McDoel, vice
president and general manager. that the
road should go into the hands of a receiv-
er. in the end it will prove a fortunate
thing, as it will adjust gquestions and wipe
out obligations which would hang as a
lwa‘;‘_\:'. cloud over the prosperity of the
road,

Canadian Pacific Protests,

The Canadian Pacitic has made complaint
to the managers of the Joint Traffic Asso-
ciation reguarding the large commissijons
that the Chicago-8t. Paul lines are paying
on business from the Northwest to eastern
Canadian points. The object of the Cana-
dian Pacific in making complaint is toobtain
permission to meet the commissions patd
by the Western roads.  The Joint Trattic
Association has no power over the Western
roads, and the latter say that they are pay-
ing the large commissions only because they
have been compelled by the Soo line, which
is controlled by the Canadian Pacifie, to
take this action in order to protect them-
gselves, It is hardly possible that any more
action will be taken in the matter, as the
business has for the most part been carried
and there exists comparatively small reason
for making the jarge commissions. The
Western roads have all along said that they
were ready to stop the excessive payments
when the Soo line could be induced to take
like action.

Railway Construction Thisx Year.

The annual! statement of construction, to
be published by the Rallway Age this week,
will show that during 1806 only 1.802 miles
of railway lines were buiit in the United
States. This is one mile less than the total
reported for 185, and is the smaliest mileage

built in any year since 1875, The number or
lines on which this track' was laid is 163,
which Is eleven less than the number of
new lines added in the previcus year. Track
was lald in thirty-eight ‘of the forty-nine
States and Territories. The longest mije-
age was bullt in California, 187 miles. on
eight lines. No track was added in New
Hampshire, Massachusetts, Rhode Island,
Connecticut, Nebraska. South Dakota.
\\‘,\-omm% Arizona, Nevada, Idaho or New
Mexico. Th

SHAKSPEAREAN TRAGEDIES.

Prof. Moulton's Lecture in the Univer-
sity Extension Course.

The fifth lecture on Shakspearean trage-
dies in the university extension course
was delivered by Prof. Richard G. Moulton
at the Prapylasum last evening. The sub-
ject was “Richard 11. A Study of Dram-
atic Passion.” On account of the cold, raw
weather the room was not filled as com-
fortably as usual, but those who were pres-
ent were amply repaid for braving the
hiting wind. Prof. Monlton characterized
the play as drumatic in the extreme; char-
acter, passion and plot being the three
elements of dramatic elements inter-
mingled. Passion refers, not to the per-

sonages of a story, but to the experiences
with which they encounter and undergo,

and to the emotional interests of this ex-
perience in coniradiction to the intellec-
tual interest of plot. Where historic

rather than dramatic interest is given the
personages and course of events in plays

like “Richard 11" the element of passion is
forged to the front, and aside from the
general course of history a succession of
incidents or situations are given promi-
nence, and the analysis of the modes by
which these ineidents or situations are
giver, dramatic emphasis constitutes a
gtudy ol passion.

In the opening of the play which brings
to view the incldent of the banished rivals
the passion displayed is Intense, couched
in hyperbole of language for which formal
challenge gives license., Then comes the
shock of surprise resting on the sentiment
of divine right of kings, which is strained
a'most to breaking. With the banishment
to exile is depicted the struggle betwoeen
paternal affection and patriotism. When
the death of John Gaunt occurs there is
brought into contrast the earnestness of
dyving foresight with the levity of vouth
and health., With the return of Boling-
broke follows a series of dramatic incl-
dents, At the eritical moment, when a
nation is at stake, Richard is absent from
Ireland and through the irony of events he
iz luter deposed and finally imprisoned.
Madly he beats against his prison walls,
but his humiliated condition does not cause
hiz to lose hiz anger and hauteur. When
the keeper enters the cell in which Richard
is coniined he falls on him enraged with
passion. and the keeper’'s cries for help at-
tracts Sir Plerce of Exton with his s=er-
vants. Richard kills two of the servants,
so enrages Sir Plerce that, snatching up a
sword, luxton strikes him down, and with
a praver upon his lips Richard dies.

The next lecture, which will be the last
of the course and a general review of the
foregoing tragedies lectured upon, will be
held in High School Hall next Tuesday
evening.

Mr. Edward Eggleston, who s widely
known as a writer of good stories, appears
a8 the author of a new history, the first
volume of which is entitled, “The Regin-
ners of a Nation; A History of the Source
and Rise of the Earliest English Settles
ments in America, with Special Reference
to the Life and Character of the People.
The first volume in a History of Life in the

United States’ The general title of the
completed work will be
in the United State=' This volume deals
with the causes and motives of the seven-
teenth century migrations. As to the gen-
eral scope of the work the author savs in
his preface: *“In this work, brought to
completion after many years of patient re-
search, T have sought to trace from their
source the various and often complex move-

ments that resulted in the early English
settlements in America, and in the evolu-
tion of a great nation with English speech
and traditions, It has been my aim to
make these pages reflect the character of
the age in which the English colonies were
begun, and the raits of the colonists, and
to bring into relief the social, political, in-
tellectual and religious foreces that pro-
moted emigration. This does not pretend
te he the usual account of all the events
attending early colonization: it is rather a
history in which the succession of cause
and effect is the main topic—a history of
the dynamics of coiony-planting in the first
half of the seventeenth century. Who
were the beginners of English life in Amer-
ica? What propulsions sent them for ref-
uge to the wilderness? What visions beck-
oned them to undertake the founding of
new states? What manner of men were
their leaders? And what is the story of
their hones, their exneriments, and their
disappointments? These are the questions
1 have tried to answer. Mr. Eggleston is
well eauipped for the work and will un-
doubtedly make a valuable contribution to
American historical literature.

When Mr. Barrie sat down to write out
his recollections of his mother for the pub-
lic to read he took a great risk, for it is
one thing to be told the details of a literary
celebrity’s own life and 10 have his charac-
teristics set forth minutely, and quite an-
other to be asked to feel an interest in the
obscure members of his family, But Mr,
Barrie made no mistake. It was g0 easy to
have blundered, to have made too much
of the family affection, to have failed to
make the traits and the doings of the wom-
an so dear to him understood by strangers,
and her presence not an intrusion. He
avoided all the stumbling blocks and han-
dled his theme with such tact and deli-
cacy that “Margaret Ogilvy” stands as a
beautiful and tender tribute of a son to his
mother and as a piece of literature likely
to remain a lasting monument to both.
The book is a credit alike to his head and
his heart. It is the story of a sweet Scotch
woman—the same woman who sat at the
“Window in Thrums,” but this time she
is without disguise. She had an uneventful
life, but she had a character, contemplat-
ing which it i® easy to see how her son
became the man he is. Mr. Barrie has sur-
rounded her with such an atmosphere of
love and admiration that no reader but
must share in his feelings and be glad that
she lived her simple life and that he has
told of her. But because he has made so
charming a story it will not, therefore, be
safe for other writers to make literary ma-
terial of their near relatives, BSuccesses in
that line are not likely to be frequent. The
book is published by Charles Scribner's
Scns, New York; price, $1.25.

An interesting contribution to American
naval history “Naval Actions of the
War of 1812, by James Barnes. The nine-
teen papers which make up the volume tell
the stories of Tfully three times as
many =ea fights from the impor-
tant actions of fleets to the bold
and impudent performances of our
privateers. The war of 1512 was re-
plete with heroie deeds and examples of
masterful seamanship, and the best of
these are deseribed and illustrated in this
work. It must undoubtew: prove of es-
secial historie value, for the papers have
een compiled not only from official rec-
ords, but also from files and volumes of
private correspondence from which have
been gathered many hitherto unpublished
details concerning some of our Yankee
commodores, The illustrations in colors
are noteworthy apart from any historical
assoclations, but they become important
when considered as faithful studies of the
scenes they represent. 1 ae representations
of the medals awarded by Congress to our
naval commanders are taken from the orig-
als and form a valuable colleetion of his-
torical relics. The book is issued in hand-

Crities and general readers may differ as
to the merits of Rudyard Kipling's writ-
ings, but the apyearance of a new volume
of verse by him has come to be regarded
as a literary event, His latest, *“The Seven
Seas.””
