PECULIARITIES OF THE CHAMPION
BREAKER OF “BLUE ROCKS.”

How Jack Winston Beeame Yamous
as o Trap Shooter—His Live-Bird
Matches at Chieago.

-

WASHINGTON, Ind., Dec. .
Winston, the “wizard” of trap shoot-
ers, has returned home from Chi-
cago, where in the last two weeks
he did some remarkably good shoot-
ing and also some very poor work. Win-
ston, when in form. i= probably the best
shot In Indiana, and possibly second to
none in the country. He has, at one time
or another, defeated all the eracks, with
the exception of Elllott, of Kansas City,
He is eccentric, however, and may make
a clean score one day and “fall down”
the next. Winston ecame here from St
Louis a few days ago as agent of a pow-
der company. He iz 2hbout thirty-five
years old, tall, slender and wiry, and in
shooting tournaments he is known as L7
His favorite gun is not expensive and ihe
cartridges he uses are machine-loaded,
their number In the catalogue being the
number under which he shoots.

Winston's greatest feat was the defeat of
Frank Parmelee, at Omaha, five or =ix
years ago, when he broke one hundred in-
animate targets straight, the best scoce
ever made in a match. Winston was then
traveling for a St. Louls tobacco com-
pany and had not attained much fame
a3 a trap shooter, although his work in
Covington and other Kentucky towns en-
titled him to recognition as a first-class
shot. Parmelee at that time was considered
the best shooter west of the Mississippi.
One day Winston picked up his gun and
shells, boarded a train and the next morn-
ing landed In Omaha. He walked to Par-
malee’'s office, and, looking through the
window, saw the Omaha champion sitting
al his desk writing. Winston took twenty-
five silver dollars out of his pocket, ar-
ranged them in one hand and opened the
door. Parmalee did net turn his head as
Winston entered; in fact, he wonuld not
have known him if he had, for the two

men never met before. Winston, as he
stepped forward, pretended to stumble, and
the silver deollars fell with a clatter and
scattered over the floor. Parmalee then
looked up, and Winston said. peointing his
finger:

“I'll shoot you one hundred targets, 3100
a side, to-morrow afternoon. There's my
forfeit money!”

“I'N just go vou one. Who in the blank
ares you?" replied Parmalee.

“My name’s Jack Winston, the best shot
in the world,” said the challenger.

“Glad to meet you, Jack,” said Parma-
lee. “I've heard of you, but I think 1 can
give you your money’'s worth.”

The match was shot off and Winston
bounded into fame by breaking one hun-
dred blue rocks straight. The incident just
related is characteristic of the man. Some
of his friends say he has an unlimited
supply of nerve, while his enemies assert
his “gall” is unparalleled. While on his
way to Cleveland to a big tournament, in
company with some of the best shots in the
West, a rty of Indianapelis sportsmen
being in the car. Winston gave an example
ef his nerve. McMurehy and others were

ssing away the time by making small

't on who would get the best score at
the tournament, when somebody asked
Winston for his opinfion. The latter arose
slowly and sald, deliberately: “Gentlemen,
you will all lose your bets, for I intend
10 make the ovest score myself.” And
Winston kept his word, despite the fact
that about one hundred of the most skill-
ful shots in the country participated .in
tha tournament.

Winston's greatest fault in the eyes of
some of his antagonists Is the fact that he
never looses an opportunity to “rattle” his
opponent. Everything he say=s or does is
in such a good-patured way that offense
cannot be taken, but the referee is some
times compelled to warn him to behave.
W hen he defeated George Beck at Indianap-
olis in two matches, Winston gave a good
exhibition of his seemingly innocent tricks.
The gnly time Winston was bothered him-
seif by the “chaff” of his opponent was

Winston and Dr. Carver are not bosom
friends, and the six recent matches at Chi-
cago were Lthe result of “hot talk™ in the
American Field, Winston now possesces
the Dupont trophy. having won It from
Roll last week, and it is probable he wi!
soon challenge Grimm for the “cast {fron”
medal, the emblem of champlonship,
which Dr. Carver has just surrendercd.
The match betwen Winston and Fred Gil-
bert, of Towa, at Chicago, vesterday, was
won by the Indiana man. The conditions
called for 1 live birds and 1% inanimate
targets, expert rules, for $10 a side, loser
to pay for the birds. Winston dropped
eighty-one birds and broke seventy-seven
targets, making a total of 158, Kilbert killed
sixty-edght birds and broke eighty-three
targets for a total of 151. Strong flyers
awaited the shooters in the live-bird race,
which partially aceounts for the low scores,
A majority of the birds were “tailers’” and
gave the experts much difficulty by their
low, swift flights. Gilbert was generally
expected to make the best showing at live
birds and 147" at targets. but the exact
reverse proved the case. The former evi-
dently had one of those “off days' to which
even the best of shooters are subject. Win-
ston shot creditably, although he had been
sick for several days. Winston had a lead
of one bird upon the completion of the
twenty-fifty round, (ilbert having missed
five. The latter had hard luck on birds
dead out of bounds, losing eleven in the
race in that manner, Gilbert only dro d
sixteen birds in the next twenty-five, Win-
ston thus having a lead of five. He in-
creased it to ten in the next twentyv-five,

" Gilbert killing fifteen, and won by thirteen,

In the following table dead out of bounds
is denoted by x.
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Nelther man shovred rticularly strong
on the targets, most of the misses being
scored on flights to the right, which brought
the target between the shooter and the sun.
Winston led by two in the first twenty-five
but at the fifty mark Gilbert had regained
the advantage. The men were still even at
the seventy-fifth round, In the last twenty-
five Githert broke twentv-three and Win-
ston only seventeen, giving th« lowa man
gix the best of it on targets, Winston thus
won the the match by “seven.” a number
to which he is especially partial, The
score:

TO MAKE THE DESERT BLOOM.

Pian for Converting Arid Plains Into
Crop-Producing Farms.

OMAHA, Neb., Dec. 25.—H. W. Campbell,
a prominent soil culturist of Sioux City,
has been in Omaha for several days on bus-
iness connected with his profession and
has just signed an important contraect with
the Burlington. Mr. Campbeii has been ex-
perimenting for the last three years on a
process for turning the arid belt of lands
in Nebraska, Colorado, Kansas and the

Dakotas into crop producing districts. The
experiments have been of such a success-
ful nature that he has also induced the
Northern Pacific. the Soo line. and the
Chicago, Milwaukee & 8St. Paul roads fto
enter into the scheme. Starting in the
spring of the coming year the roads have
agreed to each establish experimental sta-
tions in pmcﬂt which may be designated by
themeelves, and men acquaigted with Mr,
Campbell’'s peculiar methods will be placed
in charge of them. The farms will consist
of forty-acre tract= and the products ralsed
will consist of corn, oats, wheat, rye and
all varieties of vegetables,

nearly always e¢elebrated by the most in-
formal of family reunions. To-day's gath-
ering was strictly a family affair., The
dinner was served at the old-fashioned
hour of midday. and digested while the
family sat around the open fire in the “sit-
ting room™ and discussed matters of inter-
est to the family.

The evening was spent at the major's
home with the guests at the dinner party
and a few close friends who dropped in in-
formally. Several voung people with musi-
cal accomplishments were in the party and
sang and played the favorite selections of
Mrs., McKinley. There were a few socjal
callers during the day, but they were not
numerous, and there were none from out of
the ecity whose mission was of publi® sig-
nificance.

AT THE WHITE

A Big Christmas Tree and Presents
"for the Little Onen,

WASHINGTON, Dec. 5. —Christmas was
celebrated in a joyous home-like fashion at
the White House. The children, not only
of the President, but of the entire Cabinet
cirele, held high carnival in the White
House library. A noble fir tree stood in
the center of the big semi-circular room,
g0 tall that it touched the lofty ceiling and

20 thick and broad that it almost filled the
large room. Until late in the night many

willing hands had worked under Mrs,
Cleveland's direction Iin heautifying this
Christmas tree and as it stood this morn-
ing when the bright sun of Christmas day
shone on its tinsel and gilt and sparkled on
the pendant icicles, or some pretty toy or
knickknack concealed in the thick foliage,
it was a tree worthy of the White House,
The children were early awake, up indeed
even before most of the servants, and were
soon gloating over ithe presents that lay
piled up around the foot of the tree and
over the contents of their stockings which
were generourly filled by Santa Claus,
After breakfast the visitors began to ar-
rive—children of the members of the (Cahi-
net-—and the day’'s enjoyment was fairly
begun. There were presents for each of
the littie ones from Mrs. Cleveland, and
in turn most of the visitors brought pretty
tokens of remembrance for the Clevéland
children. Marion and Ruth. who have got
along nicely in the study of German,
gave some pretty recitations, and there
were some Christmas carols sung: The
President and Mrs. Cléveland exchanged
presents, as has heen their practice ever
since their marriage. and all of the em-
ployves of the White House received some
appropriate and useful token of esteem.

At the Holy Trinity Catholic Church. in
West Washington, Mgr. Sebastian Marti-
nelli, the papal delegate, was the celebrant
at solemn pontifical mass, and Monsignor
Sbarretti, the auditor of Dr. Rooker. the
secretary of the legation, were present in
the sanctuary. The sermon was delivered
by Rev. Hector Papi. thls being the lat-
ter's first appearance since he became a
Jesuit, L

STOCKMEN AT WAR.

Trouble Between Cattle Raisers and
Sheep Herders in Colorado.

HOUSE.

DENVER, Col., Dec. 2Z5.—Advices from
Routt county indicate that war between
the cattlemen and the sheep men may
break out any day. For the past few davs
cattlemen, ranchmen and others interested
in maintaining the range of Routt county
for the benefit of cattle have been congre-
gating in the northwestern portion of the
county at a point on lower Snake river.
The men came in twos and threes and in

companies numbering as many as thirty-

nve, Every man s well armed and thor-
oughly mounted. Mess wagons accompit-
nied many of the largest outfits and every
preparation appears to have been made for
a lengthy campaign. There are fully 230
men i two camps on Snake river. Mili-
tary rule has been adopted and the men
are divided into companies, cach company
having a captain. with a commander-in-
chief, in charge of the entire force. No
one is allowed to come or go without being
satisfactorily accounted for. This precau-
tion is due to a report which was recelved
to the effect that Griff and Jack Edwards,
the principal sheep owners, have secured
the services of a large foree of men to
meet the stockmen. The present trouble
has been brewing for some months and the
feeling has been running high, especially
in the Brown's Park country, where the
greater portion of the sheep are now rang-
The Brown's Park men say their cat-
tle range Is being devastated by the sheep.
The stockmen will requesi the sheep men
to remove the sheep across the boundary
line, and If they refuse will assume the
tusk themselves and maintain a4 guard to
enforcé the boundary.

REINHEIMER'S ESCAPLE,

How n Convicted Thief Got the Better
of Rush County’s Sherifl.

RUSHVILLE, Ind., Dec. 25.—The daring
escape of William H. Reinheimer, under
sentence for burglary, has been the talk of
Rushville to-day. Reinheimer was charged
with robbing saloon keeper Dan Murphy's
house of 300 worth of vaiuables on the
night of June 22 last. His trial, in progress
for two days, ended yesterday afternoon,
when the case went to the jury’'s hand:.
After six hours' deliberation the jury at
8:10 last night returned a verdict of gullty,

In the ab-
sence of a jail in this city Sherlff McFar-
lan wasg on his way to the C., H. & D.
depot to take his prisoner to Connersville
for safe-keeping, when the latter dodged
into the front vard of a residence and got
away. Reinheimer had well planned his es-
cape. He was followed at a distance of
200 feet by four of his friends whom. the
sheriff thinks, had planned to slug him in
case Reinhheimer failed to get away. Rein-
helmer was met at a convenient place and
put into a buggy by a friend and a dash
made for the country. In the meantime
Sheriff McFarlan had procured a convey-
ance and, aided by a deputy, set out in
pursuit of the escaping bhurglar. Rein-
heimer's buggy was sighted dashing down
Harrison street, one of the principal resi-
dence thoroughfares, at 9:50 p. m. Sheriff
McFarlan alighted from his rig, and dis-
plaving his revdlver in his right hand, com-
manded the occupants of the approaching
vehicle to “halt!” Reinheimer paid no heed
to the command, but ducking his head,
galloped past the officer. Sheri¥ MeFarlan
pulled the trigger. but his revolver snapped,
The vehicle containing the burglar disap-
peared on the Indianapolis pike, and the
officers gave up chase. Telegrams have
been sent in all directions, but no word
has been received concerning Reinheimer,
The latter has a long poiice record. He is
known by the sporting fraternity in every
town in southern Indiana. He has done
time at Michigan City for counterfeiting,
and has been mixed up in several shady
transactions, He is the smoothest man
that has been arraigned in a court in this
city for years.

NEW NAVAL WONDERS

GREAT RESULTS PROMISED IN RE-
CENT FRENCH EXPERIMENTS,

- -

Two Novel Craft That Are Expected
to Prove Terrors When Brought

Into Action.

*

Eclair de Paris.

Two events of great importance, of

which, however, little has hithertoa been
said, have just taken place at Toulon.
These are, first, the experiments with the
avisomortier, the Dragonne, and second,
those that have been made with the sub-
marine eraft, the Gustave-Zede, They may
have consequences of the first rank for the
national defense and for naval warfare, for
they tend toward nothing less than the sub-

stitution of a light and fast fleet for the
superb but costly armored ships now used
in all navies, These experiments, we may
add, were ordered by M. Lockroy when he
first became minister de la marine,

The importance ofy the news that we have
20 far received concerning the facts of
which we speak led us to seek information
from an officer of high rank who studies
with the greatest avidity all innovations
and improvements made in naval affairs.
We found him absolutely well informed
about the experiments just made and he
placed himself at our disposition.

“The experiments with the Dragonne,” he
said, ‘*‘are absolutely conclusive. They

prove beyond doubt the value, so long con-
tested, of the theories of Admiral Jurien de
la Graviere and of Admiral Aube. They
demenstrate that with small craft, which
cost little, and of which, therefore, we
may have a great number, we may battle
successfully against the mastodons of the
modern fleets,

“This was the problem to be solved: To
place the most powerful rifled gun possible
upor the smallest possible vessel, the gun
firing with full power projectiles carrying
large quantities of high explosives, and the
vessel being of such small size as to be
gighted or struck by the enemy with great
dificulty—being, in short, a floating gun
carriage.

“The possibility of realizing practically
this idea has long been denied. Obhjection
was made that so small a craft would be
S0 greatly affected by the sea as to prevent
the gunners from aiming the gun or hitting
the target. “The bhoat,” said the experts,
‘that has no stability as a gun platform can
never be of any use,” It was by reasom of
these fine declarations and assertions, light-
Iy hazarded, that we saw suppressed with-
out a fair trial the gunboat Gabrlel
Charmes, advocated bv Admiral Aube, and
that tests of all inventions of a similar
character were rejected with a perhaps too
culpable energy.

CIVILLIAN GAVE THE ORDER.

“It was necessary that we should have
as ministre de la marine a civilian in order
that, in spite of a more and more energetic
oppoesition, these experiments should be re-
sumed and led to a successful conclusion.
I learned from an eyewitness that one of
the most important among the chief tech-
nical advisers of the ministre said to the
latter with an almost brutal frankness, in
speaking of the future of the aviso-inortier:
“The trials can give only ridiculous results,

because the conception is impracticable.
This was the opinion of almost all the
specialists.

“It Is proven to-day that the stability of
the gun platform, although an obstacle—
and often a great one to accuracy of flire—
is not insurmountable. It is a material difti-
culty that may be overcome, and the proof
thercof has just been made at Toulon.

“In the first experiments the gun vessel
—or aviso-mortier, as it is called—fired at
a target on shore, which may be regarded
as a coast battery, a navy yard or a har-
bor. Although firing at a distance of 5,700
meters (about 6,200 vards), almost the limit
of distinct visibility, the gun constantly, in
spite of the waves, landed its projectiles
within the target.

“But a still more important result was
reached four davs later. The guan vessel no
longer was called upon to fire at a mark
on shore, but at a moving target—namely,
a4 vessel; and this practice took place at
night. Now, this second experiment suc-
ceeded even more completely than the first,
More than half the projectiles struck the
target—that is, the vessel attacked—which
sank, and which to-d=ay is at the bottom.

“On this evening there was a very heavy
sea, which did not, however, prevent the
aviso-mortier from firing all the shots in
the programme with surprising accuracy.

“Thus, then, the problem seems to have
b=en solved, in spite of all those who have
s0 obstinately denied that a solution was
possible, and who have by their ill will or
their obstinacy =0 long prevented our naval
forca from obtaining so redoubtable a
Wenpon.

“The idea, of the new craft originated
with a lieutenant of the highest distinetion,.
for whom there is certainly a great future
in reserve. He laid out the whole pro-
gramme with a science, an intelligence and
an intuition which eannot be too highly
prafsed, and which vrove what admirable
latent forces may be found in our navy-—
forces that will push us to the front of
the nations of the world, if we know how
to utilize them.

“The gun vessel of Admiral Aube, ‘he Ga-
wriel Charmes, was a torpedo boat of a
nundred tons: the Dragonne, the aviso-
mortier of to-day, is of a greater tonnage
and is capable of a better resistance to the
waves, The gun with which it is provided
ig. I am assured. taken from the war equip-
ment, and it throws projectiles such as
would be used in war. You can see how
defective its mounting must have been and
how great were the zeal, the application
and the energy of the officers who managed
it in order to obtain such satisfactery re-
suits,

OFFICERS AND MEN ENTHUSIASTIC,

“1 was assured also that the officers andd
sailors never showed themselves more en-
thusiastic, and that never did more striking
results repay their efforts. ¥

“You will recognize—n’est-ce pas?—with-
out the need of ray recounting them, all
the advantages of such a vessel. It will be
hereafter to arm our flotilla,
which may be composed of torpedo boats
and gun vessels, thus realizing the wish of
Admiral Jurien de la Graviere, who foresaw
in a heavily armed flotilia of high speed
the safetv of France on the sea.

“We may, in fact, without too hegvy
gacritices, build a great number of small
eraft, and thus render our coasts impreg-
nable, and even by increasing the numher
of these craft we may attack the fleets
of the strongest powers,

“War with England—which Admiral Jur.-
jen «de In Graviere does not desire, but
whicli we should study theoretically, just
as th= English study theoretically war with
France—can be conducted to our advan-
tage only by the construction of this light
but powerful flotilla of which he foresaw
the future characteristics without being
able exactiy to define them.

“We may. therefore, consider that the ex-
periments at Toulon are the prelude to a
veritable revolution in our navy shipbuild-
ing and in our naval tacties—a revolution
which has bheen long hindered by routine,
but which is certainly destined to succeed,

“It is the same with the submarine bouats,
There also the pretended technical men of-
fered an invinelble opposition to the im-
provements propoged by a navy officer, who
alo » in the whole world, understood the
question. It was again the civilian minls-
tre de la marine who stood by the nuvy
officer, and. in spite of everyone. had his
plans carried out. To-day the submarine
boat will be able to come into use in the
navy, and all the problems that so long
seemed to stand in the way appear to be
happily =olved. If M. Lockroy, during his
stay in the ministry. had succeeded in only
those two things—the gun vessel and the
submarine boat--he would most assuredly
not have wasted his time.”

A MILLIONAIRE'S KINDNESS.

Unfortunnte Peddler Tenderiy Cared
For by Charles R. Flint.

NEW YOREK, Dec. 25.—The sleigh of
Charles R. Flint, the millionaire lumber
merchant. drawn by a spirited horse, ran
over James Walsh, a peddler, at the corner
of Eighth street and Fifth avenue, yvester-
day morning.
