SAD NIGHT AT THE SHAFT.
At 1:30 a. m. there had been no more

bodies found, dead or alive. Tho scenes
about the mine during the night become
more sad as tho hours go by. The families
of the missing men remain all the time
waiting for tho cages that come up the
shaft.

State Mine1 Inspector Fisher will arrive
to-morr- and will Investigate the mat-

ter. At present the immediate circum-
stances that led to the explosion cannot be
obtained.

One year ago yesterday Princeton was
jubilant over the striking of a seven-fo- ot

coal vein by the Maule Company, but to-

night many homes are scenes of great sor-

row, made so by the awful explosion. When
the mine began work the finest machinery
was put in, and it was the intention of the
owners to make it the finest In the" State.
The air shaft was not started until after
the mine had bevn prepared to operate.
Work has progressed slowly, and there Is

still about ninety feet to excavate before
it is completed. Gas has frequently accu-

mulated in iCKkets, and several men have
been burnt dly small explosions.

About two months ago a serious explo-

sion occurred, in which one man was killed
and Frank Turble, who was fatally injured
in to-da- y's explosion, was then badly
burned. The State mine inspector investi-
gated, and the work went on with a small
force. It is well known that gas accumu-
lated, and there is no way to dispel it yet.
The miners went to their daily work with-
out thinking of their constant danger. Last
Sunday a jet of gas was fired by a blast
and it burned all night. In the morning
the descent of the cages forced gas to this
jet and a terrific explosion occurred, - but
fortunately there w;.; no one in the mine.
To-da- y about twenty men were engaged in
repairing the damage by the explosion
when the liro damp again let go with ter-

rible force, and the list of dead and injured
men tells the story of its effect.

In the Inland

BURLINGTON, Vt., Dec. IS. ITon. E. J.
Phelps, ex-minis- ter to England, gives his
opinion on the recognition of Cuba, in the
following language:

"I have no doubt that the iosItion of Sec-
retary Olney as recently published Is en-
tirely correct. The question what govern-
ment shall be. recognized In a country
where an attempt at revolution Is In prog-
ress is certainly for the executive to deter-
mine, and not for Congress. No legisla-
tion by that body can. under any provi-
sion of th Constitution, decide it. They
can, of course, p--s resolutions on the 5Ub- -
ject. if they please, but they in no respect
can control the discretion or the action of
the President. Besides, no government can
be rocogized until It exists. The govern-
ment recognized by other governments
when a dispute in respect exists Is always
a de facto government. The recognition by
other nations of a government once In ex-

istence must always continue until It Is ac-
tually subverted and a new one put in its
place. When It is overthrown and another
established that becomes entitled to recog-
nition.

"The rebels of Cuba have no organized
government or abiding place which they
can tall their own. They are merely a
guerrilla force, which would speedily be an-
nihilated if drawn Into a general engage-
ment with the much superior Spat ish ar-
my. It proves Its existence by its dex-
terity in averting such an engagement. It
would be absurd to say that such a forc
constitutes a government, or that tht
Spanish government in Cuba has leen over-
thrown or that any diplomatic relations
could exist between these rebels and th
government of the United States.

"If this country Interferes by arms In
that contest it must be by assisting th
rebellion in Cuba to displace the Spanish
government and to set up another, and this
would he a declaration of war against
Spain, a country with which we are and
always have been at peace, and from which
we have received no Injurs and no provo-
cation. It would be a grcss and utterly
unjustifiable violation of international law,
which no country can afford to perpetrate
In the eyes of the world. It would. In my
judgment, be fatal to that restoration of
business prosperity which is now our most
vital necessity."

AdininlNtrntlon Policy Inrinrftcil.
CHICAGO, Dec. 2G. At one of the largest

meetings in Its history, held by the Com-
mercial Club of Chicago, at the Auditorium
to-nig- ht. Marshall Field offered the follow-
ing resolution, which was unanimously
adopted amid great applause: "That thl
club heartily and fully indorses the na-
tional administration in Its policy regard-
ing Cuba."

VIEWS OF SPANIARDS.

(iencrnl t'ampo. C'alleja and Ochan-d- o
on the Situation.

NEW YORK. Dec. K. A Madrid dispatch
to the World says: "Martinez Campos,
captain general of Cuba, before General
Weyler, thinks the Spanish government
made a great mistake in not car-
rying out the colonial reforms voted by
the Cortes last year. He believes that the
contemplated concessions might have de-ter- re

l many antagonists arid Jaffected
persons in Cubi from oienly joining the
rebellion and would have made foreign In-

terference impossible. He does not expect
much to result from General Weyler's sys-
tem of oin-ration-

s if General Gomez and
the oilier Cuban chiefs persevere in tb.Ir
guerrilla warfare and policy of holding out
in order to exhaust the military and finan-
cial resources of Spain and at the same
time to wear out the patience of the
United States. He is said to be persistent
in the opinion that the permarw-n- pacifica-
tion of Cuba cannot be obtained by force
of arms alone without concessions of au-
tonomy. He would heartily support the
Spanish governmt-n- in repelling foreign In-

tervention or mediation. He rc-fus- to be
interviewed by newspaper men because his
position as the predecessor of the present
captain general, and his well-know- n opin-

ions being wholly at variance with the pol-

icy now followed by the. Kovemment and
by General Weyler oblige him to refrain
from any txpo.-itio-n of his views. But the
gallant marshal is not so reserved or cir-
cumspect In reserving his opinion in private
conversation with political and military
frknds. It is no secret, therefore, that he
thinks the situation in Cuba has decidedly
not improved, either in Its military, jtollt- -

leal or international aspects tlnce he re
signed at the beginning of the present
year."

General Calleja, who was Governor Gen
eral of Cuba, when the revolution Igan.
still perseveres in the. views h" .xpresfd Ir
the btliate and to the (ju'-- n Regent on hi
return to Spain, namely, that the home rul
leforms voted by the Cortes would have
contributed very materially towards check-
ing the spread and limiting the duration of
the actual Insurrection if they had been
put in forte In IMC. and might yet prove
of great assistance In pacification and in
detaching from the rebellion Important
white chiefs and the moirate elements of
separatism. General Caleja. like General
Campos, thinks reforms will have to be far
more radical now to produce substantial re-
sults.

General Ochando. who was Genera! Wey-
ler's chief of staff in Cuba from February
to August, in 1MO. says concerning the mi-
litary situation in that colony: "I think
General Weyler is likely to obtain results
in his new plan of cumpaitm in Plnar del
Rio province, because, hrst. he advances
with such overwhelming force that the
rebel bands must break up Into units and
seek safety in lllght, and. secondly, he has
very Judiciously withdrawn the mot
of his forces from the Arternlsa-Marl- el

trocha, thus affording the old bands
of Mactn's me'ans of e gress to return to the
central and eastern provinces by pasinjf
across the provinces of Havana and M- -
tanzas. v.hlch they can only d? in small
groups to avoid pursuit by the Spanish
cavalry and columns guarding said prov-
inces. I think the bands In the province of
Pinar del Rio now are mostly dismounted
and likely to V.y before General Weyler
eastward to lind horses, which are abun-
dant In Havana and Matanzas provinces.-Whe- n

General Weyler his cleared Plnar def
Rio of the majority of the insurgents he
will leave forces to cope with the small

PAXY'S SHAFT AT PRINCETON.

Twenty Victim of Fire Damp, nml at
Midnight Nine Dend Bodies Hud

He en Removed.

ROBERT MAULE IN THE LIST

FOVIl OF THE LIVING SO I1AIJLY IN-

JURED THEY 3IAY DIE.

The Mine Improperly Ventilnted, nnd
iv Warnlns Explosion Htul O-

ccurred Only Lust Sunday.

PRINCETON, Ind.. Dec. 26. A death-dealin- g

explosion of lire damp occurred in

tho Maule coal mine, in this city, at 3:30

o'clock this afternoon, resulting in the In-

stant death of at least ten men. fatally in-

juring perhaps four others and badly in-

juring a half dozen more. A force of men

have been rescuing the victims ever since
the disaster and arc still at work at mid-

night. Those known to be dead are:
ROBKR.T MA IT I.E. married, treasurer

Maule Coal Company.
JAMES RILEY, married,
JOHN RILEY, married.
JOHN ERNEST, married.
THEODORE FABER. married.
ROBERT PONYLITE, married.
JAMES PONYLITE, his brother, a visitor

to the mine.
JAMES KRUGY, single.
JOHN HOLMES, married.
Eight men wero Ftill alive when brought

up, but four and possibly six are thought
to be fatally hurt. Their names arc:

DAVID NOLAN, married, burned and
mangled.

JAMES TURNER, single, badly burned
and bruised.

FRANK TURBIE, a mass of bruises and
burns.

WILLIAM BOOKER, colored, jaw biok-e- n,

one eye torn out, burned and bruised.
DAVIS, colored, slightly injured; able

to walk.
WILLIAM GRILL, bruised, but able to

walk.
COLGATE, severely injured; may re-

cover.
UNKNOWN MAN, colored, mangled; still

alive.
There were at least twenty men in the

mine and two are unaccounted for.
The rescuers set to work at once, but it

was some time before anj news from below
was sent up, and then it was in the shape
of mangled and bleeding bodies. The men
were at work making repairs of damages
resulting from a similar explosion last
Sunday. Besides the regular miners, black
smiths and others were assisting In the
work, while Robert Maule, the treasurer
and mine superintendent of the company,
and a son of President John Maule, had
descended a short time before to superin
tend the work. His wife, crazed with grief.
was at the mouth of the mine a few min-

utes after the explosion, and had to be re-

strained from throwing herself down the
shaft.

The mine Is connected, MO feet below, by

telephone to the otlice of the company. To
see the wives of the imprisoned men cling-

ing to the instruments, ringing and beg-

ging their lost husbands to answer was
more than a strong man could stand.

Frank Maule, brother of Robert, manipu-

lated the throttle whnc the dead and dy-

ing miners were being hoisted to the
top in a bucket. Ho stood with a
grip on tho throttle, tears stream-

ing down his face, with his dead
brother's wife with her arms around his
neck, talking to him, warning him to be

bravo and be careful. At 5 o'clock Mrs.

Maule was taken to her home, but all the
dead had to be taken past her residence;
and every time the undertaker's ambu-

lance would pass the house the distracted
wife would rush out and want to examine
the remains.

MAULK'S BODY FOUND.

At 11:30 o'clock to-nig- ht the rescuers
found Dave Nolan, James Turner, a man

named Colgate, and a colored man. All

are barely alive, but hopes are entertained
that they will recover. This makes eight
who were not instantly killed. Search was

then contlued for others in the mine. Ten
minutes later Treasurer Maule's body was

found and brought up, while friends vainly
attempted to hold back his weeping

wife from a sight of the mangled and
burned form.

The escape of eight of the twenty men

from instant death Is almost inexplicable,

when it Is considered that the heavy cages

were blown from tho bottom of the shaft
to the top of the house, over 5C0 feet above,
by the force of the explosion. These cages

were wrecked so they were useless, and an
Iron bucket wis improvised for a rescuing
party as soon as possible after the accident.
The first persons brought up were Turble,
Grill and the two colored men, Davis and
Booker. The first was badly burned and
was carried to an ambulance. Grill and
Davis were apparently uninjured, and
walked off, saying they were all right.
Booker was cut and burned and had to be

supported. Afterward it was found his jaw
was broken and one eye was torn from its
socket. All were given medical attention
by a corps of physicians.

Then the rescuing party began to bring
up the dead. The scenes around the mine

were most pathetic. Wives were weeping
pltcously in anguish that the crowd vainly

tried to alleviate. Mothers, daughters,
sons and other relatives of the men In the
mine, with blanched faces, 3tood wringing

their hands and, with the greatest diff-

iculty, some were kept from going down the
shaft.

Slowly the work of bringing the bodies to

the surface proceeded all evening. It Is

BOSTON, Dec. CC There is much inligr.a-tio- n

among the street-railwa- y conductors
and motormen who participated in the re-
cent tie-u- p of the West-en- d Street Railway
over the manner In which the officials of
the road have discharged the men who re-

fused to take out cars on Thursday. Ac-
cording to union officials, every member
of the conference committee, every officer
of the union and eight hundred of the
rank and file have been refused reinstate-
ment, and many more dismissals are ex-
pected before the end Is reached. So great
has the, indignation become that a public
mass meeting has been called for Monday
night In Faneull Hall, to which a number
of prominent clergymen, college professors
and business men have been invited. A
special invitation was sent this evening by
President Young to President Little, of theroad, to give his version of the contro-versy, which will be answered by Presi-
dent Young.

The heauquarters of the union were filledall day with a crowd of angry men. who,smarting under the defeat they have sus-
tained and loss of employment, have made
accusations of "selling out" and "treach-ery" against the leaders, denouncing all the
union officials for the manner in which the
strike has been handled. The men say they
are practically at the mercy of President
Littlo and his officials ar.d that there is
slight hope of their reinstatement. Many of
the men have large families, and the pros-IK'- Ct

of being out of work in midwinter is
not cheering.

At tho company's offices on Water street
a line of between three and four hundred
men can bo seen at all hours of the day
waiting for a chance to register for em-
ployment. Among them were many of the
old employes, who, arter waiting five or
six hours to reach the office, were told, as
soon as they gave their names, that they
were not wanted.

CURE FOR SMALLPOX.

Honey Dilated with AYater Said to
Have Worked Wonder.

CITY OF MEXICO, Dec. 2. Experiments
made with smallpox patients in Oaxaca
show that by administering honey diluted
with water to smallpox patients, the pus-
tules of the worst variety disappear and
the fever is immediately diminished. The
matter attracts much attention. The rem-
edy was accluentally discovered by a young
girl who was down with the disease, who
secretly refreshed herself with honey and
water with the astonishingly curative re-

sults, and it was then tried on soldiers sick
with the disease.

VICTIMS OF HYDROPHOBIA.

Three of the Baltimore Roy Bitten by
ik Mad Duk !ov Dead.

BALTIMORE, Dec. 2G. Robert Terry, one
of the eight boys bitten by a mad dog on
Dec. 1, and sutsequently treated at the
Pasteur Institute, New York, died to-d- ay

of hydrophobia. This makes the thirfl vic-
tim, RoDert Henry and Conrad Eppers
having died from the same cause within the
past week. All the boys vvere taken to the
institute and treated within forty-eig- ht

hours after receiving their --injuries, and ail
who have thus far died were bitten in parts
of the body unprotected by th-ei-r clothing.

Pant ear Treatment Xot n Failure.
NEW YORK. Dec. 25. Dr. Paul Uibier.

who followed the seven boys to Baltimore
from the Pasteur Institute In this city,
after they had been discharged as immu-

nized from hydrophlobla, returned to-nig- ht.

He refu-se- d to say anything about the death
of Robert J. Henry and Conrad Eppers,
two of the patients, from rabies. Dr. La-bad- ie,

of the-- Institute, said the. death of
the boys did not prove that the Pasteur
system was a failure. "We do not." he
said, "absolutely guarantee that our treat-
ment will prevent hydrophobia any more
than that vaccination Is an unquestionable
preventive against smallpox. About one
patient out of 2o0 we have treated has died,
while per cent, of tho-- e not treated have
died. We cannot tell whether inoculation
has been effective until fifteen days after
the patient has been treated. The boy
Epper3 was bitten about the head and
neck, which were the worst parts of the
body to be bitten. The boys were r.ot
brought to the. institute until four days
after they had been bitten, instead of being

"sent here immediately. Had they come
here at once 1 believe their recovery would
have ben assured."

Payson Weston, the fifty-eight-year--

pedestrian, at 10 o'clock to-nig- ht h-f- t the
track on which he had endeavored to equal
his record. 112 miles in twenty-fou- r hourp.
he had walked 10.1 miles, 420.13 yards. The
old man went to the office of the skating
rink, in which the track was situated,
threw himself on a cot and wept bitterly.
A number of friends gathered around and
sought to console him, but Weston refused
to be comforted, and reproached himself
for his failure.

The veteran started out bravely in his
effort to prove that he was as sturdy a
man as he was twenty-liv-e ago, and
more than half the day maintained a gait
that promised to break his record. Then
he was seized with vertigo and was obliged
to leave the track for longer teriods than
ho had planned. He was also obliged, after
walking a few laps, to reverse the direc-
tion, in order to overcome dizziness. About
half past 9 o'clock to-nig- ht Weston reached
the 100-mi- le mark, and the spectators
cheered him. but the cheers did not glad-
den the heart of tho gray-haire- d pedes-
trian, who realized that he must fail. He
left the track and sat for a few moments
in one of the boxes, where he burst into
tears. Again he took the track and sought
to wipe out the miles that stood between
him and victory, and added throe miles and
420.13 yards to his score before the clock
struck 10. During Weston's last half hour
on the track he was spurn d on by the skat-
ers, who kept pace with him and congrat-
ulated him on his good showing. The
band, too, played lively sirs and the old
man spurted in response.

Weston undertook the task of equaling
his record of 112 miles In twenty-fou- r hours,
made when he was thirty-thr- e years old,
to Illustrate how a regular and temperate
life conserves man's vigor and 'makes him
strong in his later years. Weston was sent
off on his journey at the Palace Rink at
10 o'clock last night, with tne encouraging
cheers of a big crowd, composed princii.ully
of scientists, society men, professional men,
prominent city officials and the like. He
walked steadily until 10 to-da- y, covering
with a few minutes' rest, seventy-tw- o

miles. After thirty minutes' rest he ap- -
appcarwl again on the track and continued
his journey well ahead of tne schedule. He
went off at a rapid pare and the scene was
like those in the old Madison-squar- e Gar-
den In the old days, when Weston ran
around tho track lashing himself with a
little switch to kep his blood, in circulation.

"I'll cover 120 miies within the twenty- -
four hour's easily," he said. The old fel-

low actually seemed to grow younger as he
went furher. There was no exhaustion de-
pleted on his face. On the contrary there
was a good healthy color in his cheeks and
his eyes were clear and bright. At about 2
o'clock he had covered seventy-fou- r miles.
An hour later the store sheet showed that
he had seventy-thre- e miles and four and
a half laps to his credit. His seventy-sixt- h

mile was covered In ten minutes, fifty-tw- o

seconds, the record of the trial to this
point. Shortly after 5 o'clock, when the
veteran was well under way. he had an at-
tack of vertigo, which compelled him to
leave the track, and he was absent forty-nin- e

minutes. On his return he set off at
a brisk pace, but after going an hour or
more he was compelled to retire again. At
Si-T- his record was nlneiy-fiv- e miles, and
he had only covered twenty -- three miles in
a little more than seven hours.
