Mr. Bayard intended to resign
his office about a year and a half ago, and
was on the point of retiring when an attack
was made on him by a young New England
ConKre.sman for alleged un-Ameri- ut-

terances in a banquet speech. That an-

gered the venerable Delaware statesman,
and ho decided to stay, lie now considers
his mission an entire success, and believes
that by reason of his after-dinn-er speeches
the good fellowship between the people of
the United States and England has been
wonderfully advanced during the past year.
21r. Cleveland and Mr. Olney concur in
this estimate to some extent. At the same
time they deemed it best for the interests of
all concerned to Ignore him in the active ne-

gotiations for new treaties between the two
countries, and the wcrk has been done in
Washington by Secretary Olney on behalf
of the United States and Sir Julian I'aunre-fot- e

on account of Great Britain. The only
part that Minister Bayard has taken In the
bargaining as been on two or three occa-

sions to act as messenger boy for the trans-
mission of Important letters that passed
between Dord Salisbury and Secretary Ol-

ney. At the same time It can be stated
on the very highest authority that at no
time has President Cleveland seriously con-

templated his withdrawal from the court
of St. James. Mr. Bayard's speeches
have occasionally given cause for ir-

ritation at the White House, and Mr. Cleve-

land has coincided in the criticism that he
may havs been overdoing it somewhat in
his efforts to 'jolly" tho British, but what-

ever offenses may have been committed by
the minister have been overlooked. The
opinion prevails in administration circles
thut while Mr. Bayard may not, be a star
of the lirst magnitude in tine diplomacy he
has nevtrthcless served a useful -- purpose In

promoting good feeling between the two
great English-speakin- g nations of the
world.

A Mory That Illustrate One ot tlie
trait of tut- - I.ntr Hoosier.

HOPES OF RIMETALLISTS.
Goftslp About the Proposed Interna-

tional Monetary Conference.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 2C It is the expec-

tation of the friends of the movement for
an International monetary conference that
the question will be brought up in the
Senate soon after the holidays, though it
may be considered first In a Republican
caucus. Tho committee that was appointed
by the caucus to draft a measure has had
the matter under consideration, and Sena-
tor Walcott, who is chairman of the caucus
committee, has prepared the draft of a bill
which, If not accepted as a whole, will
probably be used as the basis of whatever
action Is agreed on. The tendency among
the members of the committe Is to leave
the selection of the conferees entirely to
the President, and thus depart from the
precedent established in the Fifty-thir- d

Congress, when provision was made for the
representation of this country at a confer-
ence then proposed by dividing the selec-
tion of the confrees between the Presidentand Congress. It is also proposd to leave
the number of members to the discretion
of the President, depending on the action
of other countries on this point. An appro-
priation will be provided for carrying theact Into effect.

It is not yet definitely determined hov.
far the proposed legislation will go in pro-
viding for this country's taking the initia-
tive in securing the conference, but theprobabilities are that this will be left to thediscretion and inclination of the President.
The bill is being prepared for the purpose
of providing the means cf carrying the Re-
publican platform on this subject into ef-
fect, and the members of the committeegenerally hold that Mr. McKlnley will re-
quire only the means to proceed with tocause him to. use his utmost endeavors tosecure an international agreement. The
committee has been considerably encour-
aged over the reports received as to theprobabilities of the success of securing a
conference, and of its success when once
secured. ,

Senator Hoar, who Is a member of the
committee, has given the other members
much valuable information collected by
himself while in Europe last summer. He
has told them that France was aggressive-
ly in favor of an international understand-
ing, and that the sentiment In Germany
was very favorable, but that the Emperor
was the siumblig block in that country.
He also expressed the opinion that Eng-
land would be found much more tractableon the question than Is popularly consid-
ered probable, and has suggested that alittle pressure of a business charactermight be brought to bear with good effecton England, proing so far as to say that thepayment of some of the debts owed in thiscountry to England in silver might bring
the English people to a speedy realization
of the importance of an agreement on thesubject and prove a valuable object lesson.

Defective Armor Platen.
WASHINGTON. Dec. 26.-Sec- retary Her-

bert to-da- y took up for consideration the
report of the special board which investi-
gated the complaints from the Newport
News constructors that steel of Inferior
quality, had been supplied by the Carnegie
works for the battle ships Kentucky and
Kcarsarge. The report is a copious state-
ment of the, facts disclosed by the many
tests made by the board, and the defective
plates are ully Identified. The inquiry has
demonstrated that the present system of
inspection is ineffective, and plates are
shoarn to have reached the ship yards thatnever were inspected at all; at least, they
bore none of the Inspectors' marks. Theboard has not yet examined the plates for
tho battle ship Illinois, but as far as it hasgone the inquiry has revealed the necessity
for a radical change in the method of in-
spection, and Secretary Herbert will prob-
ably substitute expert civilian Inspectors
for the Inexperienced naval officers now
employed, acting under a special boardcomposed of a constructor and engineer
and one line officer for the present steel
board made up of line officers.

Belgian Minister Recalled.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 26. After seven

years' service' In Washington as the repre-
sentative of his government, Mr. Alfred
Le Ghait, the Belgian minister, has been re-
called. To-da- y he presented his formal let-
ter of recall to President Cleveland and ex-
pressed the regret he felt at being obliged
to sunder the ties which have bound him
to America. Tho President responded in
suitable terms, congratulating Mr. Le
Ghait cn his well-deserv- ed promotion, he
having been transferred to St. Petersburg,
and wishing him a safe journey.

LONDON, Dec. 26. Christmas day here

was sunshiny and was quietly spent. Many
of the old customs were followed out in the
true spirit of the English Christmas. At
Queen's College, Oxford, the ancient cere-
mony of bringing in the boar's head was
solemnly gone through In the presence of
the university dons. At Rochester six poor
travelers, enjoyed the Watts charity in the
shape of a good old-fashion- ed dinner nnd a
present of 4 pence. In Liverpool 20,000 hot
pots of food were given to the poor, and
the Impoverished people of this city were
well cared for through thousands of free
breakfasts, dinners, etc., in many parts of
the metropolis. In the London workhouses
104,593 paupers enjoyed the Christmas cele-
bration, particularly the beer and tobacco
features, and, 4, COG hospital Inmates were
made as comfortable as possible under the
circumstances.

The Queen's Christmas was celebrated
very quietly at Osborne, the death of
Prince Henri' .of Dattenburg having made
all usual festivities unseemly. Only the old'
traditional customs of the table were red

with, and the usual presents
were given. The royal baron of beef, which
is the principal dish on the Queen's side-
board, was cut this year from a Devon ox,
which was fattened on her Majesty's Flem-
ish farm in Windsor Great Park. The joint
was roasted at Windsor and was sent to
Osborne Christmas eve, along with a boar's
head and a woodcock pie. They all duly
appeared on the sideboard yesterday. Her
Majesty received from her grandson. Em-
peror William of Germany, as usual, a gen-
uine hure do sangller from the famous
royal preserves at Spring, Hanover, and
another from the Duke of Coburg. besides
a quantity of German cake and sweet-
meats.

The holiday trade has been the best In
years, especially in jewelry, fancy articles,
books and mechanical toys, which formed
the chief attraction of the shoppers. Tho
receipts last Monday at one large ive

store alone were 22.400. An average
of 200,000 parcels were handled dally at the
main parcels office of the Postoffice Depart-
ment, where 1,400 clerks have been working
night and day. On the other hand, the dis-
tress among the poor of London is equally
marked. Over seven hundred persons were
relieved out of the funds of the poor box at
Bow-stre- et Police Court in tnree days,
some of the cases being most pitiable.

It develops that Hubert Crackenthorpe,
the author who mysteriously disappeared
In Paris during the month of October, and
whoso body has been found in the River
Seine, committed suicide in an excess of
frenzy after receiving a letter from his
wife announcing her Intention of commenc-
ing divorce proceedings. It is believed
that he Jumped into the Seine from the
Pont Concorde after wandering all night
in the Champs Elysees. The London news-
papers say that Crackenthorpe was lately
much in company of the wife of a leading
London actor. The titles of wrae of his
works "A Dead Woman." "The Struggle
for Life," etc., would seem to indicate that
he was of a morbid turn of mind. "A
Dead Woman" was one of seven sketches
under the title of "Wreckage of Misspent
Lives," etc.

Another action for breach of promise will
occupy the attention of the law courts at
the next session, providing the affair Is not
settled out of court. The plaintiff in tho
case is Miss Mabel Duncan, an actress,
now appearing at Daly's Theater in "The
Geisha." who sues Captain Arthur Bing-
ham Crabbe. late of the Third and Eighth
Hussars, and now of the Fourth Battalion
Royal Irish Regiment. The damages are
fixed at 10.000. Miss Duncan Is an exceed-
ingly pretty young woman, who has had
but a limited experience on the stage. She
is eighteen years of age and the daughter
of Dixon Duncan, who. under the name
of "Mr. Killeyth." formally owned the race-
horse Euclid. His disastrous experiences
on the turf led him to desert his family,
and his daughter took to the stage as a
means of support. Miss Duncan is related
on her mother's side to the Earl of Bread-alban- e

and the Earl of Lauderdale.

At this point some original young man
piped up with the query: "How do you
like America?"

Tho ex-Que- en smiled for the first and only
time during her brief stay.

"I am highly delighted with It. I was
here nine years ago." she continued, but
I came straight through to New York and
took a steamer to England. The other visit
was a flying visit to San Francisco, and I
did not leave the State of California."

When Kamehameha con-
quered the islands he gave one-thir- d of the
land to the people, held one-thir- d for the
maintenance of the government- - and kept
the remaining one-thir- d as his private es-

tate It is tnis third that Liliuokalanl
claims, and the fear of losing it keeps her
lips pretty tightly scaled.
