MONUMENT-PLACE SMOKE.

Sometimes Miss Indiana Is Literally
Out of Sight.

epe

There are times when a dense volume of
smoke curling from the huge brick smoke-
stack of a theater on the north side of
Monument place envelopes and almost com-
pletely conceals the figure of “Indiana’ on
her perch at the top of the monument. At
other times the smoke from a chimney to
the southeast almost as effectually hides
the flowing draperies and heroic lines 7.onts
of the figure. As a general thing th: smoke
from the theater is the worse. Sometimes
the black cloud strikes the shaft midway
and Indiana can be seen above it apparent-
Iy suspended from the heavens. Aguin, the
black cloud rises higher and the
figure can hardly be seen for hours. Every
day that this continues the streaks and
stains that are rapidly covering up the

| £tone of the shaft, It is claimed, grow deep-

er and deeper, much to the regret of the
artistically inclined who have no objections
to the deep tones time lavs upon works of
but who deplore the vandalism of
smoke,

On foggy days, when the atmosphere is
humid, the monument seems to act as a
sort of breakwater and the smoke dashes
against it and falls in great patches toward
the ground, flying in the faces of people

and almost blinding them with cinders and
stining them with noxious odors. Office
rooms in the tad buildings are at
deluged with the permeating vapor if win-
dows are unwittingly left open to aid venti-
lation.

Indianapoli=s has become noted afar on
account of the pretty private residences.
The fact is generally recognized that half
the life and beauty of Indianapolis homes
is a result of the light and delicate color-
ing people have chosen in exterior orna-

Before natural gas came to be
nsed the tendency was toward
the dark and =somber colors effected in
large cities where coul goot and smoke soon
ruined softer tints. As soon as it was gen-
erally recognized that the tuel of Indianap-
olis was to be natural gas, people gladiy
welecomed the opportunity 1o use light
colors,

Complaints against the increasing smoke
nuisance are not, therefore, confined to the
precinets of Monument place, but come
from parts of town where people have their
homes adjacent to big factories. The mur-
murs now heard are rather faint, but in
them many people hear the first rumblings
of protests that will grow stronger and
deeper when this city reaches the dirty
and soot-begrimed condition of Pittsburg
before the discovery of natural gas, for in-
stance, and other Eastern cities that have
never enjoyed that gift of nature,

A movement for a law 1o abate the smoke
nulsance was started in Council a few
weekKs ago, but it seems to have died be-
cause of objections raised to it in com-
mittee, One of the clty fathers sald he had
investigated the subject thoroughly and
found that the reports of benetits derived
from such a law in Chieago were consider-
ably exaggerated. He sald the only way
to aveld smoke was by the use of hard coal,
which, figured out in dollars and cents,
costs considerably more a ton than the soft
so-called bituminous (but smoky) coal
burned in some furnaces. For this reason,
he argued, manufacturers would be be-
tween two dilemmas under an anti-smoke
law,; they must either increase prices and
lose in competition with manufacturers un-
der no such restrictions or move to some
other place where they would be free to
raise as much smoke as they might please,
Arguing along this same commercial line,
another said it would be impossible for
railroads to continue to operate if they
were compelled to keep down smoke within
the city limits, as even the best of en-
gineers would have to fire up two or three
times in getting to Brightwood or North
Indianapolis. He suggested it might be
well to have the ordinance cover all terri-
tory between West and Noble and Merrill
and North streets. This, he said, would
shut down the smoke in the heart of town.

It was admitted that such an ordinance
mizht not be construed as a general ordi-
nance and might therefore tall through.

At the s=ame time it would afford no relief
to thousands of small property owners who
are as much Interested in maintaining the
cheerful appearance of their homes as the
monument regents and artistie persons are
in preserving the beauty of the great shaft
in Monument place.

what it contains. This report is one that
the committee has prepared merely because
it was suggested in a conversation between
several members of the board that it would
be advisable for the finance committee to
prepare in a tangible shape a full state-
ment of the condition of the board's
finances s0o as to make a showing before
the Legislature when power is asked to in-
crease the tax levy and make provision for
paying off the board's debt, In accordance
with this suggestion the report has been
prepared. 1t will fill a little more than one
column in & newspaper. When the report
was submitted last Saturday night and
there wuas immediately such a strong effort
1o head off the reading of it, those who did
not know just what it contained immediate-
ly conjectured that it contained some
strictures on the present minority for the
mismanagement of jaftairs In the past. In
fact, that was about the only thing that
could have been surmised. The report had
been in the hands of Miss Ridenour a min-
ute when Mr. Adam began his efforts to
head it off. He was s0 persistent that the
spectators and others who did not know the
contents of the report immediately con-
cluded that he knew what It contained and
was afrald to have it made public.

It is now known that the report contains
nothing in the way of a censure on the
minority and also that Mr. Adam is entirely
ignorant of what it does contain,

The report deals in an unbiased manner
with the finances of the board. It tinds
that certain things are facts and so states
them without entering the causes that
brought about the conditions which may
be deplorable. On this account it is be-
lieved that the report cannot be considered
objectionable by any faction of the board.
Just what recommendations the report
makes cannot be learned and probably will
not be known until next Wednesday night
when it is read.

The report takes the finances of the board
for the Jast ten years and makes the aver-
age for the time a basis for the yearly cal-
culation for the next five years, adding to
the basis each year the amount of esti-
mated Increase tor the year. The receipts
are treated similarly, showing what
amount of money the board can expect to
have auring the next five years. The whole
makes a rather startling showing. It dem-
onstrates that the revenues of the board
will not be sutficient to kKeep up the schools
and that the board will either have to go
deoper in debt by means of temporary loans
or will hav » to curtail the efficiency of the
schools. Either means is looked upon as
most undesirable.

The report also shows the indebtedness
of the board. The exact figures cannot be
given, but approximately they are as fol-
lows:

It Is as much of & fixed
obligation as any of the bonds, for the
hoard has no means of liquidating it ex-
cept by negotiating another “‘temporary”
loan for the purpose. Affairs have reached
the point where it has been found absolute-
lv imperative that even this “‘temporary”
loar =hall be increased instead of de-
creased. At the meeting Saturday night
authority was given the tfinance committeo
to advertise for a “temporary’” loan not to
exceed 3200000, It is not expected that this
amount will be borrowed., but the amount
will be considerably more than $140,000.  All
these facts are set forth in the finance com-
mittee's report, and there are some SUgges-
tions as to what the lLegislature shall be
asked to do for the relief of the board,
What the suggestions are the members of
the commmittee will not say, and others
do not seem 1o Know.

A NIGHT WITH SPIRITS.

A Dime Admitted to Communion with
Them at Spirvitualists’ Chuarch,

The *“‘spirit” of Sunset, an Indian squaw,
speaking through the mediumship of Edgar
Emerson, of Manchester, N. H., entertained
an aundience of two hundred people at the
Spiritualists’ Church last night.

The spirit closed by a number of
tests, Sunset delivered many messages
from departed mortals. In delivering the
message the medium always spoke of Mr,
Emerson in the third person,

The first spirit to demand recognition was
that of William English. The spirit of Mr.
English geemed to be well acquainted with
a number of people in the audience and
seemed to believe that several would recog-
nize him when hiz name was mentioned.
The spirit also Introduced the shade of her
friend, Willie Baker, and gave traits of his
character and the names of several of his
spirit friends. He and his friends were
recognized by a woman in the audience,
who seemed much affected. To an old man
sitting in the rear of the hall John Birch
delivered a message. Birch has been phys-
ically dead many years. When in this life
he was a merchant, and used to talk with
the old gentleman about spiritualism, and
promised to come to him if in his power
after death. The old Ef'nll(-mun recognized
his friend’s spirit by the several peculiar-
itles which were conveyed through Mr. Em-
erson’s mediumship. The spirit of Mr,
Birch referred to a specific incident when
he had talked to the old gentleman about
gpiritualism in front of his store.

To a woman sitting in the middle of the
auditorium many spirits were anxiousg to
talk. Nine of them were scen about her
by the spirit talking through the medium
at one time. The spirit begged the woman's
pardon for such familiarity and talked to
her about her home, Articles in her
bureau drawers were accuriately described,

MAYOR AGAIN, HE SAYS,

Controller Johnson Wanis

to Be
Counted Out of the Race Also=—

The Oflice Too Trying.

Mayor Taggart told the Journal yesterday
that he will not be a candidate for re-
election,

“Will you be a candidate for renomina-
tion and re-election?’ he was asked.

“T hope not.”

“Why?'"

“I appreciate the honor thai was con-
ferred upon me when I was elected mayor
of this city—Iit is an honor any man might
be proud of—but if any man thinks, he
would like to have the office, all 1 have to
say Is, let him try it. It is the most diffi-
cult office in the State if a man wants to
do right. He has on his shoulders the re.
sponsibility of the entire city government,
has to watch the financial department to
some extent, look after public improve-
ments—has to know evervthing going on.
The office is certainly not a *snap.” 1If any
man thinks so, let him try it a while.”

“Would you accept the office under any
considerations—supposing it were forced on
you, for instance?"

“That’s too far ahead to talk about., 1
hope that no such conditions shall arise,

You know 1 was not a candidate before, 1
did not want the nomination.”

E. M. Johnson, appointed by Mavor Tag-
gart to administer the financial affairs of
the city, has been frequently spoken of as
a possible candidate. He has been inti-
mately associated with the mayor for a
number of years, and if nominated would
be regarded as the administration candi-
date.

“You can count me out of it,”” said Mr.
Johms=on yesterday. “1 have no ambitions
in that direction. 1 know my own capabili-
ties better than those of my friends who
have mentioned me for the office. My edu-
cation has been along different lines. Bank-
ing or a place with some trust company
would suit me better. In the ofiice of con-
troller 1 have learned enouzh about the of-
fice of mayor to know that it is a thank-
less position. It is an honor to bhe mayor
of Indianapolis; any man might be glad
to have it, but 1 do not want it."”

The
great trouble is to decide just what s the
best thing for the people of le city. 1
am going to go slow about it. Bt 1 am get-
ting away from the point. That is just cne
of the many things a mayYor has to deal
with.” _

Mr. Johnson was not surprised at the an-
nouncement of the mayor's intentions, He
said there is nothing in the office that
would attract Mavor Taggart, as he gives
the salary away in charity and it brings
nothing but worry and vexation.

INSURANCE RATES ABROAD.

Depend on the Risks, Not on the Fire
Department.

I.. H. Gibson calls attention to a feature
of the insurance agitation. Says he:

“Phere is one feature of the question of
insurance which has not heen sympatheti-
cally considered by the underwriters, and
the owners of destructible property to-
gether, and that is that losses make the
rate of insurance. In American cities the
cost of insurance is, say, about one hun-
dred cents on a hundred dollars. In the
city of Paris it is 8 cents, Certain factories
and mills in one section of this countiy pay
from 2 to 5 per cent.: in another section of
this country factories and mills doing the
same kind of business, under less hazardous
conditions, get their insurance at a cost of
less than one-fourth of 1 per cent. This the
result of method. The difference in cost of
insurance between Paris and the American
cities is not in the fire department, but the
buildings—the cause of loss. It is one of
the effects of a higher civillzation. In the
city of Glasgow, where the rate of insur-
ance is very low, 1 noticed that the firemen
went to the fire with the hose uncoupled,
This was done bedause the hose would thus
last longer. Oftentimes the engine was in
one building and the horses in another. This
was so that the men would not be dis-
turbed by the smell of the horses. Often-
times the firemen slept in adjacent build-
ings., It was cited that they could be mora
comfortable in this way. This did not indi-
cate carelessness or a short-sighted policy,
There was no occasion for hurry. Good
building regulations were well entoreed.

“The question of insurance is largely a
maotter of construction. In a well-bulilt city
the rates of insurance are low. The rates
of insurance are made up from history, not
from prophesy. Our cities have disagreen-
ble history in the matter of fires, This
makes high rates,
over 80 per cent. of premium receipt=s. It
costs the average company more than 35
per cent. to do business, It is only within
recent vears that we have had building
regulations. When one considers a build-
ing nearly two hundred feet deep, with thin
party walls, light floor construction over-
loaded and a fire and a collapse in the cen-
ter, he may realize a very common condi-
tion and a maker of rates.

“The owners of property have suffered
because of an improper clasgification of
rates, Risks which were entitled to pay
larger rates have paid in their general class
an average rate. Good constructions whieh
were entitied to low rates have helped to
carry the more hazardous risks. Any one
who stops to think about it must know that
in the center of the city there are commer-
clal properties on which the rate is rela-
tively very high; that there are other prop-
erties on which the rate is relatively very
low. Hitherto there has been little induce-
ment from the insurance companies for
good building. There is ot this time, T be-
lieve, an indication of a more ratignal clas-
sification. Those who insist on building in a
common way should be compelled to pay
not only for the hazard which they bring
o their own property, but that which they
bring to others. In some of the foreign cities
an owner takes out three classes of poli-
ries at the same time—one wherein in-
sures against loss which he may cause to
adjaecent property, another in which he in-
sures against loss to the stock therein and
a third policy wherein he insures against
loss to his own property. This is to cover
his varying liabllities. This Is a just retine-
ment in insurance.”
