The num-
her of rules has been reduced from 229 to
ninetyv-five, and the attornevs fear that a
new deal i= about to be effected which may
operate to their disadvantage, hence they
are in arms and Insist on the being heard
before the new rules are approved and put
into effect by the secretary of the interior,
The Patent Office is full of rottenness and
scandal. There are leaks by which owners
of great money-making patents are able
to Xnow of new inventions in their lines
almost as soon as applications are filed for
patents, although the Patent Office is sup-
posad to be enveloped in secrecy. There is
a perfect network of subterraneous wires
for tie transmission of private information
of a confidential character from the in-
terior of the Patent Office to the rooms
of influential atorneys in the employ of
great corporations and manufacturing
concerns, and it is only natural that law-
vers should fear innovations that would in
auy way disturb relations.

OVERRULED BY FRANCIS,

Hoke Smith's Decision as to Cherokee
Strip Entries Reversed.
WASHINGTON. Jan. 4.—Secretary Fran-
cis has inaugurated a policy of giving full
gualifications for entry to those individuals
who in good faith entered the Cherokee
outlet from the east side on which the
Poneca, Osage and Otoe and Missouri and
other Indian reservations are located. This

is a reversul of the ruling of Secretary
Hoke Smith. who held that those who
made the runs from the reservations are
dizqualified. The new policy is laid down
in a decision in the crse of Michael Brady,
John H. MceDonald and John M. Dahl vs.
Charles A. Willlams, overruling the general
land office decision that entrance to the
Territory from the Osage reservation dis-
qualified Brady from entry, The procla-
mation {ssued twenty days before the open-
ing i= held to have been the guide controll-
ing the entrance for occpation and set-
tlement, the reservation of a strip of land
one hundred feet wide around the entire
tract, of course, including the east =ide, =
cited, and jfhe proclamation accordingly
made o inhibitlon on settlers entering
from those Indian reservations or the onhe-
hundred-foot reservation. Secretary Fran-
¢is holds that the route triveled to get 1o
the sirip did not disgualify persons making
the run from the one-hundred-foot strin
on the east side from making entry and
that it is not within the power of the ex-
ecytive branch of the government to fix
the qualitleations of one making a home-
stead entry. The only theary on which the
secretary of the Interior could possibly pre-
vent persons from making the run from
these Indin reservations was that undor
the laws and treaties with the tribe white
people were not allowed there and could
be removed as tresspgssers, If, in ignor-
ance of this, individuals actually did get
into the reservation, it is held that they
were not disqualified, and they should he
allowed homestead rights.

WHY VNEGROES WANTED TO WRECK
A TRAIN IN ALABAMA,

Confession That May Throw Light on
the Cahnba Bridge Disaster—Arrest

of Missouri Bamndits,

&

BIRMINGHAM, Ala., Jan. 4 —Four of the
five train wreckers in jail here to-day con-
fessed to the formation of the plot to wreck
and rob the Southern Railway's fast ex-
press from Washington, D. C., at Mec-
Comb's trestle, twelve miles west of the
city, on the night of Dec. 19, and this con-
fession leads to the belief that the same
gang removed the rail which wrecked the
Birmingham mineral train at Cahaba river
hridge, causing the death of twenty-six
people and Injuring eleven others on Dec,
27, although those under arrest are as yet

silent as to this wreck.

LLast week five negroes—Andrew Feagin,
Tom Ingram, Tom Parker, Emanuel Bii-
linges and Rome Scales—were arrested by
deputy sheriffs and railroad detectives. One
of the negroes is said to have confessed.
All were miners at Henryellen, near Mc-
Comb's trestle. To-day all but Feagin con-
fessed. Parker, who did most of the talk-
ing, says that Feagin was the leader of
the plot. that he proposed the wrecking
of the trains one night at a dance as a
good scheme by which to get Christmas
money, and that the five agreed to engage
in the work, with the understanaing that
those who failed to stand by the agreement
should be killed by the others. The detalls
of the plot, which failed, correspond with
those of the Cahaba wreck and officers are
convinced that they have the men who are
responsible for the bridge disaster.

A ROBBER'S CONFESSION,

One of the Biue Cat Bandits Tells How
Trains Were Held Up.

Mo., Jan. 4.—Early this
morning 'r..o detectives working on the
Blhiue Cut train-robbery case brought in an-
other “suspect,” arrested near Glendale.

ST YTAUL, Minn., Jan. 4.—As a direct re-
slt of the closing of the Bank of Minne-
sotia, twe weeks ago, which created new
distrust among bank depositors and started
runs on a number banks that were
reputed not to be as strong as depositors
wished, three 8t Paul banks—the Ger-
mania, the Allemania the West Side,
none of them national institutions, and all

associatod—to-day closed thelr
one being now in the hands of the
state bank examiner and the others making
assignments, During the time that has In-
tervened since the closing of the Bank of
Minnesota, the Germania Bank paid out
$22.000 10 frightened depositors, and early
to-day the directors concluded that they
would stop the drain, and made an assign-
ment to the cashier., Peter M. Kerst. The
Allemania Bank, which, like the Germania,
had a large clientage among the Germans,
and whose vice president had formerly been
president of the Germania, then became the
target for as lively a run as could be s=een
during panic times anywhere. Peopls
crowded about the doors and fairly fought
for a place in the line before the paying
teller's window. The bank officials realized
fully what such a run meant, and promptly
called on Bank Examiner Kenyon 1o take
possession of the bank, and that official is
now in charge.

The West Side Bank
stronger bank, cleared through the Alle-
mania, and to-day ite clearings were re-
turned by the latter institution. Following
this there was a decided run inaugurated
on the bank, and at 2 o'clock this afternoon
the bank officials closed the doors and
called & meeting of the directors to decide
what action to take. Their decision was
apparent late in the afternoon, when they
filed a deed of assignment to Charles F.
Staples, the president of the bank. Consid-
erable public money i= tied up in the three
ingtitutions, but there s an ample supply
for all immediate needs in the other banks
of the city.

The assignment of the Germania and
West Side banks has= brought up a some-

what new question in the banking laws of
the Stale, and the courts will be called on
to seltle it. The state bank examiner
doubts their right to assign, holding that
they s=hould hnve, under the law. turned
thelr assets (o him. The atliorney
general intimates that he will bring action
to test the matter as soon as the papers
can be prepared. )
