The Law of the Road.
To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

In regard to the Inquiry on the "Law of
the Road." answered in yesterday's Jour-
nal, your questioner would not need to go
all the way to the 1'nited Kingdom to find
a law of the road that is exactly the op-

posite of the one that exists here, in
Canada, like Great Rrltaln
"The rule of the road Is a ixaradox quite;

When riding or driving along.
If you go to the left you are sure to go

right.
Hut if you go right you go wrong."
The factT-tha- t the law of the road In

Canada is exactly the opposite of the law
in the United States was very forcibly and
painfully impressed on my mind some
years ago, when I resided a few miles from
the Canadian side of the border. 1 was
out driving one dark night (luckily with a
physician) 011 a comparatively narrow-Canadia- n

road near thj boundary, when
I became aware that a horse and carriage
were approaching in front of me. I kept
closely to the left of the roadway, so as
to allow the other vehicle plenty of room
to pss. The other vehicle, as it turned
out. was driven by an American who did
not know that In Canada you kept to theleft, so he followed the American practice
of keeping to the right and so put himself
in just the proper iositlon for a collision
with my vehicle. Owing to the darkness
of the night we did not see that a collision
was impending until we were so near that
there was little time to avert it. My ve-
hicle was overturned, and the cuts and
bruises I received were attended to by my
friend, the physician. The Incident was
a practical lesson on the law of the road,
both to myself and the American. Luckily
for him. his carriage was not overturned.
Ho was legally responsible for the acci-
dent, lecause it happened in Canada; if
it had occurred a few miles further, on the
American side, I would have been respon-
sible. Along the lorder iecple of loth
countries are generally well acquainted
with the laws of the road, and they cross
to the other side of the road when they
cross the line.
