HOTEL MAN CUTS HIS WIFE'S
THROAT AND KILLS HIMSELF,

His Mind Sapposed to Have Been
Wrecked by Excessive Smoking—
Triple Tragedy at a Dance.

RUGBY, Tenn., Jan. 16, — Benjamin L.
Davies, proprietor of the Mabard lua at
this place, cut his wife's throat with a
razor, Kkilling her, and then shot himself
to death with a pis‘ol. Mr. Davies was an
inveterate cigarette smoker, and his friends
at Rugby think this practice affected his
brain and that his rash act was committed
while he was laboring under temporary
mental aberration. He was known to smoke
from six to ten packages of cigar-
ettes a day, The two dead bodies were
found yesterday morning by the clerk of
the inn, the bloody weapons lying on the
bed besides the corpses. It is said that
the husband and wife had quarreled Christ-
mas and that a young man in the hotel
had interfered to prevent Davies from
doing Mrs. Davies a violent injury at that
time. Davies has been acting very strange-
ly since that time, and, while there was no
outbreak, a close watch has been kept upon
his actions. Thursday evening he retired
with his wife, seemingly in good spirits.
The next morning the two children, who
slept in adjoining rooms, tried to get into
thelr parents’ room, but, finding the door
locked, notifled the clerk, who, falling to
arouse them, entered by the transom and
found the husband and wife lving 1n bed, the
pistol and razor beside the Mrs,
Davies's head being almost severed from
the body. A coroner's inquest was held,
and, from evidence adduced, it was decided
that Davies had cut his wife's throat and
then suicided by shooting. Davies and
wifa were well known in Cincinnatl and
Bullialo. woth bodies will be taken to-mor-
row to Buffalo for interment.

BOMIL Y, Jan. 16.—Plague and famine
are stalking arm in arm through densely
populated portions of the British empire,
thousands are dead or dying, and the out-
ook becomes blacker and more terrible
pvery day. Millions of helpless men, wom-
en and children are starving, and the fam-
ine districts, having a population of nearly
40,000,000 people, will have to depend on the
hand of charity for food enough to keep
bhody and =zoul together until April or later.
Other districts, with a population number-
ing about 50,000,, are already feeling the
pangs of bitter privation from food, and
this must be endursd well on into spring
before permanent relief will be afforded by
nature. Funds for the relief of the suffer-
ers are being raised on all sides; but a very
large amount of money will be needed to
provide food even for these unfortunate
people, who ilve on almost nothing (in com-
parison with Europeans and others) from
one ond of the vear to the other.

The famine calamity, awful as it Is in
its intensily, is possibly not much greater
than the ravages of the dread bubonic
plague here, threatening to spread, throngh
the fright of the natives of this eity, into
other parts of India, and if it reaches the
greatly weakened famine sufferers the
mortality may be enormous, The natives
have been reduced by lack of food to little
less than living skeletons, in the most heav-
ily stricken distriets, and as such they can-
not but fall vietims by the thousands
Ewrope through the Mecca pligrims and
other sgources for the spread of contagion
which are too numerous to mentlon, prin-
cipal of which, however, are the export of
rags, linen and other merchandise likely to
contain the poisonous germs,

MORTALITY INCREASI™/

The mortality here has quaara; ! 4, with-
out counting the deaths whicn have o¢-
curred among the hundreds of thousands
of people who have fled In terror from
Bombay, in many cases abandoning their
all in the hurried flight from the pesti-
lenee, Up to recently Bombay, with its
popitlation of about 850,000, enjoyved the rep-
utation of being one of the healthiest cities
in India, its sanitary works being equal to
of the European capiials. But all
this has chaasged. More than half the pop-
ulation has disanpeared, and those who re-
main either helpless and cannot get
away or are crowding out of the city by
rail, water amnd road, or else contemplate
0 doing unless there is a change for the
better shortly.

The government officials seriously
alarmed, the native physicians have nearly
all left the city, business is paralyvzed, the
mills are closed or closing, the streets are
partly deserted, and on all sides are empty
houser, boarded up or wide open. The
passage of funeral parties through the
streets goes on day and night, the burning
grounds, or ghats, light the skies with
their reflections, and line after line of
bodics there or at the Parsee burial spots
are awaiting consignment to the flames or
to mother earth.

The number of deaths from the plague in
this city is now estimated, unofficially, to
be over three thousand, and there are about
170 additional victlms daily, with this num-
ber increasing as time wears on. The Eu-
ropeans, however, have been singularly
free from contagion up to the present time,
only three deaths among them being re-
corded to date, At Karachi, Poona and
Bandra, where large numbers of refugees
have sought safety, the plague has broken
out in mo=t threatening form. At Bandra,
for instance, 129 deaths are recorded out of
180 cases of the plague, causing coasterna-
tion, even among the physicians. In this
city there are thousands of heuses without
native servanis, nearly all the latier hav-
ing joined the fleeing multitude. Employ-

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RELIEF S(I{IELY NEEDED.

Lord Major of London Appeals to the
People of America.
(Copyright, 123, by the Associated I'ress.)

LONDON, Jan, 16—For some time past
everything has pointed to the fact that
India is face to with the most ap-
palling calamity since the DBritish occupa-
tion. The spread of the bubonic pliague
came almost with dramatic suddenness on
the heels of the famine and created
throughout Europe a feeling of the great-
est olarm. Up to the present the two vis-
itations have been confined to separate
areas, but it is extremely probable that
the plague will ere long reach the famine
districis, owing to the impossibility of pre-
venting the migration of the panic-stricken
natives, and should this turn out to be the
case competent authoritles look forward to
terrible mortality, as the plague germs will
find fruitful soil in the emaciated natives.
The Indian government appears hardly to
have foreseen such a gigantic undertaking
as that of relieving the necessities of eighty
million of people, and its ready acqules-
cence to the proposition to appeal Lo pri-
vate charity indicates that it now recog-
nizes the insufficiency of its arrangement.

The sympathy of Great Britain iIs now
thoroughly aroused, and rellef funds have
becn started in all the ¢hief towns, the Man-
glon House approaching L8000 ($450,000),
and it is hoped that the total of the fund
will reach at least LT00.000 (33,500,000), which
was the amount subseribed for the relief
of the =ufferers of the last famine. The
newspapers, however, urge that some more
drastlc measure be adopted, and one of the
weekly papers guggests that Parliament
vole i big grant, or lend India 10,000,000,

A representative of the Assocliated Press
called on the lord mayvor, Mr. (h-nl‘gl“ Fau-
del Phillips, after the meeting at the Man-
sion Housge to-day. At thar meeting a res-
glution, moved by the Duke of Connaught,
recognizing it to be a publie duty to assist
in the werk of extending the relief meas-
ures, and a motion of Henry Hoblhouse,
M. P.. which invitefl the county officials
and clergy to co-operate in the relief work,
were adopted, The lord mayor said he
was hopeful that Americans would co-
operate, and he wrote the following state-

ment. which he asked the Associated Press
to publish In the United States:

“The lord mayor of London will receive
with profound gratitude any donations
from the people of America for the Iadia
famine relief funds. He Invites the junfor
branch of the united family 1o emphasize
their noble feelings towards the mother
country which the mother country
ished for them."

CANTON, 0., Jan. 16.—This was another
busy day for President-elect Melkinley., His
visitors were numerous, and important
matters relating to the Cabinet and the in-
coming *administration were discussed. Sen-
ator Quay and Senator-eiect Penrose came
to ask conslderation of Governor Hastings
of Pennsylvania, for a Cabinet portfolio
and to dizcuss other matters, Judge Joseph
Mchenna, of San Francisco, a Cabinet
possibility, arrived this morning and had
a very ecarnest conference with Meajor Me-
Kinley. This afternoon a large delegation
came from the Southwest asking for recog-
nition of State Chalrman John Grant, of
Texas, Throughout the day there wuas o
steady stream of callers,

When Judge Mekhenna was asked this
morning as to whether he had come here
at the solicitation of the President-elect he
replied: “While 1 always desire to do all
I can for the newspaper boys, 1 must de-
cline to answer that question,™

“lHow long will you be in the
judge?”’

“Oh, mavbe a day or two; maybe not =o
long. 1 cannot tell.”

He admitted that he was fully aware that
his name had been mentioned in connection
with a Cabinet portfolio, but said he did
not know there would be any more than
that transpire. Asked as o a preference,
if L.e were to express one, for a Cabinet
place he said: "That 1 must also decline
to state. You know lawyers are given the
right to object even LbLefore a question is
answered,”" he added, smilingly, and con-
tinued: *“Naturally to lawyers the secre-
tary of the treasury and the atlorney gen-
eralsnip wouid be preferable, The interior
is also a desirable place. Bome of the best
Cabinet officers the country has ever had
have beon lawyers who occupied the navy
and other portfolios.”

When Messr=, Quay and Penrose arrived
on the Pennsyvivania truin from the East
they were met by one of the MeKinley
houschold and driven directly to the Major's
home, where they were cordially welcomed,
Senator Quay's last visit was prior to the
rational convention, but many at the depot
recognized his familiar features as he
stepped from the Puillman coaeh. His visit
to-day was known to but few carly this
morning, but the news spread rapidly, and
by the time the train was due several hun-
dred men gathered at the depot. The train
was about twenty minutes late, but all
waited patiently to cateh a glimpse of the
Keystone senators. Senstor-clect Penrose
=ald to a reporter that @ part of thelr mis-
sion to Canton was to talk of Governor
Hastings's interests as a Cabinet possibil-
ity, He did not gay to which position they
hoped to see Mr, hastings appolated. What-
ever else was talked over BSenator-elect
Penrose had nothing further to say.

Senator Quay, when seen at his rooms in
the Hurford House, after the conference,
safd he had nothing 1o say as (o the object
of the visit to Canton furither than that
Governor Hastings was spoken of among
other subjects. “Our conference was strict-
Iy confdential. 1 have nothing to say Ior
publication.” Later, when on his way to
the railway station, the senator was asked
whether he thought Hon. Charles Emory
Smith, formerly minister to Russia, and
editor of the FPhiladelphia Press, would be
invited to accept the treasury portfoiio. He
replied: “Oniy President-eleet  MeRinley
knows." Messrs, Quay and Penrose left
Canton for the East at 2:05 this afterncon.
Senutor Quay expects to start for Florida
next Thursday.

The Texas hoomers reached the city ecarly
this afternoon. The delegation was com-
posed of over sixty representatives citizens
of Texas, including rallway officials, bank-
ers, merchants, lawyers, stockmen, mine
and capitalists, They announced
that they had come to Canton to pay their
respects to the Fresldent-elect, illl:l to
formally present the name of John Grant,
national committeeman from Texas, for a
Cabinet position, the preference being for
postmaster general, The party occupled
two special Pullman  coaches, and came
from Cleveland, where they paid their re-
spects to National Chairman M. A, Hanna.
The party had been served dinner in their
car en route from Cleveland and imme-
diately on arrival called on Major McKin-
lev, marching to the residence about 2
o'clock. The party filed into the lbrary,
where they were cordially received by the
President-elect. After shaking hands with
each of the visitors President Leach Intro-
duced Hon. H. B. Kane, who, on behalf of
his fellow-citizens, formally presented the
greetings of Texas. A memorial recom-
mending Dr. John Grant for a Cabinet po-
sition was handed the major. It is a mon-
ster petition, bound in elght volumes and
containing 103,30 names of Republlcans
indorsing Mr. Grant. Followinz Mr. Kane
Major R. M. Grubbs, of Atoka, 1. T., spoke
in behalf of nistoric Texas and New Mex-
teo. Major McKinley made a formal re-
sponse to the gentlemen, saying:

FIFTEEN BOYS AND GIRLS BIRNED
TO DEATH NEAR DALLAS,

Nine Others SNeriously Injured, Three
Probably Fatally—First Report ol
Loss of Life Underestimated.

-

PDALLAS, Tex., 16.—Fifteen little
girls and boys are dead as a result of lust
night’'s fire at the Buckner Orphan Home
and nine others are seriously burned and
crushed. Three of the Injured, it is thought,
cannot recover. The extent of the disaster
was not discovered and fully realized until
to-day. The fire, which commenced about
10 o'clock Friday night and raged until the
bn,\-:-a' dormitory was destroyed, did not cool
enough for search for bodies in the ashes
until early this morning. At that time it
was thought that only five children had
been burned to death, When the ashes had
cooled enough to admit of a search scores
of sympathizing friends and neighbors be-
gan the task of finding the bodies of the
five whom it was known had perished. The
gearch had hardly been instituted when the
terrible truth that there were more than
five bodies in the ashes appeared. The
search continued until dawn, when fiftesn
bodies had been found, The dead are:
