Seasational Testimony Given by
Mayor James M. Jones—The Com-

LJ/JKANSAS CITY, Mo., Jan. 22 —"Lexow-
ing"” was begun in earnest here this morn-
ing when the House committee of seven
appointed to investigate the alleged cor-
ruption existing in the local police depart-
ment began its work, Representative Win-
field 8. Pope, of Jefferson City, acting as
chairman, got the committec together in a
large p;u‘lor.nl the Midland Hotel, Colonel
William R. Neison, proprietor of the Kan-
sas Clty Star, was called before the com-
mittee as its first witness, the Star hav-
ing published many cases of alleged unre-
stricted gambling, and *“shown up” other
cases of improper police doings, Col, Nel-
son's testimony was In the nature of a
reiteration of these charges.
Following him, Mayor James M. Jones,
whose previous term as police judge put
him in touch with gamblers and the police
force and It workings, was called. Mr,

Jones told of the effort to suppress gamb-
ling and of the open talk of police protec-
tion, Soon after his selection to the mavor-
alty, he said, he had asked the late chief
of police, Irwin, to co-operate with him in

suppressing the vice, but nothing was done.
He then had submitted a resolution to the
board of police commisgsioner:,
“boss” gambler, Ed Findley, especiully, and
asking that the chief be requested to take
action. Police Commissioner ¥Fyke had ob-
jected to Findley being singled out and
the order was made general, but =till no
action was taken by Chief Irwin.

Here Mayor Jones detailed Commissioner
Fyke had dismissed sixteen Republican po-
lieemen of good repute. “iI charge.”” con-
tinued Mayor Jones, “that these men were
dismissed for political purposes only.”
Next the mayor recited the summoning be-
fore the board of saloon keeper Christie,
Jones, as a member of the board, brought
charges of Keeping a gambling house
against Christie, and asked that hi= license
be revoked. During the examination Chris.
tie insulted the mayor repeatediy, with no
show of restraint from the other members
of the board, who- finally overruled the
mayor and refused to revoke the license,
Mayor Jones next produced several policy
tickets which he had bought and on the
strength of which coanviction, pushed by
himself, had been had.

In several instances the mayor's source of
information was tartly questioned by
Chairman Pope and the defense, and he
finally retorted: "Well, when I came be-
fore this board vou told me that you
wanted information along the lines of the
resolution you read to me, Now, 1 am here
to give you the information. I will give
you the names of persous who saw the
gambling and Kknow of those who saw it
1 sent some of these men out to investi-
gate. Now, do you want wis information
or not?”’

The defense stiu  objected, repeatedly

NEW REVENUE CUTTER.

The Daniel Manning

Launched at

Successfully
East Boston.
BOSTON, Jan. 22 —-The new revenue cut-
ter Daniel Manning was launched from the
yard of the Atlantic works, East Boston,
at about 2:40 o'clock thiz afternosn. The
launching complete success. The
Manning is the lafgest revenue cutter ever
built for the government, surpassing in
speed and power many of the naval ves-
sels of thiz and foreign countries, and in
time of war is expected 1o prove most valu-
able to the navy.

Central American republics. It was ap-
parently a simple business proposition, yvet
it knocked the Nicaraguan canal bill high-
er than Gilroy's Kite and sustained in ev-
ery essential particular the position as-
sumed by Senator Turpile, who has con-
tended from the first that the canal com-
pany was a nebulous institution, repre-
senting nothing and having nothing to s:li
in the way of rights, concessions, ete.

Previous to the introduction of the Rod-
riguez protest the Senate had indicated in
i most unmistakeable way that there was
no chance of the ratification of the Olney
arbitration treaty this session. The Rodri-
guez letter emphasized this situation, Sen-
ator Morgan wrathfully intimating that
British intrigue was behind the demonstra-
tion and that rigid inquiry would be muade
into the Nicaraguan end of the question
before the Sennte would consent to a rat-
ification of the big peace convention., Sen-
ator Morgan was rattied over the sudden
overthrow of his carefully laid plan far the
passage of the canal bill and Senator Tur-
pie could not conceal bhis satisfaction at
the unexpected climax. Help came from a
most welcome source and it was entirely
unlooked for, Senator Turpie had contended
for years that the government would be
committing & colossal mistake in indorsing
a scheme that was without substance and
the Rodriguez protest was a vindleation
and a victory.

LIVELY DAY IN THE SENATE.

Three Distinet Sensations—Spirited

Debates on Our Foreign Relations,
Assoclated Press Dispateh,

WASHINGTON, Jan. 22.—The session of
the Senate developed three distinet sensg-
tlons. Most Important of these was the
presentation by Senator Sherman of a letter
from Minister Rodriguez, the representative
of the Greater Republic of Central Ameri-
ci (including Nicaragua), in effect protest-
ing against the execution of the Nicara-
guan canal project by the Unilted States
under the concession granted in 1887 to the
Nicaraguan Canal Company. As the bill
for this purpose was about to be voted on
by the Senate the appearance of the letter
created consternation among its friends.
Mr., Morgan, its chief supporter, at once de-
clarad that the letter was inspired by Great
Britain, who sought to drive the United
States from the isthmus by using the Cen-
tral Americas as a cit's paw. He asserted
that Minister Rodrigiez had come here to
execute such a plan and that it was an
open threat against American control of the
canal. The debate was very earnest. and
the letter made a profound Impression on

the senators. Senator Vilas declared that
it struck a death blow to the canal project
proposed by the pending bill. Earlier in
the day the Senate unexpectedly found ijt-
self '“51‘1;:-‘:‘5!13:' the new Anglo-American
treaty. While the treaty itself has been
released, all discussion of it is restricted to
executive sessions. Notwithstanding this
rule, weére free and full
from Sherman, Gray, Cullom,
Lodge, Hoar and others, The statements
of these senators were uniformly favorable '
to the high principle of the treaty, the only
qualification being that it should receive
mature and dispassionate consideration.

Shortly after the session began Mr. Tur-
pie caused a preliminary flurry by criticis-
ing the reported agreement between Mr, Ol-
ney and Mr. Sherman by which no action
was to be taken as to Cuba before March 4.
Mr. Sherman emphatically denied that anv |
such agreement hiad been made, and added
that he had not had a word with Mr. Olney
in that direction. .

TURPIE TOO HASTY.

Mr. Turple, I think every senator, here
favors the independehce of the Sengfe.”

This incident had khardly been concluded
when it was followed by a genuine sensa-
tion in the form of the discussion of the
new Anglo-American peace treaty, not-
withstanding the rule of referring to treat-
les only in executive session. It brought
out statements from Mr. Sherman, Mr.
Cullom, Mr. Lodge and Mr. Gray, mems-
bers of the committee on foreign relations,
and from many other senators. Mr. Hoar
precipltated the discussion. In presenting
a petition from a chamber of commerce,
favoring the speedy ratification of the
treaty, the Massachuserts senator added
some observations on the public pressure
on the Senate., A great many prominent
men and organizations sree telegraphing
and writing to him wrging immediate action
on the treaty. *I suppose there is no man
in this body,” proceeded Mr. Hoar, “who
does not hail as one of the great events of
the century the conclusion of this treaty,
strengthening the bonds of friendship bo-
tween the two English-speaking nations as
well as the friendship between the United
States and the whole world and doing away
with the barbarities of war.”” But it should
not be forgotten, continued Mr. Hoar, that
that treaty was not an accomplished fact
until the Senate had examined and
passed upon it The Senate had
not vet acted, and his  judg-
ment it was very poor diplomacy to
have these heated mterances directed to
senators, telling them theyv should act at
once,. “While no man Is more desirous than
myself to see the ors of peace and good
will,” added Mr. Hodr, “yvet I wish to en-
ter my protest ooainst meddling with the
serious duties of the senators, either by ser-
mons or by professars’ lectures.”

SHERMAN'S STATEMENT. .
Mr. Sherman fellowed Mr. Hoar, and

there was added interest In his statement
in view of his early entry to the head of
the Stale Department and his present posi-
tion as chalrman of the committes on for-
eign relations. *“"No one Is more ready
than myself,” he said, “to congratulate the
country upon the great achievement of con-
cluding this treaty of arbitration.”” At the

mature and dispassionate consideration.

Mr. Gladstone had made a
speech on it in the House of Commons
twenty-five yvears ago. A delegation came
from England ten yvears ago bearing a re-
quest from & majority of tne members of
Parllament favorable to arbitration. So
that this idea of sending word to senators
timat if they did not act in twenty-fours
hours *“the s=purs would be jammed into
them™ was quite out of place.

Mr. Gray, & member of the foreign rela-
tions committee, came into the discussion
at this point., “What are we going to do
about it?"" he asked Mr. Hoar.

An Indifference on the part of the public
might be far maore serious than zeal, al-
though an Intemperats zeal may not be the
wisest course.

CULLOM AGAINST HASTE.

Mr. Cullom, another member of the com-
mittes on foreign affairs, followed Mr.
Gray. “l only want to say one word,"” he
began, *“and that is in accord with the
statement by the chairman of the commit-
tee on foreign 'relations. The treaty has
been before it only & short while; I think
now there have been three meetings of the
committee zince it came in, and the treaty
was read at the first meeting of the com-

mittee and laid over until the second meet-
ing. Some members of the committee were
not nresent at the second meeting, and it
went over to another meeting,. There has
certainly been no disposition whatever on
the part of the committes on foreign rela-
tions to delay the treaty for a moment
after the members of the commitice were
gatisfied that it was the proper thing to do
to ratify it or to report it favorably., But [
wanted to say especially that in this coun-
try It does not appeuar to be a unanimous
expression that the treaty should be rati-
fled as it is. In the letters from prominent
gentlemen of my State this morning a part
of them were in favor of immediate action
favorable on the treaty. Others were op-
posing the treaty. 8o it does not =eem to
me that it is an unreasonable thing for the
committee on foreign relations to take such
time as it deems necessary for considera-
tion in the committee of the treaty before
it comes into the Sencte, 8o far as I am
concerned, I believe in the general proposi-
tion. but 1 am unwilling to vote for
treaty that is so extensive in it= scope as
that is until 1 feel certain myself that I am
doing a thing that is in the interest of the
Americean people as well as of the world.
All that I desire is to be certain before we
act favorably on it is that it is not tying us
up in such a way that we may find it here-
after to be something we did not expect we
were doing when we did it, When 1 am
sntisfied on that point I am ready to vote

! for it, but not before."

Mr. Lodge, also of the foreign relations
committee, expressed gratitication that his
colleague, Mr. Hoar, had given expression
to his thoughts on the subject of the arbi-
tration treaty, as there was evidently much
misapprehension to the effect that the com-
mittes had been guilty of unnecessary de-
in consldering the treaty. This was
untrue. On the contrary, the
committee had exercised the utmost pos-
sible expedition in considering the treaty
when its vast importance was taken into
consideration. It would be of no service to
the cause of arbitration to make a treaty
that would develop causes of disagreement.

It i3 understood that the necessary legal
proceedings incident to the government
taking part in the foreclosure suits now
peading at Omaha on behalf of the first
lien holders will be begun at once, and the
case pushed to a speedy conclusion. The
outlines of the agreement with the reor-
ganlzation committee were approved by the
attorney general very soon after the failure
of the funding bill, only the exact amount
of the guarantee remaining in abeyance.
Nor was this point decided until Judge
Harmon's visit to New York, early in the
present week. The first offer of the syn-
dicate was $5000,000 even. The attorney
general, however, insisted on an increase
of £754.000 which was finally agreed to at
the last conference yvesterday., This makes
the tota! amount which the government
will receive in cash $4,754,000. From this
amount, however, the government will re-
deem at maturity the bonds now outstand-
ing, the last of which does not become
due until 1899, The interest on these bonds
until maturity will also be pald by the
government,

In official circles the agreement is re-
garded as highly advantageous to the gov-
ernment, Although the interest which the
government has pdid and will continue to
pay until the last of the outstanding bonds
mature, was at the rate of 6 per cent., the
figure obtained by the attorney general is
regarded as very liberal. For many years
the government's money involved in the
Pacitic railroads has not been regarded as
an investment, and the interest payments
have not been looked on other than as an
expense. The settlement of the matter,
therefore, without further trouble or ex-
pense, even at the figure guaranteed, is
iooked on with much favor.

Kuhn, Loeb & (o., bankers for the reor-
ganization committee, have assured to the
committee the funds required to carry Its
agreement with the government into effect.
People well informed in the situation inti-
mate that in order to limit the present
jssue of first mortgage bonds of $75,000,000,
which, it appears, is the intention, some
junior issue of bonds will have to receive
less than it was at first intended to give
them. It is understood that Kansas & Pa-
cifle consols and the sinking fund bonds
will be modified to terms before the
plan becomes operative,

HARMON'S STATEMENT.

All Arrangements Made for Foreclos-
ing the Government Mortgage.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 22.—Attorney Gen-
eral Harmon to-day gave out the follow-
ing statement of the agreement with the

by a sale at a price which woyld leave
nothing substantial after paying prior liens,
This protection Is now assured by a guar-
antee that the government shall receive on
its lien on the alded portions of the Union
Pacific and the Kansas Pacific lines, includ-
ing the sinking fund, not less than $45,74,-
¥). The s=ale will be public, 20 that the
government will receive the benefit of any
higher bids up to the full amount of its
claim, principal and interest. The sum of
four and a half million dollars cash was
on Thursday deposited with the United
States Trust Company, of New York, by
General Louis Fuzgerald, chalrman of the
committee, as security, according to the
terms of the agreement. The commitiee
agree to bid par for the sinking fund, if It
is desired to =ell it at any time Lefore the
foreclosure sale. .

“Resolved, That assistance should be ren-
dered to the several seacoast States in the
development in said militia or national
guards of a reserve of coast artillery, by
suitable legislative enactment on the part
of the Congress of the United States,

“Resolved, That the States upon our sea-
board and those lving upon the great lakes
of the north are urged and encouraged to
foster this arm of our volunteer defense,

“Resolved, That this convention suggests
that the secretary of the navy detail to
each State having a naval reserve a war
vessel or torpedo boat, or both, for the in-
struction of the naval reserve at such sea-
sons of the year as may be decjided upon as
best for the interests of the service.

“Resolved, That to provide for coast de-
fense it is imperative that the strength of
the navy of the United States shall be
steadily increased by the vearly addition
of fighting ships and torpedo boats until
the force shall be adequate to meet the
emergencies of a state of war; and,

“Resolved, That- this convention appre-
ciates the necessity of immediate protection
to the seaboard of our country and the im-
portance of defending all points liable to in-
vasion by hostile forces; therefore, it most
earne=tly urges upon our representatives in
Congress the necessity for immediate ap-
propriations sufficient to carry out the plans
formulated by the War Department, and
further urges that these appropriations be
made available at once, to the end that the
plans of the department may be completed
without delay."”

"I know that my name has been
taken to Mr. McKinley, and that he now
has it under advisement, but the hich office
has not been tendered to me openly or se-
cretly, and what is intendsd to be done
hereafter 1 do not know. For Major Me-
Kinley 1 have the highest respect. 1 have
always admired him. le i= a good Amer-
fcan statesman, There 12 no conflict. he-
tween him and me in opinion as to how the
finances of this government should be con-
ducted. On that ground, if no other. I counld
accept the portfelio. But the position is a
trying one, and will be especially so during
the next four years, while the financial ays-
tem of the country is being reorganizsed, I
am deeply sensible of the honor conferred
upon me in having my name even consid-
ered, and I would regret very much to
leave Chicago if called on to go to Wash-
ington.”

Goff for Attorney General.

CANTON, 0O, Jan. 2.--Judge Nathan
Goff, of West Viriginin, on most of the
Cabinet slates as attorney general, came
here to-day to confer with Major McKin-
ley., and remained in the city until thid
evening, when he left for home. It is gen-
erally believed that he has been practical-
ly determined on for the attorney general
of the next adminlstration, although no di-
rect authoritative statement to that effect
has been made. Judge Goff when seen by &
reporter this evening sald that his convers-
sation with Major McKinley was of a con-
fidential nature and he did not feel at lib-
erty to make any of it public until the mat-
ters discussed had been finally determined
upon. He admitted, however, that Cabinet
matters had been discussed and sald that
he had no doubt that the Bouth would
furnish one of the members of the Cabi-
net.

REUNION OF LEGISLATORS,

Ohio Senatorshiv Discassed by Peoli-
ticians—Hanna Favored.
COLUMBUSE, O, Jan. 22 —-The spacious
lobby of the Hotel Chittenden was crowd-
ed this afternoon and evening by mem-
bers of the General Assembly, state officials
and politicians, and the all-absorbing topie
was the senior Ohlo senatorship. A
stranger would have thought a senatorial
caucus was about to be held jostead of a
legislative reunfon. About ninety members
of both houses of the Legisiature came to
attend the reunion, and most of them were
attracted wholiy by the talk about the
senatorship. It was an utter impossibility
to get a poll of the members on their prefs
erence in event of a special session 1o elect
a successor to Benator Sherman. Not over
a half dozen would even say they had &
preference. The drift of sentiment, how-
ever, was agalnst the calling of a special
sessgion and In favor of the appointment
of Hon. Mark Hanna to succesd Senstor
Sherman. This proved to be quite &4 sur-
prise to the friends of Governor Bushifell
who have maintaired that Mr. Hanna
would not be appointed. Inasmuch as the
Legislature is friendly 1o Governor Bush-
nell, it was presumed that it would not
look favorably on Mr. Hanna's candidacy.
But there were points on which they had
not reckoned. Many of the members want
to be made postmasters pnder the McKin-
jey administration, and, as a malter of
policy if nothing more, they are friendly

to Mr. Hanna.

The ehairman of the national committee
arrived from Cleveland about 2 o'clock, ac-
companied by Major Dick. Mr. Hanna had
engaged the paurlors on the first floor at the
Chittenden, and as soon as his arrival be-
came known a string of callers passed in
and omt of his rooms. Mr. Hanna maln-
talned that he had not come here in the
interests of his candidacy for United States
senator, but that he was merely the in-
vited guest of the members of the Genesal
Assembly. He was greatly annoyed by the
construction placed on his visit, Ex-Gove
ernor Fosgtor, who was expected to be heve,

failed 1o put in an appearance, and it was
rumored that he had given up the idea of
becoming a candidate for the senatorship.
