Insurance Leinlntioii.
To th. Alitor rf the In P.ana i"l!s Journal:

I noticed the Puehunan and Winn letters
in the Journal, in relation to improving the
Iifo insurance laws of the State. Relng
quite familiar with the law cr the different
Statts on this subject. I wish to state my
belief that the laws of the State of Iowa
protect policy holders and their benefic-
iaries more fully, in both the old line and
the new, than those of any other State. I
have seen letters from the insurance com-
missioners of several States, complimenting
this law as being far superior to their
own. 1 do not say that it cannot be im-
proved, but will suggest to the Legislature
that when it considers this question a thor-
ough investigation be mado of Chapter 65
of the Iowa law. This same law. without
changing a single section, placed on the
statute books of Indiana, would do more
for the protection of tho Insurable public
and the good of the State in general than
any other 1 governing natural premium in-
surance, which Is now under discussion)
yet passed. This law has been tried for
years and found good, and the members of
iowp.'s Twentieth Assembly look bar k upon
this act with pride and pleasure, being as
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su-- h sal together with a description of
such bonds, of such ofr'er. and invite bi'ls
therefor, such notice to b given by ad-- v

rtlsemen: in at b ast one daily n wspaptr
published in th eitv of In!l jnapolis and in
one such paper published in the city of New
York. Such board shall soil such bonds to
the highe.-- t and best bidder, provided said
board shall have the right to reject any and
all such bi.ls.

Tht second sec tion provides for theVrea-Uo- n

of a sinking fund at the same time
that tho bonds are issued and mjiowirs
tlu board to levy a sinking-fun- d tax of
not more than one-ha- lf of 1 per cent, on
the vlu? of taxable property. The third
section m powers tbe hoard to i.-s-ue bonds
for tho construction' of new school build-
ings, v.ut to exceed $.n in any one year,
and It provides for the same method of ad-
vertising and selling these bonds as is
provid-- d in the tirst section, and also that
the bonds taa be u cd for no oilier purpose
than the purchase of ground in the erec-
tion of buildings. The fourth section em-
powers the board to create a sinking fund
to meet these building bonds, limiting the
levy for the sinking fund to V2 per cent,
of the alue of taxable property. The sixth
section provides that whenever bonds are
issued under this act the School Hoard
shall elect a board of sinking-fun- d commis-
sioners, three in numKr. -- There is no re-
quirement in this section that the sinking-fun- d

commissioners should be members of
the School Hoard, and the expectation is
that they will not be. The succeeding sec-
tions provide for the organization of the
sinking-fun- d board, the election of a sec-
retary and treasurer and the provisions of
the bonds to be tiled by the latter officer.
The bill requires that all money collected
from these levies be turned over to the
treasurer of the sinking-fun- d board, and
he S required to invest them in United
States, State, county or municipal bonds of
good repute. A method is provided for thepayment of the Interest and principal of
the school bonds out of the sinking fund
thus augmented by investment and rein-
vestment.

Provision Is mado that any member of
either board or employe thereof diverting
the funds to his own use or to any other
than the uss set forth in the bill shall
be liable to a fine of from $500 to $5,000 andImprisonment of from one to five, years.
The secretary of the sinking-fun- d board is
required to make a complete report once ayear to the School Hoard and the latter Us
required to audit his accounts.

To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:
You decorate the columns of your last

Sunday's Issue with large headlines, telling
your readers how, as judge of this circuit.
I aided in "holding up," or, in other words,
helped to rob your county by allowing ex-

cessive attorneys' fees in the Stalcup homi-
cide case, all of which has not the least
semblance of truth in it, and yet, through
the indolence of your reporters in not ob-

taining the facts, I am published to the
world as anything but an upright judge.

The truth of the matter is this: When
the Stalcup case was sent to my court, at
the request of the Board of Commissioners
of your county and of Judge McOraj. of
the Criminal Court, I appointed Mr. Jofln
Spahr and George Shirts to defend the pris-
oner. 1 refused to appoint Mr. Willard
Robinson, who was in the first trial, much
against my inclinations, but merely to save
expense to your county. I knew your
county had been unmercifully robbed in
other trials and, acting, as I thought. In
concert with your board and judge, I was
trying to prevent a repetition of this of-
fense. Aa I understood It, your board cm-ploy- ed

Mr. Shirts to assist Mr. Spahr, who
is the county attorney, and they
were to pay both men, and I
had nothing whatever to do in fixing their
compensation. By express understanding
that was kft to your board. After the trial
Mr. Shirts made out and sent his bill
against your county and asked me as a
personal favor to recommend its payment.
From his statement to me I supposed his
bill a reasonable one. I made no investiga-
tion whatever of the work he had done inyour city in preparing the case for trial.
My recommendation to the board had no
more legal force than my signature to ap-
plications for office has on President Mc-Kinle- y.

and the signature was attached un-
der much the same motives, relying upon
the good judgment cf the board, after an
investigation of the facts, to allow what-
ever the services were worth regardless of
recommendations. Thus you will see, in-
stead of "holding up" your county ami try-
ing to rob it, I have used all the means in
my power to prevent it. I was Importuned
on all sides to appoint other lawyers not
only to defend but to prosecute, but refused
to do either, and left everything to your
board for the sole purpose of saving the
county expense, and as my reward I am
branded like a train robber with an at-
tempt to "hold up" your county and am
forced to defend myself against the charge.

TO LIMIT CORPORATE P0VER

3IANV MKASHU:S ITADIMi THAT
A HF. AIMED AT COHPOHATIONS.

Return of the PrlRon Committee-Featur- es

of the School Hoard Hill
Newton County Seat Hill.

This week in the Legislature will be oc-

cupied very largely with the reports of
committees and second reading of bills.
During the past week the various commit-
tees have been hard at work upon the six
hundred or more bills that have been Intro-
duced in both houses and they have report-
ed tho death of a largo number of meas-
ures that were either of slight importance
or were aimed at the same purpose as
other bills that had been Introduced. Up
to date only four of five measures have
passed both houses and they have been
matters of either very slight or, of local
importance. The, only one of a general na-

ture was tho piece of pure buncombe
which was rushed through tho House under
suspension of the rules on Thursday and
through the Senate in the same way on
Friday requiring all county officers to ac-
knowledge pension papers free of cost.
Nine-tent- hs of the county officers of the
State do this anyhow and if the other tenth
do not caro to obey this law they do not
have to, for no law can require men to per-
form service for nothing. The members of
both houses understood this perfectly well
and dm not believe in the bill. Further-
more, they knew that no ex-soldi- ers were
asking for it, but each side was afraid the
other might charge It with being unfriendly
to ex-soldi- ers and so the matter went
through with a whoop.
.The most important measure that has

passed either house Is tho Appellate Court
bill, extending the lifa of the Appellate
Court four years. This has passed the Sen-
ate and will come up for third reading in
the House on Wednesday, when it is
thought it will be passed without opposi-
tion, as there has been no disposition
shown to make a partisan question of it.
The anti-tru- st bilL?. the one building and
loan bill, the compulsory education bills, the
apportionment bill, the election bills and
tho general education bill are not yet out
of the hands of the committees to which
they were originally referred.

The Vandalla matter wil. come up early
this morning when the attorney general
presents his report to the speaker of the
House. Since the hasty action of the body
on Friday cooler counsel has prevailed, and
there is a disposition to follow the recom-
mendations of the attorney general, who
will suggest the passage of a concurrentresolution similar to that passed by theSenate last week.

AFTER CORPORATE SCALP.
Legislator Show a DUnonltlon to

Curtail Their Power.
The most distinctive feature of the pres-

ent Legislature is the desire it displays to
go after the scalps of corporations of all
kinds. There are before the Assembly no
less than fifty measures of various sorts
aimed at corporations. A number of these
are anti-tru- st bills, others are anti-cigaret- te

bills, others are aimed at railroad corpora-
tions and numerous others at insurance
companies, not to mention the several bills
relating to damage suits that are aimed at
corporations generally. This flood of anti-corporati- on

measures 13 to sOme extent the
outgrowth of the character of the last cam-
paign. Hatred of corporations was made a
part of tho Popocratic creed from the be-

ginning of the summer and there is a good
deal of feeling among the Republicans that
the encroachments of certain kinds of cor-
porations is largely the cause of the general
agitation and . that it is necessary to do
something if this agitation is to be subdued
or pacified. There was published shortly
before the opening of the session an inter-
view with Judge Baker, of the United
States District Court, in which he advised
anti-tru- st legislation and incidentally made
clear the legal proposition that a home
corporation Is the creature of the State and
can be regulated by the State in every par-
ticular, while foreign corporations have no
rights in the State whatever save those
granted by legislative enactments. This
started a good many trains of thought in
the heads of the members of the Legisla-
ture and a good many wheels began to go
around.

There are no less than a dozen anti-tru- st

bills pending and about the least drastic of
these is one that is an exact copy of the
Georgia law that has driven the trusts out
of that State. Most of them take in all sorts
of pools, selling associations, price agree-
ments and every sort of combinations de-
signed to prevent competition In every line
of trade or manufacture. Aside from crl.n-in- al

penalties imposed for having any con-
nection whatever with such combinations,
most of the measures outlaw completely all
members of such agreements or pools, giv-
ing them no standing in court in the eifort
to collect claims. Some of them even r ro-vl- ck

that the purchaser may recover twice
the value of his purchase by proving that
the concern from which he purchased is
a party to such a combination. The num-
erous anti-cigaret- te bills are aimed at the
cigarette trust, as the American Tobacco
Company is commonly called here. Against
the railroads bills are pending for a ent

fare, compelling them to keep watchmen at
all crossings, compelling them to fence their
rights of way and harassing them in va-
rious ways. Aimed at corporations general-
ly are various bills to encourage plaintiffs
In damage suits. One of these lays the bur-
den of proof of contributory negligence on
the defendant, and another seeks to wipe
out the specific verdict law passed at the
last session of the Legislature.

These attacks upon corporate interests
have naturally created not a little alarm.
The wholesale grocers of the State have an
pssoclatlon that regulates prices and nearly
all the manufacturing interests of the State
arc mixed up in some sort of a combination
for tho same purpose. They all fear that
if they should send a lobby to oppose these
measure It would do them more harm than
good, and about all they can do is to wait
and trust to luck.

SCHOOL IIOAItD FINANCES.

Provlnionn of the Hill I'ropooetl by the
Commercial Club Committee.

The bill which has been prepared by tho
special committee appointed by the Com-
mercial Club for the better management
cf the School Hoard finances will probably
be introduced this week.

The bill amends the act of 1ST1 relating
to school boards in cities of thirty thou-
sand and over, the amendment applying
only to such cities having a school indebt-
edness of $100,000 and over. Such school
boards are, in the tirst section, authorized
and empowered to Issue and sell their bonds
in such sums and denominations as such
boards may deem advisable to realize
moneys with uhlh to pay.suh existing
Indebtedness, uch bonds to run for a terra
of thirty years, to bear interest at not ex-

ceeding the rate of 4 per cent. p r annum,
payable semi-annuall- y, and sh.nll be sold
for "not less than their pnr value. Such
bonds may be lsml from time to time as
the maturity of the present inriebtcdners
may require, provided that not more than
$4'.-0.ft- of such bonds, in tin aggr. gate,
shall be issued. The Hoard of Sc hool Com-
missioners shall, preparatory to offering
such bonds for sale, give notice of not Ies
than thirty days prior to the date lixvd for

RKV. SAM SMALL TREADS OX Mil. SA-

TAN'S TAIL AVITII I SCAL VIGOR.

Advlnen the V. 3L C. A. lloyn Xot to
'Copper Something They Onght

to Know Xot hi 11 sr About.

Sam Small made one of his characteristic
and inimitable addresses at V. M. C. A.
Hall yesterday afternoon. In spite of the
zero weather a large crowd participated in
the gospel services. Unlike most of the
buildings that depended on gas, the build-

ing was warm and comfortable and after
the services the young men hung back as
if they would prefer to remain in the hall
to hurrying home through tho cold. The
services began with a gospel hymn, after
which Mr. Small read the 19th Psalm. C.
C. Case, of Cleveland, sang a solo. "Be
Careful What You Sow." Mr. Small was
dressed in an unconventional fashion,
wearing a short, double-breaste-d coat,
hanging loose and unbuttoned. His favorite
attitude is to stand with one hand in his
coat pocket while he emphasizes his words
with the other. Ridicule is his favorite
weapon in fighting the devil. In which oc-

cupation he soon gives his audience to un-

derstand he i3 engaged. At times he de-

livers himself in fierce and biting sarcasm.
He is extremely magnetic and commands
the closest attention.

"Now don't go to 'coppering,' " said he,
as the collection was being taken up.
"Some people 'copper' things to lose. Some
of us understand what that means,' said
he with a half chuckle. As a general
thing, however, the audience failed to catch
the point, probably because most of them
were unacquainted with the terms of faro-ban- k.

"If you want to win a blessing.' he
continued, "turn up your gold and silver.
Some people think collections are a nuis-
ance, but you must remember that all tho
glorious things the gospel has done has
come, through collections. '

After the collection there was another
gospel hymn, the big audience of earnest-lockin- g

young men taking up the chorus
to "Standl-.- on the Promises of God" with
plenty of zeal. Then Mr. Small led the
audience in prayer, after which he read
tho admonition David gave to his son Solo-
mon as he was about to die: "I go the way
of all the earth: be thou strong, therefore,
and show thyself a man."

MOSES THREE QUESTIONS.
Moses, Mr. Small said, propounded three

questions: Who made man, who made the
world and who gave life? He declared
that no one had ever been able to answer
these three questions In any way than by-sayi-

God made man, made the world and
gave life. The inner yearning for the infi-
nite was one proof, ho said, that God made
man. All other theories of man's creation,
he said, have gone to pieces and have been
kicked into the trash pile. Theorists hove
gone down to discover the origin of man,
taking a scalpel and microscope, dissected
him. separated his bones and severed every
part from every other part in trying to dis-
cover whether he was spontaneously gener-
ated or was a kind of animated vegetable.
Topsy's answer, "I just growed." proved
her to be the best philosopher of all that
clan, he declared.

"I don't see how they can get off on
that kind of a tangent, when we have the
account before us? God created man in his
own Image from the earth and afterward
breathed into him the breath, of life. Dar-
win finds in his theory of evolution that
somewhere in t'.ie prehistoric times a tad-
pole spflng from a puddle and the tadpole
afterward developed into a frog, the frog
Into something else, something else into a
monkey and a monkey into a man.

They learned in their study
of human anatomy that the lower jawbone
of a man is constructed on the lines of an
equilateral triangle inscribed within a cir-
cle. No museum of fossils, no collection
of bones of prehistoric animals and no ex-
amination of animals will show this con-
dition. No monkey or any other animal
that ever climbed a tree or shed a tail has
got that kind of a lawbone."

Not only had dentists discovered that the
universal shape of the human jawbone was
as described. but they had also dis-
covered that the indentations in the
teeth were on the geometrical basis of an
equilateral triangle and they were, there-
fore, able to make false teeth by the bar-
rel which could b fitted to the human jaw
so as to fit naturally and easily into those
above. Science has not only discovered that
evolution Is not a truth but it has also
disclosed that artificial means can be used
to aid the organs of man in performing
their duties.

If he comes up
town they will 'rubberneck' around the cor-
ner, follow him to the hotel, see him strut
up and register his name with a flourish
and then crowd after him into the bar-
room to see what he drinks and how he
drinks it. Then they rush off to buy tickets
to the theater. He is their ideal. They say
'I wish I was like him.' If muscle and
nbilitv to thump a fellow is the highest
Ideal a man has of a man. then a mule is a
better man that John L. Sullivan. He can
hit a harder blow with his off hind heel
than John L. can with his 'famous right.'

LOCAL GOVi:it3IFT LAWS.

I'ogre of the Hill Looking: to a Com-minni- on

to Itevlne Them.
Tho bill introduced by Mr. Linck In the

House and by Senator Self in the Senate,
looking to a revision of the laws relating
to local government, has been favorably
reported in the House and is in the hands
of the county and township committee In
the Senate. Th bill provides for the ap-
pointment by the Governor of a nonparti-
san commission of three members, who
shall thoroughly overhaul the laws con-
cerning city, town, county and township
school government and report a revision
and codification of these laws for the ac-
tion of the next Legislature. The mem-
bers of the commission are to serve with
out pay, tind the expenses of the work are
to be limited to $1,000 a year, to be paid
out upon vouchers issued by the Governor
for actual expenses incurred in postage,
stenographic work, etc.

The bill originated with the State Board
of Commerce and is the outgrowth of the
discussion of local government methods at
the December meeting of that body. It
was shown in some of the papers then read
that there is room for vast improvement
in the methods of transacting county, as
well as township, business, and that many
of tho best features of the modern city
charters under which three of the larger
cities are operating, could be with advan-
tage applied to the general law under
which incorporated cities operate. It is
not the expectation that the commission
will invent anything new in the way of
county and township governmet, but that
it will investigate and introduce into Indi-
ana the best features of newer systems that
have been successfully tried in some of the
Eastern States.

I doubt whether the trouble in our sys-
tem of township government." said Gov-
ernor Mount, in discussing this bill, " can
be reached without investigation and
thought, and it seems to me that such a
commission, with the expense of the work
properly limited, might accomplish a good
thing, even if it succeeded in doing no
more than to codify these laws."

POLITICAL LIHilSLATIOX.

What the Joint Cauetm AV1II Talk
Abont To-Morr- ow Mght.

The Republican members will hold a
joint caucus to-morr- ow night to determine
upon their political legislation. There Is
very little of this upon the tapis. An
amendment to the election law providing
that a man's .name shall go upon the offi-

cial ballot but once, a legislative apportion-
ment law and a bill to oust tho present
custodian of the Statehouse, covers the
whole ground. They desire to get thl3 po-

litical legislation out of the way as early
as possible in order that it may not clog
business at tho end of the session as it did
two years ago. Furthermore, the leaders
understand that it is going to be a very dif-
ficult matter to get a satisfactory appor-
tionment bill through the House where
there Ls a narrow Republican majority of
four members. Members have a habit of
objecting strenuously to the way their own
counties are treated in apportionment bills
and If a few of them should grow obstrep-
erous they could cause not a little trouble.

Street-Ilallrou- d Hearing.
This afternoon at 4 o'clock the Senate

committee on the city of Indianapolis will
hear further arguments relative to the bill
to amend the street-ca- r law. Last Monday
Ferd Winter, one of the attorneys of the
Citizens Street-roilroa- d Company, asked
that the hearing be postponed until General
Harrison could appear before the commit-
tee. The committee insisted on proceeding,
and Mr. Winter spoke for the company.
At that time the committee agreed to hear
General Harrison and W. H. H. Miller this
afternoon at 4 o'clock. They will have at
their disposal two hours. This evening
John W. Kern and City Attorney Curtis
will close the argument, talking in behalf of
the city. It is understood Mr. Kern will
make the principal argument for the city.
At the meeting last Monday the committee
said it would not report on the bill before
Tuesday of this week.

rtoti County Seat.
Members look with not a little terror upon

the prospect of another county-sea- t fight
this session over the bill introduced by Mr.
Archibald for the purpose of removing the
seat of Newton county from Kentland to
Morocco. These contests are always pro-

ductive of hot fights and usually of more or
less scandal, and the members are very
loath to take up such a measure unless It
happens to be a tlagrant case of misfit
county seat. Morocco is a village near the
Chicago fc Eastern Illinois Railroad, nearer
the center of the county than Kentland, and
this is the excuse made for the bill. The
motive force behind it is furnished by three
or four big land syndicates controlling
nearly all the land in the northern part or
Newton county, i:id a couple of Chicago
attorneys acting as agents for these syn-
dicates have already appeared uion the
ground.

Return of the Prlnun Committee.
The Senate commit te on prisons returned

from .Michigan City last night after visit-
ing the Prison North. Every courtesy was
shown the committee. The senators were
conducted through the Immense prison and
had pointed out to them the most pressing
needs. It is said that the buildings are
really in as bad condition as retorted and
something ought to be done to better them.
Reside the committee proper there were
several membtrs of the other house. Sev-
eral of the legislators were accompanied by
their wives.

IJr. Thorntou'n luntrurtioim.
Dr. F. G. Thornton, representative from

Clay county, is employed as a surgeon of
the Vandalla road.
