AX INVESTIGATION II V A CAMnitlDGC
rilYSICIAA OF STANDING.

Some Experience That Were Quite
ItcninrLable, and Seem to Prove An-

other Dimension of Space.

Boston Transcript.
The following article will be read with

Interest by many, the writer being well and
favorably known in and around Poston,
especially In Cambridge.

Having been a student and investigator
of spiritualism for more than forty years,
I wish to make affidavit to some remarka-
ble experiences I had with a medium Rome
years ago, with whom I had several sittings
under crucial test conditions. She was
then a Mrs. Compwn, afterwards known as
Mrs. Marquee, an illiterate woman living
in the depths of poverty in the little vil-
lage of Havana, three miles from Watkins,
and ten miles from my summer residence
at Glenora on Seneca lake. She was strug-
gling to support herself and children by-takin-

g

in washing. Literally at her wash-tub- s

she developed into one or me most re-

markable mediums of modern times.
I had then recently purchased my place

on the lake, and a lady gifted with rare
powers as a sensitive was visiting me from
Connecticut. My house is on a beautifully
wooded point, extending out into the lake.
This region was always a favorite resort
In primitive times of the noble tribe of Sen-eca- s.

We were sitting in conversation one aft-
ernoon, when Mrs. G. suddenly exclaimed:
"Why, there is a whole band of Indians
about the door, and their chief Is a magni-
ficent fellow, fully seven feet in height."
She then gave a minute description of his
costume and general appearance.

At this time I had never heaid of the
medium Mrs. Compton-Marqut- e. Ten days
after this I had occasion to go to the neigh-
boring village of Dundee. In the meantime
the above Incident had not been mentioned
outside of my family, as we were In a com-
munity hostile to such experiences.

While in Dundee I was Introduced to the
late Hon. John T. Andrews, an old resident
of this region, having lived there from his
boyhood. In the course of conversation he
said to me: "Do you know, doctor, some
forty or more years ago, I was down on
your point, and two men were digging there
for some purpose, when they came to a
large flat stone. On lifting it they found
beneath it the skeleton of an Indian seven
feet In height."

My surprise may be imagined, but I said
nothing of the experience I had had with
Mrs. G., which this statement so startingly
corroborated.

About two weeks later, being in Watkins,
I met my old friend, the late Dr. Kdwin
Lewis, widely known as a skilled physician,
and he told me of the remarkable phenome-
na that were occurring in Havana at the
humble residence of the above-mention- ed

Mrs. Comr'on, that were belnsr Investigated
by himself and other prominent citizens of
Watkins, and wished me to accompany him
on a given evening to witness them.

On the evening- - appointed I was at the
house-- an exceedingly humble dwelling
and was there introduced to a tall, thinwoman about forty years old. with dark
hair and eyes, and an exceedingly sallow
complexion. She wore an old. rusty, blackalpaca grown, her only one for dress oc-
casions.

AT THE SEANCE.
The seance room was upstairs, an un-carpe- ted

room, across one corner of which
had been erected a plain board partition ex-
tending about two-thir- ds of the way to the
ceiling, with a door in it. This formed a
smaU, three-cornere- d closet, also uncar-pete- d,

and large enough to admit an old
wooden rocking chair, the rockers of which
had been removed, the space around the
chair being very limited.

The medium took her seat in this chair,
and the door was closed. After an exhibi-
tion of what was termed Independent spirit
voices, the door of tho cabinet slowly
opened, and there emerged frtam It the ap-parition of a young woman, beautifully
costumed in white, carrying in one handan exquisite lace handkerchief. She wasas unlike the medium in every respect as It
Is possible to conceive. She remained abouttwenty minutes, conversing in whispers,mostly, with the half dozen persons pres-
ent, then slowly receded to the cabinet.
She was instantly followed by a magnifi-
cent looking Indian chief in lull costume.
To my surprise he addressed himself to
me. saying: "Me know you. Dr. Chief."
"Know me! Why. how is that?"

"My bones buried on your point."
On being pe-rmitt- to approach nearer

to him, I found he answered exactly the
description given me by Mrs. G. several
weeks before of the chief of the band of In-
dians she saw around my door at Glen-
ora. I was allowed to measure him, and
fC'jnd that he stood a trifle over seven feet
In height. I would like to emphasize tho
fact that this experience at my home had
never been mentioned outside of my family.

After the seance I had a conversation
with the medium, won her conlidence, and
she gave her consent to be placed by me
at some future sitting under rigid test con-
ditions.

On the appointed evening, after she took
her seat in the cabinet. I took some carpet
tacks and a hammer and nailed the skirt
of lur dress the same old black dress se-
curely to the floor, putting the tacks In
thick, and drlvinsr them firmly in. 1 then
secured her in the chair, tying her with
yards of stout twine, sealing the knots with
sealing wax. She wore earrings. She per-
mitted me to take them out and pass
threads through the lobes of her ears, carry
them to the rear wall of the cabinet and
seal them to it, stamping the seal with my
own signet.

To test the independence of the voices. I
cut surgeon's plaster into strips, and plac-
ing then on by anatomical lines so that
they could not be removed and replaced by
a pers-o- n Ignorant of anatomy without my
knowledge. I sealed her mouth so securely
that Ehe could not utter an intelligent sen-
tence. After my job was done the company
present decided unanimously that it per-
fectly met the desired end.

Scarcely had the door cf tne cabinet
closed when the independent, voices began
and were even clearer and liner than on
the preceding evening. After several brief
addresses hd been made purporting to
have come from different spirits, the door
of the cabinet opened, and the before de
scribed beautifully-dresse- d figure made its
appearance.

THE MEDIUM GONE.
While the attention of the company was

absorbed by her I slipped quietly Into the
cabinet. It was empty. There was no trace
of the medium. The dress that I nailed so
securely to the floor was gone. I pas.-- "

my hand over the floor; there was on tia.-'-j

of the tacks. Neither was there any trace
of the strings with which I had tied her or
of the numerous seals I had stamped with
my signet. Everything but the old chair
had disappeared. I resumed my seat and
waited the denouement.

The figure remained out for a long time,
permitted herself to be weighed upon a
platform scale furnished for the occasion.
She weighed from forty to sixty pounds less
than the medium weighed. In subsequent
investigations I found th.it she varied in
weight according to the harmony of the
circle and the length of time that she was
out of the cabinet.

At length she retired to tho cabinet and
the door had hardly closed upon her when
I sprang again into the cabinet, and there
sat the medium just I had left her at tho
beginning of the seance, with her black
dress securely nailed to the floor. Lvt ry
string intact, every seal unbroken and
every piece of surgical plaster just a I had
placed it.

The transformation of that beautiful fig-

ure that had been out walking about the
room Into the medium sitting in her old
black gown, securely fastened in her chair,
was almost instantaneous.

At a subsequent sitting the- - apparition
consented that a circular piece should be
cut from her lustrous white robe. At the
close it was found that there was a hole
In the black dress of the medium Into which
this piece cut from the shining white robe
of the apparition fitted exactly.

A gentleman present persuaded the me-
dium to allow him to take another piece
from her dress, as he wished to examine
the two under the microscope. He found
them Identical, save that one was rusty
black, the other pure white.

I published an account of my experiences
with this medium at the time, which at-
tracted widespread attention, and several
keen, shrewd and close observers visited
the same medium and corroborated all my
statements.

other Scare Yesterday.

All day yesterday water trickled down
from floor to floor in the north win? of
the iXnison House. The house was
thoroughly soaked on the third, fourth and
ifth floors, and it will be several days be-

fore the place can be dried cut. On the
third, fourth and fifth lloors seventeen
rooms to each floor are rendered unin-
habitable either on account of tire or
water. On the parlor floor about lifteen
rooms were badly soaked. The corridor
carpets on all four lloors were water
soaked, and on the upper two lloors they
were badly damaged by lire and the neces-
sity of cutting through them at places to
fight the lire.

Manager Cullen put a large force of men
at wo. k yesterday emptying the rooms of
their contents, and will have the place
overhauled as fast as possible. There will
be a good deal of repairing to the building
on the roof and in the rooms of the fourth
and fifth floors. There are also several
holes In the third floor celling, and all the
damaged rooms will have to be repapered.
On the parlor :loor there is little damage,
and Mr. Cullen thinks he can have it ready
for occupancy by Monday or Tuesday,

At the time of the fire there were about
three hundred guests in the house. There
was somewhat of a panic among them at
the time and most of them in all parts of
the house had their baggage removed. Few
of the regular guests, however, have left
the house permanently. Some of the tran-
sient guests sought quarters in the other,
hotels and some of the regular boarders
spent the night away from the Denison,
but most of them '. we signified their in-
tention of returning. Mr. Cullen said yes-
terday that the guests were treating the
house very nicely. Py crowding a little
the house will be made to accommodate
everybody, and in a very few days at least
half of the sixty-fiv- e or seventy rooms
which are temuornrllv rendered useless will
be ready for oer.iancy again.

THE MAGICIAN'S LIFE.

lie la Overtrained and ervonR, and
Ills Life "Wear Avrny Quickly.

It Is a curious fact that no magician of
prominence excepting the elder Herrmann
has lived to be over fifty years of age.
Undoubtedly tho nerve force that Is con-

stantly culled on in dexterous feats of leg-
erdemain speedily wrecks any ordinary
constitution. The later Herrmann, Alexan-
der by name, who suddenly died a few

i

weeks ago, is . an example in point. His
body was lithe, supple and nervous. When
he spoke he gesticulated; he appeared as
sensitive as a string of electric wires.. His
light went out almost as suddenly as ever
occurred to any man and there Is no doubt
that he had worn out the frame by means
of the everlasting mechanism of tricks, as
simple as the mind of man can conceive,
but the repltltion of which every night,
eight months out of the twelve, ulimately
broke him down, j In magic it naturally
takes,, the nicest mechintem, the most per-
fect, intention. ul.--i unparalleled strain to
constantly mystify audlefices. The least
deviation from the' regular course and u
magician loses not simply his tricks, but
his reputation. A misunderstood word in
mind reading or a departure from the usual
course through any fault of a confederate
may spoil a whole evening's entertainment.
And thus it Is that twenty-liv- e or thiry
years of work at this business not simply
unrtts a man for any other, but kills him.

Robert Houdln was the greatest of all
modern necromancers. Ho possessed more
imagination and more lire than any of the
others. He invented more. He was not
content to merely amuse; he was always
at work elaborating either some device of
his own or some other one that had been
dono in a cruder form before him. And
even to-da- y there is hardly a trick used
In magic that did not Ret its original in-
ception from Houdin. He was followed by
a pupil named Hamilton, who became cele-
brated in 1'aris for a long time during the
sixties, Just as the late Alexander Herr-
mann Wius a pupil' ami assistant of the
original of the name the real great Herr-
mann.

It was always a question, and remained
so to the last, what particular relation
Alexander Herrmann bore to Carl. A few
years ago one of tho dramatic papers as-
serted that Herrmann's name was not
Herrmann, but Nietnan or Xiemansky. He
brought a Fuit for libel and the paper in
Qi'ttion was never able to prove the truth
of the assertion. It was generally supposed
that tie elder Herrmann had long borne
a grudge against the. younger because he
was more enterprising and more alert.

Xow we are to have a third Herrmann,
Icon by name. The widow of the late
conjuror believes that talent can be trans-
mitted from generation to generation, and
that the name will live. Leon has shown
that he is clever, but that he will ever take
the place of the man who worked himself
Into fame not so much by his work on the
stage but by his remarkable prolielency In
getting himself advertised is not so certain.
The advertising devices were-- , of course,
very largely a question of management.
The entertainment itself was the smallest
part of Herrmann's career as ;i conjurer.
He dt lighted, for Instance, to meet news-
paper men and do sleight of hand tricks
before their very eyes in the lirst saloon
at hand, which brought him the sort of no-
toriety he courted. Compared to these ex-
hibitions, his- - tricks- - on the stage were
comparatively uninteresting. He never
originated anything. and he grad-
ually grew to deal almost in nec-
romantic spectacle. He carried a para-
phernalia around with him that tooK
up a whole baggage car. It was a distinct
and a qutstionable departure from the old
methods adopted by Houdin, the elder
Herrmann and Helhr. whose name is still
remembered by ;i great many people.

M KXICO VXDEH DIAZ.

Debt Which that Republic Owes to
Itn President.

C. F. Lummis, In February Harper.
Perhaps the two things which most im-

pressed me in this fairly thorough review
of Mexico were the fever of municipal Im-
provement and the sheer epidemic of public
schools. These are but logical features of
the Diaz administration; probablj-- no more
remarkable than the other methods of the
digestion which has assimilated so chaotic
a meal, but less familiar, since they are but
now ripening to the harvest. Peace had
first to bo secured; and that cannot be had
until it is no longer possible for rebels to
combine and drill by the month before the
government even hears of It. Commerce
tomes after railroads and harbors, and po-
litical reform after commerce. And only
row is the country ripe for the other devel-
opment which has loomed logical but late
in the statesmanship of a decade.

General Diaz came up by a revolution,
and that means debts as well as inherit-
ances not of his choosing. There were ac-
cidental allies to be considered, and hold-
overs who could not bo all at once swept
away for stability is the first need and the
lirst duty of any government. Put both
these factors are now practically elimi-
nated. Diaz has outlived nearly all his first
associates, and In one of the most extraor-
dinary games of chess ever played in state-
craft he has shifted, cornered or Jumped
the hold-ov- er impossibilities. There is left
to-d- ay in Mexico not one important llgure
that could by any reasonable probability
set face against the government, nor one
that is to its serious present discredit. The
long era of dishonest officials, little and big,
is past. There are no more brigand gov-
ernors; no more customs officials wanted
to iix the accounts to suit themselves"
as a President once told a friend of mine
to do. There Is probably no country in the
new world whose whole public service is to-
day so scrupulously clean, and this large
assertion Is ma,) neither carelessly nor

One has not to remember long
to a time when even the presidency of Mex-
ico was a den of robbery, nor half so far to
thievish governors and petty officials. Put
the Diaz administration has never had a
stain, and it has kept up its steady pressure
until now not a state In the republic is
spotted as to Its government.

Even to one as familiar with the swift
development of part of our West as with
the more conservative growth of our East,
it is surprising to watch the gait of almost
every Mexican city in municipal improve-
ments. Modern water works to replace
the line old Spanish aqueducts; modern
sewerage to replace the street sinks of cen-
turies; modern" lighting, modern transit,
modern health departments; public build-
ings better than our average towns of the
like population think they can afford;
splendid prisons, markets, hospitals, asy-
lums, training schools these are some
of the things the "despotism" of Diaz is
planting through the length and breadth
of the country. As for schools, it some-
times made me smile, but oftener turned
ray eyes moist, to note the perfect mania
to have them and to have them of the
best. Kvery state capital has Its free public
"model schools," on which it lavishes a
wealth of love and money; and the 6tate
earnestly follows its lead. There Is now In
Mexico no hamlet of one hundred Indians,
I believe, which has not Its free public
school. This summer 1S06) has seen a
radical change. Hitherto the schools of
the republic had been In charge of the
municipalities, tho federal government aid-
ing in their Support with about $1,000,000 a
year. In July the central government took
direct charge of every public school in
Mexico. This is to secure homogeneity in
the system. For the men and women now
in charge of the schools of Mexico. I must
admit that I have never met a more faith-
ful and enthusiastic corps; and they are,
on the average, very fairly fitted for their
work. - In every state there are normal
schools, generously endowed by the govern-
ment, for the fit training of these teachers;
and the attendance Is encouragingly large.
There are also countless industrial schools,
art schools, professional schools, and the
like, not to mention the host of private
schools, of which some are entirely ad-
mirable. The teaching of religion in public
schools Is absolutely prohibited. "That."
President Diaz said to me, "is for the fam-
ily to do." The attitude of Mexico on this
point is curious.

Isnac Pitman Created a Xetr Trade
and Supplied n Want.

Poston Transcript.
The death of Isaac pitman, which oc-

curred yesterday in London, stirs a certain
feeling of tenderness, if not of actual sor-
row, in tho hearts of thousands of bright
young men ami women who aro to-d- ay

earning a livelihood by the aid of his sys-
tem of shorthand, or of some of its many
modifications. Pitman has been rightly
called the "father of shorthand." for
though there have been systems of short
writing for reporting purposes since the
days of Cicero, ho It was who lirst evolved
a really logical and consistent system andgave precision and dignity to the art.
Previous to his invention of the phonetic
method, or the expression of the different
elements of speech by signs which could
be readily combined, shorthand was based
merely on arbitrary signs and symbols de-
noting either letters, words or whole Sen-
tences. Thus the certainty and accuracy of
the writing depended almost wholly upon
the memory of the writer unaided by defi-
nite principles, which made the systems In
vogue cumbersome and unreliable. By dis-
carding the Kngllsh alphabet altogether
and inventing a series of sound signs. Isaac
Pitman at once took an important step in
advance and made possible the lirst phon
ography, from which have sprung all the
different systems now In use. The basis of
them all Is substantially the same as that
first given to the world by him in 1C7.
He should be classed among the world's
great benefactors, for the art first made
practicable by him has worked a revolu-
tion in modern business methods, and by
its practice some of the world's best men.
who. without the advantages of a college
education, might otherwise have remained
in obscurity, have taken tho lirst step on
the road to eminence and success.

Mr. Pitman has the capacity for work of
true genius. In the early days of phonog-
raphy he worked early and late to get it
before the public, confident that Its merits
would be ejuickly recognized. Nor was his
confidence misplaced, lor the superiority
of his system was at once acknowledged,
and the low price of his publications helped
its spread and popularity. At the present
time none of the old stenographies are in
use, having been entirely superseded by
the I'itmanic phonographies. The first edi
tion of his work in K17 was followed in ISiO
by a second, followed at interval by no bjss
than nine different editions. In 1MI he pub
lished h's tirst journal devoted to the art.
which under the name-- of the "Phonetic
Journal" has a large circulation at the pres-
ent dav. Resides the effort necessary to the
pushing of his system. Mr. Pitman earlv
