ALLEGED STAMP THIEF

ARREST AT XKW YORK OF A GEN-

ERAL L.WD OFFICE E3IPLOYE.

Ilnd In His Possession Uncanceled
Xetvapuper and Periodical Stamps

to the Value of $3,5US.

NEW YORK. Jan. 3. The United States
authorities, after long investigation, have
discovered the manner la which sets of un-
canceled "newspaper and periodical
stamps" which are only used between one
department and another of the postal serv-
ice come into possession of philatelists. It
has been ascertained that the sets which
sell at $207 each have been stolen from the
Bureau of Engraving and Printing at
Washington. Following up this informa
tion Hamilton F. Colman, an employe in
the chief clerk's office of the General Land
Office at Washington, was arrested here to
day. In the possession of the prisoner was
found uncanceled newspaper and periodical
stamps to the value of $5.50$. Colman de
nied that he had stolen the stamps, but
refused to make any statement regarding
them. He was held in $2,000 ball for exami-
nation. In the complaint sworn out by Post- -
office Inspector Morris it is stated that
Colman obtained the stamps from Rudolph
F. Albrecht in this city. The detectives
say. however, that the prisoner came to
this city on the midnight train rrom Wash-
ington, and as soon as he reached the city
he was piaced under arrest.

Rudolph F. Albreciu, a uealcr in stamps,
said to-d- ay that Colman's arrest was the
outcome of a discussion in the philatelic"
press of the country, which has bten go-
ing on for several weeks. "Some weeks
ago." said Mr. Albrecht. "I received from
A. C. Townvend, a reputable stamp dealer
In Washington, a ciuaMity of the stamps in
question, with the request to put them on
sale in this city. My understanding was
that Townsend was acting as agent for
some one and that 1 was to receive a reg-
ular commission in the transaction. After
I advertised uncanceled newspaper and
periodical stamps for sale the philatelic pa-
pers raised the question as to where such
a large quantity of stamo.; of that sort had
been obtained. Then. the postal laws were
looked up and it was found to be illegal
for any one to have possession vt such a
stamp that was uncanceled outside a post-offic- e.

When Colman came to my office to-
day to get the stamps I surrendered them
to him. as I had been to'.d to do by the
postoffice Inspectors. After leaving my
place Colman, who was Townsend's part-
ner in the effort to sell the stamps, as I
understand it. was arrested."

Colman being unable to furnish the bail
bond necessary, was committed to Ludlow-Ftre- et

jail. The postoffice authorities deny
that any largo quantity of the "newspa-
per and periodical stamps" have been stol-
en and that those found on Colman is all
that have ever gone astray. To all out-sieie- rs

excepting philatelists "newspaper
and periodical stamps" are useless. Mail
matter on which those stamps had been
placed would not be received at a post-offic- e.

have been perforated and gummed In the
same way. It Is a perfectly well-know- n

fact at the Postoffice Department that there
are a great many of the real stamis in the
hands of the public, the New York and
other dealers listing and pricing them In
their catalogues and offering them freely
for sale in their stamp journals. It is non-
sense to say that it is illegal to have them
at all, when they have repeatedly Ixeen
given away by the postoffice officials, and
no attention is paid to the fact that dealers
have them for sale. Besides these occasion-
ally given away to collectors, the depart-
ment sends to each country in the postal
union five sets. Why this Is done I do not
know, as they are nevej used as retrular
Hstage stamps, but it is done, and the ma-

jority of these sets find their way back to
this country and are sold to dealers and
collectors."

Mr. John?on. chief of the Bureau of En-
graving and Printing, said this afternoon
that so far as the story intimated that
any stamps had been stolen from his bu-re-- au

it was Incorrect, for no stamps had
lcn stolen from there. He knew nothing
whatever about the affair, he add?d.

"At the Interior Department nothing had
be-- heard of Colman's arrest till the press
dispatch was received. Colman left tho
Land OfTlce yesterday, saying that he was
polng to New York to bury his father,
who had Just died. He has been In the
General Land Office about twelve years
and has borne a good reputation. None
of his fellow-cler- ks would admit having
had any dealings with him in stamps of
any sort.

pays an indemnity it can bring action for
recovery against the btate in wnicn tne
person was killed.

The House committee on patents ordered
a reiMjrt on a bill Introduced by Mr. Fair-chil- d,

of New York, to prevent fraudulent
use of the word "copyright." The bill was
asked for by publishers, who represent that
many uncopyrlghted works are brought in-

to the United States lab led "copyrighted
and sold as such, although they are not
copyrighted and do not pay duty as copy-
righted works. Representatives of the pub-
lishing and importing interests were before
the committee and the bill was amended
to meet their views. Heavy penalties are
attached to its violation.

The House committee on ways and means
to-d- ay considered a bill recommended by
the commissioner of internal revenue to
authorize the sale of forfeited opium to the
highest bidders." CJreat quantities of opium
have been seized by the revenue officials
on the Pacific coast, and there Is no au-
thority under existing laws by which it
can be sold. The committee ' decided to
rewrt the bill.

Senator Frye to-da- y gave notice of an
amendment which, he proposed to offer to
the sundry civil appropriation bill appro-
priating Sioo.o. in for the Improvement of
Pearl harbor.

Representative Brosius. of Pennsylvania,
spoke before the committee on banking and
currency to-da- y in favor of the adoption of
his bill to facilitate international banking
and to establish an international bank.

IMPORTANT INVESTIGATION.

Proponed Inquiry Into Municipal
OwnerMliip of Ills Enterprises.

WASHINGTON. Feb. 3. The proposed
federal and state investigation into the
municipal ownership of big enterprises is
now under way in several of the States.
Its chief aim Is to ascertain the extent to
which municipal ownership has n car-
ried in this country, and to this end Infor-
mation is to be collected from all gas. elec-
tric light or water works under such con-

trol. Tills amounts to the taking of a
census of all of this class of municipal en-

terprises. The secondary object is to col-
lect data bringing the cost to consumer
of water, gas or electric light under munic-
ipal management into comparison with the
cost of a like product under private con-
trol. An attempt will also be made to find
the cost of the different products under the
two methods of management. No difliculty
is anticipated In any of the features of
tho investigation, as municipal works have
already given information, and the price
paid by the consumers is naturally easily
obtainable from the latter.

The Inquiry will be carried on by the
different state bureaus of labor and the
federal Department of Labor.

There are thirty-tw- o state offices. Some,
however, are unable- - to join in the inqulrv
and from such States the department will
collect the facts. The results will bebrought together, compiled and analyzed by
the Department of Iibor. while each Stateparticiiating in the canvass will publish
the data belonging to it. In this way
thorough has been secured
and the work will be accomplished with
the least possible, delay. The principles In-
volved do not constitute any feature of theinvestigation, and. therefore, whether the
municipal ownership of such institutions
is or is not desirable has no place in the
investigation, which is based on the desire
of all parties on both titles to learn the ex-
tent to which the Idea has been carried.
The Department of Iabor here, under the
supervision of Commissioner of IiborWright, has been shipping the blanks to
the different state offices, and the work
already has been started in two or three
Eastern States. The results will be avail-
able for tabulation in the different States
in the next two or three montns. The de-
partment will publish a summary of all ihe
facts and embody them In a special report
to Congress. The idea of tlje canvass had
Its inception In a resolution adopted at the
twelfth annual convention of the National
Association of Officials of Hureaus of La-
bor Statistics in the United States lastJune.

ALASKA'S (iOL!) FIELDS.
Report by c. D. Witlcott. Director of

tlie fseoIoKicnl Survey.
WASHINGTON. Feb. H. The secretary of

the interior to-d- ay sent to the Senate a re-
port of Prof. C. D. Walcott. director of
the geological survey, of an exploration
of the Alaska gold fields made last summer
by a party sent out by the bureau. The ex-
pedition traversed the valley of the Yukon
from the British boundary on the east to
the mouth of the river on the west, ex-
amining all tho known placer deposits and.
tracing these deposits to the quartz veins
along the headwaters of the tributaries of
tho Yukon. "Sufficient data," Prof. Wal-
cott says, "were secured to establish the
presence of a gold belt 3X) miles in length
in Alaska, which enters the territory near
the mot'th of Forty-mil- e creek and extendswestward across the Yukon valley at the
lower ramparts." Its further extent is un-
known. The opinion is expressed by thegeologist in charge of the expedition that
it is practicable to prosecute quartz mining
throughout the year in the Yukon legion.
Large areas of roci: containing hard bi-
tuminous coal were also discovered along1
the river. Prof. Walcott says the interna-
tional line running from the Arctic ocean
to Mount St. Ellas cuts through the Yukon
belt. He adds: "It Is known that the gold
belt extends eastward for a considerable
distance Into the Hriti-d- i possessions. There
can be little, if any dispute, however, as to
the- position of the boundary line where itcrosses the belt. The disputed line i- - from
Mount St. Liias southward to the head of
Portland channel." Prof. Walcott asks foran appropriation of ior a more com
plete survey and reconnoissance map of
the region.

WASHINGTON. Feb. 3.-- After a brief
parliamentary struggle in the Senate late
this afternoon the friends of the Nicaragua
canal bill were unable' to hold a quorum
and sit out the obstruction to that measure.
Mr. Vilas had continued his speech in op-

position, this being his third successive day.
At 4:30 p. m. a cross-Hr- e of motions to ad-

journ and calls of the Senate began. The
friends of the bill resisted adjournment,
while the opposition sought to close the ses-

sion and give Mr. Vilas a rest from his pro-

tracted effort. Tho parliamentary contest
continued at intervals for half an hour,
when all business was suspended by the ab-

sence of a quorum and refusal to adjour:..
The friends of the bill finally gave up hope
of securing a quorum and yielded to an ad-

journment. Mr. Vilas continues to hold the
floor. In his remarks to-da- y he asserted
that the Clayton-Rulw- er treaty was in fuii
force, and that the American, peop'--e woula
Insist on a full and honorable adherence to
its terms. The Senate agreed to the House
resolution fixing Feb. 10 for the ceremony
of counting the vote for President and Vic.
President before the two houses of Con-

gress.
Although defeated for on. Senator

Dubois, of Idaho, was welcomed back to
the Senate to-da- y with marked cordiality
and with en abundance of floral tributes-- .

His desk was literally overwhelmed witn
flowers, while tables, chairs and adjoining
desks were brought into use to support the
many unique devices into which the roses
and violets had been wrought. A great
cluster of violets was tied with a ribbon
bearing in solid silver the figures "1900."
The main design, rising eight feet from
the floor, was an arch, the pillars being
white roses and the capstone immortelles
bearing the word "Honor."

When the two Allen resolutions qustior-In- g

the powers of the executive to fore-
close the government liens againr-- t the Pa-
cific roads were taken up Mr. Thurston
spoke. He argued that the uniform opinion
of the courts had been that the government
lien was limited strictly to the precise lines
on which guarantee bonds had been issued,
and that the Thurman act did not extenc
this Hen beyond the original lines of the
Union Pacific and Central Pacific roads.
This, he said, took the Omaha bridge,

terminals, etc., outside of the
original government Hen. The situation as
to the Union Pacific was that all terminals,
all sidetracks, etc.. were covered by a first
mortgage, to which the government Hen is
subject. The lien of the government was on
the main line, beginning at the Missouri
river, about three or four miles north of
the present Omaha bridge, and running
westward to Ogden, Utah. If. then, the
United States acquired the rights of the
first mortgage and was subrogated to those
rights, its lien would be extended to all
terminals, etc. The obligation to the gov
ernment reached $o3,GC0.0J0. and it was pro-
posed by the present negotiations to pay
an upset price of between S1.,00.000 and
$I.00O.fXW Mr. Thurston said there were
only two propositions from which to make
a choice. One was to realize a large per
cent, of the government's claim, the other
to invest more of the people s money in
fully acquiring a road presumably for the
purpose of government ownership and op-
eration. Mr. Thurston doubted whether
Congress could now create a new federal
Union Pacific Railroad, owing to the laws
of several of the State prohibiting the op
eration of railways by other than domestic
corporations.

Answering a question of Mr. Allen. Mr.
Thurston declared that the right of the attorney general to appear in any foreclosure
suit was absolutely unquestionable, irre-
spective of any legislation on the subject.
Tho government could be brought into
court, and that had been done in this fore
closure suit. To be sure. Congress could
take from the United States Circuit Court
authority over the subject, but wrat ftwanton, unauthorized, despotic use of pow-
er that would be.

Mr. Thurston gave way at 2 o'clock 10 the
Nicaragua canal bill. This occasioned n
brief flurry showing the anxiety to advance
various measures. It was finally arranged
that the Pacific Railroad resolutions u'ould
be taken up w. Mr. Monrm. in
charge of the Nicaragua canal bill, gave
notice of his acceptance of the amendments
offered by Mr. Teller yesterday. Mr. Vilas
thn resumed his spech opposing the bill.

At 5 p. m. Mr. Mitchell, of Wsiconsln.suggested the absence of a quorum, and
Mr. Daniel moved an adiournment. De
feated 17 to 24. After waiting twenty min- -
uies oniy one senator, Mr. Lindsay, was
added to those present. It was evident
that a quorum could not be secured, pnrt
at 5:20 p. m. Mr. Aldrich withdrew further
opposition to adjournment, which was had.

S WAX SOX XOT OUSTED.

Virginia. Democrat Permitted to Re
tain HI Sent In the House.

WASHINGTON. Feb. 3.-- The contested
election case of Ccrnctt vs. Swanson. from
the Fifth Virginia district, occupied the
attention of the House to-da- y. Three Re
publicans and three Democrats on the elec-
tion committee had reported in favor of
the Democratic eomestee. Mr. Swanson.
and three Republicans offered a minority
report, recommending that the seat be de
clared vacant on the ground that a fair
election could not be held under the Vir
ginia election law. The majority report
was sustained by Mr. McCall (Rep., Mass.).
Mr. Jones (Dem.. Va.). Mr. Jenkins (Rep..
Wis.), and the contentions of the minority
by Mr. Thomas Rep.. Mich.), Mr. Gilson
(Rep.. Tenn.) and Mr. McCall (Ren.. Tenn.)
When the vote came to be taken the minor-
ity could not muster enough votes to call
the yeas and nays, and Mr. Swanson's
title to his seat was by an over-
whelming viva voce vote.

During the debate Mr. Gibson Indignantly
resented an alleged statement of Mr. Mc
Call. of Massachusetts, made In a speech
on the lost-iucK- er case, that the Repub-
licans of the North were expected to "cod
dle" the Southern Republicans. He paid a
glowing tribute to the battles the Repub-
licans of his section had fought in the name
of their party. He declared that It was by
means of "Infamous" Democratic election
laws that the negroes of the South were
turned from the party of their choice, andpredicted, once honest elections were stab-
hshed in the South, the Democrats who
came to Congress year after year with con-
tests would be left so far in the rear that
they could not le discovered with the most
Improved telescope.

WASHINGTON, Feb. S.-- Last week there
was formed in Chicago as a result of the
efforts of a number of that city's most
prominent business men "The National
Rusiness League."

that they can still be alive.
Later reports say that a searching party

reached the eighth level to-nig- ht and madea careful survey, but failed to find any one
there.
