THE GROCERY TRADE.

Condition of IlnsinesM nnd Prospect,
am Iteportetl Iy Jobbers).

CHICAGO. Feb. 4. The Wholesale Gro-
cer will to-morr- ow publish the result of an
inquiry to learn the present business situa-
tion and the prospects for this year. It
will say that 23 per cent, of the grocery
jobbers of the country note an increase of
business for January, 1897, over that of the
same month last year; 43 per cent, see no
material change; cither for better or worse,
while 30 per cent, report an actual falling
off. The Eastern, Southern and Western
States are equal contributors in the 25 per
cent, showing an increase: of business. The
central section, comprising Ohio, Indiana,
Illinois. Michigan and Wisconsin, falls be-
low either of the other sections as a con-
tributor to this general result. Considered
separately, the Eastern section makes the
best showing. 40 per cent, of the jobbers
reporting increased business; 5 per cent.'
note no change and 10 per cent, say a de-
crease has taken place. In the South 3T
per cent, report a decided increase andspeak very hopefully of the future; 60 per
cent., while unable to see an actual In-
crease, aro confident that the signs now
point to a remarkably good business later
In tho year. Only 5 per cent, show any de-
crease. Iieports from the West are encour-
aging In a measure. Slightly more than
half of the replies indicate only a normal
business, as compared with l&'ti and 20 per
cent, note a falling off.

The stock market lacked strength yester-
day and showed a decided tendency to ?ag,
in spite of some seemingly very favorable
factors in the outlook. Tho weak spot was
clearly enough in the industrial group, but
the effect through sympathy on the rest of
the list was sutticient to neutralize the en-
couraging inlluences. and as a result the
market closed on a plane a fraction lower
than Wednesday night's closing. Sugar
was the center of attack for the
decline, being subjected to nearly
nil the unfavorable influences of the
day. One of these was the appre-
hension of action directed against the
trusts in some of the States that have re-
cently adopted anti-tru- st legislation. Thi3
inJIuence was manifested not only in thecase of Sugar, but also, in a degree, in
Leather preferred, which declined 1 per
cent, on transactions aggregating 12.&J0
shares The dullness in the trade also had
Its effect on this stock. National Lead
shared with Sugar this influence, and lost

while Tobacco lost a sharp fraction but
made a full recovery toward the close. Chi-
cago Gas was one of the sufferers from
fears of adverse legislation by legislatures,
.nl rell oft lx on account of a bill in the

Illinois Legislature to fix the price of gas at
0 cents. Sugar was also the victim of the
iecirii aprenension. or aavarse cnanges inthe impending new tariff, and was bom-iard- ed

persistently by the leading bears.
There was a lack of supporting orders fromInterests which aro usually conspicuously
active in this stock. As a result there washeavy dealing in this stock, and the priceran down 2Vb points, to 11 1'. The offerings
included some very large blocks of stock.
This was the decisive influence in checking
the hardening tendency with which themarket opened, and which was due largely
to the fact that the Rank of England hadre1uced Its rate of discount to 3 per cent.

The delayed statement of Burlington for
December proved to have been more favor-
able than had been counted on by thedoubters, showing an increase in the sur-plus of earnings after charges of $C9.io2.
This also proved' without effect in savingthe market from a decline, though earlycovering advanced tho stock a sharp frac-tion and served to steady the market. The Northern PacMc andUnion Pacific stock showed comparativefirmness, but deal in g were largely 'reducedover those of Wednesday. London tellingwas an additional influence in the declineIn railway shares, which, though generalwas only fractional.

The bond market 'ulod active and gen-erally higher, with Northern Pacific issuesthe feature. Largs blocks of these securi-ties wero dealt in. with the Inquiry verypronounced from the arbitrage houses. TheImprovements in the general market weremainly fractional, but sharp concessionswere scored in a few of the inactive. liensThe sales were $2,603,000.

DULL AND LOWER "WHEAT MARKET
TURNED INTO A FIRM ONE.

Strength Lnte in the Sestnlon Extend-
ed to Other Grain, but Pro-

visions Contlnned Weak.

CHICAGO, Feb. 4. Wheat to-d- ay re-
covered all of tho ?4c it lost yesterday,
closing at the same price It did Tuesday.
The closing advance succeeded a very weak
opening and was caused more by the cov-
ering of 6horts on a somewhat oversold
market than to any real statistical
strength. Corn and oats shared in the
strength to a degree, corn advancing Uc
and oats 6c. Provisions were heavy, but
show slight change.

Two factors contributed to tho weakness
with which wheat started. The principal
one was the lower English class, especially
those bearing on the Liverpool market.
Some of the earlier Liverpool cables re-

ported a decline of ld with wheat pressing
for sale as they put It. As the decline on
this side yesterday amounted to only c
it could not be attributed altogether to
sympathy; in fact, many regarded the
slump as a result of manipulation pure and
simple, but It had its effect on opening
prices, nevertheless. The other factor was
prominent yesterday. It consisted in re-
ports that much of the recent cash business
had been sold against for May delivery.
For a few minutes after the opening trail-
ers were rather on the fence. Not so much
was offereel for sale as had been expected
in view of the low Liverpool quotations
and this fact encouraged some traders to
buy with the result that a slight advance
ensued. But tho liquidation though delayed
came at last and for half an hour the
pressure to sell was persistent and heavy,
not only from those anxious to liquidate,
but from professional bears putting out ad-

ditional short lines. Opening trades In
May were made at 74lx74,i!c as against
yesterday's closing price of 74T4"8"c. After
a brief rally to 74c, an irregular decline to
iic following. This was the lowest point

of the day and proved to be the rallying
point of a l;sc bulge, the price reaching
76Uc shortly before the close. As far as
fresh news went, there was nothing of
moment added further than confirmation
by cable from London of the reported 33 per
cent, deficiency in condition of tho Frencli
crop compared with last Feburary's show-
ing. An old and still active trader re-
marked that he thought the market was
as much congested with wheat sold short
as It was with long wheat when the price
of May was SGVsc. After 761Rc had been
reached some reaction followed, but the
closing was strong at 75c.

Corn was dull and firm most of the ses-
sion. Cables were lower and local receipts
liberal, but although the market was heavy
for a time, prices never got below yes-
terday's close. During the last hour a more
active demand sprang up In sympathy with
the advance in wheat and prices advanced
accordingly. May opened unchanged at .24c
and advanced slowly to 24ic, where it
closed.

Oats were active from start to finish.
Selling by shorts which started immediate-ly after the opening brought about a de-
cline and for a time the market was de-
cidedly weak. The rally which ensued wasbrought about through sympathy withwheat, many who soli early buying back
their lines. May opened unchanged at 17
flSic. declined to lie and recovered tolWl"kv, closing at 17?ic bid.

Provisions were wrak though keeping
within iwrrow limits. There were good rea-
sons for firmness in the strong hog market
and light yard receipts, but. nevertheless,
the market was heavy from the start.
About all the business, however, consisted
of commission house selling of lard. At the
close May pork was 2He higher at $7.".7U;
