president. It was left to Chief Consul Will-
iam Kemplin, of Ohio. to place the name of
President Stérling Elliott, of Massachusctis,
before the convention for re-election.

1t took
gome little time to count the ballots, but
when the result was announced it was
found that out of 271 votes cas=t Potter had
received 156, Mr. Elliott 110 and one blank.
After the result was announced Mr, Potter
mounted the platform and made a few brief
remarks,

president, A. C. Morrison, Milwaukee, Wis, |
second vice president, C. F. Kireker, Pat-
erson, N, J.: treasurer, J. W. Clanden-
ning, Covington, Ky.

The president and treasurer submitted
their reports at the morning session. That
of President Elliott shows a presént mem-
bership of 74056, a galn of about N5 per
cent, over that of 18, The balance In the
treasury is $5,000.

LONDON, Feb, 12.—<The evident determi-
nation of Greece to annex the Island of
Crete has brought the troublegome eastern
question to a crisis, and prompt steps must
be taken by the powers if it is their desire
to keep the “dogs of war' in leash, Dis-
cussing this phase of the matter the Pall
Mall Gazette last evening sald: “There Is
1o that the government of
Great Britain regards the dispatch of the
GreeX flotilla to Crete as a very serious
matter and as likely to invelve the gravest
consequences, No intimation of the
intentions of Greece was conveyed
to any of the powers and the
preparations to  carry them inte ef-
fect were carcfully kept secret. It may
be confidently expected that the Marquis
of Salisbury will adopt a very firm attitude
and that immediate and vigorous steps will
be taken to neutralize the effect of Greece's
action.”

Adyices from Athens say that a fresh
flotilla of four torpedo boats is held in read-
iness to s=all for Crete and reinforcements
of troops are being hurriedly dispatehed to
the frontiers. The departure of PFPrince
George with the first torpedo flotilla has
aroused the greatest enthusiasm in the
provinces, as well as in this city. Patriotie
demonstrations are taking place in all parts
of Greece. The Chamber has voted half a
million drachmas to ald the Cretan refu-
gees, 1t develops that it was the King who
urged the government to dispatch the flo-
tilla. and so soon as he had obtained the
consent of Premier Delyannis, he personal-
ly issued the orders in order to give addi-
tional effect to the proposals. When Prince
George embarked a salute of 300 shots was
fired by the crowd ashore as a parting salu-
tntlon and the people assembled at mid-
night at the palace and gave thelr majesties
an ovittion. The students at the same time
paraded the streets singing patriotic songs
and cheering for the King and for the union
of Crete with Greece.

TURKISH TROOPS EN ROUTE.

A dispatch to the Times from Athens
says that the central Cretan committee is
preparing to support the Cretans with
arms, ammunition and supplies on a great
gcale. The first installment, it is added,
sailed on Wednesday with &0 armed Cre-
tans. The same dispatch states that the de-
purtu’ru of the Greek torpedo glotilla for the
Island of Crete was due to the announce-
ment that Turkish torpedo boats had left
the Dardanelles, and that Turkish troops
had embarked at Salonika for Crete. The

dispatch concludes with the remark: "It
is possible that a direct collision will occur
between the Greek and Tarkish forces,

DETAILS OF A BATTLE.

How the HDritish Routed the

of the Emir of Nupe.
LONDON, Feb, 11.—A dispatelk from Bida,

dated Jan. 27. gives additional details con-

cerning the advance of the columns of the
Royal Niger Company's expedition against
the Emir of Nupe. The fighting in the
vicinity of Bida, the Fulah capital, which
was stopped by darkness on the evening
of Jan. 26, was resumed at daybreak on the
morning of Jun. 27. Half of the British
which consisted of &0 troops, six
Maxims, twentyv-six mounted officerz and
90 carrlere. were ordered to cross a ravine
near the ridge on which the troops of the
Royal Niger Company's expedition had
been stationed during the night. As they
crossed the ravine it was noticed that the
Fulah scouts were watching. The troops
accordingly formed in a half square, the
guns following. The rear half of the force
then cloged on the front half, forming a
complete square, The British force ad-
vanced steadlly, halting every two hun-
dred yvards for the purpose of allowing the
guns to keep pace. The massed forces of
the enemy soon appeared, even covering the
surrounding slopes, constituting a splendid
panorama, their Eastern or barbarous cos-
tumes in the sunlight recalling Scott’'s tales
of the Crusaders. The square of the Royal
Niger Company’'s forees was soon com-
pletely surrounded by 20,000 cavalrymen and
footmen, The reduction from the estimate
of 3000, made on Jan. 26, Was due to the
death of two of the Important princes,
rulers of the Moslem states, allies of the
Mohammedan Emir of Nupe, and vassals,
like the Emir of Nupe, dependent on the
great  Mohammedan Empire of Sokoto.
When these two prinfes and rulers were
killed by the shells of the British their
forces withdrew from the army of the Emir
of Nupe.

The Royal Niger troops continued to ad-
vance flowly until they reached a ridge
commanding Blda. They then took up a
strong position on the reverse of the siope
and continued to reconnoiter throughout
the day. Their forces were constantly har-
assed by the Fulah sharpshooters, who
daringly advanced within a hundred yards
of the square. Swarms of the enemy's
cavalry charged on the Royal Niger forces,
but they were badly ghattered, owing to the
effective use of the Maxim guns., At 10:30
the artillery began bombarding the town,
six Maxim guns playing on the gradually
retiring masses of the enemy. At noon the
advance company of the troops entered
Bida. which is a town three miles square.
Hombardment of a portion of the town was
resumed, Jasting until 4 o'clock in the after-
noon, when one-half of the Hausa troops
tnok postessionent Yhe town. Only fifteen
of the Hausa troops were wounded. The
losges of the Fulah forces were enormous,
The brother of the Emir of Nupe and many
of the princes were gseverely wounded by a
shell, which exploded among the members
of the staff of the Emir, killing two men
who were standing within a foot of him at
the time, All of the Fulah princes fled in
the direction of Sokoto.

WASHINGTON, Feb, 11, — The Senato
spent the greater part of the day in execu-
tive session debating the Anglo-Amerlcan
arbitration treaty. The entlre time was
consumed by Senators Turpie and Morgan,
the former in advocacy of and the latter in
opposition to ratification. No action was
taken on any amendment or on any part ot
the treaty and but little appreciable prog-
ress wuas made,

The session opened with Senator Turpic’'s
speech, which was a reply to S8enator Mor-
gan’'s attack on the treaty and a demand
for its ratification by the Senate without
any amendment. He opposed the amend-
ments made by the committee on foreign
relations as useless and as having a ten-
dency both to weaken the treaty and to
render it inharmonious in contruction. He
laughed at and held up to ridicule Senator
Morgan's fears of the effect of the accept-
ance of the treatly, saying that so astute a
man as was the =enator from Alabama
ghould not fear to be led into a trap set
by England. He declared that the United
Slates as a nation was big enough to be
perfectly independent and fearless In such
a matter, and said we vught to set an ex-
ample to other nations in all matters look-
ing to the promotion of tne reign of peace,
which was the paramount purpose of the
pending agreement. He contended that the
perfection of the treaty would have the of-
fect of preventing such war panics as those
which followed the excitement over Ven-
ezuela, as the existence of a treaty provid-
ing for the submission of all questions to
arbitration would be both a guarantee
against war with England and & safeguard
in case of war with other countries. He

algo urged that in case it was found that
the enforcement of the terms of the treaty
involved the Monroe doctrine and the Nica-
ragua canal they could then be taken up

by Congress and acted on as at present.
The arbitration proposition, declared Mr,
Turpie, was no new thing. It had been
p_ru;.usud many times. In the Fifty-first
Congress a concurrent resolution was
adopted by a Congress Republican in both
branches in fa\'o‘r of the general principle
of arbitration.

War scares,
when there wos no excuse and when there
was no possibility of war, would be averted
by the adoption of a general arbitration
with the leading nations of the world.

At the conclusion of Mr. Turpie's re-
marks Senator Morgan took the floor and
went over the ground which he had before
discussed, paying more particular attention
to the points made by Senator Turpie with
reference to the Nicaragua canal. He de-
clared that under the terms of the treaty,
and unless specitfically protected by amend-
ment, and especially the abrogation of the
Clayton-Bulwer treaty, the canal would be
subject to arbitration. Mr. Morgan also
pointed out the influence which England
wias exerting in the Central American
Stater and declared that the Senate of the
United States must protect the interests
in this country. He replied to Mr. Turpie’'s
attitude and said that if the Indiana sena-
tor was such a man of peace as he now
wrofeased to be, he had created a very false
mpression In his attitude on the Cuban
question.

At the close of Mr. Morgan's speech Mr.
Teller made a motion to have certain cor-
respondence which had been sent in with
the treaty made public. This correspond-
ence has been printed some time and the
facts it contalned were published before
the treaty was sent to the Senate. The
motion was withdrawn for the presenrt,
Senator Teller saying that he would renew
it at the next executive session.

Senator Sherman took no part in to-day’'s
diseusston, but told several senators that
he was exceedingly anxious to have the
guestion disposed of as speedily as possible,

e sald he was contemplating asking the
Senate soon to fix a day by unanimous
consent for a vote. It is the gepvral opin-
jon that the request will not now be ac-
ceded to.

The Arrest of Dr. Betancourt and the
Killing of M. F. Lopez.
WASHINGTON, Feb., 11.—The President
to-day sent to the Senate a report from
Secretary Olney relative to the arrest of
Gaspar Betancourt, an American citizen,
by the Spanish authorities at Havana, in
accordancé with a resolution of inquiry by
tha Senate. A number of letters and tele-

grams in the case are given. They show

On Jan. 30
a letter from General Lee states that Det-
ancourt was kept in solitary confinement
for 258 hours when first imprisoned, con-
trary to the treaty between Spaln and the
United States, which prescribes 72 hours
as the limit. 1 have duly made protests
in this case, as in that of others,” Gen-
eral Lee*writes, “but no attention has been
pald to such protests by the authorities
here.”” The consul general then recites the
detalls of the delay and refusal to answer
hig requests in this case, On Feb. § (Mon-
day last) General Lee telegraphed that both
Betancourt and Eva Adan were at liberty,
