The Rothschild family, he
said, controlled $5.i).0jO,U. "Rut why
should they not be rich?" he said. "Their
earliest nncestor, Abraham, the founder of
the Jewish race, was possessed of the com-
mercial instinct. You remember how the
Iord was alout to destroy Sodom, but
promised Abraham to spare it If fifty right-
eous men could be found therein. Tifty is
too many,' said Abraham. 'Forty,' said
the Ird. 'Thirty.' said Abraham, and
finally he J wed the Lord down to ten."

The peculiar gift that Ruskin acquired
through heredity. Dr. Hllli said, was ex-
treme sensibility to all sight and sound
of nature. Ills physical body was crowded
with faculties which he called tools, all ex-
quisitely adjusted. He was like a great
telephonic center, and when sounds
streamed Jnto that center all the strings vi-

brated. Ruskin's chief genius was a facul-
ty for seeing things. A single green leaf
or blade of grass was to him as a vast art
gallery to another.

The speaker drew a comparison between
this country and Europe which would seem
to show that Ruskin's advice is needed
here, mentioning as an Instance of our pov-
erty in learning the University of Chicago,
where thirty-nin- e professors from Europe
are engaged, and l'rof. Von Hoist has to
be brought from Rerlin to teach American
history and American Constitution.

Mr. Armstrong gave a strong mental and
physical character to Morltz Rosenthal, the
pianist, whose career for this season was
cut short by serious Illness. The lecturer's
account of tho friendship of Jean de Reskze
and Mme. Nordica would set at naught the
tales that have come out about their troub-
le in epera eluring the season. ' Jean ue
Reske has a heart full of kindliness. When
others complain of elust and grip he says
dust and grip never bother him, and "theu
he laughs till he shakes the chandelier."
Melba and Klafsky were each the subject
of interesting paragraphs and the finale
was a tribute to Damrosch and Theodore
Thomas. "The spirit of art Is one of sac-
rifice," said he, and then he related the
story of Damrosch selling his home that
he might carry forward his life In art. and
of the busy life he leads. "The critics will
not like his 'Scarlet Letter, for they will
want to measure it by rule, but the people
will like it and they will make the critics
like it," said Mr. Armstrong. Of Theodore
Thomas, he said. "No man, in any coun-
try, ran claim such a career as his. He
has brought Wagner to his prime to-day- ."

And of Brahms he said. "He will not be
appreciated for twenty-liv-e years." In clos-
ing he said, "We cannot have Thomas al-
ways, let us prize him while we may." Fol-
lowing the lecture, opportunitie-- s were given
for questions and one was relative to the
death of Frau Klafsky. Mr. Armstrong said
that he had seen Herr Iohse In Chicago
Feb. 7, who told him of the sad end of the
great singer. But she did not die from the
effects of the operation on her head, but
from lung fever.

An opportunity was given to the audi-
ence to meet Mr. Armstrong while the la-
dies of the executive committee served tea,

Mr. Armstrong's success as a lecturer
has attracted so much attention that on
the advice of Madame Nordica, Mr. N.
Vert, director of the Rlchter concerts In
London. England, has arranged with him
for a lecture tour In Great Britain. He
will appear in Ixmdon June 15, taking for
tho subject of his first iecture, "A Group
of American Composers." Madame Nordica
herself will be with him and give the mus-
ical illustrations. Mr. Armstrong comes of
a musical and literary family. He lives with
his mother. Mrs. Brucs, his two sisters and
a brother in Chicago and their cozy little
home is a center for a select coterie of ar-
tists and literary folk. His ancestors for
several centuries bacK were scholarly and
eel neat ed men and from his earliest youth
William Armstrong has bevn a lover of
books. As a boy in his Maryland home he
had the run of the libra ry of the Rev.
Dr. McCabc, who gave his personal atten-
tion to tho boy's reading. Hero, also, he
became associated with Dr. McCabe's
granddaughter, Kate Pearson Woods, aft-
erwards the writer of "John Mttzerott,
Shoemaker," and ono of the pioneers in the
writing of purpose novels. She was a skilled
musician and largely through her it -- was
that the impressionable boy's tastes were
turned in this direction. He then learned
to play tho piano, on which he is a skill-
ful performer, and read everything he could
find about musicians and composers, lie
spent three years of hard study in Vienna
and Stuttgart and on his return to this
county established himself as a teacher of
music in Washington. 1

His professional work, however, did not
utterly elisbar him from occasional depar-
tures into literature, and a number of con-
tributions were sent by him to the Cen-
tury and other magazines. He also wrote
"Thekla, a Story of Viennese Musical Life,"
published in 1SS7 by J. B. Lippincott & Co.
At the death of his stepfather, Mr. Burns,
in 1892, tho family removed to Chicago,
where Mr. Armstrong continued in hia pro-
fession of teacher, and In the meantime
he wrote, "An American Nobleman."

Earnings of the Pennsylvania Lines
NeSr Rnlls for the Vnndu Hit Mi-

scellaneous Ilulluay Nevr.

The owners of Extern roads are coming
to realize tho fact that a man who Is edu-

cated on a Western road, when transferred
to an Eastern line. Invariably makes a good
record. O. M. Shepherd, superintendent of
the New York division of the New York,
NVw Haven & Hartford, has made a re-

markable record in the operating and build-
ing up of that four-trac- k division of the
system; W. D. Ewing, general superintend-
ent of tho Fitchburg road, has revolution-
ized matters o'n that road, Improved the
service, the equipment, the roadbeel and has
brought It from a nonpaying to a paying div-

idend line; George F. Evans went from the
Louisville, Evansville & St. Louis to the
Roston & Maine and has made an enviable
record; C. E. Hemderson left the Indiana,
Rloomington & Western to go to the Phil-
adelphia & Reading, and now holds one of
the most important positions on that great
system, but tho most remarkable work In
this direction has been done by C. M.
Hays, who left the Wabash to become the
general manager of the Grand Trunk sys-
tem. The result of C. M. Hays's manage-
ment of the Grand Trunk is shown by the
road's half-j'ear- ly statement made public in
London yesterday: The net receipts of the
road for the half-ye- ar were $3,0s'.i,C). After
eleductlng a shortage of about $42o.OX) on ac-
count of the Chicago &. Grand Trunk and
Detroit & Grand Haven systems, there Is
left a surplus of: Sil'i.Of") as compared with,
a deficit of $1G5.UU0 for the same half year
of lv.3. Mr. Hays has pruned down ex-
penses, reorganized his staff and brought
the road to a higher standard of eincieney
than it ever possessed under the antiquated
English management. Such a showing in
the midst of the prevailing railway depres-
sion is considered marvelous, and only
proves what has always been the Canadian
contention that under efficient management
this road, running through the garden of
Canada, should bo made to pay handsome-
ly. On the contrary, tho English bondhold-
ers and stockholders have never received
a dividend on the money invented.

Another Pool In Danger.
There is great danger that the pool of the

roads between Chicago and St. Paul will
go to smash. The smaller roads are greatly
dissatisfied over the manner in which they
continually fall behind in their percentages,
and are threatening to pull out of the
agreement. They sav that the amount of
controllable business that is turned over to
them is not enough to enable them to even
up In their percentages, and if they main-
tain rates the uncontrollable business keeps
away from them altogether. They say they
are weary of maintaining an agreement
under which they receive nothing but the
worst of it. The strong lines, on the other
hand, insist that the small fellows were
given too large percentages at the start,
and that it is ne.-essar- y to revise the per-
centages all around and give the small
lines les than they have been supposed by
tho agreement to receive up to the present
time. The 'smaller lines resent this and
say that when they have received the
amount of business that is justly coming
to them, it will be ample time to consider
a revision of the percentages. They have
practically declared that if they are not
given what they assert is their share of
the business under the agreement they will
pull out of the pool and get their business
for themselves. It is likely that a meeting
of the Chicago-St- . Paul lines will be held
some time during the latter part of this
week.

Ilettcr Results Shown.
The December statement of the earnings

of the several interests under the Pennsyl-
vania Central Is much better than the
statements for a number of preceding
months and shows a steady increase in
traffic. Of course, as compared with Decem-
ber, 1?93, a decrease Is shown, but the.
losses are much smaller. On all lines east of
Pittsburg and Erie the decrease in gross
for December is JG32,6i0, and on all lines
west of Pittsburg and Erie the decrease
Is $'i27,l(r). This makes $1,179,700 loss in
gross on the combined system. In November
the loss was as much as J1.S4,10. The
striking feature this time is that there has
been a very heavy contraction in expenses,
amounting on the combined system to

and leaving a loss of only $1C7.-0- 0 in
net.

TO TAKE IT MrCII OF NATIONAL SU-

PERINTENDENTS' TIME.

Attendance of l,SOO Visitors Expected
The Programme for To-D- ay Some

of Those in the Dlseussleins.

The entire elepartment of superintendence
of the National Educational Association,
which is now assembling in this city, will
meet this morning at Plymouth Church to
take up the work outlined in the thieo
days' session. Tho outlook for attendance
Is the largest the department has ever hai,
fully fifteen hundred Delng expected.

Indianapolis was peculiarly fortunate In
being selected for the place of meeting as
several cities were anxious for the honor;
however, through the intercession tf Super-
intendent Goss and some members of the
Commercial Club when the department was
in session at Jacksonville, Fla., in P3, this
city was chosen tor the place oZ the next
assembly.

It has been found that many quest'ons of
an educational na:.ure are constantly com-
ing up for discussion that lmen't a direct
Interest for every one, and in ord?r to give
them due attention, discussions uude: the
title of round tables with a conductor for
each have been planned. There v dl be
four of these dU:atssions each cay at the
church.

After the opening exercises this morning,
which will be of tnj usual nature, there
will be a discussion of the report of the
committee, 'hich was appointed it Jack-
sonville last year, on "Plans to collect data
concerning methods and courses of work in
primary schools tending to promote a vital
connection between school studies and the
educational development of the child and
of man."

N. C. Schaeffer, ' sate superintendent of
Pennsylvania, will also present a paper on
tho above report. Edward R. Shaw, dean
of the first school of pedagogy of the Uni-
versity of New York, will lead the dis-
cussion.

At 2:30 the different round tables will
meet and able educators will discuss the
several subjects. The first round table will
take up "Child Study," which is a pet
theme just now among teachers and edu-
cational writers in general. It will be
viewed from the four following etanei points:
"What has inductive, statistical, or scien-
tific child study accomplished thus far that
would suggest modifications in the present
curricula or methods of teaching in our
schools?" "How may the results of child
study be best embodied In the curricula and
methods of teaching in our schools as
rapidly as they become reasonably estab-
lished?' "How may teachers in service
study their children in the classroom with
the greatest advantage and profit?"
"Should teachers in preparation have in-

struction in theoretical and practical child
study?"

Among those debating these questions will
be Prof. W. L. Bryan, of the University
of Indiana; Superintendent 11. E. Kratz.-Siou- x

City, la.; Prof. Herman T. Lukens,
Bryn Mawr College; Dean Edward R. Shaw,
New York University; Mrs. Ella F. Young,
assistant superintendent of schools of Chi-
cago; James L. Hughes, inspector of
schools, Toronto; C. II. Thurber, University
of Chicago; Miss Sarah C. Brooks. St. Paul;
Francis W. Parker, of the Chicago Normal
School, and many others whose names are
familiar in educational circles.

THE SECOND ROUND TABLE
The second round table will be on "Col-

lege Entrance Requirements," conducted by

sesses all the qualifications required by law
o teachers in the State or States having
the highest professional standard or stand-
ards; "Interstate recognition of State cer-
tificates cannot be compelled by law. It
will always remain a courtesy shown by
the authorities of one State to those of
another. What ought to be secured is the
passage of laws by several legislative bodies
empowering either the state board of ex-
aminers or the state superintendent to In-eior- se

State teachers' certificates Issued by
other 8tates;" "Practical recognition of
State certificates by every school commun-
ity in the State can be and ought to be
compelled by law;" "Before this recogni-
tion can be secured the State certificate
must earry with it convincing proof that
tho holder possesses the highest profes-
sional qualifications required of teachers in
any part of tho State;" "In order to come
to an understanding as to what demands
may bo resonably made upon applicants for
State certificates a clearly defined standard
of professional qualifications would have to
lie agreed upon."

Round table of county superintendents
will be conducted by Will H. Senour, of
Franklin county, Indiana. Two subjects
will be debated upon. "The District School
and How- - to Improve Them." and "The Real
Function of the County Superintendent."

Beginning at 7:30 p. m.. Edmund J. James,
of the University of Chicago, will address
the association on the subject, "The High
School, the People's College."

After the lecture by Professor James at
tho Plymouth Church the reception to the
active members of the National Educational
Association and to ihvited guests will be
given by the Commercial Club and teachers
of the Indianapolis schools at the Propy-laeu- m.

BUT ESCAPES WITH A SEXTEXCB OF
SIX MONTHS IN JAIL.

Frank SfHblia Shonld Re Thankful for
HI Light Punishment Other

Cases In Court.

After holding the case of Frank Stubbs
under advisement for nearly a month
Judge McCray yesterday sentenced him to
six months in Jail and fined him $.'). The
crime for which he was sentenced was one
of the most brutal committed In this city
for years. There was trouble on West Ohio
street, and Patrolman Cronin ordered a
crowd of negroes to disperse. They re-
fused to do so, and an attempt was made
to arrest some of them. Several of them
attacked the patrolman and Frank Stubbs
bit off a part of Cronln's ear, maiming
him fdr life. The affair created much talk
at the time and engendered a very bitter
feeling against Wade Hill, owner of the
saloon in which the trouble originated. The
punishment, the police think, is so inad-
equate as to be 'ridiculous. Stubb j is a
vicious man, and has been in many scrapes
before, having been charged with attempted
murder on at least one occasion. Saloon
hRhts seem to be tho acme of pleasure to
him.

Following the sentence in this case JohnRyan was fined J30 and sent to the pen-
itentiary for two years for burglary andgrand larceny. He pleaded guilty to thelatter charge. He broke into the store of
Daniel Maroney. on West Washington
street, and stole about forty dollars' worth
of Jewelry and other property.

Patrick Kennedy, who was caught rob-
bing the residence of Simon L. Kizer, on
Walnut street, was given five years in thepenitentiary.

A Vandalla Complaint Amended.
