READY TO ADJOIHX.
All Appropriation IHHn Put eel hy the

House A Nnfiounl Hunk Measure.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 25.-- The House is

evidently drifting on toward final adjourn-
ment with an easy conscience. All the ap-
propriation bills have been sent to the Sen-
ate. Final action was had on both the ag-
ricultural and army bills to-da- y and a bill
was passed to clothe postofflce inspectors
with the power of United States marshals
in the matter of making arrests. Quite un-
expectedly, late in the afternoon, the bank-
ing and currency committee brought for-
ward the bill to authorize national banks
to t( ke out circulation to the par value of
bonds deposited. The. bill was bitterlv op-
posed by Mr. Walker, chairman of the
committee from which it emanated, andthere was a lively debate, but the bill waspassed. 1R to 4G.

Mr. Van Voorheos. during the debate, saidthe sole purpose- - of the bill was to allowbanks to take eut circulation to the face
value of bonds depesited. Mr. Cox said thatthe only real effect of passage of the bill
would bo tee Increase the price of UnitedStates bonds. Mr. Walker devoted ids timeto a, general speech on the subject of bank-ing reform, advocating the lines of his bill,
wblc'i practically embodies the old "Suffolksystem" in vogue in New England fromKti) to l.C0. He said that three out of everv
fivo iwople in the United States entertaineda feeling of hostility towards the nationalbanks and the passage at this time of thepending bill frame-e- l in their interest wouldhe a fatal mistake. If the present nationalbanking system we re aggrandizeel along itspresent lines he warneel his side of theHouse that there would be less Republicans
In the Fifty-sixt- h House than there were
Democrats in this. The large cities, he ar-
gued, proilted by tho national Kinking act.

Snnth Carolina Election Scheme May
He Investigated.

WASHINGTON. Feb. 25. The South Car-
olina elections of last fall were considered
to-d- ay by the Houso committee on the elec-
tion of President, Vice President and mem-
bers of Congress, the matter being brought
before the committee by the resolutions in-

troduced by Representative Murray, ask-
ing for a special congressional committee
to investigate the South ' Carolina system.
One memorial, signed by white business
men of Charleston, was read. It asserted
that South Carolina was without a repub-
lican form of government, under military
despotlsm. and among other defects
charged against the election laws that the
section exempting soldiers
from payment of poll taxes, was in viola-
tion of the fourteenth and fifteenth amend-
ments to tho Constitution. Representative
Wilson, of South Carolina, said the con-
gressional delegation from that State had
no desire to prevent an Investigation of the
election laws, but thought the investigation
shouhl be a full one. The legal question of
the right of Congress to make an Investi-
gation of the character oroposeel was dis-
cussed by Mr. Wilson, his conclusion being
that under decisions of the Supreme Court
Conpress could Intervene? only in case dual
governments existed and Congress was
called on to decide which was the lawful
one, or in easo violence ruled the State anel
no republican form of government was
maintained there.

Mr. Wilson argueel that r congressional
Investigation could be ordered only on the
belief that a state of affairs existed justify-
ing the establishment of martial law; that
the remedy for the evils complained of
would be In contesting tho elections of
Democrats to Congress, and that any Inves-
tigation to be effectual must be conducted
by both houses of Congress. The real de-
sire animating Mr. Murray's resolutions, he
said, was to have Congress aid the Repub-
licans In collecting evidence for contesting
scats of Democratic congressmen.

Mr. Murray followeet, contending that the
allegation of the memorial that a Repub-
lican form of government did not exist
warranted congressional action. There were
in South Carolina 102,(X)0 white nnd 132.0W
colored men of voting age, yet Oa.Ooo white
and only 12.000 colorel men were able to
register under the new law. General Cur-
tis, chairman of the committee. expressl
the opinion that tho only action which
could be taken by Congress would be on
contested elections to the House.

Smalls (colored), of
South Carolina, contended that the Consti-
tution of South Carolina was invaliel be-
cause members of tho constitutional con-
vention had not taken an oath.

Reasons AVlijr the Pending Rill Should
He Knaeteil Into Lttw.

To th K.litrr of the Indianapolis Journal:
Concerning the discussion in your col-

umns of medical legislation, I crave indul-
gence, to say a few words in favor of House
bill No. 2LS, which not one of the four thou-
sand reputable physicians in Indiana who
carefully reads it can say that its sole
purpose and effect. If made a law. would
not elevate the standard of meelical service
to the people of the commonwealth. I ven-
ture the assertion that out of the four thou-
sand physicians in this State there are not
twenty-fiv- e who are permanently located
In some town or city and have built up a
lucrative practice, and have carefully read
the above bill, that can be induced to pul-li- sh

over their signature in any newspaper
letters condemning the bill as unfair and in
favor of a medical trust or "combine."
This bill Is the result of a careful, con-
scientious conference of a number of rep-
resentative men of the four leading schoeds
of medicine. Each and every one of these
men has built up a large and lucrative
practice by dint of bard work and honest
service to his patrons, by permanently lo-

cating and staying- - with thai people who
have gradually learned his ability and In-

tegrity, and in a substantial way now
recognize his worth, so that, personally,
these men need not care a straw whether
Indiana has a law regulating the practice
of medicine or not. or whether every bahl-head- ed

traveling charlatan in the United
States flocks in and literally covers the
land with their bland portralte-- d yellow
blanket posters. Our legislators are care-
ful to enact rigid laws compelling railway
managements to exercise every possible
care for the traveling public because the
pe-opl- o are not supposed to examine the airbrakes, couplings, trucks and trai handsas to safety and competency before em-
barking on a train. So. also, tho people are
not supposed to bo able to examine into
tho competency of the physician and sur-
geon whom they Intrust with their own
lives, and those of their wives and chil-
dren. Therefore, to say nothing of thegreater Importance of human life, it is no
less unreasonable to assert that in this free
country every man, woman and child
should be lelt free and uptramme leel to
choose what kind of a railrqad engineer
they shall ride behind, have their choice
a.s to the construction and durability of theengine and cars and nature of roadbed;
that they should not be dominated by food
inspectors and market masters; that they
shenild bo the solo Judges as to the eiuallty
of food materials they purchase with their
own money, as to loudly demand that no
"liberty loving, sane man" should be pro-hibite- el

from employing any man who may
advertise himself a.s a physician and sur-
geon, no matter how dangerously incom-petent he may be. Then should there not
be some safeguard thrown around the sick
ledside instead of leaving the suffering vic-
tim to learn too late that he has fallen
into bad hands? And what better method
than the enactment of a law that demaneishigher meelical education? Tho medical
colleges, recognizing this want, have. In
the last three years, extended their cirrlcu-lum- s

to u four years' course at a great los3
financially, the faculties voluntarily taking
upon themselves this additional lal-o- r atpractically no remuneration. Is It unjust
for our lawmakers to step In and assist
them to elevate the efliciency of medical
service to the people?

Let us admit that the honest, competent
Erofession are seeking protection from

and unprofessional
competition. Is there anything in the shape
of a "trust," "combine" or "monopoly" in
this? Have they not the same right to ask
for such protection as the glass workers,
shopmen anel hod carriers, ail of whom theaverage politician delights to promise their
undying support' and protection? A little
common-sens- e reaseinlng will teach any one
that the men who howl about "monopoly"
and "combine" in the enactment of the
medical bill now before the Legislature are
the men whom a demand for a competent
medical eelucation and honest methods of
practice will compel to seek other fields of
operation. No competent anel honest physi
cian neel ever Ucome a traveling doc-
tor." No competent, honest specialist can
afford to be a "traveling doetor." Theseare self-evide- nt facts. A specialist Is one
whose practice Is limited to a certain class
of diseases, or certain kinds of surgical
work: and he must have a thoroughly
equipped private hospital, with trained as
stetants and nurses; he does not have to
travel around and hunt up patients, he soon
gets a reputation that keeps his hospital
full of patients sent by the general prac-
titioners who cannot handle such cases and
who have confidence in the ability of the
siecla;i3t. The competent, honest gerral
practitioner, even with a moderate pra tice.
makes more money anel is happier at .iome
and so when you tlnel a doctor traveling
quack, who does not dare to stop in one
place long enough for the people to find
him out. You will not be likely to set a
tramp mechanic to work on an important
lob. If you have an important legal mat
ter you will not wait for a traveling law
yer to come around and take your case.
and so when you find a doctor traveling
around with a slick, silk hat, oleaginous
