CLUBBED TO DEATH,

Dr. Rieardo Ruiz Killed by the Span-
ish Governor of Gunanabacon.

KEY WEST, Fla.,.1Feb, I5.—A passenger
from Havana who Bas just landed hore
from the steamer Olivette informed a cor-
respondent that Dr. Ricardo Ruiz, the
American eitizen whoe was found dead, ap-
parently beaten to d@ath, in a cell of the
prison of Guanabucon, was killed by Fons-
dievela, the Spanish governor of Guan-
bacoa. The passenger explained that Gov-
ernor Fonsdievela visited Dr. Ruiz in his

place of confinement and violently ques-
tioned him. Ruiz resented the governor's
brutal manner and this =0 angered Fons-
agievela that he =elzed a club and struck
the unfortunate man on the head aud
caused his death.

ANXIETY AT HAVANA,

Spanish Officials Fear the Outcome of
Filtzshugh Lee's Bold Stand.
HAVANA. via Kev West, Fla., Feb, 25—
There is anxiety in official circles as to the
outcome of the stralned relations existing
between United States Consul General Lee
and his government on account of the con-
finement incommunieado (solitary confine-
ment) here for acarly twelve days of
Charles Franklin Scott, an American citi-

gen, in violation of treaty rights. General

on Wednesday authorized the corre-
3 ent of the Assoclated Press to say
that he had not asked the United States
government to send war ships to this port
on accgunt of the death of Dr. Rulz, ap-
parently from violence, in the prison of
Guanabacoa, but the fact seems to remain
that the United States consul general did
sk the State Department to advise him
whether it would send a war vessel to
Havana if one was necessary to enforce the
demand for the release of Scott from soli-
tary confinement. To this Secretary Olney

e an evasive reply. The general asked
for a definite statement from the depart-
ment and it is not known whether he has
or has not recelved a reply to his last mes-
sage. In the face of all diplomatic fencing,
the correspondent (s in a position to say
that General Fitzhugh Lee has threatened
to resign if he does not receive the support
of the United States government in  his
efforts to secure the rights of American cit-
fzens. It is understood that the Spanish

TRAPFFED BY CUBANS,

Spanish Gaerrillas Pat to the Machete
in a Narrow Deflle.
HAVANA, Feb. 55.—Particulars have just
been received here of a spirited engagement
between a Spanish and a Cuban force on
the outskirts of Sankikra City. The fight
took place on Feb, I8 and was one of the
most interesting recorded since the cam-
paign opened. Sixty local guerrillas and six-
ty mobilized Havana firemen, under Cap-
tain Blanco, left the Pulido plantation, near
San Antonio, to reconnoiter the surround-
ing country. Shortly after leaving their
headquarters the Spanish forces exchanged
shots with the insurgents’ outposts. The
Spaniards thereupon advanced and the Cu-
bans apparently retreated. In reality
led the government forces into a cleverly
prepared ambush near the Govo Ruiz
ranch. In pursuing the insurgents the Span-
ish guerrillas and firemen entered a nar-
row path bordered on each side by thick
bushes. Suddenly about two hundred insur-
gent cavalry and & hundred of the egemies’
infantry under the leadership of QGarcia
and Mendetls, attacked the Spaniards with
Jound cries of “Al muchete! al machete'™
ete, A scene of terrible carnage followed
and some stubborn fighting wias witnessed.
The Spanish vanguard eventually broke
and fled, throwing the main body into con-
fusion. in the midst of which the Spanish
fires! wildly at vach other as well as at the
Insurgents, while others threw away their
arms and fled, finally being overtaken by
the insurgents and t to the machete. The
Spanish force left foriy-six killed and two
wounded on the field. The. insurgents re-
maiped on the field for an hour pleking up
the arms thrown away by the troops and
finishing the Spanish wounded,
At daybreak on Feh, 19 the
dynamited and destroyed the rallroad
bridge betwren Azotin and Esperanca,
province of Santa Clara. suspending all
traffie for a time.

CINCINNATI, O, . —To-night the
sky here cloudy the mercury 8
rising. At all river points from Pittsburg
to Maysville the river is falling very rabp-
idly. Everywhere above herg navigation is
resuming. In most places only small loeal
boals can maove, on account the river
However, two regular boats start-
edd from Parkersburg to-night —one up
stream for Pittsburg, one down for (Cin-
cinnati. At Portsmouth boats are assisting
the erippled rallways in carrying mails and
passengers, Danger is over in all the inun-
dates up-river towns. Suffering at Ports-
moutth, where it was greatest, Is diminish-
ing. The same may be said of Huntington,
Cattlettsburg, Hanging Rock. Aberdeen and
Maysville, where inundation drove out hun-
drods of families. Charity at home in all
these places is prompt to provide for the
unfortunate whom it is periodically called
to care for during floods in the
Ohio. From Maysville down to Cincinnati
the flood Is at its worst. Below Cincinnati
the tributaries are all falling rapidly, and,
though the river is very full, the high-tide
current of ten to twelve miles an hour is
carrying the water down very rapidly. No

Right here in Cincinnati and vicinity the
situation is at its worst to-night.
railroads are leaving from their regular
depots, except those entering the Grand
Central, and they the Eighth-street
Station. In fact, the railroad situation Is
the same as last night. Upper Cincinnatl,
at Pendleton, is pretty At
least a hundred families from
dwellings. They are amply provided for
by organizged charity, assisted day and
night by large details of police. Up Mill
creek a few families have been driven from
home and many cellars are full u‘f wiater,
Down the river, at Delphi, Riverside, Ceal
City and Addyston, some famllies have
been compelled Lo abandon their homes and
many cellars are inundated. Newport, on
the Kentucky side of the river, suffers most
proportionately. Over three hundred fami-

lies "have been driven to higher ground.
Large details of police are emploved day
and night giving relief. Some deliver pro-
vislons from boats to peaple lodged in the
second stories of their homes, Covington
is aimost unscathed. Many fomilies in Lud-
low live over deluged cellars and some
have been driven from their homes. The
village of EBromiey., below Ludlow, with
about seven hundred inhabitanis, is almost
wholly flooded. Those who have two-story
houses have taken refuge upstalrs and re-
ceive feod supplies from boats. The dam
of the great lake at the Ludlow lagoon ia
in great danger. It is probably within the
facts to say ithat along the Cincinnati river
front on both sides of the river six hundred
families have been driven from their homes
and as many more compelled to live over
flooded cellags.

At 9 o'clock to-night the stage here was
€0 feet 5% inches, having ris:1 half an tnch
in the last bour. This rate may be Kept up
for two more hours, when the maximum
will be reached. When the recession begins
it will be more rapid than was the rise. Tt
may be expected that to-morrow night or
Saturday morning navigation will be re-
sumed at Cincinnati and at all ctzer points
above and below,

By a sort of paradox the flood caused a
dangerous fire to-day. The B. P. Clupp
ammonia plant in Pendleton was surround-
ed by water and a lot of lime in slaking
set fire to the building. Engines had to ge
through three feet of water to reach it, and
hose was carried on =kiffs to play on the
flames. The building was entirely de-
stroved. j

Midnight.—For four hours the river has
been rising half an inch hourly. Its mid-
night stage was 60 feet 109 inches, and still
rising half an inch per hour. It is barely
possible that the sixty-one-foot mark may
be touched.

It is estimated that five thousand work-
men in Cincinnati and Kentucky towns op-
posite have been thrown out of employmens
by the stoppage of Inundated factorles, to
say nothing of those kept from work by
inundated Fom=s2. The fa~torivs stopped by
the flood in Cincinnati are most numerous
in Mill creeXx valley. Thav are mostly foun-
dries, macline shops and carrlage facto-
ries. To-night the Queen City race track,
on the Licking river, above Newport, s
under water, and the ball park in Cincin-
nati is 'n the same predicament. The flood
is drawing numerous sightseers here from
the interior of Ohlo and Indiana, for whom
some rallroads have made speciar rates.

Testimony as to Operations of the

Suguar Hefinery Company in the

West—A St, Lonis Man's Evidence.

e

NEW YORK, Feb. 25.—The alieged coal
combine was the Jpecinl object of inquiry
to-day by the joint legislative committee
on trusts. President Samue! Sloan, of the
Delaware, Lackawanna & Western Rail-
way Company, was on hand early, having
been served with a subpoena. He was the
first witness called. In reply to a question
by Senator Lexow, Mr. Sioan said that a
conference of coal-road men was held in
this city in 18%. The Philadelphia & Read-
ing, the Lehigh Valley. the New York Cen-
tral, the Delaware & Hudson, the Pennsyl-
vania, the New York, Lake Erie & West-
ern, the New York, Ontario & Western and
other raiiroads were represented at the
meeting., Witness said that the conference
lasted several hours and that it was un-
derstood that every man in the conference
had pledged his honor to maintain the al-
lotments apportioned them in the coal-car-
rving trade. Witness was questioned at
length regarding the price of coal and its
fluctuations, but failed to throw any light
on the subject, always reterring the par-
ticular matter of inquiry to some other offi-
cial. He said, however, that he thought
the “combine” had a right to fix the price

of its own commodity.

President Thomas, of the Erie road, was
the next witness, He said his road had re-
ceived a 4 per cent. allotment of the coal
to be carried by the combine. Senator
Lexow then read the various allotments
made the various companies and the wit-
ness said they were correct to the best of
his recollection.

“Has it not come to your notice that
these sales agents meet and fix a uniform
rate?”’ he was asked.

“It has not.”

*ls there a uniform rate?"”

“1 amn sOITy to say there is not.”

Witness said that the restriction of out-
put increases the demand for coal among

the consumers. “The question of the amount
of coal to be produced was never discussed
at any meeting that 1 have attended,’
added Preszgident Thomas, who denied that
the purpose of the conference in 18 was
raising the price of coal. He admitted that
the question was discussed, but no delinite
action, he said, had been taken in that re-
gard. The anthracite coal, he ;c':wllrlt-tl. had
Lalien somewhat in market price owing Lo
the use of oil and gas as luel

Richard H. Willlams, general sales agent
for the kurie Kailroad, testified that it was
customary for sales agents Lo meet in con-
ference and discuss the output for the suc-
ceeding month, He recalied three or four
such conferences and admitted selling di-
rectly to retallers. -

- Because we considered the price too low
at the time.” Witness {flli lmn know the

¢ of wages paid to coal miners.
m'It‘m- ruvxt%wlt‘ﬁeas. Edwin R. Holden, vice
president of the Delaware, Lackawanna &
Western Railroad Company, testified to
having exclusive charge of the sale of coal
in his company.

“And you fix the price of the coal?”

“Yes, sir."

“Will you explain to this committee, Mr.
Holden, how it was that after this presi-
dential conference in 18% the price of coal
went up 25 cents a ton?’

“Prior to that time the price of coal was
abnormally low—ruinously low."”

In speaking of the allotments decided on
at the conference, the witness said that
the company he represented strenuously
insisted on producing all the coal that it
could sell, and added that it had proceeded
along the lines then laid down ever since,

The subject of combination In the coal
trade was dropped temporarily while the
committee listened to the testimony of
Francis H. Krenning, a wholesale grocer,
doing business in 8t. Louis, regarding his
experience with the suwar refineries. Mr,
Krenning =aid that he had refused to ac-
cept the factors’ agreemoant In vogue by
the American Sugar Refinery Company,
and in conseguence coald not procure that
company's product without paying an extra
charge of 30 cents per barrel., He identi-
fied & copy of the factors' agreement, with-
out which, he =aid, no retailer of sugar in
St. Louig conld possibly continue in the
sugar business. Witness further identi-
fied copies of telegrams xent to brokers and
factors in 8St, Louis asking that no orders
be given, as they would not be acepted
until the factors' agreement was complied
with. During the grinding season in the
South the American Sugar Refinery Com-
pany lowered the price of sugar in St
Louis by 4 cent per pound below the price
at which it is =old in the East. Imme-
Giately after the elose of the grinding sea-
son they caused the price of the product
to be increased In 8t. Louis.

In reply to a question by Senator Me-
Carren, witness sald that the factors had
to choose between selling the product of the
American Sugar Retinery Company and
foreign sugars.

“Do you consider yvourself at a disadvan-
tage because you cannot secure the sugar
of the American Sugar Reflnery Com-
pany?” Senator McCarren asked,

“l do, yes, because the Southern sugar
can only be had for a few months in the
year."

“Can you get any sugar from the Amer-
fran Sugar Refinery Company ocutside of
the zrinding season?"

““No, sir.”

Witness said he was confronted with a
similar state of affairs with the coffee
kings and the American Tobacco Company,
If he did not, he said, sign facters' agree.
ments with these concerns he could not
continue in business, The witness added
that if there was a larger tariff put on
foreign sugar his firm would have to go
out of business or take the alternative and
sign a factors' agrecment,

Severa! witnesses were questioned as to
the working of the combination of coal
companies, the greater portion of the tes-
timony being a refutation of any agree-
ment to influence prices. With the last
witness the committee closed the taking of
testimony for the present. Under the terms
of the resolution ereating the commitice its
report should be ready to lay bhefore the
Legislature on March 1, but after adjourn-
ment to-day Chairman Lexow announced
that he would ask for an extension until
March 9.

The accident is said to have been due to
the recklessness of the motorman. The

through the gates on to the tracks in front
of the approaching trains.

BIG STRIKE PROBABLE.

Ten Thousand Cloak Makers Demand
Higher Wages,

NEW YORK, Feb 5.—Ten thousand
cloakmakers in this city threaten to go on
strike for higher wages., Martin Klein,
secretary of the executive board of the
United Brotherhood of Cloakmakers, sald
to-night that he expects the strike will be
declared next week. "*The spring season
has now commenced,” sald Secretary Klein,
“and we will have to strike for the wages
we had last year or work for starvation
wages. The cloakmakers don't make
enough now to keep body and soul together.
Their condition is worse now than it ever
has been.'"” The executive committee of the
United Brotherhood of Cloakmakers held
a meeting to-night to prepare for the strike,
Committees were appointed to organize the
cloackmakers in all shops. If better wages
are not pald the strike will be ordered.

Retalintion by Canadinns,
NIAGARA FALLS, Ont, Feb. 2.—The
action of the Windsor Town Council in re-
tallating against the United States alien
labor law by refusing to allow contractors

to employ aliens on public works has been
freely discussed here, and the outcome wilj
probably be a similar by-law by the Nlag-
ara Falls Town Council. The feeling all
along the Nlagara frontier in favor of a
retaliatory measure is very keen, laboring
men claiming that they are not protected,
Last year crowds of American laborers,
inciuding Italians and Poles, came over
from Niagara Falis, N. Y., and found em-
ployment on the sewers.

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Strike of Miners.
PITTSBURG, Feb. 25.—The strike of the
river coal miners, which was set for yes-
terday, but delayed on account of the high

water flooding thoa rivers, was inaugurated
to-day. The number of men out is not
known now, but the miners exvpect the
strike to be general along the Mononga-
hela valley, in which event seven thousand
men will be involved. The men are strik-
ing for 2% cents per bushel in the first
three pools and 2 cents in the fourth pool.

Good News for Oklahomn Bankers.

PERRY, O. T., Feb. 25.—It has come to
light that the law making it a crime for
otficers to receive deposits after the banks
are in failing condition is null and vold be-
cause it never passed the lower house of
the Legislature, or, at least, does not ap-
pear on the journal of the House as having
passed. It was signed by the president or
the Senate and speaker of the House and
by the Governor. It passed the upper
house. The law has been on the statute
books since the meeting of Oklnhoma's first
Legislature. Many bankers have been con-
victed under it, and there are f{ifty or more
outstanding indictments in the Territory.
