QUART-SHOP BILL.

House Siis on the Substitute and Ad-
vances Nicholson's Mensure.

The temperance question came up in the
House at 10:30 yesterday morning when the
House took up the committee reports on
tha Nicholson anti-quart-shop bill. The
minority report, signed by Messrs. Nichol-
gon, Patterson and Remington, favored the
bill, and the majority report, signed by
Me=srs. Kratz, Hicks, Walirath, Berry and
Schrader, proposed to substitute a bill
which, it is understood, was dravn by the
attorneys of the Liquor League. The ques-
tion was upon the minority report favoring
tha bill

Mr. Linck spoke for the minority report.
He thought these doggeries that pay no
revenue and are worse than saloons were
an imposition on taxpayers. Mr. Harris
said the saloon keepers as well as the
citizens of his county wanted these things
wipaed out. Mr. Brown declarad that the
quart shop was the greatest curse known
to his town. Mr. Babcock told of a quart
shop in his own community, located be-
tween a church and a school, and declared

that his people were more anxious for the

success of this bill than any other. Mr.
Packard did not gseec what ground there
could be for oppeosition to the bili. Mr.
Thomas attack the substitute bill offered
by the majority report. Mr. Ryan spoke
for the substitute. He said that it also
wiped out the quart shops. He declared
that the Nicholson bill was the father of
the quart shop and they should not follow
him in killing them. Mr. Hicks spoke
against the minority report on the ground
that it meant prohibition.

Mr. Willoughby spoke for the majority
report. He declared that he had predicted
two years ago that the Nicholson bill would
create quart shops and it had done s0. He
sald this present bill would interfere with
wholesalers, He predicted that the passage
of this bill would cause a crop of “"hot tea
joints™” to spring up all over the State. Heo
was cut off by the time rule,

Mr. Nicholson spoke agalnst the sub-
stitute offered by the majority. It was
dangerous, he thought, to extend the hour
and there were other provisions that were
dangerous. He had demanded a roll call,

' but a rising vote was taken and the mhor-

ity report prevaliled by a vote of 47 to 24

Mr. Nicholsin then moved that the bill
he read the second time. Mr. Willoughby
obhjected and Mr. East wanted more time,
but the House, by a vote of & to 26, voted
to tnke up the measure right away and it
was read the second time. Mr. Hicks then
moved to make it a speclal order until
Monday. but this was tabled.

Mr. Barlow offered an amendment to let
wholesalers selling in quantities of not less
than five gallons out of the provisions of
the biil. Mr. Nicholson was willing to ac-
cept the emendment, but Mr. East said the
Bill was fair as it stood. The man who
poured it out by the barrel should pay a
license well as the retailer. Mr. Lam-
hert spoko against the amendment and Mr,
Capadn against it Mr. Nicholson was
bright enough to see that the opponents
of the bill were fighting the amendment in
order to get the Influence of the whole-
salers against the bill and explained the
situation.

VOTE SELLERS TO BE PUNISHED.

A bi'l introduced by Senator Self makes
it uniawful for any voter to sell, barter,
or offer to sell or barter his vote. The bill
provides: “That whoever barters or
offers to sell or barter his vote, or offers to
refrain from voting for any candidate or
candidates for any office, at any general,
special or primary election convention,
either for any money or property or thing
of value, or for any promise or favor or
hope of reward, shall be fined not more
than £ nor less than 210, imurisoned in
the state prison not more than five years
nor less than one year, and rendered inca-
pable of holding any office of trust or profit
for any determinate period.”

The old law simply reached to the briber,
not the bribee, although in fact the latter
was fully as guilty from a moral stand-
peint. The bill passed.

Senator Hugg's bottle bill was next
passed, Bottlers of beer, mineral water,
soda water, milk, ete., claim to retain own-
ership of the bottles in which their liquid
products sre dellvered to consumers. In
most cases ¢ rebate is allowed for the re-
turn of the bottles, which are generally
stamped with the owner’'s name.

Mr. Babeock called up Senator Gilbert's
bill to prevent the slaughter of fish, which
was so Hberally discussed in the Senate
earlv in the session, and It was passed.

“Phat it shall not be lawful to take, caich
or kill, or attempt to take, catch or kill,
any fish ia any of the waters of this State
except Lake Michigan and the Ohio river,
and except, also, any private pond, by
rueans of any spear. seine, pound net, gill
net, dip net, or other kind of net, trap or
or to kill or destroy, or attempt to
kill or destroy. any fish by means of dyna-
mite or other explosive compounds or sub-
stances, or by the use of Indian cockle, fish
berries or any other substances which has
a tendency to stupefy or poison the fish; or
to take. catch, Kkill or destroy any fish in
any manner whatever, except with a hook
and line, which line shall be held in the
hand or be adapted to a pole or rod which
i« held In the hand, and no line shall be
used which has to exceed three 3) hooks
attached thereto. That the provisions of
this act shall not apply to the taking of
minnows for bait with a seine not to ex-
ceed twelve feet in length, the meshes of
which seine shall not be less than three-
eighths of an inch.

“It shall be unlawful for any person or
persons to sell or offer to sell any fish taken
from any of the waters of this State, ex-
cept Lake Michigan, the Ohio river or a
private pond. !

“Any person who shall be found guilly of
violating any of the provisions of this act
shill be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor,
and shall be fined in any sum not less than
$5 nor more than $100."

Mr. Butier called up Gilbert’'s second
bill, marking out mcre clearly the duties of
the fish commissioner, and It was passed
without opposition, It gives the commis-
sioner the right to apooint deputies, pald
by fines from guilty tish Killers,

Mr lowers called up his bill making
counties responstble for all injuries on the
highways and bridges, and Mr, Elliott, of
Washington., spoke against it. Mr. Little-
ton s=poke for it. It was made necessary
by a recent decision of the Supreme Court,
holding that counties are not llable for such
injuries.

lect any interest thereon, and shall be en-
titled to colleet and recover thereon the
prineipal sum and no more. The debtor,
or person or corportion upon whom rests
the duty or obligation of paying the said
debt, or any one in his or its behalf, may,
at any time within three days after the
maturity thereof, tender the amount of the
principal sum due thereon to the holder
or owner thereof, and if such tender be not
acceptedd and such obligation discharged,
sald holder or owner shall not, in any ac-
tion thereon, recover more than said prin-
cipal sum, and shall not recover any at-
torney’'s fees or costs in any suit brought
to enforce the payment of the same; and
sald debtor shali recover in such suit such
reasonable attorney's fees as will compen-
sate his attorney for making a defense
thereon. It shall be the duty of any court
rendering judgment on any of sald obliga-
tlons not listed for taxation to state in its
finding and judgment that the same had
not heen listed for taxation, and it shall
thereupon be the duty of the cierk of =aid
court, within forty-eight hours thereafter,
to ceritfy said fact in writing to the auditor
of the county where the same should have
been listed for taxation. It shall be the
duty of such county auditor, within ten

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VETOES OF MATTHEWS,
Senate Defeats n Baich of Last Ses-
sion's Bills.

After the Adams-Jay court bill was dis-
of in the afterncon by the Senate,
vetoed bills from the last session were
taken up, first the bill amending the Terre
Haute charter so as to provide that the po-
lice commis<ioners shall be elected by the
people and not appointed, at present.

Senator Early sald that the measure was |

not desired by the people of Terre Haute
and he hoped that it would not be passed
over Governor Matthews's veto. The veto
was sustained.

Another of the vetoed bills related to ap-
peals to the Supreme and Appellate courts,
Governor Matthews objected to a law regu-
lanting the detalls of practice in the higher
courts. It is known as No. 27, session of
1865. The question being on the passage of
the bill notwithstanding the veto, the veto
was sustained.

Senate Bill 419, session of 1895, referred
to the manner of selecting names for grand
juries, tixing the hours for drawing them
from the box. The Governor objected to
the law as tending (o raise complications
and difficolties. Senator Duncan, the
author of the hill, spoke of the necessity
for the passage of the bill. He was sup-
ported by Senator Hawkins, who spoke of
the fact that in this county there were
what the lawyers call professional jurors,
who appear so often as to lead to the sus-
picion of irregularities in the drawings.
Such a law as contemplated he thougnt
would go a long way toward correcting
such evils.

Bill 307, relative to the manner of making
certain assessments, was next considered.

Senator Hawkins called up Senator Shive-
I¥'s bill permitting the superintendents of
the hospitals for the insane to fix a public
vigiting day. Immediate relatives of pa-
tients are not to be restricted to the pub-
lie visiting day, but may visit friends at all
times, subject to rules and regulations of
the superintendent. 1t was passed.

Senator Ellison called up House Bill 120
(Mr. Willoughby), relative to the discharge
of prisoners. It provides that prisoners
shall be given a railroad ticket home, $10
in money, a suit of clothes worth $10 and
in the winter time an overcoat worth not
to exceed $6. The passage of this bill was
repeatedly urged in both branches of the
lLegislature a8 a humane and necessary
measure, It was passed.

Senator Stroup called up Bill 331, intro-
duced by Senator Hugg, relative to services
of processes on foreign lasurance coms-
panies doing business In this State. The
bill provides that the service of process on
agents of the company shall be suHflcient.
The bill passed, g

Senator Sweeney called up his bill regu-
lating the charges that may be charged by
the owners of ferries on the Ohio river. On
his motion House Biil 3857 was substituted.
Senator Sweeney said that there was no
aniformity in charges made by different
companies, and that it was the purpose of
the bill to remedy this evil, The bill was
passed.

MEXICAN VETERANAS,

Their Biennial! Visit to the Legisla-

ture—=Wallnce's Speech,

The Mexican veterans pald their biennial
vigit to the Legislature yesterday. The
House was about to take up consideration
f the appropriation bill when the
proceedings were interrupted by the roll of
drums and about sixty of the aged soldiers
marched in and were received with great
applause, the members rising to their feet
1o do them honor, Major Mulky, prezident
of the association, was introduced by Rep-
resentative Spooner, who was in the chair,
and spoke briefly. General Lew Wallace
was asked to address the House and was
received with great applause when intro-
duced by Mr. S8pooner. In the course of his
remarks General Wallace sald:

“1 know that you are pressed for time
thus late in the session and I shall be
brief, though I candidly admit that I would
very much like to make a speech. There
it a great deal to be safid about the veter-
ans at my right. We have here representa-
tives of every battleftield, every victory—
for there were ne defeats in that war—
every great victory in that war is here
represented and well represented. That was
the war which won us our first fame as
o military people and in another respect it
is one of the great wars we have partici-
pated in. It gave us more and richer terri-
tory than any other, among the acquisi-
tions the most of the Pacific States and
cspecially that land of flowers and orange
groves, California. It has pleased some nhis-
torians to pronounce this an unnecessary
war, but 1 should like to defend it. We
have been called invaders of a neighboring
country. I have given much study to the
history of the war and it & my dispas-
zsjonate conclusion that it was a war of
necesgity, an inevitable war., We fought for
our flag and country against invaders.”

After thanking the assembly General
Wiallace gave way to General MceGinnis,
who spoke briefly and was followed by
Governor Mount, who made a brief talk
congratulating the vetepAns wupon their
numbers and expressing the debt of grati-
tude the people owe them. Ex-Speaker
Mason J. Niblack, who is an honorary vet-
eran, said a few words and Col. Schaeffer
related the history of the Mexican pen-
sions.

INDIANAPOLIS BILLS,

Reporis on Three-Cent Fares and
Scheol Board Reorganization.

Reports on Benevolent Institations.

Senator Collett, chairman ofs the commit-
tee on benevolent institutions, submitted re-
ports based on the visits paid by the com-
mittee to several of the institutions of the
State early in the session. The reports sub-
mitted yesterday cover the Indiana State
Soldiers Home, at l.afayette; the ESchool
for Feeble-minded Youths, Fort Wayne,
and the Eastern Hospital for the lnsane,
at Richmond.

As a general thing the reports spoak
favorably of the management of these n-
stitutions. JRelative to the last named the
report says that the specific appropriation
of #0000 made by the last General Assem-
bly has been wisely applied to the purposes
intended. In spite of <ome overcrowding
the inmates were found to be well cared for,
tidy in appearance and as comfortable as
it is possible to muake them. The guperin-
tendent, Dr. Smith, is commended heartily
as “a gentleman of high qualifications and
peculiar fitness for the position he oe-
cuples,”’

The report of the School for Feehle-
minded Youth iz no less encouraging in
its tone than that of the Richmond Insti-
tution. Much of the work is done by older
bovs, Especial mention is made of the
firm purchased in pursuance of an act of
the last Legislature. It is regarded as be-
ing a very beneficial addition to the home,

The third report is relative 1o the Soldiers’
Heme near Lafwette, Mention is made of
the excellent si'¢ chosen and of the rapid
growth of tL.e home in the two years of its
existence, The report g guite lengthy and
takes up the varjous features in detafl.
Several speeific appropriations are recome-
mended: first, for a better systemn of witer
works, including fire protection: second. for
a bullding for old men; third, for a library
building, including a chapel or hall: fourth.
$18.500 for furnishing and fitting the home.
There are also some minor recommenda-
tions.

Just as his wagon swung into the
atrect he saw two boys racing toward him
on bicycles, They were on the south slde
of the street, the left side to them. Glunt
savs that the boys had their heads down
low over the handle bars of their bicycles
and could not see ahead of them. He feared
they would run into his wagon, and to
avoid them pulled over against the south
curb, at the same time shouting cautioning
words to them. He stopped the wagon, he

says, fearing to move further lest he make
maiters worse. Willie Brockmeyer, MHving
on Dillon street, who was racing with the
Baver boy, passed the wagon all right,
but Bennie Bayer struck it with terrifie
force. It secems that his wheel grazed past
the horse and struck about the wheel of the
wagon, throwing the bhoy with great force
against the corner of the bed.

The boy was picked up by a number of
men and boys who had witnessed the geel-
dent, and carrled a few doors west to his
home. A physician was summoned, but
the boy was already dead, He had burst
his head open and the brains were oozing
out.
