Tho Mar-
quis of Salisbury presided to-da- y at a spe-
cial meeting of the Cabinet at the Foreign
Office.

Whether the solution of the Imbroglio is
peaceful or not depends entirely upon
Greece, and the dispatches from Athens in-

dicate that the feeling in favor of resistance
to the powers is still strong among all
classes throughout Greece, and that a
declaration of war with Turkev would be
received with enthusiasm. The latest
Greek proposal Is said to be that Greece
should administer Crete as Austria admin-
isters Bosnia. Rut it seems to be agreed
on all sides that peace can only be main-
tained by leaving Crete part of the Turkish
emr-ire- .

The Marquis of Salisbury's proposals have
been received with favor, not only by the
British, but by most of the continental
newspapers. However, In the meantime
military preparations are proceeding apace
in Turkey and Greece, while everything Is
prepared In south Russia for the transport
of a. big Russian army to the Balkans
whenever this step may be deemed neces-
sary. Telegrams from Vie-nn- a also declare
that Emperor Francis Joseph has had re-
peated conference's with the Austrian min-
ister for war: that plans for the mobiliza-
tion of Austrian forces on the Balkan fron-
tier have been drawn up and that horses
are already being purebred for military
uses. According to advlees from the small
Balkan states, war preparations are pro-
ceeding there secretly and, in short, all
the parties concerned are quite prepared
for an explosion at any moment.

Tho Kniser Policy Criticised.
(Coryright, 1807, by the Associated Press.)

BERLIN, Feb. 27. It is the opinion in
German political circles that the Emperor
and tho government have needlessly en-
tangled Germany in tho Cretan question
and its embarrassing developments. A
Reichstag Conservative leader, referring to
the subject, said to the corresjondent to-

day: "The admission of Baron Marschall
Von Bieberstein (the minister for foreign
affairs) that German interests are in no
wise involved In the Orient, argues
plainly against the recent course
of tho government, which will make
us no friends, but only enemies,
and which will enfail considerable expense
to us if it leads to nothing worse." This
opinion Is shared by nine of the ten men
one meets privately. Irrespective of party.
It Is generally said that this new departure
In foreign politic? is radically opposed to
the old Bismarcktan ideas. Even the Cen-
trist press, although anti-Bismarcki- re-
calls the; sounder politics of the Bismarck
regime. The Hamburger Nachrlehten
strongly protests against the government's
policy in articles evidently from Prince.
Bismarck's pen. and the only clafs which
expresses satisfaction with his Majesty's
proceedings are the colonial enthusiasts,
who also favor his gigantic naval schemes.

(Prcclal Cable Letter.)
LONDON, Feb. 2S. The timo given Greece

In tho ultimatum of four of the powers to
withdraw her troops from the Island of
Crcto and her war ships from Cretan wa-

ters, will expire to-da- y, but no steps
have yet been taken to heed the order.
King George Is "between the devil and the
deep sea," to use an old saying. If he obeys
the command of the powcra he may be
dethroned by his excitable subjects; who
have worked themselves up to a war pitch,
and if ho defies the nations his soldiers will
be forcibly expelled from Crete and the
Piraeus (tho port of Athens) be blockaded.
It is possible he may seek to evade the dis-
grace of dethronement or the consequences
of refusal to comply with tho ultimatum by
resigning. Indeed, it was reported in Paris
and elsewhere on the continent jesterday
that if the powers Insisted on the Greek
troops evacuating tho Island of Crete, King
George would abJicate in favor of Crown
Prince Constantino, tho Duke of Sparta,
whose wife, the Princess Sophia, is a sister
of Emperor William of Germany.

Late last night it was reported that there
may be no attempt to enforce the so-call- ed

ultimatum. It will be remembered that,
as telegraphed from St. Petersburg, the
ultimatum provided for Russia taking the
aggressive in tho event of King George de-

clining to obey the order. France, Ger-
many and Austria were said to be backing
up tho Czar. Since then notes have passed
between the various powers, including Brit-
ain and Italy, and It is believed the Euro-
pean concert has been restored and that
a joint note will be presented to Greece
within a few days. The following semi-
official statement was issued at Paris last
evening: "All the powers have instructed
their representatives at Constantinople and
at Athens to agree on the terms of a
note to bo sent to the two governments
based on Russia's and the Marquis of Salis-
bury's proposals."

At Vienna yesterday evening the follow-
ing semi-offici- al announcement was made:
"Tho negotiations relative to the form of
a note to bo presented, to Greece, demand-
ing tho evacuation of Crete, continue. The
cabinets of Austria, Germany and Russia,
especially the latter, arj pressing for im- -.

mediate and drastic izeasurea, such as
would immediately end a state of affairs
which Is daily becoming more dangerous
and compel Greece to submit without delay
or tako the consequences, which will be an
effective blockade of the Piraeus. The other
powers, while acting in unison with the
three empires, desire greater moderation in
tho expression of views, and, although
equally desirous of a prompt carrying out
of the iKilicy of tho concert, are anxious to
give Greece a chance to submit before be-

ing compelled to resort to force. It is
hoped that the powers will agree to the
exact terms of the note to Greece within a
few days."

The Greek charge d'affalrs in this city
denies that King Georgo has intimated his
inte-ntlo- n of accepting the demands of the
powers, as stated Friday in a dispatch
which a merchant of Greece in London re-

ceived from Athens.
The Greek steamer Thesusa, after land- -

ing provisions and ammunition at Platanla,
Crete, for the Greek soldiers, took on board
100 prisoners of war. Sh was stopped at
Draponia by an Italian war ship and was
taken to Suda bay.

Dispatches from Athens say the legisla-
tive chamber did not tit yesterday. The op-

position convoked a plenary meeting at
which it was decided to address a protest
to the King declaring that in the face of
this parliamentary strike the crown had
tho right or acting in order to impose
respect for the constitution. The protest
was presented to the King this evening. A
decree has been promulgated, calling out
tho ninety-fir- st and ninety-secon- d classes
ef quick reserves, owing to the mobilizing
of tho Turks.

Advices from Canea, Crete, say: In a
conflict between Christians and Mussul-
mans at Krisslna, near Bethimo, Friday,
the Mussulmans were forced to retreat
with a loss of two men killed and eighteen
wemnded. The Jews, who, so far, have re-
mained in their hornet, are novv lleeing
frem Crete in large numbers. Armed Mus-
sulmans continue to pirado the streets.
Martial lay is urgently needed. Colonel
Vassos has promised to intervene with the
insurgents at Sellncs and permit the be-
leaguered Turks and their families to leave
the Island. In the event of refusal, re-
prisals are expected.

Special dispatches from Smyrna indicate
that trouble has broken out there in con-
sequence of the attitude of the Greek In-

habitants. The commanders c the foreign
war vessels are abstaining from interfer-
ence in order to allow the governor a full
chance to restore order. .

Orders have been received at Salonlca to
hasten the departure to the Greek frontier
of the seventy-tw- o battalions of Redifs now
en route from Asia Minor, ten trains being
used to convey them. Two battalions were
dispatched Friday to Katerina and eighteen
Krupp guns yesterday to Verla.

A dispatch to the Cologne Gazette from
Athens says that smallpox has broken out
among the Cretan refugees at the Piraeus.

LONDON, Feb. 27.The next move in the
Cretan game Is anxiously awaited. Accord-
ing to the news from the continent, "the
Marquis of Salisbury's proposal for settle-
ment of the difficulties is not yet formally
Indorsed by the powers, but it is believed
that It will be approved, or the premier
would not have made the public announce-
ment on tho subject which he jdid in the
House of Iords on Thursday last by read-
ing the telegTaphlc Instructions ent to the
embassadors of Great Britain at the courts
of the great powers nnd outlining the gov-

ernment's policy towards Crete.
The premier's announcement was prompt-

ly followed by the issue of a kc mi-offic- ial

note from St. Petersburg, displaying con-
siderable irritation. In somo quarters, ap-

It began
by saying that Russia, through her minis-
ter at Athens, had called on Greece to
withdraw all her troops and her fleet from
Crete within three days, and was accom-
panied by a statement that, to prevent an
extension of the revolution to other por-
tions of tho Turkish empire.

BIG BOILER EXPLODES.

Two Men Low Their Liven rtntl Half a
Dozen llccelve Injnrieii.

NEW BEDFORD, Mass., Feb. 2T.- -A biff
boiler In tho powerhouse of the Acushnet
mills hero explodeil to-da- y. Part of the
plant was wrecked and a section of the
boiler crashed through the roof of the po-

lice station, a block uway. A search amons
the ruins of the boiler house disclosed tho
body of Manuel MenJoza, a Ilreman. An-
other employ of the mill named Arthur
A?pin was burned to death. Ills body was
also recovered. Half a dozen others were
iniiired.

Tho mill took fire as a result of the ex-
plosion and was damaged to the extent of
$10o.0A. A part of one of the boilers was
blown through the plckor room nt the otherfide of th yard, tearing a hole forty feet
In the walls. The place was tilled withoperatives, but .ave for a few cuts andbruises no one was hurt. The cay ins of atoUer, weighing hundreds of pounds, was
blown over the mill, which is seventy-fiv- e
feet in height, and it fell, nearly a quarter
of a mile to the northward, on the room
of the South-en- d police station, passingthrough the building and landing in thebasement. leaving n hole twenty or thirtyfeet in diameter. No one was injured atthe station.

CANADA'S CHURCH SCANDAL

Pope Leo "Will Investigate the ClmrgcB
of Interference In Elections.

MONTREAL, Feb. 27. According to an
announc-rmen- t made this afternoon by
Chevalier M. G. A. Drolet, who has just re-

turned from a visit to Rome, where he went
at the instance of the Laurier government,
the Pope has appointed a commmlssion of
cardinals to investigate the charges against
tho Canadian clergy of Improier interfer-
ence in the recent elections. The charges
were prepared in detail by Chevalier Drolet
and are directed against six Canadian bish-
ops and archbishops and a large number of
priests. They recite instances where the
sacraments of the church was refused to
Liberals and intimidation exercised by
means of threats of excommunication, ail
in the Interests of the Conservative party.
On the completion of the investigation, it
is understood that the lcii will name a
permanent delegate to Canada. Chevalier
Drolet declares that representatives of the
Quebec bishops visited. Home and amonj?
other things spread the report that Premier
Laurier was a "Freemason of the worst
kind." declaring it would be a meritorious
act to combat him with every means at
the church's command.

DISASTER IN MEXICO

PROBABLY 175 LIVES LOST BY SUF-

FOCATION IN UURNING MINES.

None of the Entombed Toller Yet
ReMcucd, Uexpite Untiring; EffortH to

Reach Them Two Head Uodlcn.

CITY OF MEXICO, Feb. 27. A terrible
mining catastrophe occurred at Sombrerete
mine, Zacatecas, occasioned by the break-
ing out of fire in the working of two of
the company's mines, in which 173 miners
were employee! at the time of the fire.
Every effort has been made to save the
men, and fresh air has been forced into all
the workings by great steam ventilators,
and water has ben turned down the main
shaft in torrents, but it is believed to-nig- ht

that every miner is dead. Two bodies onV
have been got out and Superintendent
Kayster nearly perished in an effort to
save the men, being brought up the shaft
In an unconscious condition. The city of
Zacatecas is in mourning and more than a
thousand miners' wives and children are
gathered at the mouth of the mines, where
the work of subduing the flames is going on.

GREAT CORNER IN WOOL

MILLIONS OF .MONEY INVESTED BY A
BOSTON SYNDICATE.

Enormons Quantity 'Vorelsn Wool
to Be Imported" Before1 tlie Pro-

poned HcMtoratlon of Tariff.

CHICAGO. Feb. 27. A special to the
Times Herald from Boston says: One or
the largest corners on wool ever attempted
in the United States exists at present in
this city in anticipation of the restoration
of a tariff on wool. The existence of the
corner has been a well-guard- ed secret for
two weeks, but the operations cf the men
and their o gents at London and Hamburg
have become so bold as to attract atten-
tion and thus the secret got out. The
steamer Columbian, which arrived yestcr-ela- y,

brought 8, W0 bales of wool, making a
total of 2d,lG0 bales which has arrived in
port during the present month.

A syndicate was recently formed In this
city to buy all the wool offered in European
markets In anticipation of a duty of 10 per
cent, being put on wool by Congress at the
extra session, nnd the increased receipts
are thus accounted for. Buyers have al-

ready purchased 13,000 bales of wool abroad
and will continue to purchase the same up
to the time of the imposition of the duty,
calculated at 11 cents per pound. The syn-
dicate raise'd a pile of modey only a few
days ago and cabled fG.eVM) to its London
agents. It is calculated that l.OOO.GOo bales,
or X),tXJ,X0 pounds, of Australian and
South American wool will be brought to
this country by the syndicate within the
time given.

A. R. ; second, the G. A. R. as an organiza-
tion was denienl admission to his church,
and third, the G. A. It. should not decorate
the grave of any Catholic soldier, and it is
further reported that a boycott was ordered
against tho G. A. R. and all persons who
attended the lectures. Catholic membeis of
the G. A. R. have been ordered to withdraw
from the organization. Cue G. A. R. man
sent his washing to his laundress and it
was returned, the woman calling upon his
wife and in tears told howr she had strug-
gled for years over tho washtub to support
herself and little ones and how good the G.
A. It. man had been to her when she needed
assistance, but she had to obey the edict of
the priest.

There is operated in the town a large
flouring mill by a Catholic who before this
occurrence was a G. A. It. man, and who
supplies the merchants with Hour. The
merchants have been notified by the mem-
bers of the G. A. R. that if they expect
their trade they must cease selling the Hour
manufactured by this mill so long as a boy-
cott is declared by the priest against the
G. A. It.

One of the Protestant ministers attended
ths Cllne lecturer, and against him Fathtr
Steigerwald has hurled his invectives, caus-
ing many of his friends and parishioners to
side with the G. A. R. It looks as if a boy-
cott war had been declared between Cath-
olic and Protestant of Greensburg. The
Catholics number about 10 per cent, of the
population he-re- .
