An argument in favor of the fee and sal-
ary bill was made by Senator Houghton,
who said that evidence had come to him
from various parts of the State showing
that clerks and auditors were not sufficient-
ly compensited for their services in many
instances. Senator Houghton was not pre-
pared to indorse the bill under discussion
in Its entirety until further consideration,
but seemed to think that it oui;lu to have
fair consideration before being killed.

Senator Drummond said that he must re-
cord himself as against the bill, as it was
a return to the old fee system under which
men got rich, became "gold bugs" and left
the Democratic party. He said he did not
beileve in paying public officials more than
they were worth in private life. The peo-
ple of the State are not asking tor any
change in this fee and salary law, be de-

clared.
"I am not in favor of postponing this

bill." said Senator Alexander. "I believe
that there is necessity lor the passage of
such a measure and that the Senate ought
to consider the subject carefully before ar-
bitrarily disposing of it."

Senator Humphreys was opiosed to the
bill.

PawHuge of the Illll Autborliing the
lieu in u I n k of . Suit.

The last of the Vandalla bills the one
authorizing suits to be brought and the em-
ployment of counsel to assist the attorney
general, was called up by Senator It Fol-
lette. lie moved that tho rules bo sus-
pended and the bill put upon Its passage.

Senator Early was opposed to the passage
of the bill In the form it stood. He said
that lawyers generally admitted that there
was no chance of collecting a claim from
the railroad, and that the bill had sit V.y

been passed to still public clamor. He was
opposed to having th3 bill passed in a shape
that would admit of unlimited expenditures
in prosecuting the case. He wanted to' of-

fer an amendment limiting the expenditures
that might be made in getting the case
before the courts to SlS.uOO.

"Oh, make it $10.0"A" said some one,
"that will be an ample amount."

Senator La Follette was opposed to any
such amendment. He regarded It as a
doubtful question as to whether the State
could ever recover anything, and did not
care to sanction a needless waste of money
in the prosecution of a doubtful case, but
although he believed that $lo.j00 was an
ample amount, if the officers of the State
were limited to that amount the opposition
would know Just how far the State could
go and would bend everyveft'ort to have the
limit ppent before anything definite was
done. Under such a condition of affairs
he said that he believed there would be
more money spent than if no limit were
fixed. The senator had the most Implicit
confidence In the Governor, who was to be
one of the auditing board to approve claims
for services in connection with the suit,
and by the bill the board was to allow only
such claims as were deemed to be just and
right.

Senators Ellison and Drummond both
agreed with Senator La Follette that it
would be dangerous to place any limitations
in the bill.

Senator Early said that his original mo-
tion was to make the limit $15.00o, hut he
was w illing to increase it to $20,000 or $2.",000.
Ho did not fear there would be any danger
of the House falling to pass the bill if it
were amended, and he answered objections
that there was not enough time by saying
that the whole subject could be arranged
by a conference and the bill passed again
in plenty of time. While Senator Drum-
mond was objecting to any limit being
placed Senator Early Interrupted him to
ask if he would agree to a limit of J23.O0
or $.",o,). Senator Drummond did not care
to fix any limit at all.

The amendment of Senator Early was
voted down.

When the bill was put upon its passage
Senator Early explained his vote. He threw
down the gauntlet to the press, challeng-
ing any criticism that might be made, as-
serting that there was not a hit of Van-
dalla fdock owned in his county, that he
was not in nny way interested in the sub-
ject, and that no one had ever thought him
a man that could be influenced by a lobby.
Others explained that they were opposed to
a bill permitting unlimited expenditures.
Tho bill passed by a vote of 41 to 7.

SENATE .MISCELLANY.

The Root- - Trustee Dill Defeated, but
It May He Reconsidered.

Senate bill No. 73, introduced by Senator
Gostlin, authorizing any railroad company
to lease or convey its property, was a spe-
cial order for 3 o'clock. Senator Houghton
offered an amendment htrikin out the
words which permitted a. compai.y to lease
certain parts of its property, so as to pro-

vide that it must be leased or conveyed in
Its entirety. The amendment carried.

Senator Hogate moved to amend so that
such lease or conveyance should be made
on a vote of all the stockholders, Instead of
by a vote of two-thir- ds of them. It was
withdrawn after Senator Hawkins ex-

plained the bill.
An amendment was proposed by Senator

Hawkins providing that the stock of dis-

senting stockholders should be purchased
before sale or lease was consummated. An
amendment by Senator Ellison provides
that tho bill shall not invalidate any leases
that may have been attempted to be made
or effect pending legislation. They were
both adopted and the bill advanced to en-
grossment. It was made special order for
this morning at 10:0. "

More House bills on third reading were
then disposed of, several being passed. The
first was Mr. Remington's bill, No. 77, ex-
empting owners of land adjacent to the
right of way of a railroad from being as-
sessed for the right of way. Senator Hobilya
explained that the owners of property who
might have parted with a strip of land were
compiled to pay the taxes on It without
going to the courts, although the taxes
were paid by the railroad. Tire purpose of
the bill was to relieve farmers without
making it necessary for them to resort to
the courts.

House Bill 97 (Mr. Ryan) was also passed.
It Is a bill which prohibits' the killing of
quail for the purpose of sale, barter or
trade, and prohibits quail from being sold
in the markets.

'How are people to get quail, then?" Sen-
ator Bobilya was asked.

"Go out and shoot them, of course," he
answered.

The bill passed by the House was the
same as Senator Bobllya's original bill. In
the Senate it had been amended. In the
House the amendments were stricken out.

Mr. Brown's bill (No. Ml) requiring county
surveyors to give personal notice to prop-
erty owners interested in ditch proceedings
was the next one passed.

Then Mr. Sutton's weed bill, which pro-
vides for the destruction of weeds, briars
and thistles, was taken up and passed. It
provides that owners of lands along high-
ways shall be allowed $1.50 a day while en-
gaged in that work, under the direction of
the road supervisor.

Mr. Roots's bill limiting the power of
township trustees to incur debts was de-

feated. A few days ago the Senate struck
out the second and third sections, which
prohibited trustees from binding townships
for supplies in an amount exceeding $75.

Mr. Roots was In the Senate while the bill
was under discussion yesterday, and at his
suggestion Senator Duncan offered an
amendment restoring the two sections with
the amount increased to $300. and with an
additional clause excepting money for the
emplovment of teachers and to be expended
for fu"i from the general restrictions. The
amendmmts were accepted.

An amendment by Senator Hogate to
strike out Section 4. which prohibits trus-
tees from replenishing an exhausted fund
from ajiy other fund, was lost. Two or
three other amendments were made, and
the bill was placed upon its passage. It
was defeated by a vote of 2G to 14. Senator
Watson gave notice that he would to-da- y

of the votemove a reconsideration by
which the bill was killed.

After the adjournment of the Senate a
meeting of the committee on organization of
courts was held to consider the contest of
citizens of Jackson and Orange counties
who have some interest in the bill reducing
the business of the Jackson Circuit Court
and placing it in that of Orange county.

FBES AND SALARIES.

Tlie Mea-u- re Indefinitely Poitponed
by a Heavy Vote.

It was very generally conceded that the
Senate would not pass the fee and salary
bill, and no one was very much surprised
when it was indefinitely postponed yester-

day afternoon. The bill was special order
for 2 o'clock. When It was called up Sen-

ator Duncan said that he had some amend-

ments to offer if he could have time in
which to prepare them. An amendment
was offered by Senator Self providing that
county superintendents should receive a
compensation of $3 a day for each day of
actual service. His amendment was
adopted.

Senator Collett moved to postpone the
bill indefinitely. This was opposed by Sen-

ator Hawkins, who reviewed the arguments
that had been made by a large unmbcr of
senators in favor of a general revision of
the fee and salary act cf 1S03 early in the
session, when they spoke against bills cal-

culated to give relief in specific cases. The
bill had been Introduced as a direct result
of sach expressions. It was believed by
the committee to be constitutional, and
under it fees had been cut considerably
below those of the act of K5.

Senator Self spoke in favor of the motion
to postpone. He said that nobody but a
lot of officeholders want-- the salaries In-

creased, lie said that this was no time to
increase salaries.

Senator Wood spoke In favor of the bill,
alluding to the fact that bills introduced
by some of the senators had not been
puhed because there was a general under-
standing that a bill to remedy inequalities
in the law of lJOi would be passed. He
regarded it as too late to postpone the
bill, and said he challenged examination of
It. It was not a salary grab but was
equitable and Just. If it were given cool and
calm deliberation he thought the senators
would reach the conclusion that It wu de

COUNTY OFFICERS' WATERLOO

THE FUR AXD SAIA11Y HILL DE-

FEATED II V A DECISIVE VOTE.

Ilill to Authorize Suit Atrnlnst the
Vandalln Go-- a Through Hoots

TowuNhlp Trustee Illll Falls.

The House spent another day on the ap-

propriation bill, and after a fierce struggle
the state educational institutions succeeded
in gettln? the. little sieciiic appropriation
they asked for, thus establishing the pre-

cedent that the Legislature shall continue
to make for them specific appropriations
aside from the Income provided for them by
statute. By a comparatively close vote an
old claim of Vincennes University for con-ttcat- ed

land was defeated.
The claim of Mrs. May, widow of tho

architect of the Statehouso for $3,000, based
upon au alleged warrant Issued twenty-eig- ht

years ago. and which has been before
the Legislature since 1S0, was sprung in the
afternoon in the shape of an amendment to
the bill, precipitating a hot light. The claim
was finally defeated by a vote of 57 to 4:1.

The bill was then engrossed and passed, all
the Democrats and Populists voting against
it.

The Senate passed the McCord building
and loan bill. As amended by this body the
bill differs from the House measure In but
two important features, in that It does not
tax running stock, and does away with the
requirements of an examination by the
auditor upon demand of ten stockholders.
Tho bill for the protection of inn keepers,
which had already passed the House, was
enacted by the Senate. It Is very' drastic,
and permits the jailing of a guest upon
failure to pay cash on demand for his
board, while giving the landlords the right
to sell hU effects. The Senate passed the
Gilbert bill, a caucus measure extending the
terms of the Dearborn county commission-
ers and a House bill regulating the record-
ing of wills. (

The fee and salary law, upon which the
county officers have set great store, was
killed in the Senate in the afternoon. The
bill was on second reading when a motion to
Indefinitely rostpone it was made and car
ried by a vote of SI to 1G. Thus all their
work of the session went up in smoke at
the first attack on tho bill. The Senate
then took up and passed under suspension
of the rules, the bill authorizing the at-
torney general to institute suit to recover
the alleged claim of the State against , the
Vandalla Railroad Company.

An imortant measure finally defeated by
the; Senate was the Roots bill, which had
already passed the House, limiting the abil-
ity of township trustees to involve their
townships In debt and requiring them to
obtain the approval of county commission-
ers for expenditures over a certain limit.
The House bill to prevent the slaughter of
quail and grouse by wholesale methods
also passed the Senate, as did tho House
bill providing for the mowing of weeds
along the highways and the bill providing
that the land contained in highways andrights of way shall not be listed to theabutting property owner for taxation.Lato in the afternoon the Adams-Ja- y
court bill, which had been tiassod th.
Senate over the Governor's veto, came intome iioupo, and that body also overrode theveto by a voto of 54 to I'D. This was a soredisappointment to the Governor, for he hart
confidently -- anticipated that tho House
wouiu sustain mm in the veto.

At its night session the House defeated abill for a system of township libraries, and
VbI,.

The Senate accomplished a good deal of
work yesterday, disposing of quite a num-

ber of Important measures. First, the Mc-

Cord Ruildlng and Loan Association bill
was passed then the general feo and
salary bill was Indefinitely postponed,
and In tho afternoon the last of
the Vandalla bills, the one authorizing
legal proceedings to begin, was parsed, as
well as a number of House bills. Mr.
Roots' bill limiting the expenditures that
may be made by township trustees on
their own volition, was defeated by a
strong majority, but Senator Watson, who
voted against tho bill for that purpose,
gave notice that he would this morning
move to reconsider'" the 'vote by which the
bill was defeated. At the opening of the
session the committee on rules reported
favorably on a motion by Sena.' or Newby
to limit all debate to five minutes, and
it was adopted by the Senate.

Senator McCord bus been ailing for the
last two or three days, and was not able
to be present yesterday morning. In his
.absence Senator La Follette engineered the
passage of the building and loan associa-
tion bill. Tho record did not show that it
had been engrossed, but It had just come
from tho engrossing room, and Senator
Lit Follette novtd that it do pass. Several
amendments were offered. Two of them,
one correcting a typographical error, of-

fered by Senator Gilbert, and another by
Senator Johnson, adding a provision to
Section 3, which requires all associations,
except those d jing business on the terminal
or serial plan, to credit on pass books an-
nually tho amount of earnings due the
stockholder, were adopted and the bill was
passed. Itis published as amended in an-
other column.

There was but littlo discussion of Senator
Gilbert's bUl. making more uniform the
terms of county commissioners, and it was
passed without much discussion, although
there was some, opposition to it. The bill
provides:

"That all county commissioners who arc
now holding ofiice under any general elec-
tion heretofore held shall hold their offices
and continue in office .until the expiration
of tho first regular term of office begin-
ning after tho election, at which tny such
commissioner was elected, and until their
successors are elected ard quail tied, with-
out regard to whether any such commis-
sioner nov holding office mny have in fact
occupied a part of a preceding term or
not. And commissioners-elec- t, who have
not yet taken office shall begin their re-
spective terms of office at tho expiration
of the time allowed to present Incumbents
under the provisions of this act, and hold
thereafter for the term of three years, re-
spectively, and until their successors are
elected and qualified. And the year In
which the regular term of office of each
district shall begin shall bo determined by
calculating periods of three years from the
end cf the term for which the commissioner
for the same district was elected, upon theorganization of the board cf commissioners
for tho county. 'Provided, That this actnot be construed so as to extend the
t!me of a present Incumbent for more than
three years from tho time of his induction
Into ofiice unless such extension Is neces-sary to complete the regular term begin
ning after his elect 0"

There are some prov isions of the charter
ef the Western Mutual Life Insurance and
Trust Company granted in lb.39 which are
regarded as advantageous for the incorpor-

NEW INSURANCE BILLS

MAKING AN EFFORT TO SAVE TI1L2

PIECES I.N THE HOUSE.

31 r. Hoots Will Offer Ilrlef Substitute
for the Meunure Decapitated

In Committee.

Chairman Roots, of the insurance com-

mittee of the House, Is making a noble ef-

fort to save the pieces of the Commercial
Club insurance bills. Late yesterday after-
noon Mr. Nicholson made a report of the
committee of the whole killing the two bills
for the organization of the home mutual
and home stock companies, and moved that
tho report be not concurred In. This was
carried, and when opportunity offers he will
move to go Into committee again on this
subject, and an effort will be made to sub
stitute two short bills for the ones decapi-
tated In committee. The mutual bill that
will be offered as a substitute is as follows:

"Section 1. That any number of persons
not less than nine who shall be engaged In
the same class of manufacture, trade or
business may associated themselves to-
gether for the purpose of mutual Insurance
of their respective classes of property
against loss or damage by fire, lightning,
tornado or explosion: but no such company
shall commence business until agreements
have been entered into for insurance with
at least one hundred applicants, the premi-
ums on which shall not amount to less than
$jU,000, on which at least $10.OK) shall have
been paid in cash and notes of solvent par-
ties founded on actual and bona fide appli-
cants for insurance for the remainder shall
have been received. No one of the notes
received as above shall for organization
purposes be counted upon A3 more than
SGOO and no two shau be given for the
samo risk or be made by the same person
or firm, except where th whole amount of
such notes shall not for organization pur-
poses be counted as more than $oO0; nor
shall any such notes be represented as cap-
ital unless a policy be received upon the
same within thirty days after the organ-
ization of the corporation upon a risk which
shall be for no shorter period than
twelve months. Each of said notes phall
be payable in parts or in whole at any time
vhen the directors shall deem the same
requisite for the payment of losses and
such incidental expenses as may be neces-
sary for the transaction of the. business of
the corporation. Before the auditor of
state shall issue a certificate to such com-
pany to do business there shall be exhibited
to him a list of said persons making paid
agreements, with the alfidavits of the pres-
ident and secretary of said company or of
the agent taking such applications, that
each of the persons making the same is,
in their or his opinion, pecuniarily good
and responsible for the same.

"Section 2. Every company organized un-
der the provisions of the preceding section
shall Indicate in its title or name the trade
and class of property which It shall be or-
ganized to insure, and no such company
shall Insure any property of any other
trade or class. Any and every officer of
any such company who shall issue a policy
to any person contrary to the provisions
of this act, or who shall violate any of tho
provisions of this act, shall be subject to
a fine of $b) for each and every policy so
Issued or each and every violation of tho
provisions of this act. Such company shall
comply with all laws now In force gov-
erning mutual fire insurance companies ex-
cept as above provided.

"Section 3, Whereas, an emergency exists
for the immediate taking effect of this act.
the same shall bo in force from and after
Its passage."

The Joint-stoc- k bill reads as follows:
"Section 1. That an act entitled 'An act

for the Incorporation of Insurance compa-
nies, defining their powers and prescribing
their duties, approved June 17. be and
the same is hereby amended by striking
out Section 11 of said act and inserting in
lieu thereof the following, to read:

"Sec. 11. Such companies may acquire
and hold real estate necessary for the trans-
action of its business and may take and
hold real estate and securities, mortgaged
or pledged for the payment due or becom-
ing due. and also purchase real estate on
sale made by virtue of any judgment or
decree of any court In any cause to w hich
said company Is a party, and may take
and receive real estate in payment or In
part satisfaction of any debt previously con-
tracted or due. but all nal estate other than
that retained for the transaction of Its busi-
ness shall be fold within five years from
date of purchase.

See. 2. The assets of such company shall
be Invested as follows: First In bonds of
some one or two of the States of this
