PFOSSIPLE SOLLTIONS,

How Serious Trouble May Be Averted
—hing George Mgy Abdieate.

ATHENS. March 12.—In spite of the re-
peuted ssertiops made in the  different
eapitals of Europe that the powers are act-
Ing in concert towards Greece, It I8 re-
marked here that if this were the case the
threatened coerclon of Greece would hawve
been an accomplished fact long before tnis,
There seems 1o be but three ways out of
the present difficulty. The most peculiar is
that the powers must accept the offers of
Greece to withdraw her fleet from Cretan
waters and allow her army of occupation
to remain nominally under the control of a
foreign officer outranking Colonel Vassos,
to be used for the pacification of the island,
and when that is accomplished a plebiscite
shall decide whether the Cretans prefer an-
nexation to autonomy.

The second suggested solution the
coercion, real or seeming, of Greece by the
blockade of the Creek coasts as well as the
island of Crete. This would be a dangerous
and difficult task. In the first place, it
would require an immense fleet of vessels
owing to the almost innumerable islands
composing the Greclan archipelago, to
make such a blockade effective. Besides,
Greece's reply to this proposition would
ﬁohbly be the lighting of the tires of war

He said the woman he
is charged with murdering had been lost
in Belgium when a girl and he had traced
her to Green Bayv, She had gone insane. he
claimed. because she had murdered her hus-
band, She had previously made a contract
to leave all her estate to him at her death,
Medical expert testimony was given all
afternoon.
