the number. Now it is announced that Ar-
thur J. Giddings has been appointed to l‘lr"
important position of genernl Western
agent of the Nicket-plate fast freight line,
in charge of all territory from west of the
Missouri river to and inecluding the Pacitic
coast, with headquarters at Denver. His
career was begun while yvet a boy in the
service of the old Indianapolis, Peru & Chi-
Cago, now a part of the Lake Erie & West-
ern system. He was employed in the loeal
freight offices at Indianapolig, and his apti-
tude for the business, combined with a
keen intelligence and ready grasp of detail,
brought him rapid advancement, so that it
was not long before he secured a good po-
sition in the Indianapolis office of the old
Hoosac Tunnel fast freight line. He con-
tinued to progress until finally he occupied
the post of chief clerk in the general office
at Rochester. When C. 8. Tappen was ap-
pointed manager of the Nickel-plate line
and it began doing business, in 1884, he ap-
pointed Mr. Giddings chief clerk, a place he
has ever filled. It is no Aatiery o
say that no man occupying a like position
is held in higher esteem nor regarded as a
more reliable expert than Mr, Giddings, He
has a thorough familiarity with every fea-
ture and branch of the service, is widely
known, and has a capacity for detail re-
lating to traffic matters that has gained for
him the enviable reputation of being with-
out a superior,

K. H. Wade Dead.

Kirtland H. Wade, general manager of
the Southern California Railway, was found
dead In the bath tub in his apartments at
the Hollenbeck Hotel, Los Angeles, Cal,,
yesterday, He had died some time Thurs-
day night, it is thought, of apoplexy. The
deceased entered rallway service Nov, 16,
IS5%; to Nov. 1, 187, on the Toledo, Wa-
bash & Western; for one year he was tel-
egraph operator at Delphi; one and a quar-
ter years telegraph operator and ticket
agent at Peru; four months operator and
ticket agent at Logansport, and five and
one-quarter years train dispatcher at La-
fayette. Nov. 1, 1867, to Jan. 1, 1870, train
dispatcher, Indlanapolis, Cincinnati & La-
fayette at Lafayette. Jan. 1, 1870, to Aug.
15, 1851, on the Wabash; five yvears master
of trains, Illineis division, at Springfield,
ll.; two years superintendent Ohjo and In.
diana division, at Lafayette, and four and a
hail years superintendent of the same divi-
sion 1t Fort Wayne, Aug, 15, 1881, to Dec.
1, 1882, superintendent lowa division, Chi-
cago, Burlingion & Quincy. Dec, 1, 1882 to
June, 1588, superintendent of the Wabhash
road; June, 188, to July 1, general superin-
tendent of the Wabash lines. In November,
IS8, being in poor health, he accepted the
position he held at the time of his death.
When on the Wabash lines he was a very
popular and hard-working officlal.

The Commission Question,

A lively meeting of Western and trans-
continental lines was held in Chicago yes-
terday. It was called for the purpose of
devising methods of equalizing commission
payments on Culifornia business from At-
lantic seaport points. At present higher
commissions are authorized by way of New
Orleans than through Chicago or 8t. Louis,
and that has a strong tendency to divert
business to the Seuthern route. Instead of
confining itself to the question it was
cailled to consider. yesterday's meeting un-
dertook to discuss the entire commission
situation in the West, and the discussion
brought out the fact that cxtensive de-
moralization exists, The authorized com-
mission on business from 82|t 'aul and Chi-
cago, for instance, is 75 cents.

Paul and St,
Louis threatens to =, read, so that the
whole situation is endangered. A conclu-

An Important Case Argued.

Yesterday the aral arguments were made
before the Supreme Court of Indinna in the
case of George Wagner against the Loujs-
ville, New Albany & Chicago road. The
case was originally brought in the Floyd
Circuit Court an action for damages
sustained by the plaintiff while employed
in the shops of the Monon at New Albany,
The defendant was granted a change of
venue to Clark eounty, where the case was
tried and resulted fn a verdict of $.250.

The company Is rep-
resented by Judge Field, general counsel of
the company, and Judge Byron K. Elliotrt,
ex-member of the Supreme Court, The
case is of more than ordinary interest, as
it involves a law the pagsage of which the
rallroad employes secured in the Indiana
Leglislature four years ago, known as the
employes’ Hability bill,  This is the first
ciase of this character which has been
brought Iu'-f'nrt- the Rll;:rt-mu- Court of this
State, and its decsion is watched with in-
terest by railroad officials as well as em-
ployes,
