cision Before It Was Promulgated.

WASHINGTON, March 13.—The crowning
secandal of the Cleveland administration
was uncovered to-day by an official order
by Secretary Bliss, annulling a “queer” de-
cision by General Land Commissioner La-
moreaux in the McKee serip case, wherein
he held for the applicants and placed a
cloud on the title to about 275 acres of
choice Chicago reai estate, worth from
£100,000 to 3200000 an aecre, or between $2),-
000 000 and $50,000, 000, The commiszsioner's
proceedings were so grossly irregular as to
call for a terrific arraignment by his su-
perior, the secretary of the interior, in
which fraud is all but openly charged, This
is the crse in which Harvey M. La Follette,
former superintendent of public instruction
for Indiana, is interested us one of the ap-
plicants, and as a partner in the scrip own-
ership. Nelther La Follette nor his coun-
sel, Messrs. Dudley & Mlichener, are
charged with irregularities, but the govern-
ment ofileial who first passed on the case
stands indicted by Secretary Bliss with im-
proper official conduct and scandalous ir-
regularities. The land scrip case is set for
a hearing April 5

Judge Lamoreux left the national capital a
week or more before the change of admin-
istration, the statement being made that he
was in a critical condition from nervous éex-
haustion, and before he departed he ten-
dered his resignation to the President. In
view of to-day's developments it may be
that he will be dismissed. The full text of
the order, “'to the commissioner of the Gen-
eral Land Office,” canceling the procecd-
ings, signed by the secretary this morning,
follows:

“Sir—It having been made known to me
that there is in yvour office what purports
to be an opinion signed in the matter of the
application of Matthias Eenner and Harvey
M. La Follette to locate McKee serip on
what is known as the lake front of Chi-
cago, and that a copy of said paper has
been delivered to one of the parties to the
controversy before its rendition and pro-
mulgation, in flagrant disregard of right
and justice, and in violation of the express
order of my predecessor, and the usunl and
just rules of procedure, now, therefore, in
the exercise of the diseretion and authority
conferred on me by law, I direct you to
order a rehearing of =uch application at
such time as you may designate, pot later
than thirty days from the date hereof, and
to immediately notify all parties in interest
of this order, anf® -~ the time fixed for the
hearing. All orders and acts of your de-
partment heretofore made or done in the
matter of such application are hereby re-
seinded, vacated and annulied, to the end
that sald application m&y be beard de novo
and true and equal justice done between
the parties.”

REVERSED HIS OWN DECISION,.

The decision formulated and promulgated
by Commissloner Lamorcux, and which
resulted in to-day’'s seathing rebuke, it is
gaid at the department, is directly contrary
to a decision rendered by him on Aug I
last, involving the same lands and identieal

except as to parties with tha present case.
This decision was rendered on an applica-
tion by Martin M. Cooney and others to lo-
cate McKee script on ldentically the same
ground, and, it is said, under the same cir-
cumstances as the present case. The appli-
cation of Cooney et al. was rejected, while
the application of Harvey M. La Follette
and Matthias Benner was allowed by Com-
misgioner Lamoreux in the decision which
has been repudiated by Secretary Bliss to-
day. The department to-day made the fol-
lowing officiil statement of the matter:

“On the 224 day of February Secretary
Francis directed that judgment in the case
be suspended until the further order of his
department. This order has been pub-
]i‘:tn-ri. The secretary was thereafter in-
formed that no decision had been rendered,;
none was found in the proper office of the
Land Department; none appears in the
letter press book, where all decisions are
required to be coplied prior to promulgation,
In response to a telegram from the assist-
ant attorney general asking Commissioner
Lamoreux if he had given out a copy of
his opinion in the lake front case, if so,
when, and to whom. Mr. Lamoreux re-

Hed:

P ‘On the 20th I signed an opinion and
had a number of copies made the same day
to be given to the press on the 23d, which
date 1 had announced that the decision
would be promulgated. One of the copies
on the 20th 1 gave to a party with permis-
gion for him to use it after the decision
should be promulgated, but in no case to
be used until promulgation. This was done
on the 20th. On the 22d the secretary sus-
pended promulgation.’

“Although it does not appear to whom
the copy was given, yet as Mr. Lamoreux
did not disclose the name of the person, al-
though requested to do s0, and reported
merely that he gave it to 'a party.' it is to
be presumed that such party was not with-
out interest in the controversy. Moreover,
before this department was advised that
any decision had been signed, counsel for
the serip holders requested that such an
opinion be promulgated. Knowledge of the
opinion is therefore traceable to them.
The impropriety of giving out a copy of an
unrmul--r---f unpromulgated deecision to one
of the parties to a controversy in advance
of the day set for its formal announcement
is too obvious to require comment. Mr,
Lamoreux states that he gave 4 copy to ‘a
party' three days in advance of the time
appointed by himself for its promulgation
in the usuul and proper way, Neither
faith nor credit can attach to an opinion
under such circumstances, Since it was
never properly filed, It was deemed best to
disregard it and direct & new trial. This
was done.

retary Bliss took the oath of office,
asked that the opinion be promulgated.

The department absolves Mr. Carlisle
from wrong connection with the case, sayv-
ing he probably acted unwittingly and did
not come down until after he had relin-
quished his duties as secretary, but his re-
quest, it is asserted, was a complete sur-
prigse. Then the secretary had the matter
examined into, and found the opinfon un-
recoyded, lying in the private satfe, though
it had been promulgated to the counsel. It
is also explained that Secretary Franeis
got wind of the fact that the commissioner
was about to decide the matter, and so [s-
sued his postponing arder, but did not know
of a written opinfon, It is alleged, also,
that the opinlon used by the commissioner
was substantially the same in terms and
words as furnished by Attorney Michener,
of counsel for the scrip locators.

Lamoreux Too 111 te Talk.
HORICON, Wis.,, March 13.—-Commission-
er Lamoreux was in n¢ mood to be inter-
viewed when visited to-day and positively
declined to talk about the Chicago lake
front matter except to state that he know
nothing whatever about the decision and
that the Land Office was the only pluce to
goet any news about the matter., Mr. La-
moreux was propped up in a large arme-
chair with pillows and appeared to be very
ill. His voice is weak and a doctor is in
daily attendance. During the past few
days he has been very ill, but the doctor

CINCINNATI, O., March 13.—A special to
the Commercial Tribune from Frankfort,
Ky., to-night, says: Governor Bradiey to-
night, with a considerable degree of
warmth, repudiated the publications in the
afternoon papers to-day that he had re-
splted Alonzo Walling., The Governor sald
that the stories gent out were based purely
on conjectuse, and, while they might prove
correct, they might also be wrong.

“No lving crvuture:" said he, “has any
authority or reason for making the state-
ment that 1 have decided on such action.”

The Governor took up the Walling case
last night, and, it is understood, has about
completed reading the record, but his decl-
sion will probably not be officially an-
nounced till Monday.

The belief that Walling will be respited
is still general here, but it is not founded
on anything that the Governor has saild
or done,

The story referred to was a report sent
out yesterday and printed in the evening
papers alleging that Governor Bradley haa
announced a respite of four days for Alonzo
Walling. This, coupled with the announce-
ment of last night that Jackson must hang,
was taken to mean that the Governor in-
tends giving Jackson every chance to make
a confession clearing, if he so desires, hils
companion in crime. Jackson will surely
hang Saturday, and every effort will be
made to get nim to confes; before he meets
his death. Jackson undoubtedly holds the
life of Walling in his hands,

Col. George Washington, Walllng's attor-
ney, refused to discuss the reported re-
spiie for Walling, but he believes it might
result in some benefit to his client. Said
Colonel Washington:

“*Jackson promised Walling on July 7, in
the Covington jaii, that if the Court of
Appeuls aflirmed the decision of the Camp-
bell county court he would say enough to
save my client from the gallows. This was
overheard by a Cincinnati man at the time,
and he has written Governor Bradley to
that effect. This has not doubt weighed
with Governor Bradley."

WALLING IS CONFIDENT,

Declares that Jackson Has Promised

to Save His Neck.

ALEXANDRIA, Ky., March 13.—Both
Alonzo Walling and Jackson were still in
bed at the jail this morning when the
alleged news came of a brief respite for
Walling. *“Only four days,” exclaimed
Walling when he heard the report. ““Well,
that isn't much, but it is a starter.”

Efforis to Save the BRBig
Bridge at Memphis—River Now an

Inch Higher than Ever Before.

Railway

+

MEMPHIS, Tenn., March 12.—To-night at
Memphis the Mississippi river has reached
the highest mark since the establishment
of the weather bureau. The gauge regis-
ters 35.7 feet and the water is creaping up
slowly but surely. The river reached its
previous highest record on March 14-17,
183, when the gauge marked 35.68 feet.

News reached Memphls to-day of the
breaking of the levee last night at Marion,
Ark., and the consequent inundation of that
little city and all the surrounding country,
The waters have swept over the country
for miles around further than the eve can
reach. In the town of Marion the water is
about three feet deep, and the Inhabitants
are not lingering to take a last look at their
household goods, but are leaving sum-
marily, although the houses at this point
are not considered to be in immediate dan-
ger of being transformed into floating rafts,

Much destruction of stock is reported,
but there is yet a great deal which can be
saved, and every effort will be made to do
this. At President's island all the stock is
destroyed, except twenty-five horses, and
at Athen and Chicken islands the destruc-
tion of stock has been eqgually great., The
ferry boat C. C. Bryan left to-day on a

gpecial trip to gather up all the stock which
is yet alive at these and other inundated
localities,

The Neely plantation, below Mound City,
is one vast gxpance of water, while the
houses on this property have beén 'swupt
away and are floating about on the sur-

face of the floods. The inhabitants there
have betaken themselves to boats and Im-

provised rafts, In the nelghborhood of
Mound City the houses are also afloat and
the people have abandoned them and also
taken to boats and rafts, like so many of
their neighbors. There are numerous ar-
ri}':lls of refugees from the overtlowed dis-
trict.

Across the river at the other end of the
bridge a large force of men is engaged day
and night trying to save the fiiling-in un-
der the trestle from heing washed away by
the flood. For many months the work of
filling in the trestle work leading up to the
bridge has been going on. There is8 a dis-
tance of 5.700 feet, and, instead of beginning
at one end of this stretch and filling to the
top as the work progressed, it has been the
systom of the contrtactors to fill all along
the entire distance that rises a foot or two
feet above the present stage of the flood.
It is the experience of persons used to
such things that when once the water
breaks through a line of embankment of
that kind the passage soon broadens, and
in a short time there is no way (o save
the rest of the work. Several hundred
thousand dollars have been spent on the
work already. About five hundred yards
from the bridge junction a bayou passes
under the trestle, and this has been filled,
There is much danger that a wash-out will
begin at that spot, A large force of men is
kept on guard all along the line, They are
on duty night and day, ready to repair any
small break that may occur before it gets
a chance to spread.

FORT WAVYNE, Ind., March 12.—Nothing
has occurred in this city for vears that has
shocked the community so much as the ter-
rible trugedy that was brought 1o Yght this
morninge at lock, when the startling
discovery was made gt the residence of
Mrs. Elsle Hall 119 Washington boule-
vard. The body of the young attorney,
William E. Colerick, was found cold
in death the couch in the par-
lor, ardi in the bedroom  his
flancee, Mae MHall, was found
in an unconscious condition, =upposed 1o be
irom the effects of carbolic acid, Both of
the bodies were only partially clad, that of
Mr. Colerick oniy the undeére
clothing and a white shirt. There was abe
solutely no cause known for elther 1o des
sire to end this life. Some intimate that
Mr. Colerick might have died suddenly in
an excess of excitement of some sort, and
that Miss Hall, not knowing what to do,
and fearing a terrible scandal, might have
dragged his body on to the couch in the
parlor and then retired to her own room
and taken carbolic acid. An empiy bottla
labeled carbolic acld was found on the pare-
lor table,
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Friends were sure It was not a case of
gulcide, however, and after the coroner's
Inquest was in session It soon appeared
that such a verdict would not be returned.
The investigaticn which took place this
cvening resulted in a decision that young
Colerick’s death and Miss Hall's condition
are due to asphyxiation by natural gas ese
caping from the stove. At the same time,
Dr. Porter, the attending paysician, de=-
clares that the only cause was the taking of
carbolic acid. At 8:30 o'clock to-night Miss
Hall was gaining strength, but is still I»
a very serfous condition,

Miss Hall's mother left Thursday for St.
Paul, and was to have bLeen married at St
Paul to-day und start for Walla Walla,
Wash., to reside, expecting her daughter
and Mr. Colerick to be married in & few
days. Miss Hail went to the train with
her mother, and then took supper with hep
friend, Mrs. Peter Planting, of West Dee
wald streetl, returning to her home alones
Mr. Colerick took supper the same evening
with his mother and sisters, and themn
hurried 10 the home of Miss Hall. They
were to have been married sarly next weelk,
aithoagh the day was not set,

This morning Mrs. Planting and friends of
Mr. Colerick, becoming alarmed at theip
continued absence, broke into the house and
found their bodies,

The parents of both halled the coming
marriage with delight, the father of
yvoung Colerick urging him 10 get married
quickly and bring his bride home and live
with themn. His mother was requently
seen on the street with Miss Hall and
seemed attached to her. The aproaching
marriage wag often a pleasant theme of
conversation with the relatives on bolly
sides, and why they committed suicide will
probably never be known unless Miss Hall
recovers sufificiently to tell the story, which
I8 doubtful., They had no quarrel that is
Known of, and it can only be presumed that
carbolic acid was taken with sulcidal ine-
tent beecause of =ome insane delusion which
made them both irresponsible for the act,

Friends offer a possible excuse by surmise
ing that they saw reasons why they could
not live happily In marriage, and undepr

Lthese circumstances the tics of love that
bound them may have caused them to
mutually agree to end their lives. He
loved her devotedly, and it is
sald was Insanely Jjealous and ree-
seated any attention she received from
other young men. As she wa=s a beautiful
and graceful young woman her compan
was much sought after in soclety. Coleric
was a brilllant yvoung lawyer, descendant
of a long line of Colericks, who have for
generations been leaders at the Allen-
county bar. He was in the office of his
uncle, ex-Congresasman Wapole G, Colerick.
The father of the deceased I1s also a bril-
Hant lawyer and is now engaged In a sulg
at Decatur, where Adams county has
brought sult against the present counly
treasurer, Daniel P. Boles, for defaleation
and embezzliement of county funds. The
deceased had a case In Superior Court this
morning. The judge, opposing counsel,
jury and witnesses walted for him two
hours, but on account of the pepularity of
the young man ithe case was postponed
until Monaay, instead of the judge declar-
ing a default,

Rushyville Now Owns Its Own Light
and Water Works.
Speclal to the Indlanapolis Journsl,
RUSHVILLE, Ind., March 13.—The affairs
of the Rushviile Water Company, which
have been (n a seemingly hopeless tangie
for several months, are at last adjusted 1o
the satisfaction of all parties, if not to thelp
profit. The Rushville Water Company Is &
corporation composed of the city of Rushe
ville and the lnte Howe Pump and Engine
Company, of Indianapolis. The capital stock
is £5,000, $31.%0 of which is owned by the
city and $4000 by the Howes, After iia
organization, a ycar ago last October, the
Rushville Water Company contracted with
the Howe Pump and Engine Company for
the constroction of a combined water and

ele~tric plant, to cost $55.0, At the com=

the plant It was leased to the

Howes for twenty vears at a seemingly ade
vantageous figure for the city, The Howes
were paid In full for their work in buliding
the ﬁ'l;u?lf_ Last summer the Howe Come
pany. which d4id o general buziness in In-
diann as water-works coutractors, went 1o
the wall. Soon after the fallure mechanics’
liens aggregating about £200 were flled
against the water plant by subcontractors
and material men with whom the Howe
Company had dealt in bullding the plant,
This was a surprise to the Clity Council,
which was roundiy censursd for entering
into the original contract and allowing the
ity to be swindled. The recelver of the
Howe Pump and Eagine Company opers
ated  thu plant bt | few months,
unti]! finding thaut carnings were less
than its expenses, and he threw up the
contract The city, in addition to its an-
nual rentais, was asked to pay for ronning
the plant. Rather than be in darkness it
consented to this, and hoped for an early
settlement. This came yesterday, when the
Indiana Trust Company, receiver of the
Howes, transferred to the city the forty
shares of stock owned by the Howes in the
Rushville Water Company at its par valus,
$4,000. The recelver puld off the Henholders,
who agreed in writing to cancel thelp
cluims.  The lienholders in Rushville re-
celved 73 cents on the dollar and the na.-
